the new woman cannot be stopped 
even in Wall Street. In the financial 
district women are no longer content 
to play only the subordinate roles of 
stenographers, secretaries and clerks. 
One by one they have entered the 
sacred precincts of executive offices 
Id banks and bond b o u s^—quietly 
and unobtrusively. Women of ca* 
paclCy are  demonstrating that the 
elusive facts of the money m arkets 
are  not beyond the grasp of the 
feminine mind.

Wall Street clings to Its traditions, 
yielding only slowly to significant so­
cial changes, but gradually the most 
obstinate veterans are coming to rec­
ognize th at women are people even in 
the financial district.

The Association of Bank Women, a 
national organization, has doubled Its 
membersbip In the last two years. 
One hundred and forty women execu­
tives are  now In the fold. Including 
six bank presidents, two vice presi­
dents. two directors, five caeblcrs and 
fifteen assistant ^ sb le rs .

Mrs. William Laimbeer, president 
of the association and bead of the 
women's department of the National 
City Bank of New York, the largest 
bank In the country, said, la explain­
ing the new vocation for women, “cer­
tain aspects of banking need the per­
sonal touch, and women are  more 
personal than mexL Intuition and 
sympathy have th d r  value In bank- 
hig. especially as far as women de­
positors are  concerned.**
' Most women bankers find It easier 
to deal wkh business men than with 
women. Some women customers in­
sist on dealing with male officers, 
lacking confidence In the pioneers of 
their own sex. A woman salesman- 
ager of a large bond house recently 
explained that her customers are al­
most exclusively men.

Investigations which confirm the text 
of Leviticus 23:lfi-l6, which reads:

"Ye shall count unto you from the 
morrow ofter the Sabbath, from the 
day that ye brought the sheaf of the 
wave-offering, seven Sabbaths shall 
there be complete . . . even unto 
the morrow after the seventh Sabbath 
shall ye number fifty days, and ye 
shall offer a new meal offering to 
Jehovah."

According to Doctor Marvin, chief 
of the United States weather bureau, 
and Moses B. Cotsworth. director of 
the International Fixed Calendar 
league, the iovestlgatious show that 
Moses Inserted the day of Pentecost 
as the eighth day of the week to ab­
sorb the odd day beyond fifty-two 
weeks which now changes the day 
names for dates throughout every fol­
lowing mouth of tbe year. The cal­
endar reformers propose that the last 
day in every year be made an inter­
national holiday, so that every year 
will repeat exactly the same day 
names for dates, as Moses did when 
he placed the day of Pentecost in his 
perj)ctnal calendar.

The first day of April. All Fools’ 
day, has long been In AraerU-n and 
most European countries a day that 
enjoys a character all its own. in that 
It Is consecrated to impositions upon 
unsuspet-ting persons. While the date 
Is well remembered, yet the origin of 
the custom cannot be traced with any 
degree of certainty. In the literature 
of the past century there are many 
references to It. and yet beyond that 
It la scarcely possible to go.

April fooling Is nn Immemorial cus­
tom Id India. The Hindus practiced 
precisely similar pranks on March 31, 
when they held what Is known ns the 
Hull festival.

day by the arrival of a steamship 
passenger In Ne’w York who gave her 
home address a s :

‘'Llanfalrpwllgwngyligogerychwymd-
robwllllandyalliogogogocb.’’

There is sneh a place, though prac­
tical map makers irreverently label 
It briefly “Llanfalrpwllgwyngyll,” or 
even merely "Llanfalr P. G.," says a 
commuiiiciilion to the National Geo­
graphic s«H.-iety by Ralph A. Graves.

However, the 58-letter title is its 
unabridged, honest-to-Cymric name, 
which means “f'hurch of St. Mary In 
a hollow of white hasel. near to a 
rapid whirlpool and to St. Tysllio’s 
church, near to a red cave.”

Orthography may be one reason why 
so few of the thousands of Amerh-an 
tourists include Wales In their lilner- 
ary, though It Is one of the mo.st al­
luring regions of the British isles.

The average American traveler 
takes one glance a t his guidebook or 
a t the tourist-agency folder and de­
cides to go to the Knglish lakes dis­
trict, to Scotland, to the 'L orna 
Doone” country, or—Paris.

He lacks the courage to wrestle 
with such place names as Bettws- 
y-Coed, Bodelwyddan. Dwygyfylchl. 
Olwyd. Llandudoo. Pwllheli, and 
Pen-y-Gwryd.

If the traveler goes to a railway 
station to get his transportation, he 
cannot tell where he wishes to go. If 
a ticket agent in a tourist office asks 
whether he would prefer to go by this 
roate or by that, with stopover priv­
ileges here or there, the sounds con­
vey to him no Impression of any of 
the places he may have read about.

He may have equipped himself In 
advance by studying some "easy 
rule for pronouncing Welsh naraea,” 
such as “To pronounce 'Ll.’ place the 
tip of the tongue back of the upper 
front teeth and blow through the side 
of the m outh ; 'Ch' is a strong gut­
tural having no equivalent in Bng- 
llah, but Is a prolonged ‘k’ (a c h ) ; 
' t v  is oo. a s  in good.” But If ever 
he imagined he could remember such 
rules, be forgets their practical ap­
plication the moment he hears glln- 
dlv'r-doo-l, meaning Glyndyfrdwy. It's 
so much simpler to go elsewhere!

Consequently, et tourist agencies 
the Welsh -window never has a wait­
ing line, and few clerks are able to give 
one advice as to where to go, how 
long to stay, and liuw to come back.

river from Shanghai, took a day off 
and. joimal by otlier thousands, pa­
raded the streets with baBners. joss 
sticin  and shooting firecrackers as an 
appeal to the gods not to let the Tang- 

j tsre river run dry. An ancient 
I legend has It that years ago an old 

priest of diabolical intent came to 
Shanghai from north of the Yaogtsze 
aud raised havoc. Finally In despair 
the natives of Shanghai and Pootung 
rose aud drove him back to his na­
tive liHunls. Ever since then the na­
tives have been afraid that he might 
come ba< k. But the only condition 
permitting his return would be the 
drying of the world’s third largest 
river. Next year the function will he 
repeated.

W hale W ith  Tw o Tuake
One of file iniwt romarkahle and lit­

tle known marine animals of the 
world is the narwiial. a species of 
Arctic whale that makes its home lu 
the Polar seas, sa.vs the Popular Me­
chanics The male 1s dis­
tinguished bj’ the nbnoruial develop­
ment of its left front tooth, which 
sometimes attains u length of eight 
feet or more. It tapers slightly to a 
pointed hollow tusk, the surface of 
which Is marked by spiral grooves and 
ridges. Occasionally both teeth de­
velop in this manner. The narwhals 
congregate In schools, feed on small 
fish and cru-sfaceans and form a pic­
turesque sight wlien plowing through 
the water, their long, glistening boms 
rising in unison as they come to the 
surface to “blow.” The exact pur­
pose of the tusk is not known, but la 
believed to be for defense or for 
breaking Girougb ice.

“Everybody has a klok,’* said a 
noted alienist, giving evidence In a 
mental case recently, and a celebrated 
French authority has done us the coiu- 
plimeot to say we are all mure or less 
Insane.

Probably they really mean that few 
of 08 are  perfectly nurinul. A clever, 
even brilliant person may yet be mad 
and many great people have their 
k inks; and the border line between 
genius and madness Is sometimes per­
ilously thin. The highly wrought 
brain is often overstrung and liable to 
yield or sag a little In some direction. 
The "kink” may show itself in a fad. 
such as kleptomania, avarice, or 
peculiarities of diet, or clothing.

One Is apt to think that a person 
deranged mentally Is incapable of 
dealing effectively with anything.

I t  may be so with the idiot, but 
many a lunatic has shown astoDlshlng 
abUitlM in some directions, music, 
mathematics, or Inventlou. For it is 
carious th at in a brain where there Is 
a  gap in the reasoning faculties there 
is sometimes a compeneating coher­
ence and capacity ..shfewbere, even a 
stratum  of genius. writer knew
an asylum p a . t ie n v ^ o  played the 
'cello as few of the concert virtuosi 
can.

The fact Is th at the possession of 
culture or talent is not always a proof 
of high intellectual developooot. 
Some lunatics have strange powers of 
learning and wonderful memories. 
They bad a  maniac In Paris who could 
answer any question put from an en­
cyclopedia and correctly give the .dates 
of practically every event in history. 
There have been many maibsmatlcal 
and other prodigies outside the asy­
lums, and most of them have had 
their ‘•kinks." They were not normal, 
and sometimes a long way from It— 
as In the case of the boy who could 
do staggering feats In mental calcula­
tion. yet could never wash or dress 
himself.

Aod yet there is a difference be­
tween eccentricity and iusaulty, 
though they nm  each other pretty 
close sometimes, as in the case of the 
learned American university professor 
who (it  is said) rarely washed, lived 
OD boiled onions, could never make up 
his mind unaided on any m atter, and 
bad a  distressing habit of dlsi-ardlng 
all his garments «»n hot days. Wll- 
liuni Blake, brilliant though his 
aclileveiiieot was in p*etry, was never 
quite sane. j

Why is it th at so often ihe brilliant 
academic scholar falls in life? The 
psychologist will tell you that the 
mere accretion of book learning and 
the development of the faculty of 
memory counts for little  In the mental 
scale, for memory Is one of the lowest 
of Uie cerebral functions.

The test comes when the brain has 
to make its own decision, without the 
support of rule or experience. When 
Judgment has to be weighed and a de­
cision made, then comes the crucial 
test, ^\'llen the unbalanced brain Is 
faced with the protilems of cold reason 
and calculation, then is shown the gap 
between perfect sanity aod defect.

But, afte r all. It would be a dull 
world If we were all turned out of one 
mold.

The shamrock, popularly accepted 
as the national emblem of Ireland, 
and worn the world over on Rt. P at­
rick’s day, will probably always re- 
tuulu a mystery and a puzzle to bot­
anists. It cannot properly be celled 
Ireland’s national dower, because only 
the leaf Is used as the symbol, and It 
is not certain which of several flowers 
the leaf belongs to.

The commonest statem ent la that 
the shamrock la Identical with ordi­
nary white clover, but that It apowb 
more luxuriantly in Ireland becauae 
of the moist and equable climate of 
the island ond Its generally favorable 
soli. Another claim is made In favor 
of a yellow-flowsred dover known 
outside pf Ireland as the "n’onesuch.'* 
A third plant that bears the old Iiid i 
name of •■seamrog" is the wood sorrel 
or oxalls. This s{>ecle8 is more near­
ly related to the violets than it is to 
the clover, but Its leaves, like those of 
the clovers, are three-parted. At least 
one of the medieval Irish herbals. or 
books of medlclual [rfants, ascribes 
great curative virtues to the p lan t 
which, unfortunately, are quite Imag­
inary.

The shamrock Is not the only plant 
famous lu antiquity whose modem 
classiflcatlon Is In doubt. Ancient and 
medieval botanists identified their 
plants and reckoned tb d r  relationships 
largely by means of their leaves, so 
that to the learned men of old times 
In Ireland any tri-follate plant w’as a 
“seamrog" or shamrock. Modern bot­
any broke up this ancient classifica­
tion by arranging plants according to 
their leaves, so that now we have sev­
eral clover “shamrocks’' aod at least 
oue oxalls “shamrock.” Just which of 
these it was whose leaf St. Patrick 
plucked in hie famous theological di>- 
pute will probably never be known.

I t  uses energy 
aod it uses matter, but it does not 
seem, itself, to belong to the physical 
fram e of things a t all.'’ Sir Oliver
