Thf li«rtfl committee appoinretl by 
the riiiim ber of Comiuerw some time 
A fo  to invcstleate the feeslbillty of 
bnlldiiiK n community hotel in Plym­
outh. have just concluded a contract 
with the H<«ckenbury System. Inc., of 
Harrisburg. Pii.. hotel experts, to have 
charEe of a campaign to build a com­
munity hotel in Plymouth.

Several weeks ago a representative 
of the Hockeiihury co»i{»aiiy was in 
Plymouth, and made a survey of the- 
nee<l.s for a hotel of this kind. The 
situation was gone over carefully, ami 
the H4K-keuhury people reported favor­
ably t«» the I'M-al committee.

This <*oinpauy has a imihm-wide 
reputation, and the i-ommlttce feel 
th at ill s»H-iirii)g rhi-ir services they 
have taken nn important step in th(; 
ultimate successful establishment <>f n( 
new hotel In Plymouth. The needs£i>f 
a modernly oqnipp**d hotel Is more ap­
parent <*very day. a.s the growth of 
the village progresse.s. and the time 
ha.s now arrived when our citizens 
must put tlielr fhoulders tf> the wheel. 
an«l hiilhl a hotel of this kind if we 
a re  tt> keeii abreast of the times.

The Ho4'kenhury company will soon 
establish an office In Plymouth, with 
representatives in charge, who will 
direct the campaign of a h>oal organi­
zation. who will carry on the buihllng 
proje^'t.

*lt is planiie*! to huild a flfty-rooui 
hotel with provisions made in building 
to dtkublc this number of rooms when 
the «H’casioii demands. The building 
will also contain several stores. It 
w ilPbe modern in every wij^ and 
completely iMpiippeil.

Born in Hillsboro. Ohio, Mr. For- 

iiker attended school there and pre- 
paretl for college a t  Ohio Wesleyan 
University. Delaware. Ohio, w ith the 
intent of studying law. He went to 
Uornell University from Wesleyan, 
and. while on n vacation in New York 
^Ut>u' sought employment, taking a 
p o t io n  installing telephones for the 
New York Telephone Company. His 
progress jO'as steady and in 1924 he 
became tfn e ra l m anager of the New 
York TOffimny's upstate territory, 
which Isclu^es all of New York state 
outHde fxing Is la n d . and New TorlE  ̂
City.

For a number of years Mr. Foraker
as associated in telephone work with 

Oeneral John J. Carty. .noted scientist, 
who has given to the world many of 
the developments of modem telephony, 
and who is now chairman of the board 
of the Bell Laboratories. Inc., the re­
search and development department of 
the entire Beil system. General C arty .; 
during the World war. was foremost 
in solving many of the problems of 
cnromnnlcatlon on land and sea of the 
United States and allied arm ies and 
navies.

Advancing first to the engineering 
department of the New York company, 
shortly a fte r  its  organization with 
Oeneral Carty as  Its  head, BIr. Foimker 
was made superintendent of cable splic­
ing. later became plant superintendent 
In Brooklyn and Long Island, and took 
other respoasibIlitle8eeJisnmedo8rat,ha 
other positions of responsibility, even­
tually being appointed upstate general 
m anager In charge of aD triepboae 
operations outside New York City and 
Long Island.

We take tbc following from the 

.\iigiisfa. Micliigiiii. Bencnn. regarding 
tbc death of W. F3. Bowen, a former 
loishiess man of IMymoufli. AIxuu ten 
years ago, Mr. Bowcii was the pro­
prietor of what was known for many 
years as the J^ewLs Mills on .Mill 
s tre t 't :

"The community was greatly shock­
ed M'cdncsduy morning, by the report I jpr, of this village, 
of the death of William E. Boweu. 
which occurred a t tw ■ o’clock in the 
morning, following a strj^kc of apo­
plexy the previous evening. Some 
years ago lie suffered a stroke, from 
which he recovered, and was enjoy­
ing excellent health. Tuestlay eve­
ning. Mr. and 3Irs. William Bowen 
nud Mr. and Mr.s. Schuyler Boweu 
Merc out for a little  drive to Fine 
lake, and had only reached the Up­
john farm when Mr. Bowen was 
stricken with a fatal attack, from 
which he did not rally, and spoke 
scarcely a w<»rd from the time until 
(loath relieved him the following morn­
ing.

"Mr. Bowen was born in Peninsula.
Ohio. August 25. 184S. On Decem­
ber 31. 1874, he was united in m ar­
riage with Miss .\deline Rickard at 
Bowen's Mills. Barry county, whore

until IHl'J. when he and hls^ son 
came here and purchased the mill, 
I>ro|H*rfy, which they greatly im­
proved and oiK'rated as a feed and 
flour mill.

"Since early manhood he had been 
a member of the Masonic and Odd 
K(‘llows orders. His niembersliip in 
the former was in No. 37, a t  Kalama­
zoo. and in the la tter iu the Augusta 

1 lodge. He was an excellent citizen 
I and neighbor and his absence will be 
j kt*enly felt in the home and the com- 
I inunity.

THRESHING TIME
The nation still is busily engage<l in 

threshing its grain crops, even though 
that prm-ess has been completed in the 
west and southwest for several weeks. 
Eastern state.s now hear the hum of 
the separator, and while western 
housewives are  thankful It is over for 
another season, their sisters in the 
east are right in the midst of heavy 
har^'est time dinners, and the garden 
patch Is under an awful strain . I t  
may Interest Plymouth people to know 
that the community system of thresh­
ing la still carried out pretty  gener­
ally. since there la but one threshing 
ontflt for every flfty-two farm s In the 
country.

In North 
Dakota every seventh farm er has a 
threshing machine, while In Florida 
there la a  single outfit for every 1600 
farmers.

The sweet-toned pealing of the bell 
In the tower of tbs Christian church 
a t Savaanab. Mo., ou a quiet Sab­
bath mornlug reveals not the many 
secrets that It bolds.

Joy. sorrow and the t ra g e #  of dis­
aster have been rung out by this fa­
mous old bell for three-quarters of 
a century. Its usefulness spans the 
great wars of a nation. Us ringing 
has made history.

In the early 50s, when palatial 
steamboats plied the Missouri river, 
this old church bell was In Its Infancy. 
I t was then the shlps's bell on the 
steamboat Saluda, a noble paOfcet that 
was a part of the great river com­
merce of that day. On one o i  the 
Saluda's trips in April, 1852, unusual­
ly high water and an exceedingly 
swift current were encountered. The 
ship, crowded with Mormon Immi­
grants. had tried to stem the river’s 
current near Westou, Mo., but finally 
was forced to drop back to the levee.

'Ale morning of April 9 Capt. Fran­
cis T. Belt decided to try to make the 
bend again. Informed that the boil­
ers had on all the steam they could 
bold with safety, the captain rang the 
bell for full steam ahead. A single 
revolution was made by the engines 
and then a racking roar rent the air. 
The boilers bad buret

The ringing of the bell had proved 
the death knell for more than a hun­
dred persons, for that number of 
bodies were recovered and It was sup­
posed that as many more victims 
were blown Into the river and no 
trace of them ever found. Nearly all 
the officers of the boat. Indudlug Cap­
tain Belt, were killed.

Stories differ as to how the ship’s 
bell got to Savannah. The story con­
firmed by an old member of the church 
Is that the bell was found by boys 
playing In the sand on the river hank, 
A Savannah minister came across It 
and bought the bell for Si 7.50: It 
was sent to the city and placed In the 
church tower.

In 1S95. when the old church was 
replaced, the bell took Its place In the 
new tower and It has been In constant

Electric light was one of the tooU 
by which the sculptor, Gutzon Borg- 
luni and his crew of artisans cut the 
great “nation’s roem oriar into the 
face of Sto»e mountain near Atlanta, 
Oa., a piece of sculpture now getting 
Ita finishing touches. Light drew the 
heroic picture of Lee and Jackson 
and Jefferson D arts and the mobiliz­
ing men of the South and drew It 
with vast strokes so that the work­
men, clinging to the immense bare 
face of the mountain might engrave 
Borglum's gigantic masterpiece there 
forever. The sculptor, in an address 
at the May meeting of the Illuminat­
ing Engineering society. New York 
section, explained bow It was done.

When be was called to Atlanta to 
conceive and execute the huge memo­
rial, be said the committee wanted a 
bust of Gen. Robert E. Lee, but be 
showed them that a single bust 
would be Inslgnlflcant on such a vast 
rock surface. Then he sketched the 
design which Is now nearing comple­
tion—an Inspiring picture of an as­
sembling warlike host rallying to the 
call of the old Sooth. Bnt the memo­
rial was so large— figures measure 
160 feet from riders’ hats to horses' 
boofo, and the whole picture contains 
1,100 objects covering an area a 
thousand feet long—that It was Im- 
posalble to outline It in proper per­
spective working a t  close ranga 
against the sheer face of the smooth 
rock.

The principle of the old-fashioned 
“magic lantern” was employed. A 
large glass slide was made bearing 
tbe artist's  drawing of the memorlaL 
It was placed In front of a powerful 
electric lamp a t a distance of 800 feet 
from tbe monntaln and tbe whole de­
sign thus projected by a tilting cam­
era on the vast rock face Into which 
It was to be graven. Every night the 
picture was thus flooded upon tbe 
rock In exactly tbe proportions of tbe 
final work. Painters suspended in 
“bos*ns’ chairs” drew In the outUnes 
so that each following day stone cut­
ters could turn tbe painting Into stone 
forms. This procedure was continued 
until the whole memorial was laid out 
In detail. Then the projections were 
discontinued and construction went 
ahead. Tbe light of tbe electric lamps 
had done their work.

Back to Revolution

T h ere  a re  m any of us who re­
m em ber the general o rd e r of th e  W ar 
d epartm en t w hich w as Issued in the 
late  sum m er o r ea rly  fa ll o f 1918, 
re levant to  th e  p lacing of s ilv e r and 
sold chevrons u|)oii th e  le ft sleeve of 
the uniform  aud  overcoats. T h ere  
w ere thou san d s of d isconten ted  
crou.sers who sew ed th e  s ilv e r s trip es  
of tlie  “s lay  a t  bonie" chevrons, 
one fo r each six m onths of service, 
upon th e ir  alee.ves and many more 
thousands of th e  Jubilan t “ve te ran s '' 
of F ran c e  wbo sew ed gold service 
s tripes  upon th e ir arm s.

How ever. I d a re  say  th e re  are  few 
who know o f th e  origin o f those 
s trip es , even am ong th e  c*ld-tlmers 
who have th e ir  b louse sleeves cov­
ered from  shoulder to  w ris t w ith  the 
“h ash  m arks."

Gen. George W ashington  h im self Is­
sued th e  first o rd e r fu r p riv a te s  and 
Qoncniiis, to  place serv ice  s trip e s  upon 
th e ir le ft sleeves.

In  th e  m onth of A ugust, th e  seventh 
of th a t  m onth, to he exact, in th e  y ea r 
1782. w hile th e  arm y  lay a t  New­
burgh. on th e  H udson, th e  following 
order w as is s u e d :

“ H onorary  badges of d istinc tion  a re  
to b e  conferred  on th e  v e te ran  non­
com m issioned offloem and so ld ie rs of 
th e  arm y  w bo have served  m ore th an  
th ree  y ea rs  w ith bravery , fidelity and 
good c o n d u c t; fo r th is  purpose, a n a r ­
row piece of w h ite  cloth, o f an  an g u ­
la r form , is  to  be fixed to  th e  left 
arm  on th e  uniform  coat.

"Noncom ralsslnneil olBcers and sol­
d iers who have serv ed  w ith  equal dis­
tinction  m ore th an  six  y ea rs  a re  to  
be d istingu ished  by tw o ple«-es of 
^ 9th^ se t on p a ra lle l to each o ther. 
In g s im ila r form .

"Should  any  who a re  no t en titled  to 
th e  honors have th e  Insolence to as­
sum e th e  badges o f them , they  shall 
be severely  punished. On th e  o ther 
hand, it Is expected th ese  ga llan t m en 
who are  th u s  d istinguished  will on all 
occasions be tre a te d  w ith p a r tic u la r  
confidence and  c-onsideratlon.”—A rth u r 
W oodw ard In A dventure M agaziue.
