I had heard <>f septic 
tanks for sewage, and Investigated 
and found they were easy to build. I 
built mine In a series of. three tanks 
of concrete, and ran the outlet into 
the field far below the house. In 
town one day I picked up. for a dol­
lar, a discarded huDdred-gallim tauk 
which had been a heater. I got this 
to the roof of our rear purcli, and 
connected pipes down from It to the 
sink, the lavatory, and the hath. Tlieii 
I connected It with tlie well and In­
stalled a hand force pump.

“It re<ialred more than SOU strokes 
of the pump's piston to fill the tank 
night and morning, and I ' got identy 
of exercise. We pumped by liand for 
a .venr, then I bought a little electric 
pump as soon as tiie llgliting com­
pany extended througli our district 
and supplied us witli ligtit."

In niiissing slirubhery near the 

house ik.should be set about two and 
OD«-lialf feet from the foundation in 
order to a.s.«ure plenty of room for 
roots and foliage. Vines often can be 
used with good effect around porches 
and on trellises near the windows. It 
Is not well to plant trees In rows on 
lawns. Often they, a.s well as shrub­
bery. are desinibie for hiding defects, 
for framing vistus and for the shade 
they furnish. Too much shade, how­
ever. will kill the grass and will keep 
needed sunshine from the house. A 
dark, damp house makes a good 
breeding place for disease germs. 
SlirubS>ery and trees properly placed 
give a house a look of permanency. 
Tlie idea is to make the home an 
Integral part of tlie landscape, to 
five It the appearance of helonglng 
to the place where It is located. '

R e g i o n a l  P l a n n i n g
In more than a dozen cities “defi­

nitely orgunlzed regional planning 
agenclea" have been set to work. 
These are In addition to other bodies 
which have limited planning functions, 
tncloding park commissions. That 
mnch more activity in this field may 
be expected soon Is seen by the recent 
enactment of leglslatluo in New York 
designed to facilitate regional plan- 
niiy; by cities and towns of the state. 
The rapid growth of this movement 
seems to Indicate that the lesson of 
costly delay, taught b.v b e lie d  steps 
toward planning within the cities.

For the third time within a year 
dispatches from ourtbeastern ilexico 
record the fiuUing of uncicnt bunvs 
supposed to belong to a vanished race 
of giants, men and woiueu who must 
have* stood nine or teu feet tall. A 
half-century ago similar reports were 
freiiuent In the eastern states, al­
though our own discoverers were less 
modest than the Mexicans. Same of 
the giants reported from New York 
and New Jersey were twenty or thir­
ty feet tall instead of a mure plaus­
ible ten. All over the world itiese 
(ales of giauts exist. Nearly always 
they can be traced to some find of 
prehistoric bones. And always, when 
some competent scientist hns made 
tbe journey to see these remarkable 
bones, the bones may have remained, 
but the glams have vanished into 
nothingness.

The case of the supposed giants of 
New York state was simple. The 
bones found were those of the p re  
historic animals who once roamed up 
and down tbe lludison valley. Many 
of them were the bones of the mas­
todon, a variety of elephant which 
was once common in North .America 
but became extinct before the arrival 
of the white men. Many animal 
bones are so similar to the hories of 
the human .skeleton that they are  like­
ly to deceive any one except an ex­
pert, provided, of course, iliat only a 
single bone Is available for examinn- 
tloD, not a complete skeleton.

The explanation of the Mexican 
stories seems to be a different one. 
The bones found are undeniably hu­
man. Skulls have been found with 
the other bones, and the human skull 
is unmistakable. Nevertheless, the 
able scientists of the Mexican depart­
ment of anthropology, who examined 
previous finds of this kinrl in the re­
gion from which the new stories come, 
have found no evidence at all for be­
lieving In a former race of ten-foot 
humans. The error seems to bo In 
estimating the height of a llvlne per­
son from the bones left after he dies. 
These bones are laid out on the 
ground In what are believed to he the 
proper positions. The spine is joined 
to the large bones of the hip and tho 
leg hones are placed next to the joints 
which formerly connected them with 
these same bones. This Is natural 
procedure, bat It la wrong. It 'will 
give a measure of height which Is far 
too g rea t

In life the hones of the hip form a 
horlaontal girdle. The leg hones .join 
this well above Its lower surface, and 
tbe spine projects down Into It from 
the top. Thus the spine and the leg 
boMfl overlap considerably, tbe hlp- 
gird ie  holding them In their proper 
positions. In reconstructing .the bod­
ily form of a vanished race from their 
skeletons this overlap must he taken 
into account, ns Is done by the expert 
anthropologists. Tbe Inexpert are 
less likely to think of this or to be 
able to compute It accurately. 
Hence the Idea that the hones which 
are  found and then laid out length­
wise. without allowance for the over­
lap, Indica^s a race of extreme stat- 
nre stretchable, by a lltrie optimism, 
to as moch as nine feet or even more. 
This was the explanation of the Mex­
ican finds last year and la doubtless 
that of the new ones.

Are old stories of such deaths 
fictional and fantastic, or are they 
based upon scientific principle? Was 
the often told story of the death by 
freezing of Ge»irge Roden in Visalia, 
southern California, twenty years ago. 
pure myth, fabrication, or authentic?

Nationwide scientific interest ami 
sharp differences of opinion among 
pliysicista have been aroused by the re­
vival of the George Bochn incident by 
C-arl Claosen. writer, who has use«l ilie 
alleged Visalia ‘T15 degrees freezing" 
case as the basis of a story emitted 
•'Zero." publislied in McClure's Magii- 
zlne.

Paul de Krulf. well-known srietiti.st 
and author of the "Microbe Hunter.<." 
after some investigation, lias declined 
to support the possibility.

On the other hand, indorsement of 
the scientific principle Involved lias 
come from George A. Dorsey. Pli. D., 
formerly of the rn lversity  of Clili'iigo 
and author of "Why We Behave Like 
Human Beings."

McClure’s Magazine, In introducing 
the story “Zero." quotes l»orsey us fol­
lows :

"The principle Invoked by the autlior 
of ‘Zero' is one of nature’s cunning 
little tricks not yet quite understrxni by 
physicists and physiologl.sts, but well 
enough understood to make railway 
traveling in India comfortable wiili an 
outside tem perature of 120 degrees, and 
so well understood hy every hunmn 
body that It keeps Us blood from Jelling 
In Death valley temperatures. The 
hero of the story proved himself a very 
clever young man."

The Los .\ngele.s IMmes. publishing 
a special dispatch from its local cor­
respondent In ViKalla, Calif., declares 
the (ief»rge Bodin Incident has been 
"romi>letely verified.'’ It quotes Col. 
George W. Stewart, prominent resident 
of Visalia, and other intimate friends 
of Boilen. as having been present a t his 
death and being completely familiar 
with all attendant dreunistauces. The 
Visalia dispatch says:

1b the oext era  New Koglaod 
warmed up. There were alterutiuns 
of icy periods aud temperate periods. 
Ooly oO.UUO years ago, at a lime wbeu 
mao bud become au impletoeui maker, 
all the nortbero part of our couutry 
was under ice. Our climate has de­
cidedly Improved sluce then.

The causes of these changes of cli­
mate have been the sohject of pro­
longed Investigation and speculation. 
One elaborate theory was based on tbe 
variation of tbe amount of carbon di­
oxide In the air. No doubt the vary­
ing configurations of land and water 
have piayed their parts.

The most simple and persuasive ex­
planation yet advanced Is that offered 
by Humphreys In bis "Physics of the 
Air.'* He presents a tabte of tbe ex­
ceptionally cokl years since 1750 and 
shows thae- in most cases (possibly in 
ail) the low tem perature followed an 
unnsual volcanic eruption. In 178H 
there was an eruption of Asama In 
Japan, ‘*tbe most frightful on record i** 
tbe three following years were very 
cold over tbe whole earth.

In 1812 csj^e the eruption of Tom- 
boro. "very great.” followed by tour 
cold years; 1816 has passed into Amer- 
Icap history as "the year without a 
summer,” the most peculiar one In the 
annals of weather, when hardly any 
crops matured north of the Potomac 
river.

These two freakish periods were 
sufficient to bring down the average 
of the tem perature for the half cen­
tury som ew hat; but they were not 
Items of climate. They were times of 
a peculiar and temporary condition.

Tbe condition was tb st the atmos­
phere over the whole earth  carried 
an excess of dust particles—Just as 
after the Krakatoa eruption of 188.*̂  
the dust was apparent for three years 
and caused peculiar effects In the sky 
over Europe and America. Dust can 
cause great change In the earth 's tem­
perature because It offers more Im­
pediment to the hegt rays coming to 
the earth  than it offers to (he longer 
heat rays th at are reflected from the 
earth.

Only a llttlo more dust than came 
from Krakatoa, if It were renewed In 
the air for a term of years, would re­
duce the tem perature of the globe suf- 
flcieotly to bring an ice sheet down 
over Canada.

“So,” asks Mr. Humphreys, "why 
may It not be th at long continued vol­
canic activity a t different epochs of 
geologic history has been the cause of 
alterations In cltmate?” No negative 
answer has yet been stated convinc­
ingly.

Tbe cause of cUmatlc change la only 
conjectursi. The fact that there have 
been changes is known by the Indubi­
table hieroglyphics which tbe glaciers 
traced. But In our human records 
there is no proof of change. Our cli­
mate has been as constant as the 
weather has been erratic.—Benshaw 
Ward in Harper’s Magaxine.

A bill Introduced in congress would 
mark the resting place of Sacajawea. 
the Indian girl, whose guidance and 
fortitude enabled President Jefferson’s 
expedition, under I^w ls and Clark, to 
blaze a trail to the I’ariflc and open a { 
vast empire to settlement. It would 
be the first recognition of the govern­
ment to the Simshone woman whom 
history has credited with being the 
key to the success of tlie exploring 
party, write.s Itobert Kilroy in the Ar­
gonaut. True, there stands a mono- 
nient in her honor at Portlaml. Ore., 
another one at Bismarck. N. D., and 
an Inconspicuous memorial at Three 
Fork-s. Mont., but these were all built 
by private subscription.

Sacajawea was a child of ten when 
she was stolen from her people In a 
raid by the Blackfeet. and carried to 
what was then Dakota land. Later 
she was given to a French voyageur, 
Charboneau by name, as payment for 
a gambling debt and became his 
squaw.

In 1804 Lewis and Clark, storm­
bound in a Mandan village near the 
present site of Bismarck, were seeking 
a guide and interpreter to lead them 
to the coast. They suct^eded in In­
ducing Charboneau to undertake the 
task. Sacajawea was much Interested 
In the project, and as the expedition 
mast of necessity go through the Sho­
shone territory, the explorers were 
eager th at she be taken along.

Receiving a more attractive offer 
from some Northern traders. C!!har- 
boneau a t the lest minute declined to 
go with the expedition, but Sacajawea 
remonstrated and Charboneau grudg­
ingly remained true to his promise.

With her papoose on her back Saca­
jawea led the way through the terri­
tory of tbe marauding Shoshones and 
down the Snake and Columbia rivers 
to the sea. Intelligent, resourceful 
and fearless, she had an uncanny sense 
of direction, and chose the only passa­
ble routes through a country that had 
nothlnft more than game trails. At 
one point, Charboneau. seeking an op­
portunity to trade with tbe Indians, 
declined to go farther. Sacajawea 
flatly refused to desert the white men. 
On November 14, iSOfi. the expedition 
arrived a t Tillamook Head and gut Its 
first view of the Pacific.

C l a n d M  f o r  T e t a n y
Two physicians of Florence have 

performed an operation whlsh bolsters 
up the falling hupe that gland graft­
ing had put a new weapon in the 
hands of the medical professlou for 
subduing hitherto unconquerable dis­
ease.

Drs. Cesare Frugoni and Vittorio 
Scituone have nniiouticed, suy.s Science 
Magazine, the results of treating u 
case of tetany, a chronic disease re- 
sembling lockjaw, with a graft-^f hu­
man parathyroid, one of thie small 
glands placed around the better known 
thyroid In the neck. Tlie technique 
followed was that of Dr. Serge Voro- 
noff, one of the original experimenters 
In transferring glands from apes to 

I humans.
! The results were almost instantane­

ous, according to the authors. The pa­
tient, released from the terrific pain 
suffered during six or seven long a t­
tacks every day, picked up amazingly. 
Testa made some time iuier still 
showed a slight parathyroid deficiency, 
but the Ingrafted piece was still firmly 
attached under the akin five months 
after the operation.—New York World.

H. Turner, professor of astronom, at 
Oxford university.

This Btetemeot has been conflrme<i 
by observations of meteors entering 
the earth 's atmosphere. Although 
aviators can only get a few miles off 
the earth’s surface, and untuanned Id* 
strument-carrylng balloons ascend no 
more than 20 miles, tbe observation of 
meteors, or shooting stars, extends 
kaowledffe of our atmosphere up to 
akent fifty miles.
