J . M. Larkins, chairman of the Citi­

zens Sales Organization, is  now begin­
ning to form this organization and to 
enlist the services .of 100 nym o'nth 
d tisens who will co-operate and work 
t o g ^ e r  on teams during the Intensive 
week of the stock sales campaign. Mr. 
Larkins will have associated w ith him 
-ftnir division sales managers, who, In 
t u n .  will each have three team cap­
tains on his division, mairing the total 
of twelve team captains In the  entlTe 
organisation. Each of the twelve ckp- 
tains will have associated w ith w — 
seven salmnsen. This w ill m ake a  very 
d ^ n ite  organization, and one consist- 
laig of one hunderd men.

fair dividend on their investment. 
There are many sources of hu.siness for 
this hotel according to the survey made 
by the ITia-kenhiiry System, as follows:

First—Many commercial men will 
Ii.se this hotel bet-ause it will be thor­
oughly modern and the rales will be 
less than in the larger hotels in the 
cities,

Second—By financing on tins Com- 
iiiiinity Plan, practically all of the 
l«>cal merchants ami business men will 
be interested in the'hotel from a flnan- 
<ial stniid|*o}nt. and will send much 
business to the hotel through their con­
tacts with the out of town people with 
whom they do l>usines.s. The ordinary 
hotel ownefl by one or two men does 
not have this connection with the trav- 
|■Ung imblic tlirongh the hicitl <-itizen.

Third— Many tourists will stop at 
this hotel. The i>eoplp traveling by 
.•mtoinoblle prefer to stop in a smaller 
<'omiuuulty becau.se ,of the crowded 
traffic etmdltions in the larger cities, 
and the necessity of liuntiug a garage 
sometimes man.v blocks distant from 
the_ hotel wliere they must stay, if 
they go on to the larger c it i^ .  They 
will stop in Plymouth providing Plym- 
otirli has a thoroughly modem up-to- 
date hotel which meets their demands.

Fourth—It is a  known fact that 
some of the smaller modern liotels 
within a radius of fifty miles of De­
troit are  receiving the over-flow from 
the Detroit hotels a t times when con­
ventions or special functions are  tak ­
ing place in Detroit.

Fifth—There are thousands of peo­
ple who drive to Ann .\rlxir at various 
finies during the college year, to at- 

j tend college functions, athletic events, 
j etc. These i>euple prefer to stop in 
I modem hotels near by instead of trav- 
I eliug many miles before finding them. 
I Sixth—The new hotel wll have a mod- 
1 cm  coffee shop. The experience of other 
modern hotels in small commnnlties 

I proves th at a coffee shop will bring In 
I  a large revenue to the hotel cotetMmy.

Seventh—The' ground floor of Plym- 
onth's hotel will be so aram ged as to 
include four store rooms, which will 
bring in a good rental to the hotel com­
pany. I t  Is figured conservatively th at 
the stores in the hotel will produce a t  
least $6,000,00 a year to the hotel 
company. This means th a t the ground 
floor of the hotel will produce 16% 
annually of the cost of the site on the 
<*omer'of South Main and Ann Arbor 
streets. Any experienced hotel man 
will s tate th at the purchase of a site 
for a modem hotel is justiflable as 
long as the rentals and shop returns 
are  10% or over.

Eighth—The local business men and 
women’s d a b s  of Plymouth will uae the 
new community hotel, as the hotel 
will include in its  plans a  beeutifol 
dining room and bapqnet hall where 
the Chamber of Commerce, the W<^ 
man’s Club. Rotary. Klwanis. private 
conferences and sodal parties can be 
held. In  other words, this betel will 
be more than merely a  b o td  becanse 
it will form a  community center to r 
the citizens of Plymouth and the sur- 
rounding territory. This will mean 
much added bnsiness and revenue for 
the hotel company.
. Ninth—When Plymouth has »bia 
hotel, which will be as  good as  any 
In the  country, she will then be fa  a  
posltiom to invite sjm ii conventloiis to 
come to Plymouth. Ifaree o r  tou r

rOSTLY RAINS
.\ugust <if isiutl will be recorded ns 

the month in wiiieh a record-breaking 
amount of m oisture fell over all sec­
tions of tbe United States, and i t  is 
also going to be remembered sadly 
for a long time to come by thousands 
who lost money as the result of it. All 
in all We have fared reasonably well 
around Plymouth, but In hundreds of 
communities hay crops have been hard 
h it and thousands of dollars worth of 
late vegetables, such as cabbage and 
tomatoes, have been beaten into tbe 
ground by the heavy rains and ren­
dered worthless fo r use.

In quite a few communities, too, 
heavy property losses have oeen re­
ported, small stream s heretofore con­
sidered peaeefnl rising above their 
bank.<! and drowning smaller farm  ani­
mals. while numerous livers have add­
ed to the general loss by destroying 
dwellings and barns in low-lying terri­
tory. Fortunately the greater p art 
of tbe country's grain crops were out 
of tbe way liefore tbe general rains 
starteil. and while some damage Is re­
ported i t  is not as g r ^ t  as it would 
have been bhd the skies r^eased  tbelr 
flood of w ater a couple o f w e ^ s  sooner. 
This is about the  only consolation we 
get out of it. We can manage to 
struggle along without tomatoes and 
cabbage and a  few things like that, but 
a  blow to our wheat and com  crops 
would be a  blow we wouldn't get over 
very easily. There Is still room to 
be thankfnl th a t things a re  no worse 
than they are.

In 1C72 John Houghton, a fellow of 
the Itoyal society, esta^llahed a week­
ly paper for the Improvement of hus- 
haadry and trade, and undertook to 
ed&cate the m erchants of England In 
the a rt of advertising. First he estab­
lished a i)ureau for supplying servants 
to masters and masters to servants, 
carrying on oj>eratlons through ndver- 
tlslnk- From this he went the 
advertising of schools, houses and 
lodgings to let and so forth, laying 
down the Idea of what has grown Into 
our present "want ads.” He instruct­
ed tiie public class by doss, indmdng 
lowyers, physicians and farmers lo U-se 
his columns, and built up n large mis­
cellaneous patronage for l l s  paper. 
The clergy In particular found his col­
umns an excellent medium for .secur­
ing or disposing of secoml-hand ser­
mons. for there were no Monday nmrn- 
Ing papers In those days, with ever­
present reporters, and a sermon could 
be preached around In various par­
ishes until it was worn out.

John Houghton was the first "little 
schoolmaster In the a rt  of n<lvertls- 
Ing.” and his efforts resulted In great 
Increases In the usq of newspapers 
as a medium in furthering trade. 
Bq(^s continued to lead among the 
fhlnfc? advertised—particularly novels, 
which hail an Imuiense vogm* during 
the Seventeenth and Eighteenth cen­
turies. After the great fire of Lon­
don the adverii.sing columns of the 
paper were extensively n.se<l as a 
means of reuniting scattered families, 
and advertising wn.s also in fiivor as a 
medium for perpetuating hoaxes on 
the imhllo and of setting fortii politi­
cal opinions.

Daniel I>efoe was the cleverest and 
most persisicnl advertiser of liis day— 
from IflfW unlil 172.S. when he pub­
lished the last of a long li.st of mis- 
Cellaneou.s books. Known now chiefly 
b.v hU "Robinson Crusoe.” It has l>eeD 
generally forgotten that Daniel De­
foe was an ucilve pamphleteer, writ­
ing upon topics th at were uppermost 
III the popular mind and taking advan­
tage of each whim or craze to sell his 
work.—Fmnk I’resbrey in ihe World’s 
Work.

On a February 
nigiii in lSw4. at a hanquet in one of 
Wallensreiii’s cii.stles, three iif his fol­
lowers were slniir, The <'onspirators 
hurrietl to W allenstein's quarters and 
found him in bed. With his custq^ary
courage. he threw his arms outward, 
luvithig the sword thrusts. The blade 
of an assassin went .through his 
breast.—Boston ptisi.

That the urbanization of the United 
States has not been so rapid as a 
casual reading of the census figures 
seems to Indicate. Is the contention of 

I Robert W. McCullougii In the Survey. 
Admitting that the relative decline of 
the rural 'population was marked be­
tween 1880 and r.r_*0. he argues that 
the drift from the farms to the big 
cities has not been wliut is popularly 

! supposed.
I Use by the cen.sus bureau of the 
! term "urban” to classif.v villages and 

towns of more than 2,500 inhabitants 
Is misleading iu that "urban” is usu­
ally thought of in connection with : 
cities, whereas when this classificatlus L 
Is subdivided It appears that growth 
has been by no means equal among 
villages, towns and cities of dilTerent 
sizes.

Many places fonuerly clns.->ed as 
rural, as their population was less 
thau 2,600. have passed into the "ur­
ban" classification merely because 
their populatiOD now ex<‘eeds (hat 
figure. A part of the urbao growth, 
therefore, may be .said to be In reality 
a mere bookkeeping transaction.

Between 1900 and 1920 about 4.020.- 
000 people passed from the rural to 
the urban classification without, ever 
leaving their homes. Instead of the 
large cities receiving the bigger part 
of Increase, places having from 2^,000 
to 100,000 population had the greater 
gain. Mr. McCullough also shows 
that the bulk of the Immigrants settle 
In urban regions. They add to the 
bookkeeping increase of urban popu­
lation without representing a loss from 
the rural regions. Making deductions 
for this element, the urban increase 
rate  drops from 66.4 per cent to 52.1 
per cent. The corrected rale  of In­
crease for the rural population Is 2,3.6 
per cent, which is about equal to the 
normal Increase'of births over deaths.

Interesting as are these figures, they 
should not be taken as indicating that 
the cityward trend has been checked. 
The hack-to-the-farm movement has 
never been really popular, and the lure 
of towns and cities, even if only in 
the 25.000 to 100,000 class, continues 
to be so strong as to be a problem of 
national importance.

It is true that mechanical devices 
have greatly increased the agricul­
tural output in proportion to the num­
ber of agricultural laborers, thus lib­
erating a cerialii proportion of the 
farm population.
