Tnesday, September 14th, is the ao- 
nexarion proposition of several new 
area.s to the present lim its of the Vil­
lage of Plymouth. The annexation pe­
titions were passed upon favorably 
some rime ago by the board of super­
visors. According to petitions filed, the 
prop<ise<l annexation covers the follow­
ing te rr ito ry :

Thi‘ iiorrh jirea is half a mile wide. | 
east au^ west, and nearly a mile long, 
north and .■<umh. and it InelnUos land 
for a half mile nest >>f the line of Mill 
street, a*; far north as the Five, Mile 
road.

There seems to be a strong sentiment 
favoring th<- annexing of these areas, 
whlcli contjiln several well-populated 
subdivision.s. to the Village of Pl.vm- 
onih. and there is little  doubt but wbat 
the annexation proposition will carry 
by a big majority next Tuesday. The 
hrinsyur jn .of this additional territory^ 
will mean a considerable Increase in 
the population and valuation figures 
of the village.

The bringing of gas to Wayne marks 
The completion for work by the Michi­
gan federated  people that started  early 
las t spring and which Inc'tuaed the 
laying of a large supply main from 
Plymouth and the installing of the 
city mains and bouse connections here.
Much of the la tter work was completed 
prior to paving operations, although 
many house connections were left nntU 
the last few weeks.

Those who have already installed 
equipment for the nae of gas state th at 
the service Is proving very satisfactory, 
the women especially being enthnsiastlc 
o ^ r  having this convenience for use in 
their homes. Ofildals of the company 
sta te  th at applications for gas connec­
tions are  being rapidly filed Indicating 
th a t more users will be obtained here 
than  was the indication in the first 
survey made following the granting of 
a franchise.

As soon as conditions w arrant, the 
Michigan Federated Utilities wlU open 
a  branch office In Wayne, where ser­
vice calls and other details will be 
given prompt attention. A temporary 
salesroom for gas appUancee has been 
opened jn st north of the d ty .—Wayne

Glten liunse was maintained Labor 
l>a.v a t  the After-Cure Tuberculosis 
farm  of the Detroit Tuberculosis sanl- 
torium located ou the Geddee road 
three miles north of Ypsllantl, and near 
Cherry Hill.

The splendid new home for convales- 
<'onts and the 1270-acre farm  were made 
possible by the sales of Christmas seals 
of the tuiterculosis society. The new 
building was constructed a t  a  cost ‘of 
1100.000. The forty-thTee roooms of 
tile building a re  lieing furnished as 
gifts, a t fl5 0  a room.

The saiiitorinm farm  bridges the 
gap l>etween cure and complete 
reotvery. I ts  function will be to 
provide ii home and occupation 
for jiatients dismissed with healed 
lungs from the Detroit Tuberculosis 
sanitorium. Helping with the lighter 
farming, the truck gardening, care of 
the poultry and other duties, these in­
valids will gain the strength .jieeded 
to keep them from suffering the relapse 
which would come if  they returned to 
their former work in a smoke-filled 
city, confined within the walls of a 
shop.

I 'nder the supervision of W illiam 
M artin, former superintendent, the 
colony Is already on production basis, 
with 2.000 White Leghorn chickens and 
S4 Jersey cows. All products of the 
farm  which are  not used by residents 
of the colony will be distributed by 
the Tuberculosis Sanitorium.

North Carolina History in  
Spanish Documents,

Discovery of documents which have 
tain untouched in the vaults of Spain 
for three centuries and more, has 
made available for the first time ex­
tensive outside iufnriuallon henrlng 
on the early history of North Caro­
lina and Is expocteil to reveal the ac­
tual fate of Sir Wnlier Ualelgh's lost 
colmiy i)ii Itoaiiokf island.

Tell iliousutiU pages of M e ancient 
nuinuscript repori.s of .Spanish «'Xplor- 
ei’s iiiul advenuii’ers In Ni?fth .Aniericn, 
lieginnins with ti voyage Into Nonh 
('uroHini waters about the time of the 
disMppeuraiu-e of the lost colony and 
coiitiiiulMg down through the Aaron 
Durr coiispirncy and the negotiations 
lieiween .'spaiii aipl Col. John Sevier 
for the delivery to Si>aln of the ter­
ritory now embraced by Tennessee 
have heeti secured. IMiotostatlc copies 
of Ihe archives have already been re­
ceived by the North Carolina Histori­
cal society.

Tlie records are mainly reports of 
expeditions sent out to explore the 
New world and to check the ex­
pansion of the English. The Span 
lards found themselves shut in with 
only Florida undfspiitedly theirs. The 
British had taken the We.st Indies and 
were plunniug to colonize the niaiu- 
land. The .Mpaniurds were particu­
larly Jealous of the attempt to plant a 
colony In North Carolina. WJille com­
plete translations of the rw'orils have 
not yet been maiie, eiiougli has been 
done to indicate that Uie Spanish un- 
derto<»k an expedition along the North 
Carolina coast toward tlie end of the 
Sixteenth century to put down the a t­
tempts of the English, aud U Is be­
lieved that the lo.st colony was de­
stroyed by the Spanish at this lime.

Addititiual Interest In the manu­
script lies in the correspondence re­
vealed between Colonel Sevier and the 
Spaniards In which Sevier agreed to 
side with them and to take with him 
that p a n  of .North Carolina that Is 
now Tenne.s.see. Sevier later set iJp 
the state of Franklin but his sece.ssion 
attempt was fnistrau-d ami Frauklfn 
became Tennessee.—Ituleigh (N. C.) 
News aud tdiserver.

N AM ES AND DOINGS 
INSCRIBED ON ROCK

Proud Conquietadoree 
Record o f Deeds.

L e ft

Abruplly ending a low iiiountaln 
range and Jutting out into a wind-

ept valley like a hold promontory 
in a gray-green sea K1 Morro rock 
guards a vast, silent region in western 

.Mexico. .\lt hough it is the most 
jireciou.s ciitT historically in the rn it-  
ed Stales and as a national iiiominieiit 

kiilned by the goveriuiieiH. few 
people whtt make overland Irins ever 
turn aside from the main highway in 
onler to view its grandeur or to pon­
der upon its signitii-ance. Tlie rock's 
perpendicular walls, like huge es< ani- 
metit.s. tower lil.'t feet sheer front tlie 
valley's flrxir and exti-nd \vedg«*like 
fnr hundreds of feet back until they 
merge into the inoimtaln cluiin. 'LJjeir 
smooth, hard surfai-e. pinkish-yellow 
in color. Is ideal for inserijiibms, 
Charles F. I.miiiiiis calls the rock the 
'‘stone uutogi’aph alhum.’' t ’pou It. 
more than hoo .vears ago. the invading 
Spanish Ciimpiistadores <-arved tludr 
□antes and the dales of their visits. 
They called It Kl Mtirro. whicli meiins 
tile castle, but the iiame by which it Is 
known now Is Insi-ripiion rock. With 
their sword ptdnts the Spaniards 
carved their names, not in fun, hut 
as a record of their advent.

Inscription rock is sitiiaied .T> miles 
east of the Indian pueblo of /.uni. 
about .V) miles southwest of Cnmts, 
N. .M.. which i.s mi the transc»miinen- 
tal highway, and Is near the Mnnmm 
seiileinent of Uaiiiah. Tlie trail to It 
leads over the vast lava tlow which 
lies like u huge snake through that 
region, iiiakiiig ditlieult driving for au- 
timmhiles. The n»ck is on the liistori,^’ 
trail which extended from /.uni t<i the 
pueblos tif the Uii  ̂ (tranile and the 
route which the comiuistadores fol­
lowed in llielr ijiiest for the s»-veii 
cities of Ciliola. Ihe fabled story of 
wlji«b led to tlie discovery »>f New 
Mexico by the Spaniards Iti l.'siy. A 
few liiindred feel hack of tlie wedge- 
sliapeil frmit of tlie rock a luebistoric 
trail, with its sejiarate fmvtiiolds worn 
deep in the Stone, leads to the top, 
where the remains of two pueblos may 
be seen.

The autographs, inscribed in quaint 
Siianlsli difiicult to de<’ipher, are 
found near the ba.se of the rock. Tliey 
cover many decailes In time, from the 
invasion by Coronado's men. the 
leader himself passing to the south of 
Its location, down to the advent on 
Seiitember IT. 1M-4H. of .1. H. Simpson 
and It. 11. Kern, an artist, wlio were 
lirohubly the llrsl Americans to visit 
the rock. One of the most Important 
of the names is that of .Tuan de tHiale. 
the founder of New Mexico. On a re­
turn ifip from San (Jubriel. N. M.. to 
the Gulf of California he stopped at 
the rock aud wrote the-se words In 
Spani.sh: “Passed by here to Com- 
niHinler Don Juan de Onate from the 
disetAery of the sea of the south on 
the 16th of April, 160.V This was 
two years before Ihe English settled 
on the east coast, unate 's  army con­
sisted of two niissionarie.s and thirty 
soldiers.

to be found at the home o f  Mrs. 
Eugene Briggs. Lebanon, N. II. \  
rose bush growing Jnsi outsble the 
door and beneath the living-room win­
dow. has sent out sho«t« in several 
directions, some of which have pushed 
their way Into the cellar. From there 
they forced their way through the 
doors until they grew up through a 
tiny knothole in the corner of the liv­
ing room and continued to grow, push­
ing toward a window, wliere Hie 
branches leaved out Into a beautiful 
climbing rose, growing iiU over the 
window, filling the window with blo.s- 
soma and the room with fragrance
