I f they w ill do 
so, w e feel sure tliey w ill earn their  
reward in th e heartfelt thanks tender­
ed them in return by th e parents of 
our school cliildreii.

W hy not take a few  m inutes during 
each w w k  to te ll them of the great 
need for carefulness, now that the anto- 
niobile is  colleirtlng such a heavy death  
^oll a ll over the country. D eliver a 
little  safety  talk, get the pupils iiiter- 
estcsl ill w riting essays on safety. 
Then go a little farther and teach them  
the value to both them selves and the 
com munity of respect for law . Take 
the newspapers now and then and read 
to them the fa te  of young people who 
lost respect for law , and the penalty  
they have to pay. You can And good 
exam ples in alm ost every dally  paper 
you pick up. Teach them that the 
law s of the land are made to protect 
them, hut th at they cannot expect pro­
tection if  they do not them selves obey 
the law . They w ill also find much in­
terest in w riting essays on obedience 
to law.

These subjects can l>e discu.sseil brief­
ly in the schoolroom w ithout detract­
ing from the regular studies, and there 
Is  no mean.s of m easuring the good 
effe<‘t such discu-ssions w ill have on our 
boys and g irls in  after  years. Could 
there be anything more im portant than  
teaching the children o f th is commun­
ity  the value of safety and of obedience 
to the law s of their land

John F. lt(M>t brought to the Mall 

*tffice. two interesting relics of long 
ago. One was a dee<l for four hundred 
<me and twenty one-hundredths acres 
<1̂  laud in Section 31, Towmship of 
Plymoutlj. District of Detroit. T erri­
tory of Michigan, granted to Roswell 
Root of Cayuga County, N. Y.. August 
18. 182.". The deed was signed by John 
(Julocy Adams, then President of the 
T'nite<l States. Roswell Root wa.s the 
grandfather of John F.. Carmen and
I, .ouls Root, who now reside in Plym­
outh township. When Roswell Root 
arrivwl in Plymouth from hl.s home in 
New York state, there were only two 
houses in Plymouth. He was one of 
the early  pioneers of this section, and 
for many years \vas prominent in the 
affairs of the township. The old deed 
is well [(resented and entirely legible, j

The other relic is a small iwjster ad- 1 
rertlsing  a soldiers’ picnic, which took ' 
place In 1803. I t  reads as follow.s: j

ON SEMUARID SOIL

Zuni Indians Have M om̂  
tered Secrets o f Nature.
Two thousand Indians In western 

New Mexico own something like 200,- 
(KA) acres of land. This is the Zunl 
reservation. Two hundred thousand 
seem like a lot of land for so small 
a number of people to own. but an In- 
(llaiiu farm er seeing thq country for 
tlie first time would consl»ler It poor 
picking for cattle and hogs, says a 
writer in the Iodianat>olis News. And 
yet, the Zuni iodiuiis make a good liv­
ing uIT the semi-arid land, wiilch Is 
cut up Into hills, tuountains, buttes, 
mesas, urroyas and a few broad val­
leys, where corn and melons and 
stpiashes are raised. Tliere is some 
iiTigation. but even where there is no 
irrigation an Indian can, witli a 
emoked stick, punch a few holes in 
the ground, drop In some grains of 
corn and raise a fair crop. "W ith all 
our scientific knowledge of dry farm ­
ing and our iuipruved macliliiery we 
cannot do as well," declare the white 
ranchers living in the vicinity.

Centuries of fighting for an exist­
ence in the midst of adverse cliniutlc 
conditions iiuve given the Indian an 
uncanny knowledge of nature in all 
her moods. In ids own couutry, 
whicli was ids wlieu Coronado and 
the conquistadores came 3UU years ago 
Id search of the fabled seven cities 
of Cibola, he knows exactly where the 
underground water lies nearest the 
surface. I t Is there that he plants 
his corn, bis squash and Ids water­
melon seeds.

The Zunls, together with the other 
Pueblo Indians, have been able, for 
the most part, to hold on to their 
land because It came to them as an 
inheritance, or ratlier was left to 
them by tbe Spaniards when tlie lat­
ter relinquished their rights In the 
Southarest. In the treaty with the 
United States It was stinulf t t ^  thatUnited States It was stinulf t t ^  that 
certain lands surrounding^cliebueblos 
should remain in posst^ lon  yf thepos!
original owners forev

The Zunis are  independent and 
self-suiqKirtiug. Tliey know not the 
meaning of the wurd ruilons. Tlie 
government furnishes them schools, 
aids them in obtaining water. Im­
proves the brood of their horses and 
sheep and provides dipping vats for 
the latter.

The Zuni Is peaceable, kind In fils 
family and devoted to children. No 
orphan in a Zuni pueblo Is neglected. 
"1 never heard a Zuni Indian speak 
a cross word in his home or to his 
wife, and I never will. Jt simply Isn't 
done," was the statement made to two 
liooslcr tourists recently by the prin­
cipal of the day school In the pueblo 
&f Zuui.
