Fire did <-onsi<lt*rj«ble daruagt* to
the Woodworth blork on Main .‘Street.
la«t Sanduy morniiu; about seven
o'clock. Charles (lreenlaw. Jr., who
sleeps in the buUtllap. was awakened
by*the luirking of a jaditv doK In one
of the stores in the block, and finding
the room filled wth smoke, gave the
alaiin and aroused .other tenants In
the apartment.s on.the second door of
the building. The lire originated in
the east room, which at the time was
undergoing repairs and unoccupied.

The lo<al firt* department responded
to the abirm very quickly, and It is
due to their prompt and efficient ef-
forts that greater damage was not
done. .The lire got Into the partitions
and tvllings. and was a very stubborn
one to fight.

The Walk-over Shoe Store escaped
without any damage. but  the
store ocvupied by the Kheiner Electric
and the DelLtlxe Music Shop suffertsl
considerable damage by snioke and
water, before Ih«' stm-k was removed
from the building.

The otlic-e rooms on the .second floor
were not damaged, but the living
rooms occupieil by W. F. Boening were

badly daniag«sl. together with his
household furniture, upon which he
carrhsl no lusuruMce. The rooms oc-

cupie<i by several leachers of the pub-
lic schools, were alsp badly damageil
by smoke and water.

Perry Woodworth, owner of the
building, estimates hLs loss in the
heighborhooil of $5,000. whH-h Is cov-
ered by insuraniv. Mr. Itheiner car-

- sled no iusuramv «ii his stock, while
DcLuie Music Shop loss is cover-
e<l by insurance.

Mr. Woodworth is already having
the building repairt'd. and Mr. liheluer
of the Rheiner Electric, and W. E.
McCrum of the DelLuse Music Shop,
will occupy their .store again as soon
as the repairs are made.

Before sailing, he was a member of
the garrison of Fort Slocum, N. T., an
army post on the I»ng Island Sound,
where be receiv” his military train-
ing under the supervision of Colonel J.

Holiday Gift

STETSON

This is the lite-story of John B. Stetson, told in “tabJoid.”

Stetson was an American busine.s.sman.

He is A»e of the moderns. | use the word “is,” because
the influence of a fjreat personality never dies. The influence
of the man is with us. and his soul goes marching on.

Stetson was a workingmafi. He became master of a Vade
at a time when this trade was a synonym for the shiftless,
the unreliable, the erratic. “Mad as a hatter,” was a saying
that passed as legal fender in th” current coin of language.
Lewis Carroll, in that very wise and foolish book entitled,
"Alice in Wonderland." paid his respects to the mad hatter.
\’arious other writers have done the same. The old-time
hatter, like the old-time printer, worked when he felt liTce it
—and a good deal of the time he did not feel like it. He was
tilled with the wanderlust, and to take off his apron and walk
out without excuse or reason was. for him. a very natufal
thing to do.

When the merry hatter received his pay and left the shop
Saturday night, it was quite likely the shop did not see him
until along about Tuesday or Wednesday, and then it took
him the better part of a day to get his hand in.

It is probable that the particular trade of hatter-has been
maligned, for the fact is that one hundred years ago all the
trades were very much on the same basis.

A Similar Case

John Wesley in hns "Journal” describes the condition of
the potters of England, during his time. Half their earnings
were spent for strong drink. None of them owned their
homes. They lived in long lines of hovels, from which they
were evicted when thev lost their inclination or their capacity
for work. f

They were a brawling, bearbaiting, restless, shiftless, unre-
liable lot. They had no gardens, no flowers, no books, no
pictures—no ambitions, no ideals. Very few of them could
read and write. When they attended the meetings of John
Wesley they often showed their appreciation by pelting the
speaker with mud balls. The places where they worked

were sheds or small shops, managed by a man who lived over
the factory or alongside, and looked aher his dozen workmen
as best he could. The wares they made were mostly jugs
for brewers.

As John \Vesley rode his old horse. “Timothy.” through
this Cumberland potters’ district one day, greatly to his sur-
prise he saw a sight that caused him to rein in his horse and
stop and stare. It was a flowerbed in front of a little house.
John Wesley dismounted, tied his horse to the fence, and
went inside to- investigate. That night he wrote in his
Journal these words; "He is small and lame, but he loves
flowers and his soul is near to God.”

The man of whom he wrote was Josiah Wedgwood, the
founder of the town of Etruria, and who from making jugs
for brewers evolved the art of making vases. Incide”ally.
Wedgwood coined the word “Queensware,”*and made table-
ware of a sort and kind so that it came into gener” use
among the common people, taking the place of the ola-time
metal pot—from which each member of the household dipped
and speared as suited his own inclination.

Wedgwood raised pottery from a trade to a fine art. In
the process he became rich, and he made hundreds of other
men rich. There is not a household in Christendom today
where the marks of Wedgwood’s genius are hot shown.

The daughter of John Wedgvi-ood became the mother of
Charles Darwin. Darwin has changed the thinking com-
plexion of the world; but even Darwin, who was an inno-
vator, did not do more for humanity than did Josiah Wedg-
wood.

John B. Stetson did for the hatter’s trade ;|JAat Wedgwood
had done for the potter’s. Stetson made o"Jb trade a bu.si-
ness, a profession, a science, an art. He di”pc thing better
than it had ever been done before since hist'oirj' began.

He was an economist, an organizer, and a humanitarian.
Incidentally, fie became rich, and he made thousands of other
people rich. He evolved distinct styles, and he made his
name synonymous with the thing he manufactured.
