Much has been said, even though 
little  has been done, about the loss of 
life  that has occurreil since the auto 
cam e into general use.

The tim e is here for  
a closer study of accidents in  the 
home, and every fam ily around P lym ­

■iniminity. A weak porch railing, a 
dilapidated grate and a score o f other 
death and danger traps lurk around 
anti about the homo that is  not made 
accident-proof as  far as possible. R e­
moval or repair o f these things, or 
even ordinary conmion sense protec­
tion. would prevent many deaths and 
accidents.

It is  a good idea tn bo careful of 
autom obiles: but In doing so do not 
overlook the fact that danger lurks 
inside the home as w ell a s  out, and 
that it does not pay to  neglect any­
thing that may be th<‘ means of 
causing broken bones or xKissible 
death to a niembct o f th e fam ily.

"If your w ife can't fook." says a 
restaurant sign., "don’t divorce her. 
Eat here and keep her for a  pet."

W ives who can’t cook have been the 
object of a fusillade of criticism  of 
late.

Both the ev ils of drunkenness and 
divorce are said to have been tracked 
back to iuefficlent kitchens.

A. learned English medical man de­
clares. "if a ll young women were 
taught to cook properly there would 
be much less drunkeiiDe.s.s in the 
world.”

On divorce, a wom an’s club speaker 
says. "Delicatessen wives, who buy 
m eals out instead o f cooking them  
them selves, are tlie can.'*!* o f the in­
crease III divon-es."

One of the most rapid changes tak ­
ing place today is in the way we eat.

In the past ten years the restaurants 
have more than doubled in the city of 
New York. They serve stx mllllou  
meaN every day.

Uoyal S. Coiieland. form er health  
commi.csioner o f New York, predicts 
tliat in a very few  decades no one will 
l>e eating home-cooked food.

At any rate the trend Is definitely  
aw ay from the old-fashioned home-

prepared meals, and eating  food 
cooked outside w ill more and more be­
come the custom.

Before bolding up hands in  horror 
let us consider the possibilities. In 
Itself there is  little  to bewail.

If the food is well cooked, scien­
tifically preimred. carefully iusi>ected, 
and fresh, a l  far as the stomach 
fares The change w ill not be for the 
worse, and iu some cases decidedly 
for the better.

Tliere Ls no valid  reason why women 
have to  cook tlie food which the fam ily  
eats any more than make the clothes 
they wear.

i f  the food is wholesom e and nour­
ishing it  i.-i not h ighly important 
whether it  comes from a sm all kitchen  
or a large one. or who does the manual 
labor connected w ith  its  preparation.

The really important consideration  
i-oncerns itself, not with eating a t all, 
but w itli the new  leisure.

Women who are freed  from the 
stove w ill find several hours o f extra  
leisure on their bands.

W hether they use th is for self- 
improvement or w aste is  the most im ­
portant <-on.sideration in the change iu 
<iur method o f eating.

"With a promised increase o f more 
than $3,000,000 in 1927 over the 1920 
total appropriation for a ll state h igh­
ways, am ounting to approxim ately 
|30.."j(X).000, There is no logical basis 
for continuing to deprive the counties 
o f their ju st and needed h a lf of the 
weight tux appropriation," said Mr. 
Hines.

A t the la.st se.ssion of the legislature  
it  w as repeatedly stated, and autbori-. 
la tively , that not more than $8,000,000 
could be econom ically spent on new  
construction o f state highways. Yet 
with the w eight tax  and gas tax  
.swelling the state coffers to  $14,S00,- 
000 over and above a ll specific appro­
priations. tlie counties continue to

carry a dully increasing volum e of 
truflic on their roads, without su f­
ficient funds from  the license fees fur 
adequate maintenance of county roads.

•'Before the law  was amended to Us 
present percentage of appropriation  
counties shared equally w ith  the state  
the motor license return, known as the 
weight tax. Ueceut experience has 
proved that the amendment, a s it  re­
su lts today, deprives county roads of 
the maintenance due them according 
to the percentage of duty w hich they  
serve. Automobiles throughout the 
counties provide th is fund fur the 
state, but the owners are forced to 
oi>crate them over congested county 
roads for their m ajority of travel.

"Few pt'ople realize the extent to  
w hicli'county roads are utilized for 
general travel as well a s heavy truck­
ing. w ith  the increasing congestion of 
trunk lines, county ruad.s are carrying 
u doubled volum e of traffic, while 
funds for their m aintenance have been 
m aterially reduced by the recent 
amendment. Now th at sufficient funds 
are available iu 1927 to afford tbe 
state alm ost double tbe amount which  
tlie authorities have adm itted that they 
could econom ically s]>eiid. the present 
law should be amended to re-establish  
the fifty-fifty appropriation between  
state and county highways.

"No longer is  Michigan a vast ex- 
IMUise of w aste which m ust be 
traversed by the shortest routes Even 
the most remote corners of nearly 
every county treasures a natural 
beauty. wliUh the touring world has 
recently domamled to exploit. Good 
roads into every territory of the sla te  
will do for Michigan w hat Improved 
highw ays have done for Colorado and 
California. Bur to capitalize upon the 
desirability of Michigan’s summer.^, 
tlie people of the state m ust aw ake to  
tile needs of jiroviding better roads 
into every county of tlie sta le, ilpurists  
liave grown in numbers to the extent 
that new drives, new lakes, and new  
gam ing grounds im isl l»o exploited if  
midi^siralilo t-oiigeslioii oil higliways 
and at n*sorts is  to be averted.

W ere i t  a  demand fo r  an increaaed 
tax upon the motorisL 1 would feel- 
great reluctance in pressing th e needs/ 
of more appropriation for  county  
roads. However, it  Is m erely-a matter 
o f proper distribution a t  th e funds 
now available for h ighw ay purposea. 
and unless som ething in. th e w ay of 
legislative amendment is  done to xe- 
lieve the ex isting  burden on county  
highways, it may prove, m ore costly  
to the state in the end.”

T ndeu iable prcw fof the Biblical h is­
tory of the ancient city of Shechem, 
the falling o f the w alls of Jericho, 
the existence of the well of Jacob 
and other B iblical facts Is estab­
lished  by explorations in Palestine In 
which Bishop H. M^-Dubose, president 
o f the three Tennessee annual confer* 
ences of the M ethodist Episcopal 
church. South, participated, said 
Bishop Dubose at N ashville upon bis 
return from the H oly land.

Bishop Dubose and a party of Ger­
man college professors led an arche­
ological trip in recent excavations in 
Palestine and Egypt which were be­
gun about the tim e o f the outbreak of 
the World war and soon will be com­
pleted. ^

The ancient city  of Shechem. said  
Bishop Dubose, w as definitely located  
w ith  not a contradiction of the account 
o f  the forgotten city as It appears 
In the Bible. The archeologists, he de­
clared, Identified the w ell o f Jacob, 
less than a half m ile outside the gates 
of Shechem. Science established, he 
.said, that the w ell w as on the sam e 
geological level a s the gate.s of the 
tow er of Shechem.

This Indicates, said Bishop Dubose, 
that the gates of the city were built 
and the well dug within the space of 
tw o of three hundred years o f each 
other.

Proof w as established, the bishop 
claimed, o f the historic city  o f Jacob. 
It was discovered, he declared, that 
the foundations of Shechem were 
4.000 years old.

The rounded curb of the w ell where 
Christ Is recorded In the B ib le as hav­
ing sat and talked w ith  the wom an of 
Samaria, is still Intact. The bishop 
sat upon It and drank the water, 
which be described as  of a sw eetish  
taste.

The excavations were made to a 
depth of 38 feet, w ith the aid o f two 
hundred Indifferent natives. Traces 
o f four ancient civilizations were un­
earthed—those of the Canaanite^ the 
Israelites, the Greeks and the Samari­
tans.

‘‘Archeology furnishes the best and 
truest history of the world.” ‘re­
marked Bl.shop Duliose. “It Is the ge­
ology of ancient clvlllzntlons. These 
dlscoverie.s are absolute confirmation 
o f Biblical history.”

The w alls of the city  of Shechem  
measured .something like three miles 
ill line, he said.

The bishop displayed photographs 
of the unearthed ruins of the founda­
tions of a colonnade palace within the 

^walls of the city.
■‘This bears out the Bible," he a.s- 

seried. "Not a relic o f any sort was 
discovered In the palace by the ex­
cavators. The Bible say’s that the 
son* of Jacob destroyed Shechem In 
the Seventeenth i-entury B. C.—that 
th e palace w as stripped bare—and 
the ruins were found as such. Jacob, 
Biblical history says, soon evacuated  
out of fear and the people returned 
and rebuilt,"

The ancient w alls of Jericho, which 
th e B ib le records fell upon the sound­
ing o f the ram's horn by a priest In 
th e tim e of Joshua, In the Fourteenth 
COTtury B. C., actually fell. Bishop  
D ubose declared. T his be claimed was 
determined by the exam ination o f  pot­
tery which fixed the age, and the 
exam ination o f fragm ents. Tablets 
fruitful o f  “wonderful results" were 
unearthed In Shechenx

T he w alls o f the city of Shechem, 
which .the archeologists uncovered, 
contain larger stones than those In 
the pyramids o f Egjrpt. be said, by 
actual measurements. A ll the streets 
o f the ancient city  w ere paved. There 
wa.s a system  of drainage, p ictures of 
which he exhibited, which the bishop 
declared were perfect and reflected a 
civilization equal to modern Ideas.

Tracing C ourte o f  B allet
I f  w e were to fire a bullet horizon­

ta lly  from the peak o f a high moun­
tain, it would not go very far before 
reaching the earth by a curved path 
which Is also a portion o f a  large e l­
lipse, says Dr. P aol R. H eyl, physicist, 
o f  the United S tates bureau o f sta ­
tistics. T he greater the initial speed 
o f  the bullet the farther it  w ill travel 
before striking the ea r th ; in other 
words, the wider (and shorter) the 
ellipse will be. I f  it w ere possible 
to give the bullet an initial speed of 
five m iles per second and to elim inate 
air friction, the bullet would clear the 
earth in Its ffall. and continue to  re­
volve around it forever, the ellipse  
having widened and shortened to a 
circle. T he earth would thus have ac- 
quIH^ a  tiny new  satellite . W ith a 
plentiful supply o f em m anitlon we 
might thus create for the earth a ring 
system  resembling that o f Saturn.

P erpetaal E lectrification
Electrification that la sts for y ea r * ~  

perhaps forever^-has been achieved  
by a Japanese physicist. Prof. Moto- 
taro Eguchl, a t Tokyo, says the New  
York World M agastne. B e  has taken  
a sim ple w ax mixture, m elted it  and 
allowed It to harden w hile In a strong 
electric field between tw o meUI 
plates, w ith the result that the w ax  
cake retains a  strong electric charge 
perm anently.

Som e of the w ax  
cakes have retained a  surface charge 
o f  1 2 0 .0 0 0  volts to the square Inch.

Now, as everyone knows, there is 
nothing dreamy and Impractical about 
the church’s trustees. They tend 
toward steel, oil and pig iron. A 
great city cannot stop Its traffic on 
account of bells, even though they  
he made of p ig Iron, they gently ex ­
plained to  Mr. Brees. Also, would 
he please play things more fam iliar 
to Am ericans? T inkling little  airs 
which ring from the cathedrals of 
Holland and Belgium mystified the 
good people o f New York.

A week ago Friday and Saturday, 
the manager represented th is village  
at the third annual conference o f sew ­
age treatm ent plant operators, held at 
Lansing, in  the offices of the Bureau  
o f Englneeriug o f the S tate H ealth  
Department. There were very Inter­
esting  discussions o f the problems and 
troubles o f the plants in various parts 
of th is state and others. Plym outh Is 
fortunate in not having to handle in 
Us plant industrial wastes, which are 
diSicuU to treat. T he one trouble 
which Plym outh w ill have to  guard 
against, in common w ith  a ll other 
cities, is  the oil and grease which  
comes m ostly from garages. The gen­
eral decision of the conference was 
that som e m eans m ust be perfected to 
trap out th is m aterial before it  gets to 
the sew ers at all, and provide penal­
ties for letting it get Into the public 
sewers.

Another very Interstiug subject was 
brought op by Captain McClure, city  
engineer o f F lint. T his concerned the  
financing o f the operation o f  sew age  
treatm ent plants. A plant o f tMa sort 
Is not a  d irect benefit to any particular 
piece o f property which m ay be con­
nected to the sew ers. It may add a 
little  to  the value o f a  lo t th at la 
situated  in a city possessing such mod­

ern u tilities a s  .sewers and disposal 
])liints. but the greatest u.se of such a 
plant is  (o the cities oi- inhabitants 
lower down on the stream  into which 
the etlluent o f the disjKLsal plant is 
discharged, iu that nuisances are pre- 
vi’iitisl. Again, such a plant is  u.sual- 
!y liiihleu aw ay at .some distance from 
town and is not directly evideiil to the 
taxpayers, a s are pavem eiiis. iiarks, 
liglits. sidew alks, etc. Those cirenm- 
sium i's make it hard in many places 
to iK>rsiiade the voiers tv  authorize 
the money necessar.v for the construc­
tion o f the ireaim eiit plants.

W v  didn't have that trouble Jiere in 
Plymouth, fortunately. The same con- i 
ditions make it  hard a lso many lin ies- 
to get th<* money to g ive the treatm ent 
plant, a fter  If is  luiilt. the necessary 
care to ensure its proiKT jind eflident 
working. E.speciully where, a s  iu 
Plymouth, there is  a limit t<» the tax  
rate, the mure obvious improvements 
and u tilities get the money grunts, 
w hile If there is an.v «pieAlinu, apjiru- 
priations for remote iKUiofits such as 
SL’w age plants are cut l<* such an ex ­
tent that real care becomes hard if  
not impossible.

Therefore the plan proiwsed by Flint 
is  to place the sew ers and plant upon a 
u tility  basis and charge for the service  
in the sam e manner that the water, 
ga.s and lights are charged for. The 
jiroixisal is  to make th is charge some 
proportion o f the water bill, since the 
w ater used from the w ater m ains prac­
tically  a ll finds its  w ay through var­
ious plumbing fixtures into the sewer. 
For lot.s not ns yet built upon a 
‘•ready to serve" charge would be 
made, since the value o f  such lots is  
^enhanced by the possibility of sew er 
connection when needed.

This method of financing the opera­
tion o f a .sewage plant would auto­
m atically  grow  as the population  
grows, and as the need for more care 
and attention a t the plant becomes 
necessary. The cost to  a taxpayer  
under th is plan would be more nearly 
in proportion to the service rendered 
to him by the sew age system  than 
Under any other plan as yet evolved.

At th is com ing .session of the state  
legisiatore. the League o f Michigan 
M unicipalities w ill sponsor a  bill to  
change the Home Rule Act of 1009 to  
perm it the placing of sew age treat­
m ent plants on a u tility  basis a s above 
outlined.
