H. Burns, has purchased hundreds of 
acres in this vicinity.

Thomas Welch, another Detroit in­
vestor. who has watched the de^ielop- 
meut of the Detroit d istrict for more 
than 44 years, has also suited his ac­
tion to his words, and has bought 
riym outh acreage in large volume.

To quote Mr. Smith ag a in : “There 
is another factor of more than pass­
ing importance in regard to Plymouth.

son ftir the solid residential develoj)- 
inejit t>f !ite otttire area In'tween the 
two cities, Detroit must grow west 
or north. In going north, however, 
we are  gf-tling farther and funlier 
away from those fnndaniental.s that 
govern and .shajH.* mmiidiial growth. 
traiisiHirtiition facilities. D>gicully. 
th«*n. Detroit must grow west.

"Eilueatioual facilities are  a natural 
magnet in dirceting and shaping 
gniwth. This is true in Hie case of 
the gram m ar school, the high school 
or the college. So lung as the indus­
tria l and i-oinmercial activities of the 
large city are so easily accessible, and 
the U. of .M. facilities so readily avail­
able to the homes we-stward from Dc- 
tro it.i you may be assured th a t as 
w ater timls its  level so will the area 
between the two cities gradually fill 
with homes. When this movement be­
comes more pronounced you may ex­
pect an impulse for your U-autlful 
little city such as you have never 
dreamed.”

Speaking from a purely local angle, 
Frank Kumbo. well known Plymouth 
realtor, has this to s a y : "Activity In 
the local m arket throughout 1926 has 
been slightly less than a year ago, up 
until the i>ast two months. In  No­
vember and December, my books in­
dicate th a t I have sold slightly more 
than  1 sold In the same months of 
1925. The holiday season has not af­
fected the acreage m arket in the 
slightest, something entirely unique In 
my experience.

When It was proposed some years 

ago to otllixe the triple cataracts of 
Tem l as “white coal’’ for Industrial 
purposes there was much p ro te s t’Lov­
ers of beauty seemed to think It im­
possible fo r a  thing to remain beauti­
ful and yet become useful. They most 
have forgotten th at those glorious falls 
had themselves been created more 
than 20 centuries before by Curios 
DeUtatus as a  piece of purely otill- 
tarlan  engineering. But tbe deed was 
done, the beauty of Tem l and of Italy 
being much Increased.

Similarly there be disapproval 
of the project of {lamesslng the River 
Jordan for providing Palestine with 
hydro-electric power. To some It may 
seem sacrilege thus to employ the car- 
ren t of what they esteem a sacred 
river, and one which is, In fact, in­
separably associated with many of the 
most solemn and momentous Incidents 
in human history, from the passage of 
the Twelve TribM Into the Promised 
Land to the baptism of Jesus of Naza­
reth. Tet we expect that the shock 
to the most reverent su8<^eptlbllltie8 
will be, after all, but light and tran*.

For nature seems to have designed 
that unique and mysterious stream  for 
precisely such a use, which is sug­
gested in Its very name—Jordan, the 
"Down Comer.” For tbe upper part 
of Its course, above tbe Sea of Galilee, 
Id nine miles It rushes down a decliv­
ity of 680 feet and thereafter a t an 
average fall of nine feet to the mile 
It plunges dowD to a  rem nant of tbe 
Miocene world, nearly 1,300 feet below 
the level of the sea.

reconciled to It as effecting a most 
practical fulfillment of the prophecy 
that “the wilderness and the solitary { 
place shall be glad and the desert shall 
rejoice and blossom as the rose.”—
