Kor seventy years the Conner ste*n*
lias I>een a familiar laiidmark in Plym-
noth, and the name h.is lieeonie well
known in everv household tor miles
around. The business was established
by the iato Micliael Cornier in Isr>T.
ami was eomliuted by him until
1ST2. wlieii he took in as u partmu'. tlie
late C. V. FrislHH*. and the linn nnine
was t'lmner & Frishii*.  In isso Mr.
Courier *J>tirehas<*il .Mr. Frisliee's inter-
est nnd i*undm-Te<l the store nloin* until
1.SSo. when he tdbk his .sou. William T.
Conner into partnership, and the store
was emiduetiHl under the tjrm name of
M Conner & Son. .\fter the cleafli
of Michael Conner, the senior member
of the linn, the name was ehaii«e<l in
1S9S, to the (‘imner Hardware Co.

WILLIAM T. CONNER

The .store of 1857 was a far different
store than 4he one of today. It was a
small wood building, typical of the
country stores of that periml. with a
wooden awning or shed at the front
of the building. The Conner store in
those days was a favorite gathering
place for the villagers, and the country
folks, too,when they came to town.
and aronndold woovl stove, the
momeutoui®pestlons of the day were
discu.s.stHI pro and con.

During the dark dawvs of the Civil
War. news from the front was the
topic of «*onversation that claimed
most attention. Newspapers, which
were few in Plymonth In thos** days,
containing the news of a great battle,
were always read by one of the num-
ber gathered at the corner store, after
the paper came in on the stage. If it
chronicled a victory for the Union
army. It was received with great en-
thusiasm; if perchance it was a defeat
of the Federal arms, a feeling of de-
pression would settle on the little
gathering. Then when the casualty
list was published after a great battle,
and tb”~e appeared the names of some
of Plymouth’s gallant sons among the
dead, wounded or mlssfng. it was re-
ceived with a feeling of sorrow or
anxiety, and a deep silence would fall
over the little group gathered about
the reader.

In the advertisement appearing tw-
day. there is a group picture showing
the various store buildings from 1857
to 1927. H)e original store building
was erected in 1857. In 1884. an ad-
dition was built on the north side of
the old building, which was used for
the display of stoves. In 1898. the old
wood store building gave place to a
handsome brick building. In 1907. an
addition was built on the north side
of *hva building, which includes Mc-
Goimell's barber shop and Smith’s
dptr Store. Another picture on the
same page, atwws the blo<” aa it ap-
pears today, which incindea the shoe
VapAir abop of Henry Stettborst, and
a O. Draper’s jew/~ry at~. During
1926 the handsome new IDury Con-
ner buUding was erected on Pennlman
aventie.

I .ANOTHER “REFORM WAVE.”

| There is sweeping over the country
ut the present time a wave of "motor-
‘iug refurm” that is iMiund to interest
*drivers around Plymouth, if In fact it
Idoesn’t come pretty close to their
Ipix’ketiiooks  before it is finally
[.settletl. There are 42 state legis-
liUiires in session this winter, and
iroi>ortH all show a vast number of
Ittiem are considering bills which, If
made into laws, would require every
driver of an auto to carry personal
iutiomnity. or liability, insurance.

Some of the bills are very radical,
slcmntjding that every car owner take
out a $10,000 liability policy when he
gels u license tag. or give a securtiy
{bond for that sum. Then if he was in
lan accident in which someone was
killed or injured he would be liable
fur such damages as might be
assessed against him. Or. If he dam-
aged oDOther’s property that damage
would bo taken care of by his In-
surance or security bond. Auto clubs
are fighting tbe proposals in several
stotes in which their membership is
strong, and yet it Is believed that a
number of states will actually pass
such laws.

That something should be done to
curb thbe irresponsible motorist, who
drives a rattletrap car and doesnt
care bow much Injury he does another.
Is admlttwl by all. But at the same
time It seems nnfalr to work a hard-
ship on others simply to get at this
class of drivers. There are two sides
to the questloD, and, of course, the
popular side is that of the motorist, in-
stead of tbe lawmakers or insurance
companies. Persoually. we feel that
anything tending to work a hardship
on the honest, careful driver Is unfair.
However, it so(Bis to Ik? a pretty good
time for every motorist to be on bis
guard an<l to k<dp close tab on his
representative In tbhe legislature.

We suppose everyone in Plymouth
has read in a magazine at some time
or another something about these so-
called "Intelligefit tests." where they
give the readers questions to answer,
Just to see bow smart they are. We've
been thinking about conducting one
for the residents of this community.

STETSON THE MAN

Till- 4-nonskin cup. witii its <inngiing tali, was
plcturc.sqnc ami serviceable, bur in Summertime
it rvrtainly had its disadvantages in way of fflotls
iiml tlens. If you left your cap unguarded some
hungry dog would proliably carry it off. To amuse
llls friends. Stetson made a but out of the felt.
It was big and picturesque. It *protected the
wi-arer fmm the wind and rain, as well as from
tlie scfirching sun. Besides all this, it attracted
<-onsiderable iittentiou. It made tbe wearer the
object of envy, ridicule or admiration, as the case
i)di'ht )r~ But the ribald ones ceased to revile
wii4>n a buUwhacker on horseback, gaily seated on
a .silver-mounted saddle from Mexico, looked upon
i*tetson’s hat with envious eyes and then offered
the owner a flve-doilar gold-piece for it.

Thl.4 was tbe first genuine Stetson bat made
and sold. That it would eventually lead up to a
great industry no one guessed, but it was the germ
of an enterpri.se that was to be world-wide in Its
influence.

The principle of the single straud of fur w
exactly the same as that of the tlckle-gras.s. But
the tickle-grass we see with our wide-oi>eu eyes,
and the other is only manifest by the use of ih«
microscope. The shrinking of felt Is caused by the
libers Interlocking, seizing upon each other ami
creeping close. It is a form of physical affinity.
Just why it is so we do not know, but lhe fact
remains. Cotton does not shrink or creep, because
it hasn't the feet. -And the story goes that
Stetson's traveling companions were so delightwi
with his experiment that they imme<~teiy went
to work killing jack-rabbits, beavers and -skunks
and any other of the fur-bearing anlmaLs they
could get. Then under Stetson’s directions they
made felt tents that effectually’'turned the water
to the delight and astonishment of the troopers on
horseback and afoot, and in tbe prairie-schooners,
that were wending their way to the ASest. Hats
then were more or less of a luxury. Indians got
along goite well without hats. So did our friends
in the pioneer days. In winter the Davy Crockett

*fashion was in rogue.

The Wayne Connty Road Commis-
sion faces the largest building pro-
gram of any year in its history, claims
Bdward N. Hines. A budget has been
formulated and it is estimated that
there will be expended 11,762,500 on
new construction; $450,Q00 for high-
way bridgee; $910,000 for grade
separations; $2,060,000 for acquire-
ment of wider widths or right of

ways and $403,000 for operation of
bridges, purchase of machinery and
equipment, overhead expenses, tree

planting, maintenance, etc.

Among the most Important roads
to be built during the coming season
fa Bonaparte road from Division road
to Telegraph road, approximately
four and a half miles. The section of
Bonaparte road in Ronge Park proper
will be built of concrete 40 feet wide
and the balance of the road 20 feet
of concrete, 40 feet over all. At the
latenectloD of the Outer Drive in
Rouge Park, which is now comideted.
the grades are being separated by a
handsome concrete arch structure.

This is the first road grade separa-
tion ever built by the Wayne County
Road Commission but by no means the
last one. A dock girded bridge span-
ning the Rouge River on Bonaparte
road Is also under construction. This
bridge is provided with a 40-foot clear
roadway with sidewalks in addition
and Is so constructed,that it can be
widened at any future time without
any great sacrifice of Initial Invest-
ment.

The Base Line road at Northville is
also scheduled for Improvement at an
early date. This will be a 20-foot
concrete road. 40 feet over all.

Negotiations are In progress to re-
build the overhead bridge structure at
Northville.

The Emerson road will be graded
and drainage strnctnres installed from
Michigan road to Oakwood boulevard.

The Huron River Drive will be ex-
tended three miles west to Wash-
tenaw county line. A 20-foot con-
crete road. 4<hfeet over all. will take
the place of the present unimproved
highway.

A $75,000 concrete brMge will be
built over the Rouge River on the Six
MUe road. The Six Iflle road will also
be paved with concrete from ‘Grand
River road to Telegraph road.

The policy of road widening will be
continued, increasing roads that are

now 20 feet In width or less. to the
oltimate minimum of 40 feet of con-
crete. The longest widening jolt to
be undertaken Is on the Division road
from Michigan road to Seven Mile
road, a distance of eight mlles. which
will be widened from 20 to 40 feet of
concrete.

With the above improvement many
others are contemplated by the Wayne
County Road Commission, which in
fact should prove of tremendous im-
pPrTance in t>eftering th<* accixsililli*y
to the Greater Wayne district. With
the  completion of this program
Wayne connty will without a doubt
have the finest system of roads that
exist in any one county in the Middle
West.

cpldcQiice of typhoid, diphtheria or
smail-iMix. we wonder what i&aater
mind or Divinely Inspired jwraou gave
to (IIf world this inestimable wisdom.
But if you study the problem serious-
ly atnl without prejudice, we find one
and only one (*uiiclusion.

The only coni'lusiou Is that physl-
inns hare used the infected as a lab-
milory, and us u result of research In
that lulKirutory. ordinary human minds

I discovered either the cause or
preventative for each of the above
disousi.'s. How much easier it would
liave been to have killed every person
as soon as he became Infected in order
that he should not endanger others by
the spread of infection. But such
treatment would never have removed
the cause.

In Industry one of the large items
of expense is research, but probably
every dollar spent returns adequate
return on the Investment, and also
travel by automobile and areoplane
and iHimmunicatioD by telephone and
telegraph (by wire and wireless) are
th<* direct results of such research.

If there is one undlsputable fact in
the world today, it Is that real ad-
vumvment in any vocation, profession
or nation has never been made by
dodging issues or taking lazy ineffect-
ual methods of disposing of problems.
To the writer. It seems silly that every
two years tbe question of capital pun-
ishment should be a dominant topic
for ~mollsideratlon by our State Legis-
lature. At the outset, let’s say we have
no sympathy whatever with the sob-
sister variety of men who wish to
mtike* prison life so desirable that it
will In>an imvntive to .seek admission
thereto. If capital punishment would

live the problem of crime, | believe

: .should be indicted without he-slta-
tion or reservation to "Ml those com-
mitting crimes to which it would
jipply. uml not simply the applying of
it to thos* who have no money or
IKopJe of Intlueiice to plead for them
il the time< of the trial.

In Saturduy'.s Detroit paper, we read
of four boy bandits hakween the ages
of 13 to 19. armed and pursuing
their depredations upon society. | am
In'rsonHIly not concerned with the fact
of a boy. thirteen years old, taking a
revolver and getting money or shoot-
ing the unlucky victim who has <-our-
age enough to oppose him, but | am
vitally c-oncerned In finding out tbe
breaking point in society which makes
IH)ssible the i-ommlttance of such acts
hy mere boys.

Tbe thing I do know about the .situa-
tion Is that something is wrong. It
may bo in our organization of indu.s-
try, it may be in the buying and sell-
ing in business, it may be in what we
are teaching in our public schools, it
may be in wbat the churches are or
are not teaching, or it may be the
direct result of the dlsintrigating ot
our American home.

But whatever the cause, It is cer®
tninly time that le~slators ceased to
trifle with the problem of crime ami
decide to meet the proposition square-
ly and .sensibly. The reason we have
no laboratories at tbe present for the
stody of crime is that {be prisoner
convicted of murder, robbery armed,
or any other offence which might en-
tail capital punishment is that the
convicted man goes to prison with the
assurance In bis heart that parole or
pardon will soon make it po.<wible for
him to again return to society and
practice bis Inlamous occupation.
With this goal for the convicted
criminal in sight, he does not cooper-
ate with the psychologist, peychltriat
or sociologist in the Institution In -help-
ing them to find the cause of bis crim-
inal actions, but rather conceals what-
ever he knows of the cause iu order
to hasten his freedom. The above
conditions will always be true so long
as paroles and pardons are granted by
political officers. It is a sorry record
on the pages of history which records
the many cases of bad criminals re-
leased because of political Influence.

| believe, when the circalt court has
sentenced a man, that the only Institu-
tion which should ever reriew”hls case
is the next higher, or the sopreme court
This could be easily done hy amending
the State Coi&t&ntion-uid then by
law make the parole Commissioner
appointed by and responsible to the
Snpreme Court It this were true in
the state of Michigan, men sentenced
to life ImprlSMunent would remain
there during tbe remainder of their
life. And these men serving sentences
which they knew would not be com-
muted or pardoned would see the folly
of their mistake, and after a period of
ten. fifteen or twraty years of service,
and realiring that there was

-of clrillzatloD and 1 also have faith
enough in bumanlfy to Ixdleve that If
we really knew the eause of crime we
could prevent it.

Capital punishment would remove
all poasibllltlea for rhe study of crime
in the laboratories which | have
described above, and while It might
remove from so<-iety a few offenders,
it would still leave the cause which
would lead to the gallows other boys
who might otherwise become efon<imic,
civic, or political leaders «-hlch every
one knows we ne«l at the present time.

To summarize, let me say | believe
the solution of the present unde.-iirable
conditions of crime In society Is not
capital ponishment but Is a law which
would place tbe paroling and pardon-
ing directly under the supreme court,
thereby, establishing a lal>oratory of
sentenced men in which students of
society will eventually find the cause
of crime, and when the cau.se Is found
then the remedy will be speedy and
permanent.

The following preambles and resolu-
tions were offer® by Commissioner
Henderson, supported by Commissioner
Pierce:

WHEREAS, the a”“regate of parts
11, 111, IV and V of said special
u.ssessment. which will mature in one
(li. two i2l. thret* (3) and four (4)
years from date as specified, less the
Huiouiit of such i>arts already paid in
full in advanee, amounts to the sum
of fifty-two thousand four hundred
($52,400) dollars: and

WIH3REAS. this Commission Iv
auihoriz*HI by the Charter of this
Village to issue bonds to the amount
of any sinn-ial assessment or to the
amount of the aggregate of all the in-
stallments of the siHKfial assessment,
in anticipatioii of the collection there-
of. and

WHEREAS, it will be necessary for
tills Village. In order to meet that
part of the expense of said improve-
ment which lias been so assessed
against the sai’i' private property, and
