The merger is of particular interest 
to Plymouth citizens iuasmnch as the 
local gas plant is one of the properties 
acquired. Two others are the ML 
Clemens (Michigan) plant and the 
plant a t West Palm Beach. Florida.

During the past year these plants 
have made the most starring record of 
growth in the history of the industry, 
other plants included- in the sale are 
those at Marshall. Owosso. Alma, 
Alpena and Saplt Ste. Marie, in 
Michigan: Wayeross and Griffin. Ga.: 
Huntsville. Ala.; Lawrenceburg and 
Washington, Ind., and Johnson (itv v 
Term.

The merger is due to the culmination 
of the efforts of Fred W. Seymour, 
president of Federated Utilities. Inc., 
in acquiring small gas properties. 
Since acquiring the local gas plant 
about two years ago the Federated 
Utilities have spent a vast sum of 
money in additions and improvements 
to lhe plant, and in extending its 
service, until today it is splendidly 
equipped and is rendering its patrons 
the best of service and a high quality 
of gas. under the efficient manage­
ment. of Harry K. Wrench.

We are glad to state that the 
merger will not effect the managemept 
or personnel of the local plant. Harry
K. Wrench, local manager, will con­
tinue in the same capacity, as will the 
office force and the employees at the 
gjis works.

I mercy and tells what flue young men 
the criminals have always been. Trials 
are iiostjMaied and long drawn out. 
Cases are api>ealed and tried again, 
and even when a young bandit or 
murderer does go to prison he gets 
out before his sentence expires just
through maudlin sympathy. InjaJEg- 
laml crimes and crmiigpj* are taken 
seriously. If a Ifpgiar shoots a house­
holder theiaw hangs him within 30 
days. British burglars know it, so 
Ae'y carry no deadly weapons: they 

are afraid they might use them and 
that the result would lie a rope around 
the nec\.

The jieople of this country, if they 
ever exiKN’t to stamp out the growing 
crime wave, have got to take crime 
more seriously. They've got to punish 
criminals more swiftly and more 
severely.

Heaping sympathy on a murderer 
and sending him love notes and flowers 
isn't going to make the fear of pun­
ishment any less in his heart We’ve 
got to abolish a lot of this kind of 
foolishness if the United States is 
swept clean of .such crimes as we read 
about In the daily newspapers every 
day in the year.

tion on the word. We still find now 
and then a Plymouth man who doesn't 
fully understand that one sure way to 
kill a newspaper is to exjH’ct it to 
boost private enterprises without re­
ceiving a legitimate monetary return. 
They ought to take a few minutes and 
learn the real meaning of the word 
-boosting.”

TURNING TO GOATS.
An eminent authority says Ameri­

cans are turning to a race of goats. He 
says we do too much of our eating out 
of cans. Maybe Plymouth housewives 
who find it convenient to resort to the 
can-opener for a quick meal will not 
agree with the college man, but he has 
the argument to back up his state­
ments just the same.

"The canneries are giving the under­
takers more jobs than all other 
agencies combined." says this authority. 
"Soft foods make bad teeth and bad 
teeth mean bad health.

Instead, we cut it up first into 
tiny bits so they won’t have to chew 
it. This nation is today consuming 
sugar at the rate of 100 pounds per 
person a year, as against 30 pounds be­
fore the Revolutionary war. -  Our 
national tooth is too sweet. We are 
digging our graves with our teeth."

Sounds very good as an argument, 
doesn’t it? Rut if you’ll sit down- a 
few minutes and figure how little there 
would lie left for making a meal if we 
did away with canned goods and re­
fused to eat anything that comes in a 
can you’d be pretty apt to decide that 
there’s two sides to the argument. 
The hardest thing he has to 
explain is why the average span of 
life is longer since we began eating 
out of cans than it was before the 
world learned the a r t of canning.

Of course, 
the office work goes on just .the same 
all the time.

Perhaps Plymouth jieople read the 
Detroit papers (lie other day. with 
the police comment on left hand turns. 
The inspector in charge of •traffic was 
very emphatic in saying that3 these 
left hand turns can not be made when 
a red light faces tile driver. These 
should be started with the green light 
and completed just as soon as traffic 
conditions permit. Our Plymouth reg­
ulations are the same as Detroit's.

The annual crop of water taps is
trting a little earlier than last year, 

if any proper estimate can be made of 
such a small number. Eom'-liave been 
tpplied for so far. Evidently winter 
building is increasing. The first four 
water taps applied for in each of sev­
eral years were put in previous to tin* 
following dates—In 1921. March 12; 
1922. April 30: 1923. March 26: 1924. 
April 21; 1925. March 25: 1926. March 
18: 1927. February 11.

It might be well to comment on the 
ondition of thq streets in the village, 
vhore sewer work was done last Fall. 
Especially where there is a clay sub­
soil. which got left on the surface in 
the trench backfilling 0]>erntious, the 
streets will lie in bad shain* until the 
frost comes out enough so that the 
grader can lie worked and gravel 
spread to work in and mix with the 
lay. People will just have to be pa­

tient. No feasible means have lieen 
invented, outside of tunneling, by 
which sewers can Ik* laid, without up­
setting the streets.

C LU B  W ORK B E N E F IT S

EIGHTEEN THOUSAND MICHI­
GAN BOYS AND GIRLS RECEIVE 
JUNIOR EXTENSION TRAINING.

Eighteen thousand, six hundred and 
sixty-three Michigan boys anil girls 
were members of boys' jaud girls' clubs 
in 1926. according to the annual re­
port just released by A. G. Kettunen, 
;fate club leader. Club work was
carried on in all Michigan counties 

:eept eight.
During the twelve years that this 

type of training for Michigan
youngsters has been carried on there 
have been 215,752 members of boys’

and girls’ clubs in this stafe. Enough 
time has elapsed since the initial 
dubs were organized sp that a 
measure can be taken of the value of 
the work to dub memliers in their 
future' activities.

Many of the dub members go to 
colleges, universities or the normal 
Schools after they have finished 
dull work. These former members 
find that the training which they re­
ceived in raising stock, in growing 
crops, in canning, or in making 
clothes has a great deal of direct 
value.

A majority of the former club 
members, however, do not go on to 
college after they have finished their 
high school courses, and these club 
me&bers, who are men and women 
now, are almost without exception 
leaders in their communities. They 
are still interested in dub work and 
act as local leaders for the clubs of 
today.

There are several good herds of 
pure-bred stock in the state which had 
their inception in the live stock club 
work. Boys are beating their fathers 
in the raising of many field crops 
now. and the lessons they learn in 
crop club work are proving valuable 
assets to Michigan. Many of the 
girls preserve food by the hundred 
cans and get valuable training in the 
cost, making and care of clothing.

PLYMOUTH BOY ON 
TRIP AROUND WORLD

ALFRED STRASEN WRITES IN­
TERESTING LETTER FROM 
YOKOHOMA. JAPAN. TO THE 
MAIL.

The Mail has received an interesting 
letter from Alfred Strasen. of tills 
place, dated January 25th. from Yoko- 
homa. Japan. Mr. Strasen. who is a 
member of Fischer’s orchestra of 
Kalamazoo. Midi., which organization 
is making a trip around th e ' world 
aboard the S. S. Belgenland of the 
Red Star line. He says in p a r t:

V'e arrived at Yokolioma. Japan. 
Thursday. January 20tli. at 12 
o'clock noun. As wo were cruising into 
the beautiful harbor of Yokohama, the 
first thing we saw was the mam­
moth volcano called Fugi. covered with 
snow, towering above everything like 
a big white giant, and the harbor 
•overed with queer little sail boats, 
and as wo passed along we heard the 
•oarse whistles of tin* Japanese battle­
ships saluting us as we come in to 
visit their beautiful little cities, with 
their wonderful oriental settings. 
After we docked at our pier we went 
ashore and rented the funny little 
iekshaws or two-wheeled buggies, 

pulled by the little natives, fretting 
along through the queer little narrow 
streets of Yokolioma, once a city of 
400.000. which was totally destroyed, 
by an earthquake in 1923. Now you 
•an see thousands of little temporary 

stores with their windows all deco­
rated with genuine silks of beautiful 

dors and designs, selling things such 
as women’s silk kimonos, all hand-em­
broidered. for as low as $5 and many 
other kinds of silks.

My impression of Japan is a little 
>y city, with its tiny little homes, 

not much larger than a good-sized 
room. As you walk through the little 
narrow streets, all you hear is the 
jabber of the little Japs in their native 
tongue, and the clatter of their queer 
little wooden shoes on the hard pave­
ments. We are playing every night 
at the Tent hotel here at Yokolioma. 
the only English hotel here in the eitv. 
Every night the house is packed to 
more than its capacity / with mostly 
Japs, and it is surprising to see them 
dance, especially with their funny 
shoes. As you‘look across) the hall 
jxm see them standing along the 
sides, little Jap women with their 
little babies fastened to their backs 
listening to tin American jazz hand, 
which they only hear about twice a 
year.

We leave for Kobe. Japan, the 
20th. and are there four days. We 
were to play at the Imperial hotel at 
Tokio. but could not get permission, 
on account of the death of their late 
enqieror. who died several months 
ago. We saw as much of the Im 
perial palace as we were allowed t« 
see. .So far. we have visited Havan- 
nnh. Cuba, then through the Panama 
Canal to Balboa, and Panama City, 
then .to Los Angeles and San Fran­
cisco. then Hilo, and Honolulu. 
Hawaii, and from Japan we g<i to 
China.

Washington Great 
Military Genius

In Soundness of Judg­
ment No Other Com­
mander His Equal.

Nothing new can 
be said on Wash­
ington's character, 
statesmanship o r 
patriotism. Noth­
ing old can be said 
on these subjects 
with I much chance 
of being b e t t e r  

phrased than Byron’s summary of him:

T h e  firs t,  th e  la s t ,  t h e  b e s t,
T h e  C in c in n a tu s  o£ th e  W est, 
W h o m  e n v y  d a re d  n o t h a te ;

or Kipling's more detailed presentment 
In “If." But In spite of all that has 
been written on the maq, few students 
have taken WashingtonV full measure 
as a soldier, and fewer stili^ realize 
how far he prefigured1 the scientific 
and industrial age in rvhich we are 
living today.

The average person thjnks of a great 
general as one who commands a great 
army. It would be p&ssible to get 
farther from the truth than that, but 
not without prolonged effort. There 
Is a point at which the mere size of 
an army taxes the genius of Its com­
mander; but that point was not 
reached until the Twentieth century. 
Judged by the real "rest, that* of 
achievement In proportion to means 
and obstacles, Washington is one of 
the four or five greatest commanders 
produced by the English-speaking 
race; probably the greatest.

G reatly  H an d icap p ed .
Consider his difficulties. To begin 

with, he was serving a revolutionary 
committee, not a real government; 
and was not backed by any of the 
governmental powers which supported 
European commanders. The congress 
of that day could not levy taree, could 
not enforce conscription* could not pay 
Its men or provide supplies. The men 
were enlisted for varying terms, al­
most always for short terms. Tke offi­
cers had little training. The different 
colonies were unaccustomed to act to­
gether. There was-only the beginning 
of a national feeling and national 
consciousness, and the British, what­
ever their weaknesses, had splendidly 
disciplined troops and held the sea.

Yet, in the face of obstacles like 
these, Washington kept an army to­
gether and made headway against the 
enemy until he could deal the finish­
ing blow at Yorktown. His Trenton 
campaign maneuvers were almost 
equally so. The skill with which he 
nailed Clinton to New York while the 
Continental army was making Its 400- 
mije march to catch Cornwallis at 

I Yorktown is fully equal fo that by 
which Napoleon caught General Mack 
asleep at Ulra.

No E r ro r s  M ar Record .
On one point of military genius; In­

deed. Washington is superior even to 
the Corsican Caesar, who in all things 
else ranks at the head of the martial 
world. No man can put his' fingers 
on any point in Washington's cam­
paigns and say: “Here this man made 
a serious mistake." The soundness of 
his Judgment was almost uncanny.

Perhaps this Judgment was due In 
some measure to the scientific quality 
of his mind. His approach to science 
was more practical than that of 
Franklin, but equally zealous. Wash' 
fngton conducted experiment after ex­
periment In drainage, crop rotation, 
different methods of fertilizing. His 
notes on these matters are worthy of 
attention from agricultural colleges 
today. He-berated Virginia’s depend­
ence on tobacco as bitterly as, more 
than a century later. Seaman Knapp 
lashed the dependence of the gulf 
states on cotton.

Always seeking better and more 
economical methods of production, al­
ways trying to utilize by-products, al­
ways! ready for a “flyer” In land, which 
was the Eighteenth century substitute 
for Industrial promotion, Washington, 
was startlingly Modern In many as­
pects of his mind. Where this mod­
ernism falls. It might pay us to get 
closer to the Washingtonian viewpoint, 
even at the cost of being somewhat 
old fashioned.

Greatness Far Above
A ny Hum an Frailties

The great meaning of Washington 
is his noble and unselfish patriotism. 
The philosophy of Bacon is not viti­
ated by the fact that he was “the 
meanest of niaukind.’’ Daniel Web­
ster’s oratory and Edgar Poe’s poetry- 
are far more important than the fact 
that the orator and the poet occasion­
ally became inebriated. Abraham Lin­
coln’s funny stories—and sometimes 
silly stories and perhaps even ques­
tionable stories—are not the essential 
points of the emancipator's life. 
Shakespeare’s deer stealing is of no 
weight In our estimate of him as the 
world’s greatest man of letters. Car­
lyle’s sourness of temper and mean­
ness to his wife does not detract from 
his merit as essayist and historian. 
Even the frivolities and frailties of 
•‘Bobble" Burns fail to lessen poster­
ity’s respect for the genius of the 
peasant poet.

So It is with George Washington. 
Only small faults which were com­
mon to all gentlemen of his day are 
alleged against him; whether or not 
the allegations are true is a matter 
of supreme unimportance. What ia 
important Is that George Washington 
was gifted by nature to be the leader 
In one of the most significant move­
ments In the world history. These 
are the things that Americans should 
remember on the twenty-second day of 
February.—Cleveland Plain Dealer.

A b o d e  G iv e n  O v e r  to  S u r ­
v i v in g  “ B o y s  in  G r a y ”

The once secluded home of Jeffer­
son Davis, where- he withdrew after 
the Civil war to write his story of the 
Lost Cause, has now become a large 
modern Institution. In thf last few 
years it has acquired electric lights, 
plumbing and sewage systems, a laun­
dry and a ten-thousand-dollar dining 
room. Two dormitories and a hospital 
are most recent additions.

A good deal of modern bustle has 
found its way to the old Mississippi 
estate overlooking the Gulf of Mexico 
half way between Gulfport and Biloxi. 
But the chief activity that goes on be­
neath the stately trees of Beauvoir is 
the spirited swapping of yarns, for the 
institution established there is a home 
for veterans of the Confederate army. 
Its old men. whose average age is now 
seventy-five years, spend their time 
playing checkers or fishing off the pier. 
But in nothing do .they take such de­
light as in telling visitors of the war— 
their war—finished about sixty years 
ago. And they have plenty of inter­
ested listeners. Report has it that 
about 6.000 new names are added to 
Beauvoir’s visitors’ register every 
year.

Jefferson Davis first went there to 
live in the fall of 1877. Already the 
place had a history. One James 
Brown, owner of the land, had planned 
the house and superintended its con­
struction many years before. Most of 
Its materials had been shipped from 
Florida, except its cypress wood, 
which was cut in the Louisiana 
swamps and carried by Arabian cam­
els to Lake Pontcliartrain. where it 
was loaded on schooners for shipment 
to the Gulf coast. Carpenters and dec­
orators came from New Orleans. They 
built a low, square frame bouse, one 
story and basement high. With a broad 
porch on three sides. \  cottage was 
built on each side of the main house 
and a brick kitchen in the rear.

The plans, it seems, proved too am­
bitious for the owner’s means, and so 
the buildings remained long closed, 
dubbed by the neighborhood. "Brown’s 
Folly." Later the place was bought 
by a Louisiana planter. From the 
planter’s widow Jefferson Davis rent­
ed the east cottage, where he wrote 
“The Riser and Fall of the Confed­
erate Government.” Subsequently he 
made arrangements to purchase the 
entire estate. $7*A acres, with a guir 
frontage of-1,700 feet, for $5,500.

The former President of the Con­
federate States found peace at Beau­
voir at the close of his career. His 
wife, too. was deeply attached to it. 
but, both for reasons of health and 
lack of means to kee-> it up. she left 
Beauvoir shortly after her husband’s 
death and, with her daughter Winnie, 
“the Daughter of the Confederacy,” 
made her heme in New York.

Doctors have long discussed the pos­
sible therapeutic powers of music, pos­
sibly ever since the Spartans, back In 
620 B. C, If you happen to recull, In­
vited Thalateas, a musician of Crete, 
to hurry over with his lyre and try to 
lull to sleep a wild and raging pesti­
lence.

And now, In several New York hos­
pitals and others throughout the coun­
try it is at last having Its chance, ap­
plied with the benefit of a uew psy­
chology which takes It into consider­
ation.

Responsible for the present endeav­
or to prove the point long debuted Is 
Mrs. Isa Maud Ilseu.

Mrs. Ilseu Is a trained musician and 
a trained nurse as well. She is a Ca­
nadian by birth and was left a widow 
in her early tweutles, at which time 
she looked about for a field and en­
tered a hospital training school. . It 
was during her early years as a nurse 
that she became interested in the ef­
fects of music upon the ill.

‘ During my tirst months of hospital 
life," she suys, “I felt keenly the 
gloominess and the depression. Most 
of my time oil' duty I passed at con­
certs, and then I began to wonder 
about my own craving for music and 
whether the patients did not react to 
the same surroundings In the same 
way.

"I began to take notice, and soon I 
found that very frequently a patient 
would ask to hear ‘a piece on the pi­
ano.' Some of the youngsters would 
ask me when I tucked them in ut night 
to sing to them. And some from the 
slums would express a desire to hear 
u hand-organ.

"Then one night un old Irish wom­
an, suffering from inflammatory rheu­
matism. could not get to sleep. De­
spite the fact that she had been given 
'quantum surtieit’ of an opiate, she 
rolled and tossed and moaned. I be­
gun to sing an old Irish tune. She 
quieted Immediately und was soon 
usleep.

"There are many things to be con­
sidered in the introduction among the 
Hi," site says. “Jazz, for instance, 
might have a very impractical effect 
In many cuses because of its stimula­
tion und shock. In apathetic cases It 
might have some value, but its na­
ture is such that it should be used 
carefully.

"However, certain musical composi­
tions have given very strong indica­
tion in experiments of having bene­
ficial effects. The quieting, soothing 
strains of Schubert's ‘Ave Maria' have 
proved excellent in cuses of insomnia, 
for example.

"In other cases of distraught nerves, 
and even hysteria, the •Barcarolle.’ the 
Meditation’ from 'Thais.' MacDow- 

vll's ' T il  a Wild Rose’ und Mendels­
sohn's 'bpring Song’ have brought ex­
cellent effect.

Om» nf tin* most important real 
pstjiti* nnftinKs of the year was bolil 
at Ann Arbor, February 10 and 11. 
when realtors from all over tin* state 
gathered at the Michigan I'nion in a 
discussion of their common problems. 
A'nmnlier of Plymouth Realtors at­
tended the sessions, and they returned 
with the rejiort that the various ad­
dresses and discussions rendered them 
1 letter equipped to serve their pro­
fessions.

The heads of the School of Business 

Administration of the I', of M.. co­
operated with the realtors in arrang­
ing the program, it being their desire 
to conn* in contact with the men who 
face the actual problem of the profes­
sion. and that the students of real 
estate should also hear from the Real­
tor. the questions with which he is 
confronted and the methods used to 
overcome them.

The entire program was designed 
with a view of bringing out the prac­
tical side of the business, and the 
speakers were chosen with that end 
in view. Among the speakers partici­
pating in the program were. John 
Buys, president of the Michigan Real 
Estate association, who presided at all

sessions. Addresses of welcome were 
given by Nathan Konold. president of 
tbe Ann Arbor Real Estate board, and 
Robert A. Campbell, mayor of Ann 
Arbor.

“Some Problems in Subdivision Fi­
nancing." was the topic undertaken by 
John X. Stalker, vice president of the 
I'nion Trust Co.. Detroit. Mr. Stalker 
handled the question iu a masterful 
manner, and made many valuable sug­
gestions to the subdividers assembled 
in the conference.

Rolwrt B. Bench. Executive Vicc- 
.President of the Republic Realty Mort­
gage corporation of Chicago, addressed 
the conference on "Some Problems of 
Real Estate Financing." Although 
similar in some respects to tbe address 
by Mr. Stalker, the Chicago speaker 
covered a wider range of topics which 
included business projiert.v financing.

At the banquet on Thursday evening, 
the principal address was made by 
Prof. W. I). Ilfcnderson. Director Ex­
tension Division. I', of M. He out­
lined the aims of the university in 
formulating a clrriculum covering the 
practice of real estate, and appealed 
to the members to give of tlieir know­
ledge uustintlngly to the end that the 
U. of M., might become the foremost 
college in the United States in real 
estate education.

On Friday, the session was opened 
with a talk on “The Bases of Real

Estate Value." by Richard G. Lnm- 
breclit. president of tlib Detroit Real 
Estate board. This was followed by a 
discussion led by Howard Brown of 
Grand Rapids.

“Appraising Income Property.'’ was 
thy subject of an address by Henry A. 
Babcock of Win. A. Babcock & Sons. 
Chicago. The discussion that followed 
liis address was led by C. C. Ludwig 
of Lansing.

Ernest M. Fisher. Associate Profes­
sor of Realty Management. I', of M.. 
and a recent guest of the Plymouth 
board, was the chairman of the after­
noon session, and he introduced Gen­
eral Nathan William MaeChesney. 
General Counsel. National Association 
of Real Estate Boards, who spoke on 
"Some Economic Asjieots of the Long- 
Term Iiease.' Ilis talk was followed 
by a discussion led by Guy W. Ellis 
of Detroit.

“The Place of Regional Planning in 
tbe Growth of the Community.” an il­
lustrated address by Prof. Aubrey T. 
Tealdi. School of Architecture. U. of 
XL. was exceptionally interesting to 
the local contingent, and many val­
uable suggestions in city planning were 
presented.

Practically all members of *the local 
board attended a portion of the ses­
sions. and returned with considerable 
enlightenment on many subjects that 
have been encountered in their daily 
work.
