Rich F ind o f Fossils
More fossil fishes and sharks are 

heitig turned out In a day by a power 
shovel operating in the region to the 
west of Cleveland, known to ge<tIoglsts 
as the Big Creek basin, thau the pa­
tience of oid-time collectors would 
bring to light in a whole season. 
Since lots are being laid out in this 
part of Cleveland sliale prized by 
scientists for its fishy relics of a past 
uge, the Cleveland Museum of Natural 
History bus obtained the co-operation 
of one of the laiul companies and 
funds from friends to uiauipulute a 
steam shovel. Though Big Creek is 
only one foot deep, sharks five feet 
long are  caught by tlie shovel while 
the bungalows creep closer eve^y day. 
Many choice fishes, millloDS of years 
old. are  being saved to science that 
would otherwise be lost, according to 
Dr. J . E. Hyde, curator of geology of 
the Cleveland museum.

Secretary Merrill of tlie shipping 

board said at a dinner in Washing­
ton :

Not so luuny years ng<< lIu" pc. ple 
of Iceland conceived the Idea of Imr- 
nessfng the famous hot springs which 
abound io that country and. by inruns 
of pipes, conveying the h<*t water to 
their homes for heutltig atitl ditim-slic 
purposes.

The wise men of Naples, Italy, are 
seeking for some method of impress­
ing the volcano, Little Vesuvius. Into 
service, and utilizing its lieat fof 
train car openiUun.

For S(NI yetirs the crater at I’ozznoll 
was cotisideretl extinct. S  few years 
ago It uwakened. and two volcanic 
cauldrons ■ipeiied at the crater base, 
while more recently im eruptive numtli 
appeared.

Men of science cnmsUler that If the 
forces, heat and tdectricity. at this 
point were controlled by a jxnver 
plant, it would he possible not only to 
provide suflicieni electricity for the 
supply of the surrounding towns, but 
for Naples as well.

The great difficulty Is In finding a 
piping which can re.sist the currotlinc 
power of the hydrosulpiiides and sul­
phuric dioxide of the roll near tlie vol­
canic mouth.

The coinimine of Naples had a huge 
Iron pipe sunk, but a fter a short time 
It was entirely destroyed I'.v the ac­
tion of these gases. Later a smaller 
pipe of white metal was used, hut this, 
too. corroded.

So far It has not been possible to 
And a piping which lasts more than a 
few weeks, a fter being sunk.

The Solfntara. ever since Roman 
times, has been celebrated for its cura­
tive properties.

In Roman days its baths were fa ­
mous and today remains of ihem can 
be seen in the hillside.

Since the war the siilplitirous vapors 
from the dirferciit apertures have 
brought health to many ex-soldiers 
suffering from lung troulde.

During the past five years vast 
quantities of kaolin have been taken 
from the crater basin, for the Neapoli­
tan Industry of chalk statuettes.

It was this extensive digging whicli 
cnu.sed the ground to cave in. when a 
volcanic cauldron of lava mud made 
its appearance.

A small observatory was erected. In 
order th at the crater could be studied. 
The volcano was given the name of 
“L ittle Vesuvius." though It Is miles 
away from Mount Vesuvius, and situ­
ated on the other side of Naples.

Experts consider the Pozzuoll crater 
afl far more wonderful than Vesuvius 
tuelf.

The heat generated by the mud 
cauldron Is 100 degrees hotter than 
boiling water, and Is thus capable of 
generating power for electrical pur­
poses.

Its vapors also carry a positive 
charge of electricity.

The only recorded eruption of lava 
from Solfatnra is one of doubtful au­
thenticity ascribed to the year 1108.

Even the lecturer's version of the 
old standard seems more generous 
than till' fuct.s; not eight hours' sleep 
but si‘ven was definitely laid d*>wn in 
the famous health rule.s of Salerno, 
and enough for either a young man 
or an old one, tmd .some nncieut au­
thorities were reiul.v to brand as slug­
gard the limn who slept for longer 
than siX 'lm urs out of twenty-four. 
Indeed, to judge by its proverbs and ; 
precepts the world of three or four ' 
hundred years ago was constantly at 
war wlili the sluggards, and forever 
m aintaining a stiff figiit against the 
undue I'liUnis of sleep.

Here ami there an isolated hero 
like Siiiicho Patiza stands up to praise 
sleep and Its Inventor, or the Vene­
tians produi'e a proverb which recoin- 
tneuds sliniiher as a sort of medicine, 
but In general both doctors of medi­
cine and divinity seem to have agreed 
that sleep was the enemy of their age. | 
Like the Dormouse a t the Mad H at­
ter 's  tea j>nrty. the public a t large 1 
was always being well shaken and 
told to cast off dull sloth and joyful 
rise.

The picture Is the more curious be­
cause so little is heard of such re­
bukes today ; iliough we are fiercely 
warned by our medical advisers not 
to do many things, from overeating 
to undcrexerclslng, we are hardly : 
ev e r ' expected to refrain from over­
sleeping. It Is the one possilile ex­
cess which no one b o d ies  to rebuke; 
and here one eminent authority boldly 
d«: '̂lare.s th at five-twelfths of the 
whole day may be spent in sleeping 
without reproach. Are we. then, so 
active th at we need urging to slum­
ber? And were our forefathers so 
sleepy that only the,constant thunder 
of the sages could keep them awake? 
Strange ns these conclusions seem, the 
facts appear to Jtistify them.

Originally life Insurance was not 

much more than an iriddent of ma­
rine Insurance. When the success or 
failure of a voyage depended largely 
on the personal qualities of the mas­
te r  of the ship, the owners of ship and 
cargo would Insure themselves not 
only against the perils of deep, but 
also against the aanger of loss 
through the death of the master—that 
Is. they took om Insurance on the life 
of the master for the voyiige. These 
early life insurunce policies were w rit­
ten by Individuals long before life in­
surance companies r’ame Into exist' 
ence. The earliest policy of which 
anything definite Is known was Is­
sued In Londimnn 15.8.3. In.snring the 
life of one William rybbons for 12 
months. This waz^underwrittetj by 13 
persons acting individually: the pre­
mium was $8(1 per thousand. A simi­
lar policy would cost today about $10, 
•f  «oe thirtv-five.

Early **Sunday C lo s in g
The Sunday closing of saloons got 

Its first Impetus from Peter Stuyves- 
nnt. governor of New Amsterdam, 
about the middle of the Seventeenth 
century, when he forbade the sale of 
intoxicant.s on >he Sabbath day until 
after preaching.

In tho.se days the town was dotted 
with taverns. It has been estimated 
that a ftiurth of the buildings were 
devofetl to the suU- of brandy, tobacco 
and beer. Some of the places had be­
come nothing more than fight clubs, 
with a brawl every night. .Stuyvesant 
bent on Henning up the town, ordered 
that no new taverns should be llcen.sed 
eicejit by the unanimous consent of 
the town's officials. He also ordered 
the proprietors To occnipy decent 
houses, report all brawls, and stop 
sellfng liquor to the savages, who 
were given to getting full of "firewa­
te r '’ and te.vtlng their lung power and 
their tomahawks in the public streets.

Id litera ture  the word classic was 
orlKinali; limited to Greek and Latlo 
prose aod poetry. It has now come ho 
mean aoy piece of literature wt-ose 
quality Is such that it has survived 
for ttfty or n huuilred years e»id is by 
common consent rt-i;uriled 'S  so good 
as to be permanent. A li'erary  classic 
shnuld po.ssess one or ail of the- fol­
lowing qualities:

J. It .«ihriuld reflect the mode of 
thought and the customs and manners 
of Its time.

The travels of Herodotus, the dia­
logues of Socrates, and the novels of 
Jane Austen nre examples.

2. It should be written In a beauti­
ful and striking style.

I.inciiln's Gettysburg sj»ecch Is an 
example.

3. It should spring from and appeal 
to a cultivnieii imagination.

Thep«>ems of Keats nre an example.
4. It should he a (•onlrlbuti«m to the 

thought of the world and should 
srlimilate the thought of the world.

The es.says of Ralph Waldo Emer­
son are an example.

fl. It should possess a universal hu-, 
man interest and express all phases 
of human exjierlence.

The o ld  Testament and Shake­
speare's plays are examples.

No one generation can determine 
what classics It Is prodm-ing. The 
final judgment tnust an<l will be pro­
nounced by .succeeding generations. 
Wnlt Whitman nn<l Lincoln were 
looked /*n with contempt b.v many or 
their most highly educate<l contem- 
porarle.s. .And yet Whittlinn's “O 
(’aptnin! My Captain 1” and Idncbln's 
Gettysburg speech will live ns long as 
the English language lives.

Nor does a classic ha%*e to be "hlgh- 
hri>w stuff," If it is a genuine Intel­
ligent and witty picture of a certain 
n.spect of society, even a •'best-seller" 
may become a classic: although I am 
hound to say that most of our mod­
ern heat-selhs-s have very little chance 
of achieving this Immortality, The 
-Pickwick Papers.” the "Biglow Pa­
pers." and ".Night With Uncle Remus" 
were all best-sellers and are  all class­
ics. I hope I .shall .shock nobody by 
saying that I think -Gentlemen Prefer 
Blondes" la more likely to become a 
classic than many contemporary nov­
els or stories that are much more pre- 
tentlous. Artificial and Pretentious 
writing never makes a classic. Sin­
cerity. almpltclty and spontaneity are 
qualities that every true classic— 
whether In music, painting, prose or 
poetry—pos.sesses: all others pretend­
ing to- the titles are counterfeits. Let 
nobody hoodwink you Into supposing 
that the cla.sslcs are pompous, stilted, 
and boreaome. I f  they were, nobody 
would read them—not even your 
teachers and professors.—Lawrence F. 
Abbot. In the Outlook.

I f  the windows 
and doors are  locked the accessory 
thief will not take the risk of un- 
hK'king the doors for the theft of 
anything less than the automobile 
Itself.”
