The laying of the corner stone of the 
new S tarkw eather scht>oi building, 
under construction in north villjige, 
took place a t  3:30 o'clock, Monday 
afternoon. The public schools were 
dismissed a  little  early .so th at the 
pu(dls might attend  the ceremony.

J. W. Henderson, president of the 
Board of Education, called the as.s«-tu- 
blage to order, and afte r a few re­
marks, introduced K arl H. S tark­
weather, grandson of the late  George 
A. Starkw eather, the first white cldld 
born in Plymouth, and for many years 
a  prominent citizen of this village.

We give below, Mr. Starkw eather's 
address in its entirety  :

“I can tru ly  say th at today marks 
one of the outstanding happy -events 
of my life. And why noti? 1 see an 
imposing north side school in process 
of construction. I t is the culmination 
of a  dream  of years. Therefore, and 
in  behalf of my own family, ami in 
behalf of Plymouth's entire north side 
neighborhood, I  am glad of this op­
portunity  to publicly express to the 
Board, and to a il who Imve uido<l in 
the  furtherance of this commanding 
project, our share of the general feel­
ing of gratefulness and satisfaction.

“The eventual certain knowledge 
th a t  Plymouth was a t last to begin the 
Institution of ward .scU«»<»l.s. and the 
knowledge also th a t the first of these 
schools was to be erected in my own 
north  side neighborhood, was in itself 
sufficient rea.son to bring on a higli 
s ta te  of exhilaration, but the greater 
climax was y e t In store. Subsequent­
ly, one ThuTsday morning, some two 
months later, Mr. Henderson phoned

of the hickory stick, the dunce block 
and the qulU pen. The school whore 
<»eorge A. taught, wa.s l<K'ated on East 
Ann Arbor street. This early s<hool. 
la te r remodeled as  a  dwelling, and 
more recently removed to a m*ighl)or- 
ing street, is still standing. Thus, 
early in the history of iqynioutli. c«‘r- 
tain  Starkw eathers had already be­
gun t4) take an interest in the ctIucu- 
Tion of the community's youth.

"Anil now. with your Indiilgeiuv. ami 
may i he allowed a slight dign's.siim in ( 
fav«»r of. shall I sjiy. a kind of family 
vanity, (George A. Starkw eather, of 
Plymouth, while the only one in which 
we. on this occ-asion. a re  really in- 
teresteil. was not the  original llcmge 
A . George A . Starkw eather of Plyin- 
outii was named in honor of lu's uncle. 
George s tarkw eather of rooi>t*rs- 
town. New York.

" I t  i.s interesting to know th at ln>th 
uncle and nephew U-gan their carw rs 
teaching school. Poth l»ecame law ­
yers. and bofli spei-ializeil in the same 
branch of legal work. Another kins­
man of exactly ilie .same name was 
George A. S tarkw eather of W aymart, 
Pa. This George .V.. like the other 
two. also began bis career teaehing 
schiK)l. .\gain. likewise, this George 
Itecame a lawyer, and. like the George 
of Plymouth, estahlishod himstdf in 
the m ercantile business. George A. of 
tVaymart. anti George A. of Plymouth, 
lived in different states, yet both lived 
in Wayne ciiunty. and Imtb livtsl their 
lives attd die<i in the communities 
where they were born, th-orge A. of 
Cooperstowii lived to U‘ S-" : George A. 
of Wu.vmart lived ti> lie S-'t: and tleorge 
.V. of Plvninmli lived to be more than 
NO.

"All three of these George .\usons

S t a r k ­
w eather w as born  In  P reston, Conn., 
in  1794. T h e  la st  George A . S t a r k ­
w eather to be recorded, w as born  In 
W H m ingtoo , DeL. in  1928. T he re  have 
been m a n y  In  between, and. so  fa r  a s 
know n, a l l  have  lived  honorab le  and 
use fu l lives. P a s s in g  b y  a l l  the Toms, 
D ic k s  an d  H a r ry s .  I  w ill  pau se  ju st  
lo n g  eno ugh  to m ention  the nam e o f  a 
k in sm a n  o f m odem  time, Jam es A. 
Sta rkw eather, now  a ss is ta n t  su p e rin ­
tendent o f  schoo ls at D u lu th , M inn .

'B u t  I  need not d ig re ss  further. 
T o d a y  i t  i s  P lym o u th  th a t  we a re  in ­
terested in, an d  the  prob lem s a n d  the 
du t ie s o f  tbe here  and  now. D o u b t ­
le ss  leas th an  tw enty per cent o f  the 
people U v iiig  In  P lym o u th  today, have  
a n y  pe rsona l recollection o f George A. 
S ta rtw e a th e r. Neverthe less, it  is  
good to  k n o w  th a t  b is  nam e persists.

would pass to the Plymouth Board of 
E«hication. whi«-b body in tu rn  would 
■Hiise to be ere<-ted thereon a modem 
c'hool plant valued near $200,000.00. 
iml then, to cap tbe climax, engraven 

ufK.M tlie .stone the words, ‘S tark­
weather School.' then George A. 
would have undoubtedly shaken his 
hencl and sorrowfully si>eculated as to 
liow .soon the imagineti prophet would 
Ik:! needing a  guardian. I t  is also a 
singular fact th at tbe ofiiclal naming 
of the S tarkw eather School occurred 
wirhiii five days <»f twenty years from 
the time of hLs death. George A. S ta rk ­
w eather departed from earth ly  life 
February 7. 1007. The new school 
wa.s named fo r him February 2, 1927.

"From the general appearance of 
things here this afternoon, this school 
Is iMdng built to endure. And w hat a 
monument this school is to b e ! W hat 
a monument to tbe name, and to the 
memory of any m an ! In conclusion. I 
feel safe in saying th at all descendants 
of George A. Starkw eather of Plym­
outh. sense a greater responsibility to 
th at name today, than  they ever did 
lK*f4»re. Old traditions, the  old char­
acter. must bo held inviolate. 1

"Speaking personally, the new school j 
will ever serve as my inspiration and j 
my hope. And may it so be with ray j 
own children, and with theirs. No | 
d<mbr. many years hence, generations | 
yet unborn will reverently reflect on 
the many fine old associations which , 
ha«l their inciplency In the good old 
Starkw eather sc-hool.

"And may all pupils of the present, 
and of succeeding generations, who 
m.ny l>e privileged to attend  tbe S tark­
w eather school, progress favorably in 
their classes, and here establish for 
themselves a firm foundation for later 
success.

"Again. Mr. President, and the 
Board of Education and friends and 
neighbors, I  thank you.”

S t a i^ e a t h e r ,  the 
la st copy  o f  tbe P ly m o u th  M a ll,  an d  a 
copy o f K a r l  H .  S ta rk w e a th e r’s  a d ­
dress. T h e n  fo llow ed  the cerem ony of 
the  la y in g  o f  tbe cornerstone, w ith  
P re s id e n t  H e n d e rso n  w ie ld in g  the 
trowel.

I t was esiiecially noticeable to the 
observers of the test tliat tlie three- 
speed e<iulpi)ed car: wliicli followwl 
the fonr-si)e<Kl job, did more coasting, 
thus elim inating any advantage to 
the Hi-Flex rraiisiuission in this re­
gard.

. \ l  the average siieed of 42.7 miles 
per liour tlie car equipped with tlie 
three-s{ieed transmission consumed 
27^4 gallons of gasoline, or an aver­
age of 11,1 miles {>er gallon, which is 
regardeil as unusually economical a t 
this speed.

Surpassing this average, however, 
was the ri'cord of the car equipped 
with the new transmission. Driven 
by G. Clark M ather, Paige chief 
engineer, it consumed only 22 gallons 
of gas over the same course, for an 
average of 14.1 miles per gallon, 
saving in gasoline over the standard 
transmission was exactly 5 %  gallons 
or 2C.13 i>er cent.

Those fam iliar with the perform ­
ance of eight-cylinder cars regarded 
the gasoline consumption of the four- 
speed a s  very low a t  such sustained 
high simhhI. At a higher si>eed. they 
observed, the  saving over the con­
ventional transmission would have 
t>een even igreater.

H aw aiian Relic
The faiiHju.'s Naha stone, one of the 

finest relics of early Hawaiian history, 
after having for many years been al­
lowed to remain lu obscurity, w-as not 
long ago moved and placed In a con­
spicuous position In the city of Hilo, 
the second city of the territory.

From the earliest ages there existed 
A prophecy concerning this stone to 
the effect th at he who could turn It 
over would become king of the whole 
of the Hawaiian group. The great 
feat was eN-entually accomplished by 
Kamehamehn the Great, then king of 
Hawaii, and undoubtedly Inspired him 
to embark upon the brUltaut career 
which finally brought the whole of 
the Islands under his sway.

A suitable tablet commemorating the 
history of Uie relic has been placed 
near the stone.

London. Fogg
Those Londoners who speak of the 

present-day white mists and darkened 
skies as fogs are  very young. In 1881 
the fog was so thick during cattle 
show week th at several cattle were 
suffocated by it at the Agricultural 
hall. A really long fog was the one 
which began in November. 1879, and 
lasted until February. 1880. Incident­
ally. It sent up the death rate  48 per 
thousand. And we cannot blame our 
Victorian forefathers for our fogs, 
either. As long ago as 1306, when 
London was a mere handful of 50,000 
inhabitants, the city’s fog problem 
loomed so large th at the slo of burn­
ing sm okeproduclog coal was punish­
able w ith death.—London Dally Mall.

Old Indian Tradition
of W yom ing Springs

Tlie Big Horn hot springs in Wyom 
ing, among the largc.si In the world, 
arc  a faVored iiuunt of the Great Spirit 
and possessed of mirncubius powers.
If old Indian myths are to be believed.

Today large numbers of Shosbones, 
Anipuhoe.s and Crows camp in oum 
bers near liie springs. Invoking the 
aid of the Great Spirit iu ridding them 
of tiielr ailments. Tlicy also believe j 
these waters will bring them protec­
tion against evil.

Harry Lange, an old Indian ligliter. 
recently visited the springs and re­
called that 50 years before he. us a 
member of a scouting party with n 
cavalry detucimient guided by .Arapu- 
hoes, iiad crossed the Big llont, at the 
present she of Thennopolls. Lange 
said they tlirow themselves Into llie 
pools below the big spring and went 
through religious rituals. Tliey urged 
the soldiers to do likewise, declaring 
the waters were blessed by tlie Great 
Spirit and th at bathing In them would 
ward off evil.

A legend almost as old as tlie Sho- 
j shone tribe itself says tluil back in the 

beginning of tilings Ishawooa. a chief 
who ruled all the Indians of this sec­
tion. alone knew of the springs and 
visited them annually, thus kei'plng 
his power and health. But when old 
age finuNy came he directed his Imives 
to take him to these waters and allow 
liiiu to die In them so Ids siilrlt would 
be blessed by tlie Great Spirit.

Islmwooa’s only son, AVaplil, whs 
B weakling wlio apjiareiuly would 
never lie able to assume ills fatlier’s 
leaderslilp. But as he died Ishawooa 
confided to Wapiti the secret of find­
ing tlie Great Spirlt'.s favor by batli- 
Ing In the hot springs. It was thus 
that AA'apiti l)ecame strong and even­
tually an even greater chief than his 
father.

Generations Inter the great Sho­
shone chief, Washakie, submitting to 
the advance of the paleface, ceded the 
Big Horn hot springs to the United 
States and the sta te  of Wyoming on 
condition that a portion of their wa­
ters be reserved for free use by the 
weak and sick of both peoples.

Many of the sf» a m s in Michigan 
can be harnessed and will furnish 
power to farm s through which they 
pass, according to the departm ent of 
agricultural engineering a t  Michigan 
State college.

Stream s which have a  constant 
volume of w ater a re  much more valu­
able as sources of power than those 
th at flood in the spring and dwindle 
in dry weather.

To find the horse power which a 
stream  will develop m ultiply the depth 
ill Inches by the w idth in fee t: times 
the rate  of flow in feet per m inute; 
fiine.s llic fall in feet, and divide by 
12.(55)0, Tbe qui>tient is the  horse 
power rating  of the stream. One 
horse isrner will supply current for 
fifteen oU-wntt lumps. |
