We have a 
bulletin from W ashington to the effect 
th at the apple has escaped early 
frosts in practically every section of 
the country, and th at from present 
indications we are  In for n bumper 
crop this year.

Tbero have l»een many attem pts 
made to snatch the crown away from 
t1u‘ apple as America’s m ost\popular 
fru it, but all of them have failed. 
Florida and California have offered a 
.strong comiietitor in the orange, and 
while its  sale increases annaally, i t  
is not as great a favorite in the 
country as u whole as the apple has 
always l>een. Peaches, plums 
grniAcs have their supporters, and 
housA'wivcs who do their own canning 
—there a re  still thousands of them— 
would feel lost if those f ru it crops 
slumld fail. But ask any Plymouth 
housewife what she considers the best 
all-around friiU for domestic purposes 
and in almost every instam-e she will 
favor the apple.

The Torrens system has been de­

scribed a.s follows: It Is a system of 
registration of titles to land (as dis­
tinct from registration of deeds). It 
was introduced Into South .Australia 
by the Real Property (or Torrens) act 
(laws of 1857-.58), drafted by Sir Rob­
ert Richard Torrens (1814-84). The 
essential feature of the Torrens sys­
tem is the guaranty by the govern­
ment of properly regi.stered titles. The 
system has been- generally adopted in 
.Australia and Brltlsli Columbia, and 
In Its original or a mortified form in 
some Ollier countrie.s. including some 
sta tes of tiie United States.

We Imve found in this brief review 
that the birds may W* classed in thns* 
groups, as follows: 1. iK*riiian(*iit r(*si-. 
ih*nfs- birtls that r«*main in the same 
l«K*aUty througliour the year: 2. stmi- 
mer residents—Idrds that come to us 
ill lilt* «*arly spring, rear their young, 
anil depart in tin* fall. :i. winter resi- 
detiis--birds that conn* from Hu* north 
in the fall, pass the whiter with us. 
and return to their nortlieru Immes in 
till* spring.

We wonder wh.v birds inigrato. 
Why do they'/ It is true they go for 
w arnn'r w eather and want of food, 
lutt theft* is another answer also (sure­
ly thi*y don't go for exercise). We 
iiotiee some birds s ta rt to go a long 
tlmt* Ix'fon* the snow falls, and even 
the first fro-sts .se't in.

Most birds liave an iiisii|i(-live de­
sire to 1m* in se<*liij}ion during the iier- 
iod t*f bnxsling tlieir yoiine. anti as a 
result they go from the soiitli to iireed 
ihi'lr ymipg in the north. They also 
go from the north to briHsl their 
young in the south.

As n resuR of this going from land 
to land, or migration, the birds are 
proved to have some reasoning iiowers 
and .seem- almost human.
