What remains of the edifice, which
was begun, two years before the sign-
ing of the Declaration of Independ-
ence and which was founded by Scot-
tish Covenanters, stands on South
Fairfax street, named In honor of that
Lord Fairfax who was George Wash-
ington's friend and benefactor. Even
though Alexandria strongly sympa-
thized with and as Virginia soil was
part of the South during the troubled
time of the Civil war, the church
membership adhered to the Northern
assembly aud eventually, InT8S6, ex-
pired as an active church bgdy.

“Sec. 2. (tlttWKL. Oravcl shall w?
clean and s<wuiul and free from all

mlid matter, and the marse aggre-
gate shall Ik of such size as to i»iss
tbrungh a one inch seriH.n. It shall
be so grndeil as to produce a maxi-
riilum density and the tine aggregate
therein shall <*onstitute the basis for
the proportion.” -

Sec. 2. That Section 15 of such
ordinance o aineuded to read us fol-
lows :

"Sw*. 15. THICKNESS OF WALKS.
The thickni*ss of the walk shall Ik*
not less than five in<-hes. Walks for
residoiKv district.s shall be at least
five inches thick and for business dis-
tricts six Inches. Where walks in
reshlence districts cross driveways,
the total thickness shall be increas<*d
to six inches. Ooss walks shall be
ei?ht itiehes thick and mixe.l in the
following proportions: One part Port-
land Cement, two parts of fine aggre-
g:ite and throe parts of coarse aggre-
gate.”

See. 3. That Sections 24. 2" and 20
of such ordinance be ameiuUHI to read
as follows:

"See. 24. PROI'OUTIONS. The
concrete shall be mixed in the projwr-
tions by volume of fne sack of Port-
land cement. "2v> cubic _feeJ-of fine ag-
gregate aud four cubic f*et of coarse
aggregate or as near to the'=e projior-
tions ns the character t)f the material
will allow.

“Sec. 25. CONSISTENCY. The
materials shall be mixed wet enough
to produce a concrete of a consistency
that will flush readily under slight
tamping, but which can be bandied
without causing a “paration of the
coarse aggregate from the mortar.
Concrete shall be laid and tamped to
the required thickness until free mor-
tar appears on the surface.”

“Sec. 28. “PLACING. After mix-
ing. the* concrete shall e handled
rapidly and under no circumstances
shall cpnerete that has partly harden-
ed be used.
