1928 AUTO PLATES
HONCR GOV, GREEN

Green and white is the color scheme
selected for Michigan’s automobile Ili-
cense plates for 1928. The back-
ground is to be green “in honor of tbe
governor,” according to the secretary
of state’s office, and the figures are to
be white.

Licenses bearing figures over tbe
million mark are to be reserved for
motor trucks. The diamond which de-
notes figures over the million mark on
tbe 1927 plates is to be eliminated on
tbe new plates and the figures will be
carried in full, making wider plates
for the trucks.

The word “Michigan” will be print-
ed across the top of the passenger car
plates with “1928” at the end of the
state's name. The word “commercial”
is to appear at tbe bottom of the com-
mercial plates together with tbe name
of the state and figures denoting the
year.

It is believed that one and a quarter
millions of plates wUl be required for
the year.

It requires practically the eyitire
earnings of one in every three tele-
phones served by the Michigan Bell
Telephone company to pay that com-
pany's annual tax.bill, according to
Waller 1. Mizner, the company's
treasurer, who today turned over'to
the state auditor general, Oramel B.
Fuller, u check for f2,U37,383.95. For
each telephone it operates the com-
pany iiay.s taxes umouuling to $5.26 a
year, uf which the state’s share is
$3.8b, 1he remainder being paid on
federal and miscellaneous taxes. The
c«'inpauy had au average of 525570
ii'h'phmu’s in service last year.

The -Michigan Bell company’s total
tax bill this year was $2,760,514, Mr.
Mil.iicr slated, equal to approximately”
32 jier cent of the company's total net
earning., jMast year’s state taxes for
the company amounted to $1,736,285.25
rlie increase paid the state this year
being more than $300,000. Federal
taxes paid by the telephone company
this year toialetl $706,818.

The iinmbor of telephones con-
nected with the Michigan Bell's lines
in Michigan totaled 547,850 on Janu-
ary 1st.

OF 46,150 MILES IN FOUR AND
ONE-HALF MONTHS AT PROV-

ING GROIND .AT MILFORD.

A roiimnci; o[ the General Motors
pniving gruund at Milford, .Mich,
comes to light today with the an-
niiunccinent that Clicvrolet test car
numher 112 lias been retireil from the
proving gmund service after with-
standing the withering strain of 46,150
miles in four and one-half months over
various tyiK's of roads and a wide
range of driving conditions.

Number 112 has a standard light
delivery panel lkrlv on the standard
commercial car chassis >ind had been
taken out of regular production at the
Flint plant. When, in the course of
the usual routine, it was replaced at
the proving ground by another Chev-
rolet. it still had in it. many miles of

transportation, engineers de-
iured, despite the gruelling experience

If so many miles of terrific test driv-

Forty miles out of Detroit in the
lills and vales of Livingston county,
where the great outdoor automobile
laboratory Is located, this Chevrolet,
like others there, underwent supreme
tests in the cause of improved auto-
motive transixirtation. In the course
of these tests the car was called upon
to go through all the types of service
an automobile may be heir to—and
more.

It v~s kept on test for 135 days,
“working” on an average of 341.8 miles
a day. There were days when it was
driven more than 500 miles in order
to try its stamina. In addition to the
test work at the proving ground, the
car carried mail to Detroit and return
each day. permitting of a study and
clufk of the car under actual road
traffic conditions.

Engineers and technical men who
drove and che<ked the car at the
proving ground bad In mind the many
difficulties an automobile has to con-
tend with in its lifetime. They
thought of the driver who speeds his
car over rough, rutted roads; they
considered the motorist who rides his
clutch; Itiey had In mind the man
who habitually tramps on his brhkes,
another who races a cold motor, an-
other who asks bis car to pull out
of a mud hole in high, and so on.

JUNGLE GROWS OVER
ONCE MIGHTY CITY

Americans Find Place Older
Than Ancient Rome.

A city In InrtD-Chlna, known throuph
Clilnose nteriiture to have Dxpii old
and po'werful when Rome was new,
has Just betiJ discovered by the Amer-
icans—Harry llervey and Carlton Hil-
dreth.

Writing of the lost city. In Mi'Cnll's
Magazine, Mr. Hildreth tells of the
people wliose decaying capital he
helped In discovering:

“The Khmers were a people more
mysterious than the Jncas. and their
greatness Is compdetlhle with the civ.
Illzatlons of Hiina and Babylon. In-
deed. the ancient Khmer c.npital. Ang-
kor-Thom. whose ruins stand today in
the Camhodlan Jungles, was a city

more thrilling than Rome at Its
height.
“The Khmer empire reached Its

height In the Twelfth century, then de-
clined. an<l after a series of wars
with the Thai race (now the Siamese)®
and (he people of Phlampn (modern
Annatn) the Khmers slipped out of
history, leaving the ruins of their
mighty cities and a few meager In-
acrlptlons ns the only records of their
spectacular rise and fall. What be-
came of the Khmers? Did their de-
feated nrmle.s retre.at Into the hinter-
lands and there htilld other cities? Or
did they die out. leaving only a thin
stream of their glorious Mood to filter
down througth the centuries Into the
pre.senf-dny natives of Cambndin?”

Mr. Hervey adds to what is known
of the city as result of his explora-
tion. He traces something of the rise
of the city and says;

“It was fsuryavnrm.'m IT. some cen-
turies later, who ordered the building
of Angkor-Wat. Out of the tyM and
death of thousands of slaves.thnt
mammoth edifice rose atone upon
stone. Her upon tier, until, its towers
crowned willh goMen Intus. It dom-
inated the surrounding marshy Jungle
and the torn pyramids of .\ngkor-
Thom. a mominient to the cruelty and
magnificence of rlie Khmers.

“Near the end of the Twelfth cen-
tury the emt>fre reached Its height. A’
comparatively short time after that—
between j["e years of 150/ and 1207—
Angkor *as visited by a Cldnese am-
bassador. Tclieou-ta Khouan. whose
memoirs are the only records of the
manners and customs of this people.

“The splendor of Angkor at the time
of Tcheou-ta-Khoiian’e visit was prod-
igal. Colden rot wils eating into the
heart of the Khmer empire. In one
mighty gesture, .spending their wealth
and their strength, these people had
built Angkor—and their own tomb. In
the Thirteenth and Fonrteenth cen-
turies they were attacked again by the
Chams. also by the great Thai race,
the Siamese. Then the slaves rose up
against them. The end of the Four-
teenth century saw the last of Ang-
kor's lavish beauty and brutality.

“As a final Ironic humiliation, the
dty. deserted, sacked, and delivered
over to the Jungle, whose monstrous
greennes.s Inundated It, ripped wide its
exquisite walls, tore Its gods from
their shrines, and held It captive until,
more than 500 years later, a wander-
ing Frenchman came upon It and so
Btlrred his country with his account
of Its greatness that In 1907 France ac-
quired it from Siam by one of those
political feints which Is called diplo-
macy. Thus ends a history
brazen as a scarlet poppy.”

Houieg of Cork

Among the great number of new
houses required fomen to work the
new Kent coal field are some that are
being built on a novel plan.

The walls are G Inches thick apart

from the inner half-inch coating of
plaster. The outer three Inches are
jof concrete, while next ta the plaster
‘are two inches of compressed cinder,
celled breeze. Between the concrete
and the breeze is Poe inch of com-
pressed cork! The whole Is built sol-
idly about a steel frame, the cork
taking the place of the usual airspace
In the wall.

The 'Cork, being a nonconductor of
heat, keeps the heat In during winter
and keeps it out to summer, and those
already in occupation are proving very
comfortable on that account Over a
hundred have been bnllt during the
past twelve months, and two bnndred
more are under construction.—London
Tit-Bits.
