“Oh, n*i. ma’am, tlie salt auy keeps us 
warm." ".And how many days must 
you work In this way. before you get 
a supply?"

“And 
all you h5ve for your labor is the 
potato?" "That's all, ma'am, that's 
all : and It’s many of us that can’t get 
the sup of milk with ’em. no. nor the 
sa lt; hut we can’t help it. we mast 
be crriiterii with v.Tiat the good God 
sends us."

"Some singular forms of enjoyment 
are  also reallwd In certain of our 
jwirks. The sand dunes for example— 
along I-ake Michigan and the west 
coast of our southern peninsula are  a 
string iif these sand mountains some 
3.10 miles long. There are  Intermit­
tent brakes—clean as the snow, d rift­
ing, here and there covering and re­
leasing wtKKls. Immediately at hand 
for bathing and fresh cool breezes is 
].ake Michigan.

"Should you desire to Intimately ac­
quaint yourself with these dunes visit 
the VanBnren. Muskegon, Silver I>ake 
and H. H. Day State Parks. Other 
sites of oiir most typlnil dunes are now 
l»eing ae<|uired.

“A less formidable but quite as 
unique and complete series of dunes 
can be visited in the P. H. Hoeft State 
Park. In the making of these not a 
single ridge, valley or gap was omitted. 
Neither were any of the trees, plants 
or shrubs omitted. So with this com­
pleteness and their being less difficult 
to climb, these east shore dunes are 
enjoyed quite as much as  those of the 
west coast.

OF EARLY AMERICA

Recent Discovery of High 
Saentific  Import.

The Indli'atloiifi of man In America 
before the Ice age. us presented to the 
New York .Academy of Sciences by 
Prof Henry Fairtield Osburn and .Al­
bert Thomson, are too revulutlooary 
to be passed over In sUence- Profes­
sor Osbom und Mr. Thomson present 
their f;'Vfj with adiidrable conserva- 
flsm Till- iMH-lent lione tools which 
luivf been dn--- tip in Sebrasku must 
liM fpslcd. the liiulers themselves In- 
slsi. hy the i-ritli-ism of other experts, 
lUspluy of tile rinds In the .-Vincrli-iin 
Museum of Natural History will nmke 
this popsihle. (f the tools survive d>-- 
hnte, If tlii'ir apparent meaning proves 
til he the only :ie<-»:ptahle nin-. ii is 
Hot too rmii'h lo s:iy thut this fact 
will force the rewriting of the whole 
jirehlsiory of Amerieiin man. The 
honor of being liie riret Americans 
must be beatoweel anew.

The conventional Idea among the 
experts has been that Amerlcr was 
ftn*r peopled only a few thousand 
years ago. Ancestors pf the historic 
Ameriesn Indisns sre  hellevod to 
haw,' aril-, ed hy way of ilie Jh-hring 
stra it and to have found a virgin eon- 
tlnent, over which their descendant.^ 
spread. Ancient forts and mounds and 
stone arrowheads and all the mitiier- 
0U.S Indications of prehistoric haldta* 
tlon are dated, on this conventional 
view, within the score or so of millen­
nia which hare  pa.ssed since the ar­
rival of the Inillans.

The bone tools found by Mr. Thom­
son and his associates on the Nebras­
ka hillside tell a different tale. These 
tool* seem va.stly more ancient. Pro­
fessor Osborn Is Inclined to date them 
In what geologists call the Pliocene 
period, prohahly not leas than ILOOO.- 
000 years ago. .\r one stroke this sets 
back the clock of American man 100.- 
000 generations. This doe# not stand 
entirely without support. In that 
Umbo of the ihimned to which s»den- 
tlsts so often consign misfit facts 
there have lain for years a few other 
finds of huiniin remains apparently 
far more ancient than Indian times. 
Among these are the famous hones 
front the Trenton gravels In New .Jer­
sey. Another Is the i'aluverus skull 
found years ago In the gold gravels of 
CnlJfornia. N-me of these earlier
finds was conclusive. Most i>f the ex­
perts have believetl them lulBlcadlug. 
r>oiihtless they will now he sunllcd 
again.

Perhaps the most Interesting fea­
ture of the new Nebraska finds Is 
their similarity to other bone tools 
known to belong to recent Indian 
populations. Tf men made the Ne­
braska tools fi.000,000 years ago. other 
men not over :Lo<>0 years ago made 
ImpJement.s astonishingly like J.hera. 
This l.s not impo.ssihle. Human habits 
sometimes last long. But It Is surpris­
ing, and the experts will debate It. 
Meanwhile neither fundamentalist nor 
evolutionist cun use the new finds to 
bolster up an argument. The truth 
about them Is .still too uncertain for 
that.
