Reports from various parts of the
country indicate that the fruit crop
has really turned out better than fore-
cast along in the spring. And while
the corn crop is short of normal, it
is also not to he sneezed at. Taken.all
in all. we have approached the fall
season with the country as a whole in
far better shape than we have seen
it at various times in the past, and
'we seem to have about as little cause
for complaint, now as we have had for
a good many years.

GOOD RADIO AHEAD.

News dispatches state that the fed-
eral radio commission has completed
its work of assigning wave ler/gths
and its program of weeding out sta-
tions  that have been guilty of
cluttering up the air has started.
Twenty stations have been eliminated
in New York eity alone. Others have
been forced to reduce their power so
they will not drown out everything
near them. Air pirates are realizing
for the first time that the commission
uwans business and that it is bucked
by laws that are going to he strictly
enforced all of which brings a smile
to the faces of radio fans around
Plymouth. To them it forecasts the
best fall and winter radio conditions
they ever had. It means that the

WHEN CARE IS NEEDED.

In a recent house-to-house canvass
in a Missouri town it was found that
12 per cent of the women residents use
gasoline for dry cleaning, while kero-
sene is used in 11 per cent of the
homes visited, chiefly for starting
fires. We do not know if the per-
centages will run as high in Plymouth,
hut we do know that enough of our
homes contain gasoline and kerosene
to make a warning necessary. There
is only one safe way to use oil in
kindling a fire: that is to pur- a few
cobs oOf tightly rolled newspapers in a

can of oil and then lay the oil-
soaked cob or paper under the
kindling.  If there is any possibility

of a live coal in the ashes, light the
cob or paper torch just before it is
placed in the fire box of ihc stove.
And iu using gasoline for cleaning
articles of clothing don't forget that
it is never safe to rub the garments
when they are taken from a pan of the
liquid. Even the friction of rubbing
will cause an explosion. There's a
right and a wrong way to do every-
thing. and this applies particularly to
the use of explosives.

IN CITY THAN IN COUNTRY ATMOSPHERE

Fed: =)l O-Scrv.’r, Who Aided Lindbergh, Studies Par-
ticles to Che-v Effect of Showers and Time of
Dry—Suburban Air Seems Good.

A IRPLANES are now being used
to determine the amount and
nature of dust particles floating

in the atmosphere, dust particles that

have been blown skyward from the
earth.

Dr. Herbert H. Kimball. United
States Weather Bureau meteorologist,
who has been prominent in the news
recently because of the data lie sup-
plid to Lindbergh. Chamberlin. Byrd
and other aviators for long distance
flights, has been making a special
study of atmospheric dust.

WORLD OWES MUCH
TO THE PURITAN

Tremendous Influence for
Good of Humanity.

The following editorial, In London
TIt-Biis, with It* praise of “Puritan-
ism” as a factor In the progress of
the world, has called forth some
criticism and much comment In the
English press:

“Like everything timt has life and
Individuality, words have their tri-
uraps and tragedies, their ups and
downs. A word which used to lie
Ignoble becomes honorable; another
which used to be. noble becomes de-
based. Occasionally one can watch a
word go wrong. Take the word
‘puritanical” as an Instance.

"Judging from letters and lenders
In the daily papers, one would think
that anything described as ’puritan-
ical” was a mixture of tyranny, phil-
istinism. intolerance, prejudice, nar-
row-mindedness, and s lot of other
unpleasant things.

“So widespread seems this concep-
tion that one Is led to wonder whether
.the history of oar country is taught
I today, or. If it is. whether it la In-
telligently taught. For Instance, Is
the history of our own country ever
compared, step by step, with the his-
tory of any other, and results referred
back to causes?

“We hear and read so much about
the French revolution that we are apt
to think It was the first of those re-
volts against Intolerable tyranny
which resulted In the rise and rule
of democracy. Yet the fact Is that
there were two prior revolutions, the
first In Britain and the second In
America. Both these were Puritan
revolutions.

“What accounts for the marked dif-
ference between the French and other
similar revolutions, and the revolu-
tion under Cromwell and Hampden In
England, and under Washington In
America? This time, one word Is suf-

ficient answer: Puritanism.
“The French revolution, like the
Russian, like the Chinese, like many

In South and Ceniral America, was an
orgy of blood, and wa* followed by a
recrudescence of tyranny which kept
Europe in a welter of war and blood-
shed for 20 years.

“In France Puritanism failed; In
England and America It succeeded.
Puritanism was a tremendous force
in France before it was in England,
but the revocation of the edict of
Nantes, and the massacre of St. Bar-
tholomew, either killed or exiled It.
France took the wrong turning, and
her world Influence has been declin-
ing ever since. Read the hletory of
the Eighteenth century and see.

“In this country the conditions
which sent the Pilgrim fath
