A delegation of Novi farmers.
Northville ami Plymouth business men
visited Lansing Monday afternoon, and
appeared ltefore the State Administra-
tive Board to urge the construction of

date highway to run north and south
from Grand River avenue to the ex-
isting paved road through Canton
township. The proposed road will fol-
low a quarter section line through :

Attorney Cochraue of Northville.

and sgjoke as follows regarding the
proposed highway:

“Facilities for the traveling public j
that desire to cross from Grand River i
avenue to other trunk highways run-
ning west ont of Detroit, are very
limited. At the present time we have
a gravel highway that is in fairly good
Jeondition a major portion of the year;
however, it is not suitable for trunk
line travel. The road crosses the Pere
Marquette railroad six times between
Novi and Plymonth. The proposed
road would eliminate all of the cross-
ings except one. and that one would
readily lend itself to a grade separa-
tion. Petitions signed by the North-
ville Auto Club, the Northville Rotary
and Exchange Clubs, the Plymouth
Rotary and Kiwanls Clubs, have been
submitted to the highway depart-
ment. and we are here today to urge
you men to give favorable considera-
tion to our petitions.”
