n LESSONS AT HOME.

Too many Plymouth parents seem
to take it for granted that from the
time the school child steps out the
front door in the morning until it
enters the same door again in the
afternoon its safety is in the hands
of the teacher. If there are any
warnings to be given, or safety in-
structions passed out. they depend
upon the teacher . to do it in the
regular course of the school day

Bur this is all wrong.
rule teachers are instilling lessons of
safety into the minds of their pupils
to a greater extent now than ever be-
fore. yet these same lessons taught at!
home are apt to prove far more bene-
ficial to the child. Biding on the
running hoard of automobiles, hang-
ing onto the back of a wagon, chasing
u ball that hounds into the street or
highway are dangers far too serious
for mothers or fathers to let pass
unnoticed. Constant warning at home
against such practices will serve to
make the safety suggestions of the
school room all the more pertinent.
The teacher is doing his or her share
tt. protect the little ones in their keep-
ing. but they can hardly be held
responsible for what the pupils do on
their way to and from school.

MORE GOOD NEWS.
Our friends, around Plymouth who

have never seen much in the arti-
choke as a food product of the soil,
and who have contended that this

vegetable was fit only for pigs, now
have an opportunity to change their
minds. An article in Farm and Fire-
side says experimejits"by the U. S.
Bureau of Standards reveals the
artichoke as rich in everything that
goes to make a fine grade of sugar.
Experiments have developed a sugar
from the artichoke far sweeter than
that obtained from can or sugar
beets—73 per cent sweeter, to he
exact. That means that far less of It
would have to be used than sugar
made from cane or beets; hut a
pound of it would cost $100, and that
is the problem the experimenters must
contend with now. It will he a long
time, of course, before artichoke
sugar at this price could comi>ete
with can or beet sugar. So the cane
grower and the beet grower need not
worry. But it is worth something to
know that there s still another
product grown in America capable of
furnishing us with our sugar, and
some day this new discovery may lie
worth a lot to the country.

Hermit

Oniiiha, NVb.—Sixty minutes from
tlie Stoue age to the Jazz age. That is
the gap that separates the primitive
world of Henry F. Morris, Nebraska
cave rami, from the complex world of
modern, living, teeming Omaha. It is
the gap between the Twentieth cen-
tury and 10,0tX) years ago. A short
one as minutes go, hut infinitely great
when measured on the social scale.

On the one hand the Intellectual
development of centuries; on the
other an atavistic reversion to the
early, confused and muddled gropings
of man as we find him at the dawn
of history. Like a visitor from a
strange planet. Morris, blinking as
much as an owl when out of his ele-
ment, recently came to Omaha after
more titan forty years away from civi-
lization. His coming boldly pro-
claimed how easily can be lost the
veneer of social amenities and graces
that separate the gentleman of 1920
from his rude, uncultured forebear o0?
the Neolithic age

Morris, who is now about seventy,
was induced to quit his wooded re-
treat at the solicitation of a news-
paper man anxious to parade him from
the headlines of his paper. He was
first “discovered” several months ago
after he had lived away from all con-
tact with the world for more than
four decades. He had never heard of
the radio, electricity, the automobile,
airplanes or any of the other modern
devices.

His Cave Is His World.

Ills cave, also his world and empire,
Is on the banks cr( the Platte river, in
the solitude of a wild, overgrown and
desolate stretch of marshes and
wasteland. The hermit of the Platte
rarely eacounters human beings
When he does they do not see Ihm.
Ills eyes are sharp; his step too light
for that.

Tlie hermit’s visit to Omaha was his
first trip 10 a city, for even before he
quitted civilization lie had spent his
life In tlie hackwood clearings. Tlie
visit was not without thrills, however,
and he saw for the first time many of
the wonders of the Twentieth century.
When, he heard the human voice over
the radio, “tlie spirits!” he shrieked.
When the lilting music commenced
Morris stood by in awe and wonder-
ment. The only music he had heard
in forty years was that of the birds
and the wiml-hlown trees.

But while the hermit enjoyed
Omaha, Omaha enjoyed still more the
hermit. It is doubtful who was most
struck by the peculiar mannerisms of
the other—Morris or his hosts. Every-
where the queer, strange individual
went large crowds followed him. For
the children he was n super-attraction,
a colossal side show, and many a tired
mother walked block upon block so
Willie or Johnny might see the ‘Tunny
man.”

Morri
and it

doesn’t walk; he
lias been years since

shuffles,
lie has

straightened himself to the full length
of his six feet two. He walks with a
stoop, giving his massive, knotted
shoulders a monstrous appearance,
which is heightened by long and
sinewy units that dangle to Ids
knees

nccMsiiimilly, to show his prowess.
Morris.- with  tire simplicity and
naivete of a child, would chin him-
self on awning liars, do a spread
eagle or perform, aerobatic antics Hint
a man, of thirty or forty cannot he-
gin to attempt. pop-eyed crowds
watched him start to climb a light
pole at Sixteenth and Fnnmtii street.
Omaha’s busiest intersection.

The cave dweller’s face is covered
with a heavy heard that had been dis-
turbed only occasionally in forty
years by a crude, hand-made razor
wielded h.v the hermit himself. Rag
ged and grimy, it added to his gen-
erally unkempt appearance. Small
piercing eyes that perpetually blinked
In tlie strong sunlight were deep set
beneath high ohital ridges and peered
through heavy, overhanging eyebrows.
His crowning glory was ids hair. A
matted, snarled mass it was. closely
grown and heavy. Like his eyebrows.
It was steel gray of hue and resem-
bled mnniln hemp much more than
human hair.

Out of Place Among Guests.

A tatterdemalion outfit was hung
loosely about his gaunt figure. Re-
sembling a scarecrow, Morris easily
might have heen mistaken for an au-
tomaton : but never for the human
being that he is. Ilis complete outfit
consisted solely of a pair of khaki
trousers, of ancient vintage, and a
shirt, patched beyong recognition. His
trousers were supported by a rope
tied about ills'>waist; his shirt was
bared at the,hreast.

Bareheaded', barefooted and bare-
legged to the knees. Morris was
strangely out of place as he mingled
with the smartly dressed guests of the
fashionable hotel where he was
housed during tlie Omaha visit

Once upon a time, he confided, he
was nlYluent. as affluence went in the
backwoods country; but an unre-
quited love affair, the ever-haunting
\Islon of a faithless girl who had left
him waiting at the altar drove him to
renounce forever the superficialities
of a world filled with heartaches.
Morris will not discuss the “wiramen,"”
and nervously shies away from them.

Arriving »in - Omaha. Morris was
tnken to the Fontenelle hotel, where

FIND MOISTURE HIGH
IN' STATE SEED CORN

FREEZES WOULD SERIOUSLY
DAMAGE CROP—M. S. C. URGES
CAREFUL STORAGE TO PRE-
VENT LOSS. y

Seed corn, which rhis year contains
a high percentage of moisture, will be
seriously damaged by early freezes if
the corn in not properly stored, ac-
cording to an announcement by the
farm crops department at Michigan
State College.

The percentage of moisture in a
great deal of Michigan corn runs as
high us 45 to 55 per cent. Tempera-
tures of 2S to 30 degrees will ruin
such corn for seed purposes if the ears
are out of doors, it is said.

High priced equipment is not neces-
sary to care for seed corn properly.
An unused room in the house may he
utilized: brooder houses make excel-
lent places for drying seed corn, and
in some counties, commercial concerns
will dry the corn for a small charge
per bushel.

Michigan farmers who have a good
ryjk? of well matured corn this year
will make a good profit on the time
spent in preparing the corn for seed
purposes, according to the crops
specialists. Good seed corn is scarce
throughout the corn growing states.

It is said to be more economical to
dry the corn now than later, when the
air temperatures become so low that
a great {leal of heat is wasted in
warming the air in the storage room.
The corn should be above the source
of heat while being dried.

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Pine Dresser Finally
Cot Back to America

There is no telling how much an an-
tique piece may travel before it comes
to rest In the hands of an appreci-
ative collector or a museum. Recent-
ly a pine dresser was imported from
England with some English furniture
The dresser stuck out «like a sore
thumb among the English pieces, and
the dealer quickly spotted it. The
wood, the hardware, the workman-
ship, the style, all proclaimed it Amer-
can. A wealthy collector purchased
it and then set out to find how the
dresser, had ever strayed from the
shores of America He discovered,
after lengthy correspondence, that an
American family had gone to England |
about 1875, taking considerable fur-
niture with them, among which were
several pieces which had been handed
down from generation to generation,
and the pine dresser was one of those
pieces. Now it has an honored place
in the collection, and may finally be
returned to the descendants of the
original owners, who are residing In
a Middle Western city.—From the An-
tiquarian.

Dogs Lived Eight Days
Without Food or Water

The tenacity of animal life Is an in-
teresting subject If it Is tested by ac-
cident and not by design; and it has
had a test by accident in Wales

Two dogs, a sheep-dog and a span-
iel, which had succumbed to the
temptation of rabbit hunting, were
missed for nearly nine days.

Then a little girl, hearing curious
sounds underground In a lonely place,
brought a party of rescuers to the
spot, and the dogs were dug out of
a rabbit hole from which they had
been unable to extricate themselves.

They must have been without food
and water for eight and a half days,
yet they seemed little the worse.

Evidently the dog has lost, if it
ever had, the instinct of burrowing
toward the open air, which the under-
ground animal possesses.

Many Tomato Varieties

The ground cherry, musk tomato,
strawberry tomato or winter cherry
grows wild In the Mississippi valley
and in other parts of the world and is
a member of the tomato family. It is
known as the blue tomato by truck
gardeners. It grows In a small husk
which if left on will preserve the to-
mato through the winter. Although
this tiny vegetable, which is only a
little larger than a small cherry,'may
be eaten raw, it. Is at its best when
preserved. This Is only one of the
fifty-odd varieties of tomatoes. There
are red tomatoes, white tomatoes,
blue tomatoes and yellow tomatoes of
every Imaginable size and shape. Be-
cause of their shapes, there are to-
matoes that are known as the pefer
tomato, the peach tomato, the cherry
tomato, the plum tomato, the grape
tomato and the currant tomato.

Water Power Long in Use
The oldest water power site in
America, more than 100 years old. is
on the Piscatauqua river at South
Berwick. Maine. It was established
on the site of the present Burleigh
blanket mills In 1620 by FerdInando
Gorges, who obtained a grant from
the English crown giving him the
right to settle and develop the terri-

tory from sea to sea lying between
fortieth and forty-eighth parallels
north latitude. The grant, however,

required him to develop water power,
and accordingly he constructed a log
dam. erected a grist mill and sent the
meal to England as proof that the
terms of the charter were being lived
np to. The water power site has been
in continuous use ever since.

MICHIGAN CATTLE WINS
NATIONAL SHOW' HONORS

Michigan cattle, enlered in the var-
ious competitive events at the Dairy
rattle Congress at Waterloo, lowa,
early in the month, won high honors
for the state.

Out of 10 head of Holstein cattle
entered in the open classes, for in-
stance, 13 head placed "in the money."
Herds from Michigan’s institution
herds of Holsteins also finished fourth
in a strong list of entries in the "in-
stitution” class.

MORE SPEED NEEDED
IN'LIMING PROGRAM

CORRECTING SOIL ACIDITY WILL
INCREASE PROFITS ON MICHI-
GAN FARMS.

At the present rate of applying
lime. 115 years will be needed to cor-
rect the acidity of Michigan soils, ac-
cording to an announcement of the
soils department at Michigau State

College.
The soils specialists estimate that
there are 8.500,000 acres of crops

grown in this state and that 6,500,000
acres of these crops are grown on acid
soils. One application of lime in-
creased the yield of wheat on a Cass
county field 0.4 bushels per acre each
year for a ten year period. Illustrating
the value of correcting soil acidity.

Experience throughout the state has
shown that it is a better practice to
apply lime at least’six months before
seeding a legume ou a field. Each
farmer is advised to get prices on all
forms of lime and use the one that
he can obtain at the least expense.

More organic matter as well as lime
is required by Michigan soils. The
organic matter can I* supplied by
plowing down greou manure crops
such as sweet clover, ordinary clovers,
or rye.

PRIZE WINNER ROLLS IN
RICHES FOR TWO HOURS

Pari* Toiler Gets 10,000 Franc*
Has to Spend All in 120
Minute*.

Paris.—The spectacle of a man
spending, under compulsion, 10,(X9
francs in two hours recently caused
much amusement to those who were
privileged to know of the perform-
ance. It was brought about by the
periodical “Candide,” which awarded,
in a certain competition, a prize of
10,000 francs, on the condition that the
winner should spend It all within the
space of two hours. He was of course
to be closely watched by representa-
tives of the periodical during that
time, not merely to make sure that
he spent all the money, hut also—and
Indeed chiefly—to observe how he
spent it and. thus obtain material for
an interestin*: story about the man-
ner In whim a Parisian, unused to
luxury, would spend a suddenly ac-
quired fortune.

The winner of the prize was M.
Gravier, a bank clerk on a small sal-
ary. On receiving the money he as-
sumed the name of "Mr. Barnabooth."
pretending to be an American million-
aire. His first performance at the be-
ginning of the two-hour period was
to hire the most luxurious and expen-
sive automobile he could find, of
course with a liveried chauffeur, and
then to drive in It to a travelers' of-
fice to order for himself and family a
salon compartment in an airplane for
a flight to England. He also had some
of his money converted Into English
money, to the extent of ten pounds
A tip of 50 francs went to the porter
who opened for him the door of his
automobile when he emerged from the
office.

Next he secured for the evening a
high-priced box at the opera, halting
on the way to bestow alms of 1,000
francs upon a ragged beggar woman
at a street corner. A box of the most
expensive imported cigars and a cost-
ly cigar case further depleted his
funds, and then he went to one of the
most fashionable restaurants and or-
dered a sumptuous dinner, including
the most costly bottle qf wine that
he could discover on the list. The net
result was that within the two hours
he so completely accustomed himself
to the role of a millionaire American
that he actually overran his prize
money and spent 200 francs of his
own meager funds.

Largesfc of Telescope* Is
Found to Be Too Big

Pasadena, tlallf. — Scientists Wave
found that In making the world™* larg-
est telescope they made it much big-
ger than necessary. The 100-foot
dome which houses the 101-inch mir-
rpred telescope at Mount Wilson ob-
sfervatory, above Pasadena, could Just
as well have been only 40 feet to house
an instrument approximately 60 per
cent smaller, according to Dr. G. W.
Ritchie, who designed the record star-
gazing apparatus.

The smaller size, he said, would
have been equally effective. This will
have no effect on work now progress-
ing on Mount Wilson, Dr. F. G. Tease
of the observatory staff said after re-
ceiving information of the new find-
ing from Doctor Ritchie.

Practical Importance lies In the
greatly reduced possible cost of con-
structing still larger telescopes, Doctor
Pease said. A model embodying the
new ideas has been constructed and
named the”aplanatic telescope.” Like
the great Mount Wilson Instrument,
this also is of the reflector type,- in
which a mirror takes the place of the
usual lenses. A concave mirror re-
flects the starlight hack toward the
star to a smaller mirror, from which
it travels back again, through a Hole

j in the larger mirror, to the eye of the

observer.  Scientists found a new
method of making the> mirrors, thus
reducing the length of the telescope.
Tn the model the mirror Is about 1(5%
Inches In diameter, though the entire
telescope is less than four feet long.

Doctor Pease has suggested plans
for an instrument with 300-inch mir-
ror to cost approximately $12,000,000.

Crimea Palace “Repair
Shop for Worn-Out” Reds

Yalta, Crimea.—What Lenin once
called a “repair shop for worn-out rev-
olutionists” has been established by
the bolshevik authorities fin the for-
mer palace of Grand 6uke Peter
Nikolaevitch, in the Crimea. It is a
place to which communists flock from
various parts of the globe to rest from
what one of them described as “grim

dungeons of imperialistic countries,
atrocities, sufferings and bourgeois
persecutions.” They pass their time

wandering lazily through the beautiful
halls of the palace or resting on soft
oriental cushions and rich Persian
rugs.

“The supply
is constant  While our population has
increased 40 tier cent in the last 25
years, the rail movement of fruits and
vegetables has increased more than
300 per cent, and that by truck enor-
mously. The rapid increase in city
population and In the standard of Uv*
ing has created n market for Aiqgjrf-
can fruits, especially the apnle, which
was not dreamed of) a quaner of a
century ago”

Twelve Hundred Firm* United.

Twelve hundred firms in the United

States, t'nnadn. Great Britain, the
Scandinavian countries. Germany,
Spain. Finland. Italy. Tasmania and

Australia, have membership in the as-
sociation. whose headquarters are In
Rochester. X. Y. There also Is a rep-
resentative in  London. Producers,
storage men and buyers are represent-
ed iq the association which thus has,
so to speak, a personal interest In tha
apple from the orchard to the whole-
sale distributor. A number of British
delegates registered at the convention
and several German firms were rep-
resented.

The I. A, S. A is a clearing house
for anything, affecting the apple, it
was. explained by R. G. Phillips, sec-
retary. In June, when the fruit Is Ip
blossom, the members.are furnished
with crop estimates for the United
States. Panada. England and the con-
tinent. -The antipodean crop does not
come into competition with that in the
northern hemisphere. At the annual
convention in August, a statistical re-
port by states and countries is fur-
nished. together with the relationship
of the year’s crop to those for five or
ten years previous. From sthese re-
ports members make their deductions
as to how the crop should be moved.
This is followed up with September
and October reports, showing possible
fluctuations.

Receive Storage Report*.

On December 1. association mem-
bers get figures on-storage holdings In
the United Stares and Canada. A sim-
ilar report on January 1 records the
movement of the month previous,
which enables shippers to Judg*
whether It has been of right propor-
tion. Monthly surveys are continued
until June, each time with a resume
of storage holdings for the last five
years.

The stabilizing effect on the trade
of these reports is obvious. The ship-
pers are able to move up or hold back
the crop, so that every corner grocery
and fruitstand can have regular sup-
plies of fresh fruit every day of the
year. Secretary Phillips expWned.
