RAPID TOLL SERVICE
ESTABLISHED HERE

Exceptionally rapid telephone toll 
service lia< been established from P lym ­
outh to various nearby towns, made 
possilUe by the building of a number 
<>f direct c ircu its th is year, according 
to IC. E . Crowe, manager in  this area 
for the Michigan Be ll Telephone Com­
pany. These points include Ann 
Arbor. Detroit. M ilford. Norbville. 
South Lyon. Wayne and W alled Lake.

A branch of the two and a ha lf 
m illion dollar trans-Michigan tele­
phone cable. Which has Iteen built from 
Detroit to Anu Arbor and now is pro­
ceeding toward Jacksim  and K a lam a­
zoo. lias been constructed to Plymouth 
and carries direct c ircu its from here 
to severa l-of the points noted above.

Form erly, in making ca lls  from 
Plymouth to Ann Arbor. Detroit. 
South Lyon and W ayne, it was neces­
sary to route the ca ll through a spec­
ia l operator known in  telephone par­
lance as the "two-number”  operator. 
Under the new method of operation, 
the local operator w il l handle the call 
over a  direct c ircu it, p ractica lly the 
same as a local call, and the connec­
tions w ill be made in  a m ajority of 
eases while the calling  p arty  holds 
the line. C ircu its to these points are 
carried in  the trans-Michigan cable. 
Between Plymouth and M ilford, there 
is an open w ire  line, and N ortliv ille 
is  connected w ith  Plymouth by means 
of the new $40,000 toll cable late ly 
completed.

Growth in these localities is  reflect­
ed in the steadily increasing number 
of toll and long distance ca lls that 
are being made each month.

Taking advantage of an economic 
demand to squeeze out the last, nickle 
of profit, eventually results in exhaust­
ing a very valuable by-product of 
every business—th a t of "good w ill/’ 
Auditors figure this commodity in 
dollars and cents, and so long ns any 
of it remains, a business is not bank­
rupt.

“Good Will" is undoubtedly the 
most valuable asset that a hotel can 
have, and the “good word” of its satis­
fied patrons and friends has much to 
do in creating its stock o f "good will," 
ju st the same as the ill-considered 
“knock" destroys a little of it. “Every 
knock" is not a boost in the hotel 
business, and the wise manager avoids 
in every way possible giving cause for 
“knocks.”

Systematic management of business, 
courtesy, efficient and trained em­
ployees. improved methods of opera­
tion; quantity production and quantity 
buying, tru thful advertising, quality 
and service in the “finished product, 
are  all elements which make the dol­
lar go farther both for the producer 
and the consumer and increase the 
mutual good will, whether one is in 
the automobile business or selling 
service and comfort in a hotel.

The standard of living of the Amer­
ican people is on a higher plane than 
th at of any other nation in the world. 
The past 2T> years has witnessed many 
changes in the American Home. Con­
veniences now looked upon as neces­
sities were once regarded as luxuries. 
“A man’s home is his -castje." blit the 
modern home even though humble en­
joys heating, lighting and sanitary 
fixtures, not to mention a hundred and 
one servants produced by science and 
invention, undreamed of in the palaces 
of medieval kings.

The modern hotel is a community 
home housing a very large and diversi­
fied family, the members of which are 
depending upon the manager and his 
staff to feed, house and entertain 
them, look afte r their comfort, and not 
bother them with the worries and de­
tails, of the home's operation. “Peace

a t any price."

The Community Hotel is as far re­
moved from tl>e old,haphazard hostel­
ry as the finest residence is from tin- 
log cabin. The old .hotels "tolerated" 
gnests, but kept the jiorter occupied 
polishing the brass-rail of its bar. on 
which it dejiended for the largest part 
of its revenue. Guest rooms suffered 
a constant decline in comfort in many 
cases as the house grew older. Lack 
of system in management came out of 
the pocket 1 look of the patron. If 
there was hut one hotel in the town 
the independence of its operator was 
apt to Ih- far beyond what its service 
and accommodations warranted. Ii 
was not it case of "What will von 
have." but "take it or leave it."

Progressive communities, removed 
from large cities win-re enmiiefition 
forced eonstant improvements, realized 
th at an attractive and pnqierl.v oper­
ated hotel was just as i»i|Mirtaiit an 
asset to tin* town as are schools, hospi­
tals. libraries, and up-to-date stores. 
The visitor forms liis impression 
from the t.v|K- of hotel aceiiniiuoda- 
tions met with. Lack of sleep, indi­
gestion and discourtesy produce “tough 
customers" as business men well know.

A fine and attractive building with 
lieautiful furnishings and modern 
equipment is an important step in tin- 
right direction, but much depends on 
the maimer in which the hotel is oper­
ated.

The hotel should reflect the hospit­
able and friendly spirit of tin* in-opl - 
of the community. It should hocnm • 
the logical center for the commuuitv’s

activities. Civic and fraternal organ­
izations. entertainments, private and 
professional gatherings of every des­
cription, should find its facilities com­
plete. and its atmosphere and service 
representative of the In-st the town 
has to offer.

Chain operation such as provided by 
Grenoble Hotels. Inc., the operaMng 
company selected for Plymouth's new 
Hotel Mayflower, is rapidly being 
adopted, not only in large cities but 
in smaller communities throughout 
the country. Most of the larger ho­
tels are now units in chain organiza­
tions.

Inasmuch as many citizens of tin- 
community have a distinct financial 
interest to consider as regards the 
hotel’s operation, they should have 
some voice in its policies. The chain 
hotel operator makes this assured and 
in the case of the Grenoble Company 
can only, profit m aterially by produc­
ing profit for the stockholders of the 
hotel. The operating eompauy has the 
advantage of -a broader vision of the 
various problems than the individual 
operator, as it has a group of other 
sim ilar type hotels for comparison and 
study. It enables co-operative adver­
tising. training and exchange of per­
sonnel. use of proved methods, a sys­
tem of im partial supervision, and fre­
quent reports and audits; sfardardizu- 
tion of equipment and volume buying 
power, with many other features a f­
fording greater economy, a closer m ar­
gin of profit, maintenance of a metro­
politan typo of high class service, and 
giving the traveling public what i t  I 
wants for its money—in other words. I 
making the dollar go farther. j

The local resident manager has thf 
opiMirtunity to exercise his executive 
ahilty and |K>rsonality in the selection 
of his staff and the routine conduct of 
the affairs of the hotel, hut no poliey 
uf o|H-ration unsatisfactory to the 
stockholders can exist without cor­
rective measures being taken by the 
Grenoble Company.

Structural activity is always 'a barometer of a community's pro­
gress, and in this connection the Mayflower Hotel represents even 
more of a step forward than would be involved in any other struc­
ture devoted to other business enterprises.

The hotel is host to visitors and strangers. First impressions 
are lasting, and hospitality and convenience are primary factors in 
creating friendliness. Communities are built around the spirit of 
friendliness and the hotel becomes the market place.

With the new hotel marking a new era in the progress of Plym­
outh, it is interesting to hark hack a few years to the beginning of 

activity.the  community’s industrial 
The awakening of m anufacturing in­
terest had its beginning w ith the old 
Shafer Foundry, which formerly stood 
a t  the junction of Penniman avenue 
and Ann Arbor street.

F or many years plow points and 
other iron and steel products were 
manufactured in the old foundry, which 
represented practically the only in­
dustrial activ ity  In this community.

In  1880, W. F. M arkham conceived 
the idea of using compressed a ir  as 
an expelling force for projectiles, and 
invented the a ir rifle, which has become 
In a large measure the foundation of 
Plymouth's industrial progress.

I t  is doubtful if  any city of like 
size in the United States can point to 
such complete monopolization of an 
industry, as Plymouth in the line of 
a ir  rifle manufacture. The original 
p lan t of W. F. Markham, m anufactur­
ing the King Air Rifles, and the Daisy 
M anufacturing Company, w ith the rifle 
of the same name, produce perhaps 90 
per cent of a ll a ir  rifles used through­
out the world.

Another rifle plant th at has received 
world wide recognition, is th at of C.
J . Hamilton A Son, m akers of the well 
known Hamilton rifles. The rifles 
manufactured by this concern do not 
use the a ir principle of the previously 
mentioned products, but are powder 
propulsion fire arms.

lugs Co. was added to the industrial 
roster of Plymouth, the company 
specializing in grey iron and semi­
steel castings. Today, this plant, 
greatly expanded, is known as the H.
S. Lee Foundry & Machine Co., and 
is eoncedwl to be one of the most im­
portant industries in this section..

Keeping pace with the rapid expan­
sion of the motor industry, the I^ee 
foundry has effected one expansion 
afte r another, until today the concern 
has ten times the original floor space 
devoted to gray iron and steel manu­
facture. The products of the company 
include auto manifolds, water pumps, 
plumbers fittings, sash weights and a 
multitude of other eastings used in 
the auto Industry and otherwise.

And another industry of importance, 
one having much to do with the con­
struction of the new hotel especially 
in the fabrication of the steel stand­
ards and girders, is the General Ma­
chine & Iron Works. This concern, 
although one of the later industrial 
arrivals in Plymouth, has done much 
toward establishing a sound founda­
tion for local manufacturing. Locat­
ed in the southeast section of Plym­
outh, at Eastlawn. in a well construct­
ed "daylight" plant, the General Ma­
chine & Iron Works is producing fab­
ricated steel and other products for

While iilans are still in embryo 
and a definite date of construction 
still unsettled, the future Is certain 
to see the corner opposite the new 
hotel structure occupied by a Bedford

stone building housing the F irst
National hank.

The present plans, which a re  sub­
ject to change, provide for three 
stores in the basement, together with 
heating plant and other essentials, 
the first floor occupied by the bank, a 
store on Ann Artjor street a t the rear 
of the banking quarters, and a store 
on Main street alongside the bank. 
When expansion of the banking 
quarters becomes necessary the store

alongside may be converted to pro­
vide additional space.

The second floor will be devoted to 
offices, the  plan providing for nine 
suites of three offices each, or 
twenty-seven individual rooms. En­
trance to the second floor will be 
from the Main street side.

The property, which is now occu­
pied by the Plymouth n^tel. has a 
frontage of 62 feet on Main street Jind 
a depth of 100 feet on Ann Arbor 
street.

Another local plant contributing 
m aterially to the prosperity of Plym­
outh. is the Detroit Piston Ring Co., 
located on Junction avenue, in north­
west Plymouth. The activities of this 
plant are  devoted almost exclusively

to the production of auto piston rings, 
and there are  few cars manufactured 
in the Detroit area and. in fact, at 
other points, that do not use the 
Plymouth product. While employ­
ment at the plant is governed largely 
by the automobile market, the produc­
tion chart for the past three years 
shows a marked uniformity that 
speaks volumes for the quality of its 
product.

Other industries in the local field

include the Willett Toy & Novelty 
Works. Dunn Steel Products. Plym­
outh Plating Works, Plymouth Tube 
Co. and three plants of the Ford 
Motor Go., all of which contribute 
greatly to local prosi>erify and pro­
gress.

The Plymouth Chamber of Com­
merce is in a position to cooperate 
with prospective industrialists in lo­
cating new plants and invites inquiry 
regarding Plymouth's advantages.

Increased industrial activity in Detroit's west side has begun 
to make an impression on real estate transactions, and the fall and 
early winter threatens to eclipse all previous months of the year in 
property turnover.

Although it is too early to prophecy the full effect the removal 
of the Peninsular Stove Works to the west side will mean to Plym­
outh, it is believed that no other section will profit as will this com­
munity.

Continuous announcements from the offices of the Ford Motor 
Company in regard to the forthcoming new car has created a much 
more optimistic attitude among bnsj

’ chased homes here and sta te  th at i t  
requires less time getting to and from 
work than would be required neces­
sary if they were living four miles 
east of Grand River.

. Tratlic c-ouditions will be further 
Ikonefitted when the city and county 
have completed the widening of Plym­
outh road, this work having been 
started  some weeks ago. Present 
plans call for inci^ased width from 
Telegraph road east io Evergreen, and 
it is probable th at next year the road 
will receive attention west from Tele­
graph.

In consonance with increased indus­
trial activity, reports are  made of sev­
eral acreage transactions of import­
ance along Plymouth road and Five 
Mile road. One tract involving an 
exjienditure of nearly $400,000, is re- 
l*orted purchased by a Detroit con­
cern which lias been closely identified 
with the development of properties 
surrounding Rouge Park.

W ith the completion of 
Starkw eather school this full it 
is doubtful if  any other com­
munity of like size in the state 
can boast better educational 
equipment. I

The first frame school built 
in Plymouth was erected on 
what is now known as Penni- 
man-Allen pork, and later a 
larger building was erected on 
East Ann Arbor s tre e t Pre­
vious to the construction of this 
building the school population 
of Plymouth township was 
educated in several log: schools 
surrounding the present town.

A union of the various schools 
was effected about 1853 and a 
part of the building th at was re­
placed by the present high 
school structure was built in 
1883. In 1907 an addition was 
built on the east end of the 
structure, which was considered 
ample to care for the school 
population for many years.

in  1916 the school plant 
burned to the ground and plans 
were immediately started for the 
building of a new structure 
th at would combine every essen- 
-tial to modern educational 
methods. January  of 1918 saw 
the completion of the present 
structure and again i t  was be­
lieved th at i t  would care’ for 
the educational needs of the 
community for a t  least 15 
years.

The rapid growth of the com­
munity began to tax  the 
capacity of the school, and in 1925 
the Board of Education decided that 
a  grdde school m ust be built to care 
for the increasing number of 
students.

Construction was begun on the 
Starkw eather school early this year 
and the opening of the fall semester 
found it practically completed. The 
building embodies the best ideas and 
conveniences in school construction 
th at i t  is possible to commend and the 
architectural excellence of the build­
ing is commendable.

The cost of building and equipment 
exceeds $148,000. With five trust 
companies bidding for the bonds for 
the building, the Bunk of Detroit was 
successful and bought the issue of 
$148,000. paying par and a premium 
of $3,660.04 on the 4 1/f> bonds.

The present superintendent of the 
Plymouth schools. George A. Smith, 
who is serving his tenth year, 
is m aintaining the same high 
standard that has characterized our 
schools in the past. He is a man who

stands high as an educator in the 
state and is also closely identified with 
all civic projects and activities having 
to do with the progress of the com­
munity.

Plymouth seho.ols are  an accredited 
member of the North Central Associa­
tion of Schools and Colleges, and have 
as high au accrediting as any school 
in the state.
