The tablet which is placed on the 
northeast corner of the hotel, was un­
veiled by Mrs. Mary Hlllmer, grand­
daughter of Keziah and Wjllism 
Starkweather, who, in a few pleasing 
remarks, thanked the ladies for so 
fine a memorial to these early 
settlers. Mr. Schrader again thank­
ed the ladlee, and officially accepted 
the tablet.

I INSTALLMENT BUYING.
From what we gather in occasional 

conversations with Plymouth resi­
dents. opinion here is divided as to the 
merits of installment buying. Those 
who argue for a "pay as you go” 
policy have much to supiKirt them in 
it : and yet we must admit that if 
everything was done on a strictly 
cash basis millions of people wouldn’t 
have many of the necessities of life 
they now enjoy.

It has been proven that buying a 
home on the installment plan is a 
wise investment. Thousands now own 
homes who couldn’t have acquired 
them if they had had to pay cash, and 
the same is true of autos and even 
clothing. Naturally the installment 
plan is abused. There are thousands 
buying tilings they do not need, and 

[that they could easily get along with- 
I toil, simply because they can get them 
j mi "easy payments.” But in the old 
I days when we linil "credit" instead of 
"installments" this type abused their 
credit.

Wise and careful merchants have 
come to realize that extending credit 
by way of the installment plan is 
good business, since it enables them to 
sell goods that will eventually be paid 
for but that the purchaser could not 
have paid cash for. The more goods 
sold the greater the demand for pro­
duction: and the larger production 
the more work for the masses. It is a 
two-sided question, as we said before: 
but the argument in favor Of it seems 
to he strong enough to warrant Its 
continuance. It isn’t a dangerous 
way to buy if you buy sensibly and 
recognize the sacredness of , your 
credit.

There seems to be put one 
possible solution of future traffic 
problems—and that is to build still 
more roads to accommodate still mrtre 
autos that are going to be built, and 
to make the ones we now have wider 
that they. too. can accommodate
more cars.

THOSE RAINY DAYS.
It ought not be .difficult for any 

Plymouth resident to see a fine ex­
ample of the power of the savings 
habit in the distribution of Christmas 
checks to millions of "Christmas 
Club” members in the cities and 
small towns of this country. It Is 
estimated that pretty close to a half 
billion dollars will be paid out in the 
next two weeks in sums ranging 
generally from $52 to $550. And this 
entire half billion was saved, mind 
you. in nickels and dimes. That vast 
amount of money is to be put into 
circulation during the holiday sea­
son. so it is not difficult to see what 
effect It will have on merchandising 
throughout the' country as a whole. 
It will make a happier Christmas, 
too. for those who belong to the 
clubs. But the best thing about it is 
that out of the millions who get 
checks many thousands will, having 
learned how easy it is to save, start 
permanent savings accounts. And 
that’s what insures the future pros­
perity of this country—saving for 
those rainy days ahead.

IT’S ALL A MISTAKE.
In the opinion of a good many 

Plymouth people, and the same 
opinion prevails pretty generally all 
ov.t  the country, the farmer has a 
very easy life. All he needs do. most 
people think, is plow a few acres, 
plant a few grains and get something 
for nothing from nature. The work 
is pleasant and easy. The hours pass 
by blissfully to the song of the birds. 
Time means nothing to the farmer who 
(•boost's his own short hours and lets 
nature do the rest.

But figures just given out by the 
Ohio Farm Bureau spoil this picture. 
They show that farmers stretch the 
standard eight-hour day to a nine- 
hour day. to say nothing of the hoars 
they put in on Sunday looking after 
livestock and odd chores about the 
farm. The survey also shows that 
few farmers have time to take a vaca­
tion—only three out of every twenty; 
and it also shows that but one out of 
five is able to afford a hired hand the 
whole year around.

The scarcity of farm labor and the 
nature of the farmer’s business make 
it necessary that he. and members of 
his family, keep on the job all the 
time if  the farm is made to pay a re­
turn on the Investment. Yes, the 
farmer has a “cinch.” It only de­
mands long hoars, about all the 
money he can rake and scrape and the 
ability to believe that Providence will 
keep him out of the poorhouse. I t’s 
too bad to have to destroy the picture 
of the farmer that a lot of people 
carry in their minds; bnt that’s what 
the Ohio Farm Bureau has found It 
necessary to do.

BEST GIFT OF ALL.
As a general rule most of us are 

somewhat lux when it comes to letter 
writing. We have friends or relatives 
in other sections of the country we 
want to keep in touch with, and we 
know they are anxious to keep in 
touch with happenings In the old 
home town. But somehow we can’t 
bring ourselves to write to them sis 
often as we would like to: and yet 
there is a happy solution and an in­
expensive one. Why not take just a 
moment to subscribe .for the home 
town paper to be sent to some former 
resident during 1928? It will do all 
and more than a weekly letter would 
do, because it will ca rry  much that 
you might not think to write. It will 
be as regular as clock-work, and a 
weekly reminder of your thoughtful­
ness. If there is anything that would 
make a friend or relative in a distant 
part of the country as fine a Christ­
mas gift we can’t think what it is: 
for it Is one that not only gives 
service and pleasure, but that keeps 
your friend or relative constantly re­
minded of you. If you wish we’ll send 
along a card telling them that your 
thoughtfulness makes the gift possible. 
Think It over, then drop In and tell ur 
what you think.

CHRISTMAS SEAL SALE MONEY
GOES TO DETROIT TUBERCU­
LOSIS SANATORIUM.

Residents of Wayne county are re­
minded not to confuse the Detroit 
Tuberculosis: sanatorium, which re­
ceives the proceeds from the sale of 
Christmas seals, with the William 
Maybury sanatorium at Xortliville. 
which is maintained by the City of De­
troit. conducted l>y the Detroit 
Board of Health, and operated for 
tubercular patients from the City of 
Detroit only. Hence the Detroit 
Tuberculosis sanatorium is the only 
institution of the sort in Wayne 
county to which tubercular patients 
from towns other than Detroit can be 
taken.

The Detroit Tuberculosis sana­
torium, built in 1909 largely through 
the efforts of Detroit people, was 
named from irs location in Detroit. 
When the sanatorium at Northvllle 
was taken over by the City of De­
troit it could not in consequence be 
called the Detroit Tuberculosis sana­
torium. The present superintendent of 
the Detroit Tuberculosis sanatorium 
is Dr. Willard Bo.vden Howes. The 
superintendent of the Maybury 
Tuberculosis sanatorium is I)r. 
Douglas.

The bed capacity of the Detroit 
Tuberculosis sanatorium is 1.30 
patients. This includes tlie chil­
dren’s building, which isjju separate 
structure. J

Tin* Detroit Tuberculosis sanatorium 
is not in the Detroit community fund, 
lieeatise it is almost impossible to 
budget the expenses of a tuberculosis 
sanatorium. A patient admitted may 
stay anywhere from six months to 
two and one-half years. In the 
meantime he may have become a 
charity patient, for whom Christmas 
seal money must be used. The public 
is urged to remember that the 
Christmas seal sale is the only source 
of revenue for this sanatorium which 
is open to the tubercular of Wayne 
county.

New York.—A system for frustrat­
ing robberies by delaying bandits un­
til the police arrive is to he intro­
duced in hanl.o throughout the coun­
try, it was announced here recently 
by the Sargent & Green lea? com­
pany, whose president, \V. R. Hill of 
Rochester.

LIFE ADVENTUROUS 
FOR COAST GUARD

Experiences R ival Those of
Piia£e Days.

Fort Lauderdale, Fla.—One thrill­
ing adventure after another, rivaling 
those of ddys when pirate ships sailed 
the high seas and buccaneers coin- 
IKdled their prisoners to walk the 
plank, makes up Hie life of coast 
guardsman battling ruin runners in 
Florida waters.

Prices have been put upon the heads 
of several guardsmen, officers declare, 
as the struggle to halt the smuggling 
of liquor becomes more acute. Win­
ter’s icy yinds in the North are turn­
ing the bows of many runners south­
ward, result ing in increased activity 
along the Florida coast.

When a slim, speedy .government 
chaser, armed with one-pounders, 
closes In on the boat filled with Illegal 
cargo, the officers seldom know 
whether the crew, will surrender, 
abandon the vessel or choose to “fight 
it out.”

Three Killed in Battle.
There was, for example, the recent 

battle about thirty \niles off Fort 
Lauderdale in which three officers 
were killed and a fourth wounded 
when coast guard boat No. 249 cap­
tured a rum runner.

The 249 was on its way to Nassau, 
In the Bahamas, carrying Robert K. 
Webster, secret service operative, to 
trace counterfeit 850 bills used in 
rum transactions, when if spotted and 
closed in on the rumhoat and cap­
tured Horace Alderman and Robert 
E. Weech.

While officers transferred the car­
go, Sidney Sandorlin, boatswain, 
sought to get in touch by r'idio with 
the Fort Lauderdale base. Suddenly, 
the account goes, Alderman fired 
down the hatch and killed Sander!in. 
Victor A. Lninli.v. motor machinist, 
rushed to aid Gu* fallen man and 
was mortally wounded by a bullet 
through his spine.

Alderman grabbed Lnmhy's gun, 
pave it to Weech and ordered the 
other six government men to “line 
up."

“Move the whisky hack to our boat.” 
he instructed Weech, “and then go 
below and set this government boat 
on fire.”

As Weech went Into the hold Web­
ster jumped for Alderman. He was 
killed instantly with a bullet through 
Iris head. Jodie I,. Hollingsworth, fol­
lowing the secret service man. was 
wounded through the eye and nose. 
But it was tlie “break,” and the rest 
of the small crew rushed upon Alder­
man and Weech mid overpowered 
them and brought them to port. They 
now await trial at .lacksotiviM' for 
first-degree runnier.

To meet the situation rein­
forcements are being ndded nnd a 
section base is to he set up at St. 
Petersburg with an offshore patrol 
of six vessels. The coast guard also 
uses planes.

B lind C an R ead Music
by Use o f New M ethod

Jacksonville, 111.—The blind can 
now read music, written In the raised 
dots of Braille, by “sight." With one 
hand the sightless player reads the 
music on the piano rack and plays 
It with the other. It takes only prac­
tice for him to memorize the notes 
sufficiently to'pln.v the selection with 
both hands.

A revolutionary step in teaching 
the blind, the method making possible 
“sight” reading of music, was per­
fected by L. W. Rosenberg, himself 
sightless, who Is in charge of printing 
at the Illinois School for the Blind 
at Jacksonville. It was demonstrated 
for the first time at the seventh an­
nual Illinois conference on public wel­
fare, held In Joliet.

Previously, in printing music in 
Braille, all the words of a song were 
followed by the notes of the music. 
In the new method, each word Is fol­
lowed by the accompanying note, 
throughout the selection.

The following two resolutions have 
been unanimously passed by the vil­
lage commission:

The first is to prohibit any person 
from' connecting storm water, either 
direglly or indirectly, into our sani­
tary sewers. The second is tn.autlior- 
ize the village manager to ei impel 
people to disconnect their storm water 
from the sanitary sewer.

The reason for this action has been 
to protect our disposal plant which 
has cost the village around forty 
thousand dollars. The amount of 
water and sewage which reaches this 
plant after every storm is so large 
that it does not work projierly. The 
sanitary sewers are designed to take 
care of inside basement drainage and 
house sewage. If this only is con­
nected to the sanitary sewers, it can 
readily lie seen that the amount of 
the water and sewage reaching the 
disposal plant should at all times he 
approximately the same. The over­
flow from the cistern and the outside 
basement drainage should not lie con­
nected to the sanitary sewers.

Boston.—The story of one of the 
most enterprising explorations in the 
interest of science Is being compiled 
in the report of I’rof. Joseph F. Bock - 
of Harvard university, who recently 
returned from a three-year explora­
tion in the wilds of Tibetan highlands, 
bordering on China. Tlie expedition 
was sponsored by the Arnold arbore­
tum and the Harvard university bo­
tanical and zoological departments.

Many difficulties had to be overcome 
during the trip, according to Profes­
sor Bock's report. All the marching 
was done, in the first place, at high 
altitudes, seldom less than in,000 feet, 
with the atmosphere so rarefied that 
breathing was rendered difficult. Bit­
ter cold iu the high altitudes contrast­
ed sharply with the heat Encountered 
on other marches through sun-stricken 
desert lands.

Through snow and Ice. wind and 
sleet, mud and sand the expedition 
filially won, and 1ms brought to the 
arboretum and the Harvard museums 
u great wealth of scientific data.

Though the data and specimens col­
lected have not yet been completely 
classified, there is no doubt the trip 
was worth while, according to the re­
port of Professor Bock. The new col­
lection consists of some 30,000 sheets 
uf plants, several hundred packages 
containing seeds of rare plants, sam­
ples of trees and wood found in Tibet, 
1,000 bird specimens, almost a thou­
sand valuable photographs, besides ex­
tensive data on scientific matters.

Many rare and even some al­
most extinct birds are in the collec­
tion. Among these are specimens of 
the bended eagle, having a wing 
spread of over ten feet; Kolonor 
cranes, black neck cranes, several 
hitherto unknown species of pheas­
ants. bar neck geese, white ibis, her­
ons, cormorants, blue tall bush robins, 
snow cocks, ravens and snipe. Fully 
300 different species of birds are to 
be found in the collection, according 
to an estimate of Doctor Outram 
Bangs, now engaged In a final classl- 
cation.

The expedition started In 1924. 
Prof. Charles Sprague Sargent, direc­
tor of the ahoretuin. who died in Bos­
ton while the expedition was still in 
Chinn, was partly responsible for the 
expedition, mill tin* expenses were 
borne entirely by the arboretum au­
thorities.

London.—Cold storage and re 
frigeration are likely to become 
obsolete if claims put forward 
in connection with an invention 
for preserving fruit, eggs, buttei 
and other foods are justified.

The method, known as “Stah 
buck’s process,” is more a pro 
tection than a preservation, li 
consists of a harmless solution 
which is said to enable a house­
wife to keep 300 or 400 eggs foi 
an indefinite period.

The English National Dtilitj 
Poultry society treated dozens ol 
eggs by coating them with the 
solution and stored them Id an 
ordinary place. At the end of 
several months they were abso­
lutely fresh.

On two occasions consignments 
of apples after treatment were 
sent as deck cargo to Tasmania 
and they arrived fresh.

It is claimed that the process 
will reduce the cost of imported
