DIAVETER OF GOMVET
ALY 2 AR 3 MLES

Pons Winnecke, Recent Vis-
itor, Not Very Large.

Flagstaff. Ariz.—Despite the excite-
ment it occasioned lust summer when
it came within 4tMXWX)o miles of the
earth—closer titan any previous comet
—the Pons Winnecke comet had the
distinction of possessing the smallest
nucleus that has ever been observed
in such a body. Probably it was not
more than two or three miles in diam-
eter, Dr. V. M. Slipher. director of the
Lowell observatory here, has an-
nounced

Doctor Slipher took advantage of
the dose visit of I’ons Winnecke to
watch it carefully with the observa-
tory's big refracting telescope, with n
lens two feet in diameter, lie hud, lie
says, the host opportunity in yeurs
to make a measurement of the ze of
a comet's nucleus, the center which *
Is supposed to supply the rest of Its
material, on most occasions, he says,
“the nucleus of the comet was found 1|
to he perfectly stellar, I. e.. very small
and sharp.” At such times "it was
possible to distinguish tin* nucleus
from stars only by Its motion.”

Compared With Stars

Even through the highest
telescope a star appears as a point
of light. First Doctor SUplter com
pared the cometary nucleus with near
by stars. Then he took stars of simi-
lar brightness In another part of the
heavens, In the regiou of the planet
Jupiter and compared them with the
large moons of that planet. As the
size and distance of the Jovian moons

power

are known, it was thus possible to
estimate the size of the nucleus. Its
distance front the earth was also

known, and thus It was possible to get
a rough approximation of its diameter.
This, he found, was not more than two
or three miles.

Other studies of the cottier wore
made by Doctor Sliphef with the aid
of a spectroscope attached to th»* big
telescope. In litis way. by analyzing
its light, he found several very pe-
culiar features. It has been supposed
that comets are excited to great ac-
tivity as they get near the sun. but j
the studies of Doctor Sliplier of Tons !
Winnecke as well as other comets
seem to contradict these views. i

Spectrum Is Like Sun’s.

The spectrum showed very strongly
the same dark hands that are re-
vealed in the spectrum of the sun.
This shows that the comet's light con-
sisted largely of reflected sunlight.
Also, In the band of spectrum there
appeared rather weakly the bands that
are associated with cometary light.
A spray of light which projected front
the nucleus toward the sun gave off
more light of Its own than any other
part of the comet.

Besides having Its activity reduced
by approach to the sun. Doctor Slipher
believes that its close approach to the
earth may have also reduced the com-
et’s light. In 1910. he said, it was
fonnd that the light emissions from
Halley's comet were reduced ns it
approached the earth, and then hen
came more Intense as It drew away.
Previously It has been supposed that
the earth has little Influence on the
activity of comets coming near It. |If
this Is the case. It would account for
the fact that Pons Winnecke. despite
Its close approach to the earth, was
much fainter than some astronomers
had anticipated.

18. 1825. It was given to K. II.
Starkweather of Plymouth, by his
grandfather in 1904. and has since
reposed in a frame hung from a wall
of his deu.

In 1925 It developed that the first
conveyance of this property had never
I>een recorded ar the county building.
Interested parties had been making an
unsuccessful search for the record
when it became known that Mr. -ion\s
had married a Starkweather. Then,
to leave no stone unturned, Mr. Stark-
weather was approached in hopes that
he might be able to furnish some
straw of information. “Take a look
at that,” said Mr. Starkweather, point-
ing to the framed instrument hanging
from the wall. “Glory be!” exclaimed
the caller, both astonished and pleased.
The old deed was then taken to De-
troit and duly recorded on January
9, 1925, almost one hundred years
after it was signed by the fifth presi-
dent of the United States.

A similar parchment deed, that of
Erastus Starkweather, father of Plym-
outh and Northville’s original bride,
is also in possession of K. H. Stark-
weather.  Erastus Starkweather was
the older brother of William Stark-

DARMIN OF SIAIE

IMPROVED METHOD OF DIAG-
NOSIS WILL HELP DISEASE
CONTROL WORK.

At improved method that has re-
cently been jterfeefed for the diag-
nosis of Bang’s abortion disease in
cattle may prove of great value to
dairymen in Michigan is the statement
made by the bacteriology department
at Michigan State College.

The old method for the determina-
tion of the disease required two days
to complete the test of blood samples
from suspected animals.  The same
test can be made by the improved
method in two minutes.

The time saved in making the in-
dividual tests trail now he utilized to
make additional determinations, and
the studies bciug made of the disease
and means of control cun now be ex-
panded.

Doctor I. F. luddleson. who per-
fected the new tost, believes that
Bangs abortion disease is the great-
est handicap that the dairy industry
faces at the present time.  Animals
that are apparently healthy may be
carriers of the disease and transmit It
to other animals in the herd.

Since being i>erfected at Michigan
State College, the test has been adopt-

jed by Wisconsin and is now being used
lin the disease research work in that
| State.
