Another milestone in Plymouth’s
progress was passed last Saturday
night when the belts rang out a fare-
well to 1927 and greeting to 1928.

It has not been a year- of broken
records, but the village may look back
upon Its record with pride and grati-
tude. It has been a year of sub-
stantial and steady progress rather
than one of a spectacular activity.
Plymouth did not feel the full effects

\ot the industrial depression that was
so general throughout other parts of
the country.

The several industries in the vil-
lage have been operating steadily

‘given employment to a large number
.of our citizens.
Banking resources have showed a
gain.  Building was not up to the
Laverage of the several years previous,
I but 1927 saw two much needed build-
i completed, the new Starkweather
ichool building and the Hotel May-
Vflower. Aside from these two build-
etags, quite a number of dwellings were
completed and a substantial sum has
been expended in the remodeling and
repairing of buildings.

In the way of munieiiwl affairs a
um&ber of improvements have been
made. The sanitary sower system
program has -been carried on and
many thousands of feet of sewers have
been laid about the village. ~ Water
mains have been extended, and all
the underground work has been com-
pleted for the paving of Penniman
avenue from Harvey street to More-
land road.

The eeveral public utilities furnish-
ing service to the village, the Michigan
Bell Telephone Co., the Michigan Fed-
erated Utilities, and the Detroit Edi-
son Co. have all increased the capacity
of their local plants.

Plymouth factories found ©27 to be
a pood year in most respects, with
prospects bright for a bnsy and pros-
perous new year.

There has been an increase in the
school attendance which is a aure in-
dication that the village has also en-
joyed a growth in population during
the year just closed.

Generally speaking, there is every
indication that 1928 main which'we
are just entering will be a most pros-
perous and happy one for the citizens
of Plymouth.

PRESIDENTIAL YEAR.

Vve already commenced to hear
the wusual talk around Plymouth
about this being a “presidential year,"
along with the customary speculation
as to its effect on business. No one
seems to know just why we've always
looked on a presidential year as a
bad business year; nobody seems to
believe anything else but that it just
simply has to be "a bad year.” Yet

fact remains that in both 1920
and 1924 business was about as good,
taken as a whole, as it was during
any of the years that wont between
them.

ITosperity is pretty much a state of
mind, and business is a good deal
what wo make it. If wo try to think
we'r.* getting'along all right we’ll get
along a lot better than if we ure con-
stantly bemoaning our financial con-
dition. If we don’t go after business,
if we don’t work for it, we're not
going; to get it, presidential year or
otherwise.

Economic and industrial experts
take little stock in the old “presi-
dential year” theory. They are saying
right now that there is no reason why
this should not be a prosperous year
industrially.  WImt it will be agri-
culturally remains, of course, with the
elements. Put even  the weather
forecasters are not predicting any
great disturbances, nor drouths, nor
floods during the year. With this in
mind the man who keeps telling him-
self that this is going to he a good
year, and who refuses to take any
stock in tlie old "presidential year”
bugaboo is pretty apt to fare best
when next we come to observe a day of
thanksgiving.

RUNNING WILD.

No matter how dry some subjects
may be. there is always much to in-
terest the average Plymouth man in a
discussion of taxes. For that reason
a few figures being sent out by the
American Automobile  Association
ought to set him thinking.

Those show that while the regis-
tration of autos increased only seven
per cent in 1927. taxes on the auto
and the things that go with it in-
creased more than 14 per cent. If it
doesn't indicate anything else it
shows a tendency on the part of our
national and state legislators to make

uto owner carry all the burden
that can be heaped upon his shoulders.
If you doubt this, stop and consider
the forms of taxation to which the
auto owner is now subjected. He pays
a federal excise tax when he buys his
car: a state license tax: a city or
county tax: a gasoline tax a per-
sonal property tax, and. in many
instances, a special registration or
special road improvement tax. All of
these have served to increase” auto-
mobile taxation 150 per cent in seven
years.

There seems to be pretty strong
ground for alarm on the part of those
Iwho own and operate cars. If auto
taxes keep on at the rate they've gone
in the past seven years it is sure to
bring a serious climax. The big
motoring organization which gives out
the figures offers but one solution. It
urges every auto owner to refuse to
vote for any candidate who shows a
tendency to Ignore the interests of the
auto owner or for the re-election of
any who have voted for burdensome
tax legislation.

Officials of the Dodge company state
that the new car embodies several
basic innovations in automotive con-
struction and design.
