GOT YOURS YET?

When motor cars numliered 17.000.-
000 in the United States it was be-
lieVed that was close to the limit of
demand : but this country started with
21.000.000 autos in actual use. and
probably more will be made and sold
during the remainder of the year than
ever before in a like period of time.
Six states have more than a million
New York leads, with
California second because of its
lieautiful scenic highways. Asked what
tlu> resumption of Ford production
would mean to his company, the
president of General Motors said:
“There is room for all.” And it cer-
tainly looks like it. How to buy an
auto isn’t any more of a problem now
than how to find room for it on the
highways after you get it. The road-
makers are not keeping up with the
nuto-makers: we are building antos
faster than we are building roads to
run them on; but dont let that stop
you: go on and buy an auto. The
strongest good roads agitators in the
world are those who own autos, so the
more cars in Plymouth the better the
roads we arc going to have leading to
it.

CHANGING SEASONS.

It is possible for a few people to be
mistaken about the same thing; but
it isn’t likely that several hundred in
a single community can hold the same
view about something and be wrong.
We've long contended that, in so far
as Plymouth and this part of the
world are concerned, the seasons are
changing. That contention is upheld
by hundreds of others. Yet the
weather men in Washington deny that
seasons change, or that winters are
any shorter now than we used to
have. Figures dont mean much In
weather affairs: experience is what
counts; and weve had enough ex-
perience watching the weather to con-
vince us that we do not have the
long, hard winters of earlier years,
and that the arrival of spring Is later
in recent years than it used to be.
Want any proof to show we are right
in this contention? Then ask anyone
who has passed the fiftieth milestone
on life’s highway and see what they
have to say.

WHAT MAKES A GOOD TOWN?

According to a Detroit factory
specialist it takes 14 things to make
a good town.

Read over these specification! :ind
figure out for yourself just how many
of them Plymouth can boast; and if
there are in the list some things we
cannot lay claim to, ask yourself why
we cun’t since hundreds of other
towns of like size are pointing to
them in their efforts to induce outside
capital to locate in their midst.

This day in time, with big industrial
organizations locating outside the
large cities, where high rentals keep
the noses of their employes to the
grindstone, it behooves every com-
munity to keep on its toes.

THE “SOIL DOCTOR."

Many of our readers will be inter-
ested in learning fliat a new kind of
doctor bns come on to make a bid for
attention in the United States So far
his “practice” is confined wholly to
the State of Ohio, hut it is declared
that his work is proving, of such
great value that his profession may
soon exthnd into every state of the
union. In fact, we believe he would
be welcomed heartily right now by
those tilling the soil around Plymouth.

This new specialist is known as
“soil doctor.” He is, in reality, i
expert agricultural chemist,
work is reviving and revitalizing
weak and run-down farm lands.
Equipped with a “kit” of all kinds of
fertilizers and chemicals, carried on a
light truck, he travels over the rural

setions of the state, stopping at

shednled points whore the growers
come in with their problems and
samples of their soil. He puts the

soil through regular laboratory tests
to determine in wliat elements it is
lacking and what chemicals should be
added to strengthen it for this or that
crop. If more limestone is needed, he
tells just how much to. apply; if a
special mixture of fertilizer is best,
he recommends it and writes a “pre-
scription” showing just what propor-
tion of each chemical ,to mix for a
given acreage.

The Ohio State university pays the
“soil doctor,” so he is not another
burden on the back of the taxpayers.
His work is being closely watched in
many states, it is said, and we sin-
cerely trust that our own state Is
one of them.

NEW=MOUNTAINS
FOUND IN SIBERIA

Great Range 600 Miles Long
Hitherto I-nknown.

Washington. —A  great mountain
range, bigger than the Caucasians,
has been discovered by Russian ex-
plorers in an almost unknown terri-
tory in Sibera, hitherto believed to be
nothing more than a rolling plain, ac-
cording to information Just received
here.

It lies in northeastern Yakutsk, a
Uttle known region containing unex-
plored areas larger than France.

The district was found to be moun-
tainous and to be part of a great
range that trends from the Arctic
coast, east of Lena river, southward
and eastward.

This range, with an estimated
length of more than 600 miles and a
greater width of nearly 200 miles, is
perhaps the last great mountain -range
of the world that had remained un-
discovered. It has been named in hon-
or of M. Clierski, a Russian geologist
who explored parts of Siberia.

Where It is cut through by Indigirka
river the Cherski range ~comprises
nine mountain chains, whose highest
summits reach more than 10,000 feet.
The party passed some of the gorges
hv rafting down the river but found
others impassable and had to make
long detours over tlie mountains.

Because of the unexpected rough-
ness of the district lhe exploration
consumed much more time than was
anticipated and tl)6 garty was over-
taken by heavy snow before returning.

Ranks Farm Children

Above Those City Bred
Wellington, N. Z—Farm children
are superior to city-reared children,
says a enational report on a survey of
the physical growth and mental at-
tainment of the boys and girls of New
Zealand. Superiority of farmers' chil-
dren was most pronounced at the age
of thirteen.

The survey Included 20,000 town and
country children ranging In age from
ten to fourteen; and was carried out
by Dr. Ada Paterson, director of the
health department's division of school
hygiene, and Dr. E. Marsden, assistant
director of education.

Grouping the boys and girls in ac-
cordance with the fathers’ occupations,
the investigators ascertained that the
children of the farmers were tallest
being closely followed by those of pro-
fessional men. Regarding weight, it
was shown that farmers’ children
were markedly heavier than the aver-
age. the difference Increasing with
age. while the children of professional
men. though above the average in
height, showed no excess in weight.

Total result of the survey showed
-hat the average height and average
weight of children of good mental at-
tainment were greater than in the
case of those of inferior ability.

Story-Telling Champion

of Lithuania 100 Years Old

Dzukija, Lithuania.—Wars and ru-
mors of wars do not disturb the se-
renity of old Dede Pasakorius. fa-
mous stpry-teller of Lithuania. His
home lies close to the Polifeh demar-
cation line, which Is the apple of dis-
cord between the two nations.

The region Is especially dear to pa-
triotic Lithuanians, for all the beau-
tiful age-old folk stories and songs,
in which the Lithuanian language is
rich, originated here.

Even this village, “Dzukija,” has a
poetic name. It means “Song-Land.”

Pasakorius Is known all over the
country as the “story-telling unde.”
He has an Inexhaustible fund of them,
and he tells them with a natural
charm to delighted audiences. He Is
well over one hundred, but when one
asks him how old he really Is he says:

“Oh, boy! No man can tell. Fm so
old. Tve forgotten.”

WORK TO BE STARTED EARLY IN
SPRING—TO BUILD CATTLE
BARN.

One of the finest fire-proof, concrete
grandstands that can be built will be
erected this summer at the Northville
Wayne County fair grounds, the com-
mittee in charge has decided. The
committee, appointed at the recent an-
nual meeting of the fair association,
composed of Harry Clark, Itay Rich-
ardson and A C. Balden, has in-
formally considered the question and
just as soon as weather permits, con-
struction will lie started.

The material from the old grand-
stand will 12 used in erecting sonic
badly needed rattle barns. It is be-
lieved that there will be sufficient
lumber from the old grandstand to
erect one of the finest cattle display
barns there is in the state.

The new grandstand 'will occupy the
present, site and while the committee
dors not propose to make it longer
than the present one, it will run up in
the back higher and will provide room
for something like 4.000 or 5.000 jho
ple.

There will be concrete floor erected
between the stand and race track
similar to such spaces at most big race
tracks. The space under the grand-
stand will e cut off Into plates for
concessions of various kinds.

The committee lielieves that the
new grandstand will aid greatly in the
promotion of the fair and that in view
of the fact that the fair will be<n free
one, a higher grade list of attractions
can lie secured.

The stand will cost somewhere be-
tween $12,000 and $15,000. One of the
big advantages of the action of the
association lies in the fact that work
will be provided for many residents.

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RICH OSAGES KEEP
OLD FUNERAL RITES

| Traditional Custom* Have Been
Little Changed.

Pawhuska, Okla.—While riches from
oil have caused the Ofeage Indians to
adopt many of the way* of white men,
wealth has had little effect on the
tribe’s strange burial ceremony.

Except for the use of an expensive
coffin, the funeral of an Osage is the
same as that of his ancestors raahy
generations ago. Feasting as well as
mourning is a part of the rite. After
a tril>eman’8 death, relatives and
friends remain for several days with
the body in the Indian lodge. They
have no chairs or beds, but sit or
sleep on the wooden floor. The custom
permits them to leave quietly and to
stay away an hour or two. The coffin
is in the center of the room, and paid
mourners chant weird tupes In a cor-

ner.

When the burial day arrives, the
body is placed In a sittin%posture and
a painter draws lines on the face, each
line representing an outstanding benev-
olent deed. The Indians file by the
corpse, and whisper In the dead man’s
ear the communications they want de-
livered to relatives who preceded him
to the happy hunting ground.

The body Is taken to the grave, and
after the burial the funeral party re-
turns to the home of the deceased for
a feast. Often several beeves are
slaughtered for this feast, and many
of the white map's best foods also are
served. All the guests are expected to
eat heartily. TIi$ entire tribe and Its

I white friends are Invited. The estate
| of the deceased pays for the feast.

Boat Tied to Wharf for

3,000 Years Discovered
Berlin.—A boat, tied to Its landing
wharf for 3,000 years, has been found
buried under six feet of peat in an
ancient bog in upper Suabia, accord-
ing to Dr. Oscar Taret, a Stuttgun
archeologist. It Is a dugout canoe
about fifteen feet long, hollowed out
of tlie trunk of a giant oak. The sides.
Doctor Paret says. were.shaved down
to a surprising thinness. Several pad-
dles were found in it. A number of
earthen vessels and bronze objects
found in the turf around it date tin*
boat as of the Bronze age. about 1000
B. C, contemporary with the siege of
Troy and the reign of Solomon in
Jerusalem.

The boat was found at the end of

Appar-
lently tftere was once a village on the

edge of the bog. on a solid ground,
separated from the open water of the
lake by a wide, marshy margin, which
could be crossed only by these cause-
ways. When the village site was
abandoned, the vegetation in the bog
and the lake continued to grow until
the lake disappeared and the piling
up of the dead leaves and stems
buried all the works of the ancient
men who lived there and used to go
fishing in their dugout canoes.

An ordinance to regulate the installa-
tion of water mains or pipes and to
provide for the payment of the cost
of same, also the use of water from
the waterworks of the Village
Plymouth and establishing rates and
providing for the collection thereof.

Section 1. All ordinances or por-
tions thereof concerning the laying of
water mains_and the “regulation = of
rates in the Tillage of Plymouth here-
tofore in force lire hereby repealed.

Section 2. In any district within
the Village of Plymouth which is not
served by water mains, it shall be
competent for the owners of 50% or
more of the real estate within such
district to present a petition to the
Village Commission of the Village of
Plymouth-~askhigYthat proper water
mains be laid\o serve such district.
Upon receipt  atSsuch petition the
Village Commission shall adopt a reso-
lution specifying the streets and
alleys through which it shall be
found necessary to lay such mains and
pipes, in order to serve such petition-
ers. Such resolution shall contain a
list of lots to be served by such mains
or pipes, together with the nmnl>er of
feet frontage of, each lot and the
name of the owner of the same. Such
resolution shall order the Assessor
to assess the total cost of such im-
provement upon such lots according to
the frontage abutting on such streets
or alleys where such water mains
are laid. The cost of laying mains,
including all material for the same,
is hereby fixed at the sum of ninety
cents for each lineal foot of real
estate abutting upon the. street or
alley where such main is to be laid,
provided that the Village Commission
shall have authority to change said
price per lineal foot at its discretion.

Section 3. No person or persons
shull  make connection with the
water works system of the Village of
Plymouth except by application as
hereinafter provided. =~

Section 4." All applications to make
connection with «aid system of water
works shall be made at the office of the
Village Treasurer in writingLand upon
blanks to be furnished by the Village.
Such applications shall fully describe
the locality and where such connec-
tion is desired. A tapping fee of

F. Butler, chairman of the Wayne
county road commission.
Petitions for the new road were

signed by approximately 70 per cent
of property holders and many of
these attended the first hearing and
verbally expressed satisfaction that the
road could be built this year. The
next hearing will be held within a
few weeks, at which time determina-
tion of assessments will be made.
Under the provisions of the Covert
act a special assessment district will
be created and properties within a half
mile on each side of the road will be

taxed for 40 per cent of the cost of |

the improvement. Wayne county at;
large will pay 50 per cent of the cost,
and the remaining 10 per cent will be
borne by three townships throngh
which the road passes.

The new road will be a twenty-foot
concrete pavement, on a 120-foot right
of way, in accordance with Master
plan specifications, and will connect
Oakwood boulevard near the Dearborn
airport with Allen road at its Inter-
section with Goddard road.

Hearings are scheduled in the near
future on petitions for other Covert
roads requested in the county where
the provisions of this road act are being
appreciated by residents on unimprov-
ed highways who want good roads and
are willing and anxious to help ap-
preciably in paying for them. It is
found that the assessments are not
large and there is a ten-year period in
which payment may be made in yearly
apportionments.

TELEPHONE  SERVICE FROM
UNITED STATES TO SWEDEN.

“Crossing over one ocean and nnder
two seas, voice communication was
possible from all of the United States
and Cuba to Stockholm. Sweden, be-
ginning Monday morning, February
20. at 11 o'clock. Eastern Standard
time.

The rate for Stockholm will be $6.75
higher for three minutes, and $225
higher for each succeeding minnte than
the present rates to London. Thus a
Michigan call to Stockholm will cost
$84.75 for three minutes, and $28.25
| for eacj, additional minute,

Sweden is the fourth continental
nation to hwadded to the list of for-
eign nations now available to Ameri-
can business and residence telephones.

The route travelled by an Ameriean-
Swedish call is of particular interest
U'eause of the unusual number of na-
tions through which it passes nnd its
various modes of travel. Jumping the
Atlantic to Groat Britain by means of
the radio-telephone link, the call will
be passed by means of a submarine
cable under the North Sea to Holland
and from thence across Germany, via
Hamburg to Rostock, from whence It
will again dive under water across the
Baltic Sea to Mnlmo. Sweden. From
Mnlmo the course is in a general
northeast direction by land cable to
Stockholm, completing a total wire
distance from London of approximate-
ly 1.000 miles.

Stockholm, tlie capital of Sweden,
with a population of approximately
307.000. has about 116,000 telephones.
With the extension of the trans-
atlantic telephone service to Sweden,
the total of Eungiean telephones avail-
able to* the American caller will be

THE PLYM

n WILL MAKE MOTOR TOURS
THIS YEAR.

More than forty-four million people,
m-er a third of the nation, will take
vacation motor tours during 1928 and
will spend the staggering sum of
three and a half billion dollars, ac-
cording to preliminary estimates of
this year's motor tourist business
made by Mr. Bacheldor of the Detroit
Automobile club.

The Detroit Automobile club’s esti-
mate for 1928 Is based on a detailed
study of figures for the 1927 season,
with an allowance of ten per cent
increase -for this year, which is the
normal annual growth in motor tour-
ing over the past six years.

<Approximately forty million people,

In ten million cars, took to the winding
ribbons of paved highways and Into
the byways for their vacations last
year,” Mr. Bacheldor stated.

“One of the most impressive and
important features of the motor
tourist business in 1927 was the trend
away from the tourist camps toward
the hotels and tourist homes catering
to motorists. The latter enjoyed a
heavier business than in the* previous
year, despite  weather conditions
which handicapped the annual vaca-
tion movement. In this trend, amount-
ing to an increase of twelve per cent
in business, is seen a clear indication
of the position of the resort hotel as
a permanent fixture in the rest and
play life of motorists.

“The* figures for last year show that
20.000.000 people in 7,250,000 -cars
patronized hotels and tourist homes.
On the basis of last year’s figures, the
total of this class of motorist should
soar to 32.000,000 this year.

“Figuring four i»eople to a car and
allowing each occupant an expendi-
ture of $7.50 a day. for an average
period of ten days, the army of
motorists  patronizing  hotels uud
resorts would send nearly two and
a half hilloin in 1928.

“Wandering in gypsy fashion, lured
by climate, scenery and history, more
than 11.000.000 campers used their
cars last year for vacations. The
caravan numbered about 2.750.000
automobiles, including house cars
fitted out for housekeeping and ns
trailers. This would justify the esti-
mate that more than 12.000,000
earners will use over 3,000.000 pleas-
ure ears to visit the great outdoors this
year.

«The earner sends three times as
long away from home as the hotel
tourist, and on a basis of $3.50 per
day. per inesoii. nearly a billion and a
quarter dollars will be left along the
gasoline  trail by this class of
motorist.

“These tentative estimates for 192N
may appear large, but they are in
reality conservative and are based
strictly upon the figures for the past
few years and the normal growth
that each year has brought.”

Two factors, according to the De-
troit  Automobile  club. which
handled 800.000 tours last year, are
playing a predominant part in the
development  of America’s motor
tourist, business, namely, the estab-
lishment of standardized motoring
services throughout the country and
the growing appreciation of the im-
portance of the motor tourist caravan

as a creator of community growth
and prosjperity- The statement con-
cluded :

“All over the country America is
preparing for an unprecedented year
in motor tourist travel. Thousands
who stayed at home in 1927. due to
the cool weather that hung over the
nation in the summer months, plan to
take to the open road during the
present year ami to spend more time
in actual touring.

Bright, dry weather should
also la? utilized to destroy cobs and
trash, especially corn stalks, around
barns and feed lots.

“This tyia* of clean-up can he used
at the present time in the greater
portion of the quarantined area. In
the northern counties, such as Chebo.v
gan and others, it cun be employed
after the snow is gone, when there are
usually days of freezing weather which
make an ideal condition for poling,
raking, and burning.
