Building and Loan
Associations Gain

Building mid loan associations
Michigan increased tlieir resources
$13,922,000 tinring the year closing
June TO bringing the total assets of
rhe 78 associations in the state to
$140,721,000. according to  figures
which have just la-on m-eived from
officers of the Michigan Building and
Loan League.

The increase is the largest ilmt the
Michigan associations have ever en-
joyed in a single year, and though the
figures are unofficial, indications are
that the official total to be released in
iho fall from the office of the secretary
of state will te even larger. The
growth also serves to place Michigan
higher among the states in which
building and loan is well organized.

The rapid growth of building and
loan in Michigan is brought out best
in the contrast of this year's report
with that of 1023. when the total of
resources was $11871154353i. less than
one-half the present amount..  The
growth, therefore, has been greater in
the last five years than it was in the
first 4> years, the first associations
having been organized in 1887,

Detroit associations led in total at
the close of June, having $30,140,000 of
assets. Grind Rapids was second
with $24.11*0.000. Lansing third with
$23,150,000.  Jackson fourth with
$21,300,000. Saginaw fifth with $8,100.-
000. and Kalamazoo sixth with
$0,700,000. Adrian, Ann Arbor. Battle
(‘'reek. Bay City. Hancock. Monroe.
Muskegon and Niles all boasted foot-
ings of more than one million dollars.
Monroe and Muskegon having broken
into this circle in the last year.

The Plymouth Home Building
Association was organized by local
capital and began business in the
early part of 1920. Since that date
they have never failed to pay divi-
dends of 5¢/c annually.

The association has financed the
construction of 79 new homes in
Plymouth: the purchase of eight
which were already built, and the re-
modeling or rebuilding of 15 more.

The actual condition of this asso-
ciation as of Jnne SO 1928. is indicated
by their financial statement, which
will be found elsewhere in this issue.

During lhe time that had inter-

vened Patsy had caught exactly live
glimpses of Walton, mice all surround-
ed hy a group of friends and relatives
at the station, later as he entered the
elevator of the liristor hotel, ouce the
sight of Iris hat rising above the heads
of rlie mayor and his reception com-
mittee, once through the window of
the limousine when the taxi she had
hired to trail him drew alongside at
a traffic halt, and once as he was hur-
ried along by sisters and a brother up
Uie avenue of linden trees into his
old home.

And all the time Patsy laid eaten
exactly two ham sandwiches, one
soda cracker, four cups of coffee, and
had sucked a lollypop offered to her
by the young man who was trying to
get a “story” for the Kecord. They
had shared the same divan in the
Bristor hotel on Wednesday night un-
til the hotel clerk had none too po-
litely asked them to get out.

SECOND BLOOM FROM
PERENNIALS.

Many of the perennials will give i
you a secoud crop of flowers if you
will  treat them right. When the
flowers uHM the F.vn'thruni fade if
you will cut them back to about five
inches from the ground, dig in a good
handful of steamed IHuieineal. water
them well and mulch to keep the
soil cool, you will be rewarded with
a second bloom. They will bloom
more or less till fall.  Pyrethrum.
particularly the pink shades, are very
choice and the second bloom will Ik*
welcome.

The same preeedure will work with
delphinium, hollyhocks. Iceland pop-
pies and many other things. Never
try it with peonies as it might be
fatal to the plants. In the summer
when the perennial phlox has had its
first grand display of color, cut it
back before it goes to seed and it
will give you a second blooming almost
as good as the first. The myosotls or
forget-me-not will do much better if
cut back in the summer. Even without
it you will have some bloom, but cut-
ting back and feeding will renew it
and make it come all the stronger.
Coreopsis, slmsta daisy (not all varie-
ties). many of the pinks, wallflowers
and violas will all respond to this
treatment.

Many of the annuals are greatly
benefited if you will cut them back,
feed, water and mulch them. Their
nature is to grow well in the spring
when the ground is cool and the mulch-
ing and watering helps them. If you
are afraid to try it with all your
plants, try it out with a few of them
and you will see for yourself. There
are many things to learn about gard-
ening, and each year you should try
to add to your garden knowledge.

One very good thing to try is the
growing of some new and different
plant or flower each year. Try some-
thing you have not grown before.
In a few years yon will find that you
are familiar with a lot of new things
and you will get a lot of pleasure out
of it. We can never stand still in
gardening any more than in anything

else: we either go ahead or slide
back.  See that your gardening Is
going ahead.

SNAKE EXPERT GETS
SOME ODD SPECIMENS

Makes Study* of Some of
Deadliest Reptiles.

New York—Dr. Raymond L. Dit-
mars.. curator of reptiles at the Bronx
zoo. returned to New York recently
after gome weeks at Tela. Honduras,
where he studied the bites, fangs, and
poisons of some of the deadliest
snakes In the Americas. He brought
back stories of extracting poison from
living barbn amarillas. or yellow-
beards. and tropical rattlers; of ex-
peditions made through territory in-
fested with howling monkeys, mana-
tees. crocodiles, and reptiles ot all
sorts; and of taking moving piettires
or the noxious Jungle life.

He also heralded the approach of
the steamer Tivaves. which is due in
New York In a few days. In the hold
of this ship are two large yellow-
beards. two tropical rattlesnakes, two
coral snakes, several harmless “imi-
tators” of coral snakes, vine snakes,
five green whip snakes, eight or ten
giant toads, and some tree toads that
sound like riveting machines.

Whipsnake Is Curious

All the reptiles were alive when
Doctor Ditmars supervised their re-
moval to the ship at Tela. He him-
self went from Tela to Florida and
traveled north from Miami bv auto-
mobile. studying wild life of the sea-
board while en route.

The strange specimens he Is bring-
ing to New York in the Tivaves will
go to make the reptile house at the
Bronx zoo bigger and better. Of all
these reptiles the whipsnake is, per-
haps, the most curious. Doctor Dit-
mars said. It is seven feet long, and
less than a finger’s breadth in di-
ameter. The vine 6nake, he said, is
mildly poisonous, while the giant toad
—ten inches from stem to stern—
exudes a noxious saliva that acts like
a local anesthetic on whosover Is hit-
ten. Doctor Ditmars said he got
some of tills poison on his finger. He
put his finger in his mouth, and his
tongue was benumbed for some time.

The reptile that is an Imitation of
the coral snake, according to Doctor
Ditmars, plays upon Its appearance to
make a living. It Is nonpoisonous and
slightly larger than the coral snake,
but otherwise It is a “dead ringer"
for its smaller cousin. It will wriggle
tip to a coral snake, make friends with
it. and then proceed to strangle and
devour it. Such an action may he
unscrupulous, according to Doctor
Ditmars, but it keeps the imitator
content from the standpoint of suste-
nance.

What Interested Doctor Ditmars
above ail was the yellow-beard. “We
had some unusual and' exciting ex-
perience.” he said, “and we also
learned some truly astonishing things.
We saw snakes so deadly that a man
goes blind a few minutes after bping
bitten. Rven the bite of an infani ot
one of tliesp reptiles—say. one a few
days old—will cause death.

It Is rare for the yellow heard to
give birth to a litter as low as fifty
Usually a litter consists of seventy-
five. The barbn amarllla Is so ca.bed
because of its bright yellow chin and
throat. It grows to a length of eiulit
feet. Doctor Ditmars captured eight
yellow beards on a hnnanri planta-
tion.

Of the tropical rattler. Doctor Dir-
nmrs said it was more deady than its
United States relative It ejects an
almost colorless poison that will para-
lyze the neck muscles of Us victim
In a few minutes. Doctor Ditmars
saw many of these rattlers In pits

Doctor Ditmars told of the diaoana-
dore. a snake that is larger than the
yellow-heard, which leaps nr Its victim
and strikes him about the Knee. Re
said he hadn't seen a diahnnadore
himself, but that Dr. William H. Wal-
ler had.

While in Honduras Doctor Ditmars
took 5.000 feet of film, thus complet-
ing his moving pii/nre study of poi-
sonous snakes and serums. He told
of motoring through eighteen miles
of Jungle in ten hours to a lagoon
filled with manatees and crocodiles

Monkeys howled at the automobiles
The roads were so bad that the occu-
pants of the cars were afraid to move
forward In the dark without first ex-
ploring the way on foot with coats,
shirts, or trousers soaked in gasoline
for dares. One automobile hit a stump
and had to he abandoned and the
oilier repaired.
