FIVE-CENT STAMPS ON SALE- 
MAIL FLIERS EXPECT 

BIGGER LOADS.

Reduction of air mail postage, from 
10 cents a half ounce to five cents for 
the first full ounce and 10 cents for 
each additional ounce or fraction 
went into effect on August 1, it was 
announced yesterday by Postmaster 
Giles.

Sale of the new flve-cent air mail 
stamps was started Wednesday at the 
postoffice in anticipation of the im­
pending reduction.

"The postoffice \  department has 
linked the principal cities of the 
country with a network of air mail 
lines,” Mr. Giles said, "requiring 25,- 
000 miles of air travel dally. In 
the short time air mail has been in 
operation the government has made 
its third reduction in air mail postage. 
Notwithstanding this the volume of 
air mail has not kept pace with the 
development.

"It needs but a glance at a map and 
a comparison with train schedules to 
show the unlimited possibilities of air 
mail development in this country. The 
air mail is too often considered an 
emergency service only.

Detroit and adjacent territory is 
splendidly situated, having some 
months ago been placed on the main 
line of the trans-continental air mail. 
The new rate should greatly increase 
the use of air mail.”

A communication was recently re­
ceived by the village commission 
from the Wayne County ' Board of 

; Park Trustees requesting the commis- 
j sion to turn the village tourist camp 
property over to the Board of Park 
Trustees for development and im­
provement as a public park. The 
communication was tiled for further 
consideration.

The Wayne County Board of Park 
Trustees is seeking to establish along 
the River Rouge a series of public 
parks, extending from Cass Benton 
park to the mouth of the river, the 
parks to be developed and improved 
entirely at the expense of the county. 
It is proposed to extend an improved 
drive through the property along the 
river, to be one section of a con­
tinuous drive connecting the several 
county parks. Such improvements as 
a new bridge, modern comfort station, 
electric lights, new athletic field and 
conveniences for picnickers are con­
templated if tlie property should be 
placed under county control, and care­
takers will l.e iu charge at all times. 
Then, too, the natural beauty of the 
park will lie improved by proper care 
of trees and shrubbery and the cutting 
of weeds and grass. In brief, it would 
be planned to improve the property 
so as to make of it one of the finest 
beauty spots in this part of the 
county.

Persons familiar with what the 
county has done in the way of Improv­
ing Cass Benton park will appreciate 
fhe possibilities of development 
possible at the site of our tourist camp, 
with all of its existing natural beauty.

It would seem that the proposal 
must work out entirely to the ad­
vantage of the village, for the county 
can and will spend much more-money 
in development of the property tjmn 
the village can ever afford to ex­
pend, and any improvement of the 
park must benefit Plymouth par­
ticularly.

With a view of determining the sen­
timent of the public at large relative 
to the proposal to give the county 
board control of the development of 
this property, a mass meeting is to 
be held in the auditorium of the High 
school next Monday evening, August 
6, at 7 :00 o’clock, which will be open 
to the general public. I t is hoped 
that a large number of citizens will 
indicate their interest by their 
presence at the meeting and participa­
tion _ in the discussion. The commis­
sion. is desirous of withholding action 
relative to the proposal until It can be 
determined precisely what, the general 
public feels should be done In the 
matter.

FROM FARM TO CITY
Discussion continues on what many 

cousider a major national problem— 
the migration from farms to cities of 
experienced farmers. Some hold that 
eventually the food supply will be 
considerably reduced because of this 
migration, and that this will cause 
greatly increased prices and perhaps 
endanger the welfare of the people.

May we quiet these alarmists by 
pointing out that while the movement 
from farms to cities still continues, it 
hus, according to recent statistics, con­
siderably abated?

On the other hand the number of 
persons leaving the cities for the farms 
is constantly increasing.

In other words, the exodus from 
farms to cities may cease to be 
matter of great concern. Xo matter 
what rumors may float about, actual 
figures show that the tendency of peo­
ple to move away from the farms is 
decreasing rather than increasing.

It is true that many experienced 
farmers go to cities in the quest for 
easier means of earning money, or to 
give their children the benefit of the 
educational facilities of the metropoli­
tan centers.

However, there has been so much 
improvement in the educational and re­
creational facilities of small towns and 
farm districts that already the move­
ment to large municipalities is some­
what checked. As rural life becomes 
more attractive, fewer persons will 
leave the rural districts. The solu­
tion of the problem lies in making 
farm life more interesting.

class with Uncle Sam’s forecasters, 
for early in the season they hazarded 
such a guess. It is true that thous­
ands of acres planted to wheat, corn, 
oats and tobacco did suffer tremendu- 
ously from June rains, general all 
over the country. But it is also true 
that there was far more replanting 
done than the forecasters figured on;

growing weather. It has brought 
forth crops where it seemed certain 
they would be a failure. It has also 
brought out fruit so rapidly the gov­
ernment forecasters could hardly fig­
ure new estimates on the harvest fast 
enough.

All in all. indications for huge har­
vests of all kinds of grain and fruit, 
taking the country as a whole, haven't 
been better in a good many years. 
But what if they're not? Isn't it 
enough to know that the harvest is 
going to be far in excess of what w< 
were told a month ago that, it was 
going to be?'

The tli.ng that was most impressive 
about the youngster who in three 
years' changed the system of handling 
boy criminals is that he knows so 
much about boys.

“I read the football stories in the 
paper every day. I’ve learned the 
boys arc football crazy. So I know 
the names of all the stars, and I ar­
gue with the boys. That makes 
friends.

"I don’t preach a sermon. I get 
out and play with ’em. I pat them 
on the back and shake hands.

“I haven’t whipped a boy since I 
took the place. It len’t  necessary, 
You can joke with a boy and get him 
to do more than you can when you 
force him.

“When a boy is a little bad I deny 
him the swimming pool. When he 
Is very bad I cut his hair. They 
love their hair and that*s what hurts 
them most.

“Let them plan things themselves. 
They figure out their own menus, for 
Instance. They do whatever kind of 
work they want to do.

“Take them places. I try to give 
them little outings whenever 1 can.”

C. A. schools here. He’s -back now 
officially representing the government 
to studv reform schools.

HUNTS WHITE BIRD 
IN NEWFOUNDLAND

E x p lo re rs  S eek  L ost P la n e  o f 
N u n g esse r a n d  Coli.

Baltimore, l id .— Dr. James A. Ny- 
degger, who has had considerable ex­
perience in exploring in Newfound­
land, will lead a party afoot in an ex­
ploration trip to the tablelands of the 
island, in search of traces of the 
plane of Nungesser and Coli, who 
were lost while attempting the first 
westward flight of the Atlantic.

Confident that Nungesser’s plane, 
the White Bird, spanned the Atlantic, 
only to meet disastrous head winds 
and be forced off her course, as was 
the Bremen, Doctor Nydegger says he 
will explore every mile of the Interior 
of the island. He said:

“My Impression is that they crashed 
against tall trees or a mountain while 
lost In fog. There were a dozen re­
ports that persons had heard their 
motor along the coast. The Guggen­
heim foundation spent thousands of 
dollars searching from the air for 
traces of their plane, but if they were 
lost in the tablelands the wreck 
could not be seen from the air.

“The White Bird would disappear 
from sight like a baseball in grass 
three feet high. With two or three 
trusted guides I will follow the Grand 
Codary river into the dense woods of 
the island.

“I will send the guides bock and 
forth across the island, crossing and 
re crossing until every mile of unex­
plored territory Is covered. Iam  con­
fident I will find traces of them.

“While I hold out no hope that they 
are alive, 1 believe &e will find their 
wrecked plane. It is a little over a 
year since their brave attempt to fly 
from France to America foiled, and 
It Is not too late to make a final 
search.

“Nungesser’s mother has always 
maintained that somebody will find 
the White Bird. I hope that I will bs 
the fortunate man."

Washington. — The classification 
and Identification of a large col­

These included N(K» "collecting num 
tiers’* of ferns. 300 of orchids, more 
Ilian 200 of the mimosa and cassia 
families, about 75 morning glories and 
loti passion flowers. Sets of the spec­
imens have been distributed among 
ihe various institutions co-operating 
in the expedition, which was part ol 
the botanical exploration of northern 
South America begun in 1017 h> the 
New York Botanical Garden, the Gray 
Herbarium of Harvard university, and 
the National museum.

Quinvy. 111.—T h a t the Illinois mound 
builders are  to he classed with the 
A m erican Indians, and tha t they are 
not a m ysterious A siatic race, is the 
belief of Prof. W illiam M. Krogmun 
of th e  U niversity  of Chicago, here 
w ith P ro f Faye Cole of th e  d ep a rt­
m ent of anrhr'opology. to conduct ex­
plorations.

I t  is K rogm an’s  theory tha t the In­
d ians w ere a mongoloid people from 
Asia who m ade th e ir way to th is coun­
try  by way o f the Aleutian c h a in .o f 
Islands and then gradually  spread  in 
m any directions.

T he m igration. Krogman thinks, 
cam e in successive waves, new a r r i ­
vals from  Asia, com ing and pushing 
th e  trib es  th a t w ere previously here 
fu r th e r south, east and  west.

T he period of initial m igration is 
placed a t  10.000 y ears  ago. T he first 
com ers had the Neolithic, o r late  
S tone age cu lture , using stone w eapons 
and ornam ents, w hile the dog w as the 
only dom esticated anim al.

C enturies later, a f te r  the Spanish 
cam e, the Indians began to use horses. 
Krogmnn traced  th e  form ation of the 
M aya, Aztec and Inca se ttlem en ts  in 
N orth and South America and which 
developed a com paratively high civ ili­
zation. ^ ___ _ —. —

T hereupon, the building research  
d epartm en t o t ttie B ritish office of 
w orks discovered a method of t re a t ­
ing th e  ceilings by lite rally  “shooting" 
on a re inforcing p las te r th rough an  
au to m atic  gun.

E xperim ents have dem onstra ted  tha t 
it  is possible to  build up a layer of 
p las te r on a sheet of blotting paper 
w ithout th e  under side of the paper 
show ing any sign of m oisture.

VETERAN IN SERVICE 
PLANS ANOTHER TRIP

U. S. Geologist Explored 
A laska 25 Y ears Ago.

W ashington.—One of the veteran  
explorers and  geologists of the geolog­
ical survey, F rank  C. S chrader—the 
man who pushed up through the heart 
o f unknow n A laska a  q u a r te r  of a I 
cen tu ry  ago and w as at Nome when 
the big gold s trik e  was getting under ! 
w ay—is prepttring to go out into the 
field for fu r th e r  research  th is  yea r, at 
th e  age of sixty-eight. M ontana m in­
ing d is tr ic ts  will likely claim  his a t ­
ten tion  th is sum m er. T he W est is fa­
m iliar ground to him, fo r his du ties 
have called him to Idaho, Nevada. 
Utah and  C alifornia.

Mr. Schrader has been in the gov­
ernm ent service since 1S91. having 
been born in S terling, HI., O ctober 6 . 
I860. He is  one of th e  oldest em ­
ployees in th e  In terio r departm ent.

N orth of th e  A rctic circ le has been j 
the th e a te r of his operations in the 
heyday of his explorations. He and 
his p a rty  outfitted a t  Bergm an, A las­
ka. in 1901 and crossed th e  A rctic d i­
vide, ih e  Endicott m ountains, over 
which Copt. George H. W ilkins and 
his pilot. Ben Kielson. Hew m any tim es 
to and from Point Barrow .

T rip  to  Nome.
Down the A oaktuvuk river, th a t 

Hows tow ard th e  N orth pole, and  then 
down th e  Colville riv er to the A rctic 
ocean they w ent, having packed their 
canoes over the m ountains. They 
worked tiie ir way along th e  barren 
coast o f th e  P o la r ocean and traveled 1 
with Eskim os to  Point B arrow . )

A w haleboat was secured  a t Point 
j B arrow , and then south  and  west Mr. 

S chrader and his party  went to Cape 
L isburne and then through the fa ­
mous N orthw est passage by collier to 
Nome.

In tha t m em orable trip , which 
opened up in terio r A laska to science 
and  tlie b e tte r  use o f m ankind, Mr. 
Schrader and his party  encountered 
many types of landscape. On th e  En­
d ico tt p la tea u  they found valleys 3,000 | 
fee t deep, and ad jo in ing  th is  p lateau  
they  traversed  gently rolling country 
along th e  A naktuvuk p lateau . Theu 
cam e th e  coastal plain, 10 0  m iles to 
the A rctic ocean, fe a tu rin g  soft rocks 
and  silt, w ith  beds o f coal running 
through them  and  creeping  willows on 
the shore o f th e  A rctic ocean.

In 1S96. on a trip  down th e  Yukon 
river below the m outh o f th e  Tauann 
river, in a g rea t bank of silt. Mr. 
S chrader found th e  rem ains of a great 
mastodon w ith  11-foot tusks. As he 
was then traveling  in a row boat the 
tusk was too w eighty to  be tra n s ­
ported. so he saw ed off a piece, and 
th is  1s now reposing od th e  mantle- 
piece of his home. T he point where 
th e  m astodon w as found w as not fa r 
from th e  s ite  of th e  present town of 
F airbanks, but th e re  w as no towu 
th ere  in those days.

Gold S tr ik e  a t  Nome, 
j In th e  fa ll o f 1S99 Mr. Schrader 

cam e down the Yukon river and 
| stopped a t St. M ichaels, and heard 

th a t  th ere  had been a  gold s tr ik e  a t 
Nome. In tha t com m unity accommo­
dations w ere a t a prem ium  and the 
six or eight In th e  S chrader party  
hired one room in a hotel and  s lep t on 
th e  floor. T he gold diggings were 
along the beach and a t  Anvil C reek 
and th e  prospectors w ere living In 
te n ts  on th e  beach.

Some of th e  m iners k ep t th e ir gold 
in old w ashtubs. covered w ith canvas, 
buried in th e  ground beneath their 
tent?. N uggets w orth $ 7  to $8 w ere 
given aw ay by the m iners to th e  gov­
ernm ent men.

Some of the in h ab itan ts  of Nome be­
lieved the gold was w ashed up the 
sea from  its  depths, a s  the beach 
would be found spark ling  w ith nug­
gets and small pieces of gold, bat Mr. 
Schrader was ab le to  Inform  them  
th a t  th e  churn ing  of th e  w aves uncov­
ered  th e  gold on the beach Itself.

If 
you answ er “buried trea su re"  you 
ag ree  w ith w hat the people of Santo 
Domingo thought when H erbert Kreig­
e r  of the. United S la tes National mu­
seum  landed a t  th e ir island with a 
request to dig am ong the shell heaps 
left th e re  by preh isto ric  cave men.

Mr. K reiger had credentials. He is 
a stra ig h tfo rw ard  person. B ut—lie 
had a s trong  chest w ith his b ag g a g e!

T he S anto  Dom inicans rem em bered 
th a t a few y ea rs  ago a pot o f H a itian  
gold w as found on the governor's 
e s ta te , an d  they  w atched th e  digging 
A m erican. T he s trong  chest which 
Mr. K reiger carefu lly  loaded with bits 
o f broken crockery of preh isto ric  In­
d ians w as exam ined Incredulously. 
W hen the v isito r sailed  fo r th e  S ta tes  
w ith no doubloons and w ith a perfec t­
ly satisfied expression on his face, 
they  w ere still puzzled.

In his report of th e  expedition, 
which Mr. K reiger has ju s t  presented  
to the Sm ithsonian in stitu tion , he says 
th a t  the caves of Sam ana bay yielded 
som e th irty  kinds of shells. T hese 
rep resen t th e  rem ains of seafood din­
ners ea ten  by innum erable cave dwell­
e rs  w ho occupied th e  Island before 
m odern Inhab itan ts cam e. Mr. Kreigt 
e r  also  collected bones of b irds and 
an im als c a s t Into th e  refuse heaps of 
the cave dwellings, and  brought back 
specim ens to show th e  kind o f anim al 
life th a t  abounded in tills tropical 
island  before Colum bus’ time.

T he ‘ task  o f piecing together the 
civilization of th e  preh isto ric  Indians 
was m ade more difficult by the fact 
th a t fe rtiliz e r concerns have removed 
large q u an tities  of the shell heaps in 
collecting h a t guano and  lim estone 
phosphate from  th e  caves.

"T h e region is  of special in terest to 
an thropologists.’’ Mr. K reiger reports, 
"because of th e  presence of m any 
heretofore unexplored aboriginal vil­
lage site s and cave hab itations.’’

Ulrica, N. Y.—Those who are  now 
sm earing  them selves w ith oil o f cit- 
rnnella or w iu tergreen  and m aking 
the night hideous w ith in term itten t 
slapping’ a t m osquitoes may be 
cheered by the news th a t experim ents 
now in progress at Cornel! university  
mfiy resu lt eventually  in the ban ish ­
ment- of th e  p est—a t least trom  those 
regions o f  the United S ta tes  rich in 
lim estone deposits. T his will cause no 
cheering in the g ra n ite  hills of New 
England or am ong tlie sand  bottom ed 
ponds and alluvial sw-amps of the 
S outh, But to residents of o ilie r sec­
tions it may bring the joy o f an tic i­
pation.

T h e  cu rren t hope fo r 1 he ban ish ­
m ent of the m osquito lies in an  liumhli* 
plant. Nitella I’hsiulotoes. native of 
A ustra lia . N itella. ns it is fam iliarly  
known, th rives in lim estone d istricts. 
It is  a peculiar sort o f weed without 
flowers, th a t grows in iioiids and 
lakes. It never ap p e ars  above the 
w ater, hut develops underneath  the 
surface , anti Its peculiar t n'eei ju'iioss- 
aga inst the m osquito lies m its i»ov 
e r  and blind necessity  to -xud** an 
Oily fluid which rises to die su rface  
o f the body of w ater. T he fluid is 
poisonous to m osquitoes ami prevents 
th e  deposit of their egsis Hence 
w here N itella grows the m osquito can ­
not thrive.

' Specim ens Im ported
Dr. L. O. How ard, form er head of 

th e  bureau  of entom ology in W ash­
ington, recently  becam e in terested  in 
N itella and im ported a num ber of 
specim ens of th e  p lan t from A ustra­
lia. He turned  them over to Prof. 
Robert M atheson of Cornell, who 
is now experim enting  to see  if th ere  
is  any reason why the plant cannoi 
th riv e  in th is  country. T he neighbor- ‘ 
hood around Ithaca Is ideally fitted 
Fi t  th e  work, due to the lim estone de­
posits  there , which keep th e  lafces 
well charged  with lime.

A peculiar v irtue of Nitella is th a t 
its  oily secretion, w hile poisonous to 
th e  m osquito, is not a t all harm ful to 
m an. anim al, fish, o r p lan t. E. W. I. 
Billiot, a sc ien tist o f B risbane. Aus­
tra lia . first discovered tins. T here 
a re  a num ber of m osquito fighting 
p lan ts  indigenous to A ustra lia . and 
he has spent yyiny m onths s tudying  
them . He firs t/fo n n d  N itella grow ing 
ir a creek ami* la te r in takes and la­
goons. On the* su rface of the la t te r  
th ere  was a preen scum, w hich proved 
to  he a bnr-teriWt grow th, and  a thin 
film rose milling oil. T h is w as found 
to  he the product o f th e  plant th a t 
grew  beneath *the su rface . Subse­
quent experim ents showed th a t the 
p lan t grew  rapidly, reproduced free ­
ly. and w as*! easily  transp lan ted . 
W hether It can he grow n in the 
U nited S ta tes  js  a questh .n  which 
P ro fesso r M atheson is try ing  to  solve.

N a tu re lots provided, in her usual 
w ay.-m any enem ies for the m osquito. 
Nili-!t:i is one of the lowest form s of 
these  if  you plunge your hand inro 
the wot r where Nitella grows, and 
pull up *n few stem s of it you find 
tin in to t»e greenish and about a foot 
long. They have a cen tral axis, or 
stalk , w ith w horls of sho rt, pointed 
branches projecting s ta r  fashion from 
each of ihe jo in ts It has no leaves 
or flowers. }

P r e v e n t^  L ay in g  E ggs.
W here N itella w ars aga inst the 

m osquito by u n d e n tin g  it trom  lay­
ing eggs w here should nke to. o th ­
er higher types of p lan ts  ca rry  the 
b attle  d irec t to the larva , o r "wig- 
p ier,"  and some insects even to  the 
full-fledged mosquito.

T he m ost curious of th e  la tte r 
class is th e  blndderw ort. T his plant, 
seen above the-,w ater, is a beautiful 
yellow flower of very odd shape. Only 
the flower is  visible, the leaves and 
stem s lying under the w ater.

On these under w a te r stem s n a tu re  
h as  devised one of its oddest s tru c ­
tures. consisting ot a bladder, p a r tia l­
ly or en tire ly  filled with w ater. Each 
p lan t Is equipped w ith many of these. 
On one side th ere  is a sm all round 
opening, fitted with a tra p  door or 
valve that opens inw ard. T he mos­
quito  “w iggler” approaches. As he 
n ea rs  th e  tra p  g lands in th e  bladder 
produce a bait of some type ag ree­
able to the wiggler. T he victim  nib­
bles at th e  bait, th e  valve suddenly 
opens, a cu rren t of w a te r shoves 
th e  w iggler Into the bladder, th e  
v a h e  closet, and the w iggler never 

I comes out again . He is lite rally  eat- 
te n  up by th e  plant. T hese observa- 
! tlons have been made by F. B. Rock- 

a F rench observer, and confirmed 
by C. L. W fthycnmbe, well known 
English n atu ra lis t.

A rgentina produces a wild plant 
th a t  w orks In a  su b tle  fashion ag a in st 
th e  m osquito. It has been observed 
and  s tudied  «o those regions of the 
coun try  w hich a re  free  from  m alaria  
during  th e  annual atfack  01 the d is­
ease. An abundant p lan t, like clover, 
It produces an a ttra c tiv e  flower th a t 
is  highly scen tea. T h is seem s to be 
highly a ttra c tiv e  to th e  m alaria  mos­
quito , w hich feeds upon th e  n ec tar of 
th e  flower. T he n ec tar Is largely 
m ade up of coum arin, a su g ar sirup. 
Well filled w ith th is  sirup , th e  mos­
quito  Is rendered  incapable 01 p ro ­
ducing th e  elem ent th a t, tran sm itted  
to  m an, causes m alaria .

More Than Three Millions 
Paid Back to Victims.

W ashington,—M ore th an  $3 ,200,000 
h as been refunded  to  victim s o f un- 
scrupu lons real e s ta te  ag en ts  through 
th e  operation  of the rea l e s ta te  li­
cense law s in th e  tw elve s ta te s  which 
have kept records o f such refunds 
since th e  law w ent into effect, accord­
ing to a com pilation m ade by th e  N a­
tional A ssociation of R eal E s ta te  
B oards from  re p o rts  o f officials adm in­
is te ring  th e  license laws.

T o th e  figure in question m ust be 
added several hundred  thousands of 
do llars re tu rn ed  to victim ized clien ts 
th rough th e  a c tiv itie s  of real es ta te  
com m issions in th e  ten  s ta te s  which 
have k ep t no s ta tis tic a l records.

More th an  10,147 com plain ts have 
been investigated  and a d ju sted  by the 
com m issions adm inistering- real e s ta te  
license laws, th e  re p o rts  fu r th e r  show.

$329,930 R efunded in 1927. .
A to ta l of $320,930 w as refunded 

du ring  th e  y ea r 1927 alone in the 
eleven s ta te s  w here com m issions kept 
record of such refunds. Com plaints 
to th e  num ber o f 2,234 w ere ad justed  
during  th e  y ea r by th e  eighteen  real 
e s ta te  com m issions which kept such 
a num erical record.

C om m issioners in a num ber of 
s ta te s  have been ac tive  in suppress­
ing th e  sale of lots by what is known 
as  the " fre e  lot sclieue*." Real e s ­
ta te  com m issions in Ohio. New York. 
New Jersey , Illinois, and  California 
have taken  th e  s tan d  tha t operation  
o f such a schem e of sales is sufficient 
ground fo r revocation of license.

T he real e s ta te  commission of New 
Jersey  re p o rts  th a t th e  aid  of the 
com m ission w as sought during the 
y e a r by 2,000 o r more persons, many 
of whom w ere m aking th e ir first p u r­
chase of property  located  in th e  s ta te .

LEADS ORCHESTRA
IN ANOTHER TOWN

In v en to r Uses R ad io  to  D irec t 
P lay e rs.

B erlin .—C onducting an  o rchestra  
hundreds of miles aw ay has become 
possible with a special type of piano 
fo r which the Inventor, Dr. Erich 
F ischer, has taken  out p a ten ts  in all 
countries.

Skeptics were in th e  m ajority  when 
th e  papers announced th a t  D octor 
F ischer would proceed to G oettingen 
with several so lo ists and from th ere  
conduct the o rc h estra  of th e  High 
School of M usic playing In Berlin.

To every one 's  su rp rise , however, 
the experim ent tu rned  out a com plete 
success, the o rchestra  in Berlin play­
ing and  th e  so lo ists in G oettingen 
sfnging w ith th e  sam e precision and 
accuracy as  though all w ere as­
sembled In a common hall w ith eyes 
glued to th e  conductor’s baton.

T he technique of th is  scheme, prom ­
ising to become an  incalcu lab le tim e 
and m oney-saving expedient, is a 
simple one. Doctor F ischer sea led  
him self a t a piano which, though 
.soundless for th e  hum an ear. accu­
rately records and  tran sm its  to a 
highly sensitive m icrophone inside 
po t only single tones, cords and 
tempi, but aiso  dim inuendoes and 
vrescendos. all o f which w ere prom pt­
ly w irelessed to the o rchestra  in Ber­
lin.

H ere each p layer was equipped w ith 
r  headphone, the various groups of in­
stru m en ts . ns strings, wood-winds, 
b rass, etc., each being insta lled  in 
sep a ra te  rooms.

T he tones of th is sca tte red  orches­
tra  w ere collected in a common re­
ceiver from w here they w ere flashed 
by w ire back to G oettingen and th e re  
teleased  through the medium of sev­
era l very e la b o ra te  and pow erful loud 
speakers.

E xpert engineers es tim ated  th a t the 
tim e th a t  elapsed betw een th e  conduc­
to r 's  cues a t  G oettingen and th e  re­
turn  of the full o rchestra l reproduc­
tion from  Berlin w as less th an  th e  In­
te rv a l between a conductor’s s ignals 
and  his o rc h estra 's  response in the 
sam e hall.

QUITS SOLITUDE
AFTER 30 YEARS

W e ste rn  H erm it B ack to  So­
c ie ty  o f Fellow  M en.

Fort Morgan. Colo.— A Her living for 
.*10 years iu th e  m ountain^ of w estern 
Colorado as  a prim itive, cave man. 
shunning hum an soviet>\ hunting for 
h is food, and w earing tlie sk ins of a n i­
m als for clothes. Reuben Dove, sixty- 
two y ea rs  old. has at last been forced 
to seek the society ot his fellow men 
and has decided to spend the rest ot 
his life in tlia'l hum an society that 
form erly lie avoided.

Wheu Dove w as a young man, d u r­
ing th e  eariy  ‘90s. an agent for a ra il­
road tha t was building in th e  Cen­
tennial s ta te  contracted  with him to 
furtysli a large num ber of ra ilroad  
ties. For these he offered Dove a 
good price. T he young man labored 
hard  during  the w inter, aud when 
the agent cam e around he had a con­
siderab le supply of ties on hand. But 
the ra ilroad  tunn re jected  about one- 
fo u rth  o f th e  tiee, say ing  th a t the com­
pany would not tak e  such poor stuff. 
Dove thought th is  a grave In justice 
and he declared on the spot th a t we 
would never do ano ther day 's  work 
fo r any  man. T his vow he has kept 
for nearly  a th ird  of a century.

Before leaving the pile of ties  he 
m ade a bonfire of it. and w ith some 
o f his belongings went back in to  the j 
Rockies, w here lie dw elt in a cave for 
more th an  30 years.
