70 y ea rs  old. vice- 
p resid en t an d  m an a g er of th e  Owosso 
Savings bank, an d  fo r  n ea rly  40 y ea rs  
one of th e  m ost prom inen t figures in 
th e  business, f r a te rn a l  an d  church  life  
of Owosso, d ied  suddenly  S atu rd ay  
m orn ing  a t  C larem ont. C alifo rn ia , ac­
cord ing  to  m essages received by C. K. 
R igley. Sr., p residen t o f th e  bank, and  
M rs. B arto n  G. Evens, siste r-in -law  of 
M r. W hipple, from  S tan ley  P ark ill, 
w hose guest he w as. T he m essages 
s ta te d  t h a t  d ea th  w as d u e  to  a n  acu te  
h e a rt a tta c k , bu t gave no fu r th e r  de­
tails .

T he rem ains w ll a r r iv e  h ere  W ed­
nesday af te rn o o n  a t  4 :5 5  over th e  
M ichigan C en tra l ra ilro ad , an d  w ill bo 
accom panied by M r. P a rk ill. Mr. 
W hipple 's  only d au g h te r. M rs. Elsie 
H am m ond, w ife o f  D r. A r th u r H a m ­
mond, w as expected to  a r r iv e  h ere  th is  
a f te rn o o n  from  Io w a City, Iow a, and  
fu n e ra l  p lan s  w ill be m ade follow ing 
h er a r r iv a l.

DEATH ENDS VACATION
Mr. W hipple’s d ea th  cam e in  the 

m id st o f th e  second re a l v ac atio n  he 
h a d  ta k e n  in  yea rs. H e le f t  Owosso 
on J u n e  15, in  com pany w ith  D r. A. 
M. H um e, fo r C a lifo rn ia  > an d  th e  
H a w aiian  Is la n d s  a n d  possibly South  
A m erica. T he t r ip  w as tak e n  n o t only 
a t  th e  request b u t a t  th e  o rd e rs  of the 
b an k 's  board  of d irec to rs , w ho believed 
th a t  he needed a  long re s t, an d  knew  
th a t  th e  only w ay  to  g e t h im  to  tak e  
i t  w a s to  o rd e r him  to  do so, according 
to  Mr. Rigley.

W hen Mr. W hipple le f t  Owosso. 
none b a t  h is  in tim a te  fr ie n d s  knew  
th a t  he w as n o t in  th e  b est o f health , 
and  w hen he a tten d e d  th e  an n u a l 
Owosso picnic a t  Los Angeles, a  m onth 
ago, he g reeted  m any  o f h is  old fr ie n d s 
an d  w as in th e  b est o f  sp irits.

No In tim ation  h ad  come to  anyone 
since M r. W hipple le f t  Owosso, th a t  
he w as no t in  h is u su a l h ea lth , and  
th e  m essages announcing  h is  dea th  
cam e a s  a  s tu n n in g  blow. E ven  yet 
h is  fr ie n d s  can  h a rd ly  believe t h a t  he 
Is gone. E xpressions o f s incere re g re t 
w ere to  be h ea rd  a t  every  band  in the 
business d is tr ic t  th is  m orning, and 
m any a glow ing tr ib u te  w as p aid  to  
h is  m em ory. K now ledge of h is d ea th  
bung like a  pa ll over th e  serv ices of 
f h r i s t  Episcopal ch u rch  Sunday  m o rn ­
ing. Mr. W hipple had  been fo r y ea rs  
one of th e  p illa rs  o f th a t  church , uml 
h is d e a th  is a n  alm ost ir re p a ra b le  loss 
to  th e  church .

BORN IN WAYNE COUNTY
Mr. W hipple w as born in  P lym outh , j 

W ayne C ounty, on O ctober 10, 1857. i
th e  son of T hom as S. an d  E m ily  j 
i S nell) W hipple, who w ere n ativ es  of I 
New York. T he boyhood d ay s of Mr. 
W hipple wore sp en t in  P lym outh, 
an d  a t  th e  age of 17 h e  en te red  the 
A nn A rbor H igh  Schoof-tNid tw o y ears  
la te r  enro lled  in  th e  U n iv ers ity  of 
M ichigan. H e g ra d u a ted  from  th e  l i t­
e ra ry  d ep a rtm eh t in  1SS1. Follow ing 
h is g ra d u a tio n  he eu te red  th e  employ 
of th e  F a rm e rs ' N a tio n a l bank  a t  
C onstan tine , in  th e  capac ity  o f teller. 
In  1884 h e  cam e to  Owosso and  l**came 
bookkeeper fo r  th e  old F ir s t  N ational 
bank , w h ich  w as th en  located  a t  W ash­
ing ton  an d  M asou s tree ts. H e la te r  
w a s m ade ca sh ie r o f th e  bank, a posi­
tion  th a t  h e  re ta in ed  u n til th e  bank  
w e n t in to  v o lu n ta ry  liqu ida tion .

During his first year as pilot Cap 
tain Rockwell performed his first life­
saving act. A man fell overboard 
while the boat was docked In St. Al­
bans bay and he went ovet after him 
and brought him safely aboard.

In ISOS the captain's quick thinking 
probably saved 125 lives. He was then 
pilot of the steamer Adirondack. One 
night u fire started in the boiler room. ; 
He rushed in and. realizing that the | 
small stream of water front the pump 1 
would not have much effect on the ( 
fire, turned the hose on the hot boiler.

Only 15 Grizzlies
Left in Washington

Olympia. Wash. — Fifteen grizzly 
bears iu the national forests of this 
stale represent the Inst stand of this 
vanishing specie^ of wild life. Tliere 
remain there also 50 head of caribou 
and possibly 89 mountain sheep.

But. not withstanding a population 
ot nearly 2.000.09O in the state, with 
various cities of from 100.900 to 450.- 
ooo inhabitants. Washington retains a 
generous supply of wild life of the 
primeval wilderness, contained largely 
within prescribed boundaries. Accord­
ing to a census completed by the fed­
eral forest service, deer are tlie most 
common animals in the forests, 22.- 
590 of them having been seen and 
counted, with 8.500 elk and 5.000 black 
hears. The mountain goat Is by no 
means In danger of extinction, for 
more than 200 of them were recorded 
hy the rangers

All of these animals, from the llt- 
rle company of grizzlies to the legion 
of deer, were noted by rangers while 
in the line of regular duty, and there 
may he large delegations running 
about in privately owned forests and 
In the more Inaccessible parts «f 
mountain ranges. In addition, Wash­
ington has 11 kinds of fur hearers so 
numerous that trappers have been In 
the business from generation to gen­
eration since the Lewis-dark days. 
The wolf and the coyote roam In 
large numbers, and cougars, wildcats 
and lynx inhabit the snowy section* 
of the mountains.

Ail states in the Pacific Northwest 
report an abundance of wild life, said 
to he balanced so well that the spe­
cies succeed In keeping check on each 
other.

In­
dications denoting the use of electric 
lamps:, lie claims that Moses brought 
electricity from Egypt aitP-thar there 
are biblical paragraphs which will 
hear him out In his statement that 
lightning rods were in use in the tem­
ple at Jerusalem. Stadelmann be­
lieves that the serpent of bronze of 
Moses was nothing more nor less titan 
an ordinary lightning rod such as Is 
in use today.

Tin* old-
fashioned iee box should he senlded 
out periodically to keep if sweet and 
clean. In the l**st automatic refrigera­
tors, however, the use of scalding 
water and soup is not necessary. 
Simply wiping the l»ox out quickly with 
a cloth wet in a cold solution of baking 
soda and then wiping dry is sufficient.

In the automatic type, defrosting the 
chilling unit is necessary about twice 
a month in order to maintain proi>er 
radiation of cold from the unit. It can 
be done over night. Before retiring, 
turn off the current—or gas. if you 
have one of tin* new noiseless refriger-1 
ators which operates by gas. By morn- j 
ing the refrigerator is again ready to 
function and the drip pan can be 
emptied and fresh water put in the ice 
cube trays.
