The fourth of the series of folders
on “Money and Civilization,” which is
being distributed by the Plymouth
United Savings Bank is perhaps the
most attractive of the series thus far.

Marco Polo’s story and those of his
contemporaries are retold in concise
but comprehensive form in the latest
folder in this notable series which is
revealing the part that money has
played in the development of civiliza-
tion. These folders are being received
with interest in many homes, and to
the school children who are struggling
with the history of other times thnn
ours they most be doubly welcome.

The minutes of the regular meeting
of July 16th and of the adjourned reg-
ular meeting held July 30th were read
and approved. >* o .

Upon motion by Commissioner Fish-
er. supported by ‘Commissioner_Pierce,
permission was given Walter Bronson
to erect a concrete headwall at the
east end of the South Harvey 'St
culvert for the protection of his proper-
ty against high water; said construc-
tion to be done under the supervision
of the Village Manager.

The Village Manager presented a
recommendation that the narrow drive
entrance to the Village Hall property
be Improved by widening and recon-
struction of the return “curbing with
longer turning radii, and installation
of a new crosswalk; also that the drive
directly opposite on the west side of
Main Street be improved by the re-
construction of the return” curbing
with longer turning radii. Motion was
made by Commissioner Fisher, second-
ed by Commissioner Shear that the
recommendation of the Manager be ac-
cepted and that he be directed to have
the work done. Carried. e

was moved by Commissioner
Shear, supported by Commissioner
Pierce, that the Clerk be directed to
advertise for bids for the construction
of the proposed sanitary sewers in
Virginia Park and Mardale Subdivi-
sions, same to be opened August 20,
1928 at 7:30 P. M.  Carried.

It was moved by Commissioner Nut-
ting, seconded by Commissioner Pierce,
that the Treasurer’s warrant for the
collection of Village taxes be extended
from August 10th to September 9,
1928. and a penalty of 2% be added
to all taxes  collected during said
period. ~ Carried.

The Village Treasurer reported re-
ceipt of an offer from the Securit
Trust Company, of Detroit, to  sell
back to the Village $3,000 of bonds re-
cently sold by the Village, at a price
below the original sale price of the
bonds. He further recommended that
the Village purchase the bonds for
sinking fund purposes. Upon motion
by Commissioner_Nutting, supported by

ommissioner Pierce, ~the  Commis-
sion accepted the Treasurer’s recom-
mendation and directed that the bonds
in question be purchased by the Village.

LIGHTNING SHOCKS

B IG TREE TO DEATH

Makes Small Gash, butKills
Oak Instantly.

New York—How a freak stroke of
lightning hit a large white oak in the
New York botanical garden, Bronx
park, ripped only a small gash on one
side of the trunk and yet was strong
enough to bring almost instantaneous
death to every twig and leaf, is rold
by Dr. Arthur Hollick, paleobotauist
at the garden, In its current Journal.

“Those who recall the natural fea-
tures of the woodland at the north-
eastern border of the economic gar-
dens of the New York botanical gar-
den,” Doctor Hollick states, “and the
appearance that these features pre-
sented a year ago, may now notice
that something once familiar is miss-
ing from the scene.

“A large white oak, formerly a con-
spicuous element in the forest growth,
has disappeared, and all that remains
as evidence of its former presence is
a sawed-off stump in a partly cleared
area in the woodland border. The re-
cent removal of this tree represented
the climax of an interesting and
tragic event In Its life history.

Tree In Prime of Life.

“It Is well known that lightning
often acts in what appears to be a
freakish manner, and also that it oc-
casionally produced effects that are
more or less difficult to explain. The
tree under consideration was appar-
ently vigorous and in the prime of
life last summer, as far as might'
have been inferred from Us external
features, when it was struck durine
a thunder storm.

“It did not appear to be badly In-
jured. No limbs were torn off. The
onlly obvious effect of the stroke was
a longitudinal gash in the bark and
sap wood, of relatively insignificant
extent, on one side of the trunk.
There are several trees witliiD the
garden area that suffered in past
years, much greater external injury
from lightning and they are alive to
day, although the scars are glaring-
ly conspicuous.

“This particular tree, however, ap
peared to have been shocked to death
instantaneously. The foliage through-
out began to wither at once. Every
leaf became wrinkled and within a
month the tree had begun to assume
the brown and yellow appearance of
autumn, while the surrounding vege-
tation was yet fresh and green. The
contrast In coloration was conspicu-
ous and attracted considerable atten-
tion.

“The tree was also a conspicuous
object during the following winter, by
reason of the withered foliage, almost
intact, still clinging to the twigs and
branchlets while all the other decidu-
ous trees in the vicinity were com-
pletely denuded.

“The explanation of this latter phe-
nomenon is, apparently, that the tree
having been suddenly killed during
its season of growth and highest ri-
tality, its leaves were, In consequence,
securely attached to their support and
were not subject to the physiological
changes that normally result In the
weakening of attachment and the ul
timate severance of the leaves from
the branches in the autumn.

“In this connection it is interesting
to note, incidentally, that a large
number of twigs aQd branchlets that
were broken off during winter storms
had leaves securely attached to them.
The woo" had yielded to the stress,
but the leaves had held fast.

Put Under Observation.

“The tree was kept under observa-
tion during the last spring in order
to determine definitely if it showed
any evidence of vitality; but not a
bud showed any inclination of ex-
panding when all other trees had de-
veloped theL seasonal leafage. It
was dead and Its removal was deemed
advisable.

“The trunk of -the tree at a dis-
tance of 25 feet from the ground
measured 104 feet In circumference;
and several countings of the rings on
the surface of the stump gave an av-
erage result of 187 that were more or
less distinctly discernible.

“An area In the center of about
four or five inches in radius was
more or less decayed, so that the
rings were not well defined. This
area probably represented about the
first fifteen years of growth. The

Beast Never Caught
Washington.—In tbhe eternal game
of “tag” between man and the ani-
mals be has bunted, there is only one
beast known to man that has never
been caught Every zoo in the world
would like very much to get the white
rhinoceros to be found in large num-
bers near the rivers of the Sudan, bnt
none has thus far been successful.

It is the only animal which, threat-
ened with captivity, will deliberately
commit suicide.. Young white rhinos
which were captured by natives died
within a very short time, so sensitive
are they to captivity.

(t was the great slaughter of the
beasts in an effort to capture onealive
which resulted tn a law against bunt-
ing the white rhino.

Hovse-to-HoUSe Canvass to
Be Made in Search of
Old Documents.

W ashington.—Plans for collecting
millions of old letters, diaries, sta-
tistical ami other original documents
calculated to shed light on southern
history were outlined fieri* by Dr.
Joseph Gregoire de llotilfiae Hamil-

ton, professor of history at the Uni
Versify of North Carolina, speaking
under the auspices of the local chap-

ter of the alumnae of that stare's col-
lege f > Avomen.

The collectlon has been started on

a srm | scale. lut it is in be broad-
ened. flow ilia pr?parat ons have
been made to provide a fireproof

structure for the State university at
Chapel Hill, N. C, in which to pre-
serve tiie data.

Doctor Hamilton said that the ma-

terial would be available to histori-
ans or other research workers inter-
ested in learning actual social, ec-o-

nomie and other basic conditions con-
nected with llie settlement and devel-
opment of the South.

The plans contemplate a collection
throwing light upon the past and
present of the states of Maryland,
Virginia. South Carolina, North Car-
olina, Georgia, Florida. Mississippi.
Louisiana, Arkansas, Tennessee. Ken-
tucky, Missouri nnd Texas.

To Ransack Through Garrets.

M aterial will be sought not only in
old garrets, closets, trunks and cel-
lars in those states but from South-
erners who have moved elsewhere
and who have such letters and docu
ments. Where material is given by
or concerning, those now living it
will be sealed and not thrown open
to inspection until sucli time as may
be designated by the donors.

Doctor Hamilton emphasized the
urgent need of rescuing such papers
now from the danger of lire, rats
and other causes of destruction.

In recent months Doctor Hamilton
has rummaged in several attics in
North Carolina for letters which the
owners thought useless. Some of the

communications found are consider-
ably more than 100 years old. In
many instances he discovered that
letters had been burned to get them

out of the way

At one farmhouse lie ran across a
batch of love letters written in the
early 'SOs, which the owner said would
he of no interest to anyone. Pick-
ing up one letter at random, Doctor
Hamilton discovered that it was from
a young man who had gone to Ten-
nessee nnd later to Mississippi. It
gave a minute description of the coun-
try and social conditions when lie ar-
rived.

Diaries
At Fayetteville, N. C., Doctor Ham
ilton saw a box of yellowed docu-
ments. some of tlieiu relating to busi-
ness matters of a century and a half
ugo: Again he was told that there
was nothing of importance in the col-
lection. He picked up another letter
at random. It was from a pioneer
seeking information about a water
wheel desired for his plantation.
That communication was a
able Sidelight, Doctor Hamilton
on an economic condition respecting
farm machinery prevailing at the
time, and would prove of great value
in constructing Ilie true story of earlj

“With the completion of plans for
its new and permanent library build-
ing, authorized by the last legisla-
ture. ilie University of North Caro-
lina, in pursuance of a plan it has
contemplated for many years, is now
undertaking the establishment of
such a collection and beginning ac-
tive prosecution of that work."”

Famed German Castle

Is Slowly Decaying

Hamburg. —Schloss  Friedrichshof,
the beautiful castle built by and for
mEmpress Victoria, wife of Emperor
Frederick and mother of the depoeed
former kaiser, Is slowly decaying.

The shipping of these cattle from
stations on the railroad which borders
the King ranch for more than sixty
miles will require nearly two weeks
of constant loading. The cattle will
fill -ilt) stockcars. and the shipments
are moving by solid train loads.

But for the fact that practically all
of the cattle upon the great ranch
which belongs to the estate of the late
Mrs. Henrietta M King are now of
blooded stock and are comparatively
tame, the round-up operations would
equal in interest those of the old
ranch days in this section. The cattle
were scattered over a vast area of the
ranch. More than 50U cowboys wen-
employed in rounding them up. Then
came the work of cutting out the two
and three-year-olds. Day after day
the expert cowboys, most of whom are
Mexicans, rode through the masses of
hollowing animals and dexterously
singled out those that were intended
for shipment. These were concen-
trated and finally brought together in
one great hellowing herd.

Not Like Old Days.

In the old days there would have
been much more excitement and pos-
sibly some casualties in the round-up
of tin- wild longhorn* with which Hie
ranch was stocked. In the far reaches
of the domain were still to he found a
few of these relics. Two old-time long-
horns wore gathered in the round-up
of one «f the more isolated pans at
the ranch a few days ago. They were
cut out and placed in a corral, where
they will lie belli pending shipment to
a zoo Or museum.

Many spectators sat upon the fences
of the loading pens and watched the
milling cattle as they were driven into
the loading chutes. Among these
idlers were a iiumbei of veterans id
the range. Some of these men had
lived in this part of soutn Texas since
the early ranching days when Capt.
Richard King, who purchased the land
that now comprises this vast estate,
was a veritable feudal lord, not only
of his own domain but of practically
all that territory tying between Cor-
pus Cliristi and the Rio Grande. He
and Mrs. King were the first white
settlers ot the lower Gulf coast couu-
try. They went though a long period
of hardships during which they were
forced to make a constant tight against
poverty and marauding bauds of In-
dians and outlaws.

The present ranch home is magnifi-
cent in size and appointments. It was
erected at a cost of SHUUCD It <
tains many guest rooms and there is
seldom a time when most of them are
not meupied.

The old King ranch tiouse was
burned more titan fifteen years ago.
and with it Texas lost u” landmark
known from one end of the country
to the other. Built like a fort, with
cannons protecting the approach, it
represented a period in Texas history
that lias passed hut still is remeui
beivd by many now living.

It was in the TiGs when Captain
King built the fortress, which stood
for many, years defying Indians and
cattle thieves and bands of Mexican
outlaws. Because life was so uncer-
tain in those times he mounted two
cannons in front of the house, more
for the moral elTect than for use. Yet
there came times when the cannons
were the only representatives of law
and order left in the country to help
the captain and his wife mantain their
home against organized bands of des-
peradoes.

Once Steamboat Captain.

King was a steamboat captain be-
fore he came to Texas. For years he
commanded a boat on the Mississippi
river, and just before lie acquired tin
nucleus ot his fana is ranch ho was
running his nwn loat on tlie Rio
Grande.

All ot the land was stocked with
Texas longhorn cattle There was no
thoroughbred stock in the whole
ranching country. Captain King died
in ISSo. At that time he was the
largest cattle owner in Texas.

After the death of Captain King,
Mrs. King made Robert J. Kleberg,
her son-in-law, the manager of the

property. He has remained in that
position ever since.

M. S. C. Plans State
Fair Stock Exhibit

EXPERIMENTAL RESULTS AND
GOOD GENERAL PRACTICES TO
BE SHOWN AT ANNUAL
DETROIT SHOW.

Good breeding, proper feeding, and
judicious selection of livestock will be
the theme of the Michigan State Col-
lege exhibit in tin- Coliseum at the
state fair at Detroit in September. In
addition, a potato coniodity exhibit will
be liaised in the agricultural building.

The livestock departments at M. S.
C. are cooperating in staging the ex-
hibit. which will portray recent experi-
mental findings.  Besides poultry,
about 40 bead of livestock will be used
for models, including dairy and beef
cattle, horses, hogs, and sheep.

Beef-feeding experiments will lie il-
lustrated by two steers, one of which
has been finished on ground barley,
corn silage, and alfalfa hay: the otlu-r
on shelled corn, linseed meal, corn
age. and alfalfa hay. Three miniature
farms will represent the exact acre-
age of crops required to finish HD
fattening calves.

Two lots of hogs will show that hogs
can be fattened as economically in a
small movable bog cot as in a more ex-
IK-nsive central house. Yearling stal-
lions will also be shown to represent
tlie type of horse which should Ix* used
for a herd size and the kind which
should Ikmade into a gelding.

Weeding and feeding will la- ixirtrny-
ed in the dairy cattle exhibit, while
the control of parasites will lie stress-
ed in the sheep portion of the exhibit.
Careful versus careless management of
the farm flock will I depicted hy
poultry representing both types.
