WILL DIPHTHERIA STOP 
CONTINUE?

Are you doing your part to help 
Detroit against diphtheria? We cannot 
hope to rid ourselves of this disease 
until a high percentage of our children 
have received their protective treat­
ments of toxin-antitoxin and have six 
months later been given the Schick 
test. This result will be obtained in 
direct proportion to your willingness 
as parents to have your children pro­
tected. Are your protected?

Since there are a number of rather 
common misconceptions concerning 
diphtheria protection, it would seem 

| wise to clearly state a few of the 
: more^important things we should 
’ know concerning it.
I 1. Toxin-antitoxin is used to give 
l long time, for all practical purposes 
permanent, protection against diph­
theria. It is safe, harmless and does 
result in a high degree of protection 

j against diphtheria.
; . Toxin-antitoxin does not give im­
mediate protection. It takes from 
eight weeks to six months before pro­
tection is fully developed. The toxin- 
anti-toxin treatments consist of three 
«loses, the doses being given one week 
apart. Approximately 80 per cent of 
the children given this course of 
treatment are rendered immune with- 

| in six months, the remaining 20 per 
cent will need a second series of

I treatments.
i 3. The Schick test is a scientific 
means of determining whether or not 

1 protection against diphtheria exists.
: It does not itself give any protection 
! whatsoever. It should lie given to all 
I children six months after toxin-anti- 
•' toxin has been given. This is par­
ticularly important because, as we said, 
approximately 30 per cent will need a 
second series of treatments before pro­
tection is obtained and the Sellick test 
is the only means of determining 
which these children are.

4. Toxin-antitoxin should not lx* con­
fused with antitoxin. Antitoxin is 
used for the cure of a case of diph­
theria and for the protection of i»er- 
sons who have been definitely exposed 
to the disease. It gives only tem­
porary protection for two or three 
weeks or at best a month; it is no 
good thereafter.

5. An attack of diphtheria does not 
insure against a second attack. 
Simply because you have had diph­
theria is no assurance that you will 
not have it again. Many people have 
diphtheria more than once.

6.. Toxin-antitoxin should be given 
to all children between six months and 
ten years of age and six months 
Inter a Schick test should be made.

If your child should contract diph­
theria what excuse can you give for 
failing to have him protected against 
this unnecessary disease?

Is not historicaL 
It has often been objected that De­
cember 25 cannot be the true date 
of the birth of Christ, for it Is then 
the rainy seasoo In Palestine and 
shepherds would scarcely have been 
watching their sheep by night In the 
fields. The reason for the final choice 
of December 25 cannot now he de­
termined. A widespread feast of rhe 
Great Mother may have Influenced the 
decision, also the desire to place a 
Christian feast In opposition to the 
Roman feast of “Sol Invectus" a, the 
winter solstice, the Germans he/d their 
great Yule feast In commemoration 
of the return of the fiery sun, and 
many of the beliefs aid usages of the 
old Germans and Romans relating to 
this matter passed from heathenism 
to Christianity and have survived to 
the present day. As Christianity 
spread, the feast of the winter sol­
stice, the time when the day begins 
to Increase, and light to triumph ovpr 
darkness, was changed Into the Feast 
of Christ, the Light of Life.

Farmers Find Aid 
In The Newspapers

MICHIGAN SURVEY SHOWS THE 
PRACTICAL VALUE IN NEWS 

COLUMNS.

Newspapers are a part of the work­
ing tools of Michigan farmers, and 
figures presented by M. C. Wilson, 
United States Department of Agricul­
ture, at the annual conference for 
Michigan extension workers show that 
the news columns are a leading in­
fluence in the development of better 
agricultural practices.

A survey made in parts of Jackson 
and Menominee counties this year 
showed that 219 farmers out of 451 
in those areas were subscribers for 
weekly papers and that 349 subscribed 
for daily papers.

Each farmer was asked to tell what 
agencies assisted him to do his work 
in a more profitable or efficient manner, 
and 142 answered that the papers 
were depended upon for assistance in 
planning new and better methods of 
operating their farms. Only agricul­
tural extension workers excelled the 
.printed word as a means of causing 
the adoption of better farm practices.

The papers also helped the farm wo­
men to make her home more attrac­
tive, and' 35 women in the Michigan 
areas stated that newspapers assisted 
them in their work. •

The printed word reached 111 of 
these Michigan farm homes through 
.the medium of national magazines, a 
total of 995 subscriptions for farm 
journals were found in the 451 homes, 
•ind the woman’s magazine list totaled 
370 subscribers.

More profit from Michigan farms, 
through - the use of farm accounts 
which will determine tile points of 
strength and weakness in organiza­
tion and oix-ration. is the goal of the 
program to In- launched in the state 
this winter by the farm management 
department <>f the Michigan State Col­
lege at East Lansing.

A new farm account book, which is 
available to all farmers who are in­
terested in determining the linaneial 
status of the farm, has just been is­
sued by the extension service 'of this 
departmenr. The account hook was 
develojied through I lie experience of 
hundreds of farmers who have kept 
accounts over a long period of years.

The plan, outlined by the farm 
management department, is to offer as­
sistance to interested farmers in about 
20 counties during 1920 through the 
medium of groups organized for the 
purpise.

It 
is undoubtedly one of the best move­
ments that has ever been started for 
the farm youth. It has improved farm 
conditions. It has put the boys and 
girls on their own Initiative and has 
sent many a boy or girl on to college, 
who would otherwise not have gone. 
The purpose of the 4-H club (the 4 H’s 
stand for Health, Hand, Heart and 
Head) is to make club work available 
to all farm boys and girls. This idea 
has been carried out for now the-se 
clubs are all over the United 
States and Canada. Today there are 
640,000 boys and girls enrolled and by 
1931. 800,000 members hope to be the 
goal.

Each year a national Club Con­
gress is held at Chicago during the 
International Live Stock Exposition. 
This year there wehe around 1200 
boys and girls there who were either 
state or county champions in the state 
from which they came. A rather 
strenuous but very enjoyable week 
they had. The greater share of the 
boys and girls had never been to that 
city and the leaders had rather a hard 
job looking out for them, but they en­
joyed themselves by watching their ex­
citement when riding on the elevated 
cars and seeing their eyes grow large 
looking at the large buildings and other 
great things in the city.

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Generally speaking, the year 1925 
is been a period of accomplishment 

and prosperity. It will be remember­
ed that considerable unemployment 
nd dullness in trade marked ; the

Opening weeks of the year add that 
there was some apprehension coueern- 
ing the economic outlook. Spirited 
activity, however, in the steel, auto­
mobile and building industries in the 
spring accelerated the movement of 
the business pendulum. Unemploy­
ment soon began to disappear ami the 
tone of business improved steadily as 
the year wore on.

New Records Seen
The customary recession during the 

tuintner months was conspicuously ab- 
¡eiit ami business entered the fall with
considerable vigor which was well 
hi«hitaltied throughout the autumn. 
There has been some slowing up in in­
dustry «luring the last two weeks hut 
not to the extent as uuusual at this 
season. On the other hand, trade, 
quickened by purchases for the . holi­
days, has been making an excellent 
ihowing. The year, accordingly, closes 
much more brilliantly thaii it opened, 
with evidence of new high records be­
ing established in numerous lines.

Much sober thought is being given 
to the cours«* that business will likely 
take in the uew^-ear. During the* next 
few weeks industry will be «iceupied 
with inventory taking ami year-end 
hanges which will result in some 

quietness. Trade will probably relax 
a short time after the holidays. 

But beyond this what are the pros­
pects? If business were to pursue a 
downward course after the turn of the 
year, we would expect to find in the 
wind a majority of the following 

ws : labor inefficiency, numerous 
strikes for higher wages, over-produc­
tion. heavy borrowing, mounting 
prices, rising costs and excessive in­
ventories.

Labor Is Efficient
Labor has never l>een mon* efficient 

nor have real wages been as high as 
at the present time. Furthermore, the 
relationship between employer and 
employ«* has never been more friend­
ly and peaceful. There is some over­
production. none of recent origin, how­
ever. hut intelligent co-operation is 
pointing out paths leading toward a 
solution of the problems involved.

Corporations for the most part are 
not borrowing heavily, the majority of 
them being in a gooil cash position. 
Earnest consideration is being given to 
volume hut more attention is being 
paid to overhead in order to insure an 
adequate prolit. There is no evidence 
of price inflation. Business firms 
have not forgotten the lesson learned 
in 1929 witli respect to excessive 
ventories. There is. accordingly, very 
little to indicate a downward move­
ment in the business cycle. On the 
other hand there are sufficient factors 
of a stimulating; character to indicate 
that trade and industry during the 
first half of 1929 will hold to a level 
close to that which has prevailed dur­
ing the past six months.

Continued Prosperity
The prospects for the continuance 

of prosperity in 192S would be further 
heightened by easier credit conditions. 
If the recent break in the stock market 
should continue until security prices 
are forced to a lower level, the pre­
sent strain on the credit situation 
would be relieved and interest rates 
woultl be more favorable to business 
expansion. There is nothing to indi­
cate. however, that credit will not be 
ample for all legitimate requirements 
at rates which, although firm, will not 
place a serious restraint on business 
enterprise.

Business as a whole in Michigan 
continues in large volume and shows 
a market! gain compared with this 
time last year. Manufacturing 
throughout the state is holding up re­
markably well. Some seasonal slack­
ening is in evidence but the curtail­
ment is less than usual. Production 
schedules in most lines for the new 
year are quite heavy. Automobile fac­
tories are busy with preparations for 
the new models. The whole automo­
tive industry is looking forward to a 
large volume of business in 1929. 

Plants Working Overtime
Furniture factories at Grand 

Rapids are operating slightly under 
normal. Radio plants are running 
night and day. Showcase and store 
fixture factories are curtailing pro­
duction. Activity in agricultural im­
plement plants is at a high level. 
Numerous pattern, tool and machine 
shops are working overtime. Paper 
mills at Kalamazoo are running full 
time. Forty per cent of the Jackson 
factories are working overtime. 
Muskegon.and Benton Harbor report 
10 and 15 per cent overtime respective­
ly. The copper mining situation con­
tinues healthy. Lumbering opérations

estimated at 276,000 units. The total 
production for the first eleven months 
of this year amounted to approximate­
ly 4,363,000 vehicles. Output for the 
entire year Is expected to exceed the 
high record established in 1926 by 
130,000 units.

Industrial consumption of electric 
power in Michigan in November total­
ed 190.322.779 kilowatt hours, a de­
crease «»f S’/. i»er cent compared with 
October hut a gain of 40 per cent over 
November last year.

EmV.loymjmt Is Good
The general employment situation 

continues good. Forty-three cities re­
port no change in industrial employ­
ment in Novemlær its compared with 
the preceding month. Increases were 
reported by 13 cities and decreases 
by seven. Factory workers in Detroit 
according to the December 14th report 
of tlie Employers' Association, now 
total 265.630 as compared with 197.- 
579 a year ago ami 202,S00 two years 
ago.

An active building program in Mich­
igan «luring the winter is indicated by 
reports received from 21 Michigan 
cities which issued permits in 
November aggregating $15.069,080 as 
compared with $11.423.367 for the 
same month in 1927.

Bank debits to individual accounts 
in Detroit. Flint, Adrian? Bay City. 
Muskegon. Grand Rapids and Kalama­
zoo,, for November totaled $1.886.47$.- 
000 as against $1.420.323.000 for th«» 
same month a year ago.

Trade, wholesale and retail, in re­
cent weeks has been good to excellent 
in manufacturing cities but only fair 
in most of the rural communities. 
Collections are fair to good. Lower 
tenux'ratures ami holiday purchases 
are proving effective stimulants and a 
large volume of retail trad«' is in­
dicated for December.—Detroit Free 
Press.
