Just a few 
days ago a 12-year-old boy arrested in
Chicago, and who confessed to more 
than 150 robberies, had a loaded 
pistol in his pocket. Where did he 
get it? And would he have gotten it 
if those who deal in firearms knew 
there was a penitentiary sentence for 
selling it to him?

We've a peaceful community here, 
and we want to keep it that way; but 
we cannot if Plymouth boys are not 
taught as they grow up that a revolver 
is a trouble-making instrument, and 
that the best way to be sure of escap­
ing trouble is not to have one in your 
pocket where it can be dragged out 
in a heated argument or sudden burst 
of temper. There are some instances 
in which carrying a weapon is justi­
fied—as with officers of the law, mail 
carriers or men engaged in trans­
porting valuables. But citizens in the 
discharge of ordinary duties, and 
especially growing boys, are not to be 
included in this list. They are only 
adding to their chances for unhappi­
ness when they put a revolver in their 
pocket.

A FORWARD STEP.

It 
is another step toward a better edu­
cated and a more contented country.

Intended as Charm to Ward 

Off Evil Spirit

Philadelphia.—Wampum, the money 
of the Indians of the Atlantic states, 
such as the Delawares, was not the 
“filthy lucre” of civilized man, but a 
sacred thing. In fact, all transfer of 
property from one Indian to another 
was really a gift The passage of 
wampum to the donor was not in the 
nature of payment for value received, 
but as a charm to protect from any 
evil Influence that might be trans­
ferred with the gift and make Itself 
manifest as illness in the recipient. 
This has been found out by Dr. Frank 
G. Speck, professor of anthropology 
at the University of Pennsylvania, 
and a leading authority on American 
Indians of the East.

“In the exchange of vendable prop­
erty, even extending to gifts between 
friends,” said Doctor Speck, “there 
lurked a potency for evil that might 
develop in who knows what quarter, 
producing malice or resentment among 
the parties concerned. It could even 
result in bodily poison to one or both.

Function Is “Medicinal.”
“It Is strictly correct to state that 

in the attitude of the eastern Indians 
toward such affairs the passage of 
shell money, or wampum, as they 
called it, from the hands of the re­
ceiver of a gift or purchase to those 
of the giver performed the function 
of medicine. The wampum protected 
them against spiritual infection and 
its manifestation In the body in the 
form of sickness. Wampum was a 
purifier, purging the transaction from 
latent evil force. And should evil 
have leaked through the transaction 
the wampum would function as a pur­
gative for its keeper. The same wam­
pum was a spiritual emblem believed 
by them to have come originally from 
supernatural sources and embodying 
within it profound supernatural dy­
namics.

“We can understand why a com­
pact sealed with the transfer of wam­
pum was as sacred as one sworn on 
an oath by the Bible, the Koran or 
the beard of Abraham! It was such 
an attitude toward exchange and cur­
rency that our colonial forbears en­
countered when they bartered for 
land and peltry with the aborigines 
of New England and the middle At­
lantic states. The colonists handed 
out their exchange with the European 
notion of intrinsic value, receiving the 
return with the native idea of 
spiritual and supernatural Interplay.

Manhattan Really a Gift.
“The Dutch, in buying Manhattan 

for GO guilders of trinkets, undoubt­
edly drove a shrewd bargain witli the 
Delawares. But who has told us that 
In the eyes of these same Delawares 
the currency was the symbol, not the 
value equivalent of their relinquish­
ment of their exclusive hereditary 
rights to the land, as well as its 
products? This ridiculous price mere­
ly was to them but a symbol over 
which they transferred their good will 
and their spiritual power over the 
‘forces' dormant In the land, clearing 
away the poison that might have been 
engendered by the Inequality of value 
In the transfer, should there have 
been any.

“The aboriginal Indians of the East 
were psychics even in such factual 
matters as moDey. The colonists 
were pragmatists even In spiritual 
matters. Here lay the basis of con­
flict unreconcilable between the two 
culture spheres that met, bartered and 
quarreled in the settlement of the At­
lantic seaboard. The one backed by 
unnumbered, metal-armed, aggressive 
nad adventurous men from a tu-, 
multuous old world as against a few 
thousand stone-age, passive hunter- 
farmers.”

Oklahoman Invents
Use for Jack Rabbit

Marietta, Okla.—The old question— 
why were jack rabbits ever put on 
earth?—has been answered by O. 
Fricke, enterprising farmer of Love 
Valley.

Fricke had about 400 laying hens on 
his farm, and a lot of Jack rabbits. 
He was buying expensive meat scraps 
to balance the hens* diet, and the 
rabbits were eating his crops. So, 
Fricke began using a gun. He killed, 
skinned, and dried the pests, and then 
ground them up with the rest of his 
feed mixture.

Wooden Teeth in Skull
Are Puzzle for Museum

Springfield, Mass.—A curious Indian 
skull has been placed on exhibition 
in the Museum of National History 
here which contains three wooden pegs 
in places where the natural teeth are pond, 
missing.

The pegs are in the lower Jaw and 
in tiie front in u conspicuous posi­
tion. The fact they are carved lo «lap 
licate real teeth raised a question 
whether Indians who once lived 
Florida were skilled sufficiently in 
dentistry to make false teeth of hard­
wood.

The skull and some additional -bones 
were disinterred by Lawrence J. Sikes 
of Springfield in the Everglades.

The museum has consulted such 
authorities as I'rof. Warren K. Moore, 
head of Phillips Andover academy and 
I'rof. F. B Loojis of Amherst, both 
noted for their investigations into 
American archaeology.

Both believe the wooden teeth were 
inserted in the skull after death when 
the skull might have been exhibited 
as a trophy of war.

Washington.—The perennial family 
argument us to whether man or wom­
an drivers get into more automobile 
accidents can at last be backed up 
with some facts and figures that indi­
cate sex differences.

Records of man and woman taxi­
cab drivers in a Pennsylvania city 
have been watched for an entire year 
by Dr. Morris Yiteles and Helen M. 
Gardner of the University of Penn­
sylvania.

The results, reported in the Person­
nel Journal, show that the woman 
taxi drivers were responsible for three 
limes as many accidents as men, 
though. Judging by claims following 
accidents, the women were more suc­
cessful in keeping out of serious 
trouble.

These men and women operated the 
same kind of car and all equipment 
was regularly overhauled. Both drove 
in stormy weather and in the sain« 
traffic conditions.

Women Were Less Experienced.
The men. however, were mole ex­

perienced, on the whole, than Die 
women, for some of the women were 
not experienced drivers when hired, 
but were given a thorough course of 
training and iiiiruedialely placed on 
cabs. This wotlld seem to be an im­
portant psycliologieai factor, but the 
tuxicab company records couhl not 
he kept in such detail as to show 
whether the new driver offsets inex­
perience with excessive caution or 
whether this ci’ition oversteps the 
mark and leads to an excessive num­
ber of cases of Collisions.

About 2.606 men drivers were on 
the employment rolls at a time and 
about forty women. The men drove 
28,431,719 miles in the year and laid 
7,311 accidents. The women drove 
348.079 miles and laid 268 accidents. 
In terms of revenue the women had 
three and one-lailf times as many ac­
cidents per thousand ilollars as the 
uiAn.

V/rmc.i • Dod^s Claims
A special sindy of acciuciit costs in 

one representative month showed that 
there were 191 claims in the accidents 
of man drivers and lour claims in 
cases involving woman drivers. The 
claims Indicate iliat women got intc 
less serious mixups than the men. for 
the total cost of claims against men 
was $14.6::5, as compared with $75 
against woman drivers.

The psychologists, conclude that the 
figures from thn study “favor the 
point of view that the present gen­
eration of woman drivers is more sus­
ceptible to accidents than llie present 
generation of man drivers."

They also state: “Tlie extent to 
which" this is the result of relative 
Inexperience in driving or of a sex- 
determined difference in susceptibil­
ity to accidents in traffic cannot be 
finally deiermined from an examina­
tion of the present data. The fact, 
however, that a sampling of women 
suffer more accidents when driving 
under the same conditions as a some­
what similar sampling of men is 
clearly established."

State College, Pa.—Silken dresses 
already are light in weight, but they 
may be made even lighter through re­
search started by Ml^s Yv’inifred Ma­
ther Forbes Pennsylvania State col­
lege.

Made a National Park

Anchorage. Alaska.—The ice bluffs, 
of Kotzebue sound, near the Bering 
straits, just within the Arctic circle 
are one of the world’s wonders, and 
Alaskans will ask congress to make 
the site a national park.

The bluffs, resembling high plateaus 
or mesas, are of solid, clear ice, cov­
ered with two to three feet of soil and 
volcanic ash. in which trees and shrubs 
are growing.

BERING SEA ISLE
HINTS OLD RACE

Indications of Ancient Civili­
zation Found.

Fairbanks, Alaska.—New evidence 
of un ancient race of Eskimos lias 
been uncovered on St. Lawrence is­
land in Bering sea by Otto W. Geist of 
tile Alaska college at Fairbanks.

Geist, who Is spending a year in 
explorations on the island, has for­
warded to the college several stoue 
axes which be believes were made 
by a race of cave dwellers centuries 
ago. Several old mounds will be in­
vestigated by Geist before lie leaves.

The discoveries are similar to 
those made last summer by Harry 
B. Collins of the Smithsonian insti­
tute. Collins found on Bering sea 
islands old villages and other indi­
cations of a civilization more pre­
tentious than that of present day 
natives. Still other evidences of for­
mer days were uncovered during Hie 
summer by the Stoll-McCracken ex­
pedition of the American Museum of 
National History.

Stone ¡iiiplements found by Geist 
were uncovered where there bad 
been a dirt slide on the north shore 
of St. Lawrence island. lie said 
the axes reminded him of those used 
by prehistoric people in upper Ba­
varia, Germany, lie added that none 
of the Island Eskimos had seen any 
tiling like them, nor did they know 
what they were.

"Perhaps the age of these axes cor­
responds with the age of the human 
bodies excavated by Mr. Collins oil 
Punock island.'' Geist said. “These 
bodies were found several feet below 
sea level. Since there is a jumbled 
mass of rock with cavelike ro.ims di­
rectly above this slide and there are 
several others near the site. I have 
advanced the theory that the makers 
of the axes perhaps lived in them 
and were real cave men.”

adhering closely to its policy to divert 
reserve credit from the channels of 
security speculation in order that 
commerce and industry may he sup- 
plied with funds at rates favorable 
to orderly and natural business ex­
pansion.

In view of the increases in broker's 
loans and the fresh outbursts in stock 
speculation during recent weeks, the 
question arises whether the reserve 
authorities, in order to curb the flow 
of reserve money into the stock 
market, may raise the rediscount rate 
thereby making credit still more ex­
pensive for Industrial and commercial 
borrowers at least for the time being.

Steel Record Is Set.
Daily production of steel in Febru­

ary established a new high record. 
Mills are now operating at 94 per 
cent of theoretical capacity as against 
34% per cent at this time last year. 
If the present rate of steel output is 
maintained during the second half of 
this month, March will set a new high 
record both for daily and monthly 
production.

Construction contracts awarded in 
37 states In the mouth of February, 
according to the F. W. Dodge corpor­
ation. amounted to $361.273.900. which 
was 22 per cent below the total for 
the same month in 1928. The curtail­
ment was principally in residential 
building contracts, which for the first 
two months of this year fell off 38 
per cent as compared with January, 
and February last year. High money 
rates and the catching up of supply 
with demand were chiefly responsible 
for the decline.

Freight Loadings Up.
Reflecting the improvement in the 

general business .situation, loadings of 
revenue freight for the four weeks 
ending March 2, 1929, exceeded those 
for the same weeks last year by 173,- 
879 cars. The agricultural situation 
has been further improved by better 
prices for some products.

Commercial failures in the United 
States in February aggregated 1.963 
with liabilities of $34.033,772. as com­
pared with 2.17G failures with liabil­
ities of $43.070.646 in February. 1928. 
Prospects for the tire industry have 
been brightened by the high rate of 
activity in the automobile factories. 
General conditions in the textile coal 
anil petroleum industries are unsatis­
factory.

Business in Michigan still finds its 
chief source of betterment In the 
mounting production schedules of the 
automobile industry and the manu­
facturing lines closely related to it. 
Considerable overtime is reported. 
Output of cars and trucks in Febru­
ary totaled 501,445 units, establishing 
a new high record for any one month. 
Production in the same month last 
year amounted to only 336,300 ve­
hicles. March output promisee to es­
tablish a new monthly record if pre­
sent schedules are maintained until; 
the end of the month. Ford produc-1 
tion Is now averaging 7.400 cars and 
trucks, dally.

Paper mills are running from 10 to 
13 -percent below normal. Consider­
able spottiness exists in the furniture 
industry, some plants being quite ac­
tive while others are operating on re­
duced schedules. Store fixture and 
showcase factories are operating at 90 
per cent of normal

Radio ^utput is holding up well. 
Schedules of electrical refrigeration 
plants are being increased. Farm im­
plement and cereal manufacturers are 
exceptionally busy Additional in­
creases in the price of copper have 
added further strength to the mining 
situation in the upper peninsula. Ice 
condition on the Great Lakes are such 
as to Indicate that navigation will 
open up earlier this year than it did 
in the spring of 1928.

Electrical . energy consumed by 
Michigan industries in the month of 
February totaled 207,842,684 kilowatt 
hours, as compared with 165,670,463 
kilowatt hours in the same month in 
1928. Authorities consulted state that 
this increase is only slightly attribut­
able to the transfer from steam to 
electrical power.

Employment throughout the state is

on tin* upgrade. The demand for 
skilled workmen in the machine trades 
is heavy. Increasing activities in 
manufacturing establishments and the 
opening up of farm work promises to 
absorb most of the unskilled workers 
who are now’ unemployed. Ford em­
ployment is close to the new high level 
recently established.

Debts to individual accounts in 
Battle Creek, Bay City, Kalamazoo. 
Lansing. Muskegon. St. Joseph and 
Detroit in February aggregated $1,- 
656,408,000. as compared with $1,242,- 
258.000 in the same month last year, 
a gain of 33 per cent.

Building permits Issued in 20 of the 
principal cities in the state in the 
month of February showed a decline 
of 29 per cent from the corresponding 
month last year. The total for Feb­
ruary, 1929, amounted to $8,584,800. as 
against $12,102,S50 a year ago.

Retail Trade Improves.
Retail trade during the latter half 

of February was fair to good but was 
not up to expectations, especially in 
view of the improvements that had 
been taking place in the employment 
situation since the turn of the year. 
Weather conditions have continued to

contribute to the slowing tip of retail 
business in rural communities. I

Collections have been fair. Retail 
trade during theJirst part of March 
shewed some improvement over the 
preceding month, also over the corres­
ponding period last year. Wholesalers 
also reported an improvement in re­
cent weeks, the present volume of 
business showed a gain of 13 per cent 
as compared with this time in 1928. 
There has been some slowing up in 
mens furnishings. Dry goods, drugs 
and hardware are making the best 
showing. Wholesale collections are 
better than they were a year ago.— 
Detroit Free I’ress.

WAYNE COUNTY BRIDGES

Grade Separation Construction to Play 
Big Part in Wayne County—To 

Widen Plymouth Road at 
Rouge Park.

Michigan traffic and we are pretty 
sure the rest will be ready by mid 
July.

“This grade separation is like none 
other that I know of in this section 
of the country. It is a huge proposi­
tion from an engineering and a finan­
cial standpoint.

“Adjacent—also on Southfield super­
highway—Is the grade separation over 
the Michigan Central Railroad. This 
too, we hope, will be ready for high­
way traffic by the middle of July.

"Likewise we expect that by July 
the Warren avenue crossing over the 
Pere Marquette Railroad, In Fordson, 
which is now about half completed, 
will be ready for traffic.

“Another separation job, comparable 
in size, perhaps, to the Michigan 
avenne one, is the Fort street crossing 
of the Wabash, the Pennsylvania, and 
the Michigan Central railroads. This 
should be completed by August The 
Maduct is practically finished and the 
delay will be only In allowing the fills 
to settle.

“In Allen Park on Southfield, the 
crossing over the D. T. & I. will be 
getting a good deal of our constructive 
attention. We are waiting for the 
railroad to get up its temporary struc­
tures. Traffic should be able to 
the separation by winter.

Has It's Share.
“In the matter of bridges Southfield 

also has its share. Over the Rouge 
river there Is a double bridge proposi­
tion of 40-foot roadway and sidewalk. 
This Is about half complete and should 
be ready for public duty by summer.

“Another Rouge river project Is the 
Merriman crossing just north of 
Eloise. This is a pretty arch bridge 
nearly completed. By June the ap­

proaches will be paved and traffic will 
be able to start.

“Two bridges on Grosse lie, which 
have just been started, should be 
finished by mid-summer. The first of 
these is located at the Meridian cross­
ing and the other is on the Park road 
crossing of the thoroughfare canal.

We have just started on the fifth 
bridge project, which is the recon­
struction and widening of Plymouth 
road over the Rouge River in Rouge 
Park, in Detroit. There will be no 
detour forced by the construction 
work and completion is slated for mid­
summer.

Signed Agreement

“We have ju9t signed an agreement 
with the Wabash railroad on the 
crossing on Southfield in Allen Park. 
Work will start soon and the highway 
traffic will be using it, we expect by 
winter."

Following is a list of the agreements 
sought; In most cases, according to 
Shuptrine, plans are already under 
way and the signatures are mere 
formalities:

Southfield separation from the D. T. 
I., the D. & T. S. L. and the Michigan 
Central in Ecorse.

Outer Drive and the Michigan

Fort separation at the Pere Mar­
quette and the Pennsylvania railroads 
in Detroit just east of the Rouge 
River.

Dlx avenue separations from the 
Pere Marquette and Pennsylvania 
railroads In Fordson.

Eight Mile road crossing at the 
Grand Trunk Railroad, adjacent to 
the Fair Grounds.

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MONROE IS PICTURED
AS ANOTHER GARY

Another Gary as a source of steel 
supply and a city of 100,000 by 1940 
are the promising pictures which for­
ward-looking Monroe business men see 
in consequence of the Newton Steel 
Company decision to locate in Monroe.

With the announcement of a $00.- 
000,000 programme for the develop­
ment of a rolling mill to mature into 
a complete steel-making plant. Mon­
roe's future as an industrial city 
seems assured.

The Newton Steel Company's pro­
gram will be spread over eight 
years and will involve all t.vjx's of 
steel. The company, a going concern 
with a capacity of 10.000 tons of sheets 
a month in its Newton. Ohio, plant, 
has purchased 4X3 acres in Monroe 
and has taken options on another 100 
acres.

It is planned to put in two big 
rolling units of six mills each, capable 
of producing sheets up to 4X inches in 
width. The prograiynic contemplated 
includes building of strip and bat- 
mills and eventually <>i>cn beat-ill 
furnaces.

LEAGUE OF NATIONS EXAMINA­
TION.

A competitive examination is spon­
sored by the League of Nations 
sociation. Pamphlets were issued on 
the history of the League of Nations 
about two weeks before the test. The 
test was held universally from 8:1 
to 11:00 A. M. Friday, March 15. 
Seven girls—Velda Larkins, Martha 
Schultz, Irene Krauter, Henrietta 
Burch, Heloise Travis, Jean Strong, 
and Francis Learned entered this con­
test Miss Asman and Mr. Emens 
looked over the papers. Irene Krauters’ 
and Heloise Travis’ were sent to New 
York. This contest is held all over 
America. The reward is a trip to 
Europe, especially a {trip to Geneva, 
the seat of the world league.

Next we saw the making of glass. 
Here wo felt as if we got gipped. to 
put it into a modern expression, for 
as the process of making non-shatter 
glass is still a secret. visitors are not 
allowed In that section. but we did 
six' the making of the' oilier glass. As 
speed seems to be the watchword tit 
the plant we could not. tarry too long 
in one place and so the list of in­
gredients which is put into glass was 
not secured. Huge furnaces are used 
to heat the glass mixture to 2000 de­
grees Fahrenheit or to the molten 
stage. As it is let out it is rolled out 
into a sheet which is very rough. When 
this cools it is ground smooth with a 
mixture in which there is emery. Af­
ter being smoothed it is polished with 
"rouge,” in other words iron rust. 
One would never think that so much 
glass is used, but 48,000 square fe 
are made every day here.

The steel plant is very seldom 
shown to visitors, here again we felt 
quite honored. We started at the 
wrong end of this plant as we saw the 
iron being melted the very last thing. 
The iron and steel used is made from 
scrap material--mainly from the 199 
ships purchased from the Shipping 
Board. Mammoth furnaces melt the 
iron and it was certainly fascinating 
to watch the molten metal ¡xiur from 
the furnace, with sparks Hying iu all 
directions. into a huge vat which was 
•onveyed to another part of the build­
ing where the molten metal is poured 
into cylindrical containers and then 
•ooled. After these cooled. cranes 

hoist them into furnaces where they 
join heated. When this is done 

some are drawn out into rods and 
others are taken from the furnaces 
aud made into different parts.

Engines were llie last thing we saw 
being made. By this time it was 
nearly noon and we were all very 
nearly starved and the main attrac­
tion as we went through the last 
building was the stands where the 
men were buying their lunches. Some 
of the bunch conceived the bright idea 
of trying to satisfy their appetite here, 
but we were hurried along and the 
tour ended at eleven-thirty.

Such a complete plant as this had 
only been seen by a few and the noise, 
the hurrying, all gave us the, one big 
idea which is represented—speed and 
greater production. We were rather 
astounded by the cleanliness which 
greeted us in nearly every part of the 
place and we wondered how a factory 
which employed. 93,000 men could be 
kept so clean. We concluded that it 
was just one phase which had taken 
place in the improvement of factory 
conditions.

■ Clubs for State

ALL MICHIGAN COUNTIES EX­

CEPT FIVE HAD 4-H CLUBS 
DURING PAST YEAR.

A record number of 4-H clubs and a 
total membership of 19,022 boys and 
girls enrolled in those clubs in Michi­
gan during the past year is reported 
by the state club leader at Michigan 
State college.

If the percentage of the youngsters 
who finished their projects can be 
taken as a measure 1928 was Michi­
gan’s banner year ior 4-H clubs, as 
79.3 per cent of all members com­
pleted their allotted work. The clubs 
provide practical instructive work for 
boys and girls in all seasons of the 
year.

Business men’s organizations in 
Michigan cities now are assisting in 
the leadership of many of the clubs; 
in several cases the men act as 
partners of individual club members. 
The senior partner often loans money 
to the junior to enable him to purchase 
livestock or seed. The loan is 
secured by a note which is paid when 
the crop or livestock is sold.

4-H club work was organized in all 
but five Michigan counties last year. 
Next year’s plan made by the state 
leader call for 20.000 club members in 
80 counties.

Summer camps for Michigan club 
members are held at East Lansing. 
)3aylord and Chatham. At these

camps contests are held to determine 
district champions and final contests 
are held at the Michigan State fair 
to select state champions who repre-j 
sent the state in national com­
petitive events.
