Sunday night. The tire alarm was 
sounded at about 11:3ft p. hi., and the 
two trucks were soon, under «ay, 
traveling at si high rate of speed 
southward on South Main street. The 
chemical truck, driven by Ix;Roy 
Jewell, reached the corner of Wing 
street first and was just making the 
turn eastward when the pumper, 
driven by Ernest Wilson, approached 
the intersection. I hie to t he presence 
of several private ears which failed to 
give the pumper si clear right of way. 
the attention of the driver was nor 
directed to the chemical truck making 
the turn until it was too late to avoid 
a collision with it. The pumiier 
struck the left frout hub of the 
chemical truck with considerable force, 
then ran over the curb and demolished 
a boulevard ' light post at this corner. 
The pumper suffered^ smashed run­
ning board and a blown tire. No 
damage was done to the chemical 
truck.

In view of the circumstances sur­
rounding the accident, and the chance 
that either or both of the trucks might 
have upset, it is indeed fortunate 
that no one suffered injury us a re­
sult of the collision.

This accident again emphasizes the 
need of some measures being takeu to 
compel motorists to clear the way 
for fire trucks responding to calls. 
Such a step would not only be In the 
interests of public safety but would 
materially improve our fire protection 
by speeding up the arrival of appara­
tus at the scene of the fire.

The first plane will be ready for its 
flight about August 1st, according to 
Mr. R. U. McIntosh, president of the 
company.

The Mack-Craft Amphibian will 
have many new features incorporated 
in it, which make for comfort and con­
venience of its air passenger travelers. 
The plane will have overstuffed indi­
vidual mohair chairs, which can be 
reclined into sleeping position. It will 
be equipped with hot and cold running 
water, refrigerator, lavoratory, toilet 
and a buffet where hot lunches can be 
kept. The Mack-Craft Amphibian is 
particularly designed for long cross­
country cruises. It will be capable of 
staying in the air about ten hours, or 
cover about thirteen to fourteen hun­
dred miles. Due to the position of its 
motors, the cabin is as quiet as an 
automobile sedan. It will not be neces­
sary to raise the voice above its nat­
ural tone to be heard. The interior 
of the Mack-Craft Amphibian will re­

semble the interior of a yacht. The 
wings will be a full cantilever and 
have a wing-spread of approximately 
fifty feet. The ship will carry six 
passengers aud two pilots in comfort.

After Mr. McIntosh made a survey 
of the United States, looking for a 
logical location, he selected the Detroit 
district because of its ideal facilities 
with which to build amphibians. Also 
because Detroit understands produc­
tion, due to the numerous other manu­
facturers centered here. “'Taking this 
into cousidertion amphibians at less 
cost, thus a lower purchase price.

Quite a few western newspapers 
have recently issued editions on paper 
made of cornstalks. Already one 
large plant has been established for 
making pa{>er of this waste material, 
and since it is said to In* of good 
«piality. and can be produced at a 
satisfactory price as compared with 
the cost of ordinary wood-pulp paper, 
it looks like "farm relief" from an 
unexpected source. On top of that 
comes a rejmrt that the clash-pine 
areas of the south are living drawn 
on for paper material, and are meet 
ing every test. With this country 
able to utilize the.millions of tons of 
cornstalks that conic on every season, 
ami the vast supply of splash-pine 
the south is able to furnish, it appears 
that (’anada’s stranglehold on the 
wood-pulp industry is going to be 
broken. Not only that, but it looks 
as though the fellows who have been 
worrying for fear raw material for 
the manufacture of paper would soon 
give out an' g' ing to have to hunt up 
something else to worry about.

SPARE THE FROGS!

It is quite uoticeable to those around 
Plymouth who take motor trips and 
"camp cut” that mosquitoes have in­
creased greatly in numbers in the past 
few years. This is attributed to so 
many empt.v cans being thrown out as 
breeding places, and to the slaying of 
frogs. It is to be observed that, even 
though the water may be stagnant, 
there are no mosquitoes around ponds 
well stocked with frogs to eat the 
larvae of the young masquitoes. Frogs 
are a great food delicacy and they 
bring a fancy price on the big city 
markets: but they are worth far more 
as mosquito exterminators, since the 
mosquito is a carrier of deadly disease. 
It Is well to consider the value of the 
frog from this standpoint before slay­
ing them. It would also be a good 
Idea for campers addict«! to tossing 
tin «ms around to also aid in the ex­
termination of mosquito hordes by 
puncturing the bottoms of the cans so 
they will not hold water, or by burying 
them.

Electricity is not only helping to 
solve this nation’s farm labor prob­
lems. which are serious in some sec­
tions. but it is making possible new 
comforts and conveniences and boost­
ing the production of both farm and 
factory. It is doing more than any 
other thing to make us prosperous 
and to abolish the hard labor that 
once had to be done by hand. There 
is no end to what man will be doing 
with electricity in a few more years, 
and the fact that it is going to lie 
within the reach of every farm, as 
well as town and city resident, makes 
its future all the more interesting.

START SWATTING

The surest sign that spring is here 
and that summer is just around the 
corner, is the presence of the early fly. 
Swat him !

A single lly swatted now prevents 
thousands, perhaps millions, a little 
later on. This filthy spreader of 
disease ami dirt is still considered 
innocent and harmless by many, and 
is still tolerjiied in Plymouth homes 
and stores.

Man’s war against disease and 
death cannot reach its full measure of 
success until everyone begins to real­
ize that the dirty fly is the most dan­
gerous animal that exists. It is cred­
it«! with causing more deaths of hu­
man beings than all the beasts of prey 
and poisonous reptiles combined. 
Flies are known to carry and spread 
more than twenty diseases, among 
them being typhoid fever, dysentary, 
infantile diarrhea and tuberculosis. 
They breed rapidly. A single pair of 
flies beginning May 1 are said to be 
capable of producing nearly 6,000,000 
flies by the last of July.

The best way to control flies is to 
destroy all breeding places. They 
naturally prefer stables and out­
houses. garbage cans or chicken yards. 
Screens should lie put up immediately, 
and poisons and sticky fly paper gen­
erously used. But the best preven­
tives are houses and premises that 
are kept absolutely clean Clean com­
munities have no fly problems.

SEA DISASTERS 
STIR INTEREST

Problem of Greater Safety 
on the Ocean One for 

Naval Architects.

Washington. — The world of mer­
chant shipping is attracting attention 
again. Congress I.as shown interest 
In the plans of the United States ship­
ping hoard m sell the Atlantic fleet to 
private interests and a number of dis­
asters have focused notice on the 
shipping business.

It seems quire likely that the win­
ter’s toll of ships is not a closed chap­
ter for the late winter and early 
spring constitute a period of tempestu­
ous weather In the north Atlantic. 
Then follows the Iceberg season. The 
United states coast guard, in co-oper­
ation with other maritime nations, 
maintains an Iceberg patrol, through­
out the season djring which the 
great ice islands come floating down 
on the bosom of the Labrador current 
to cross the ship lanes and menace 
navigation. . Notices of the where­
abouts of sucn bergs are radioed hut 
fog is an enemy which renders the 
ship paths far from safe.

Solve Safety Problems.
Much has been done, perhaps all 

that can be done, so far as radio uti­
lization is concerned. Technical ex­
perts are more and more turning their 
attention to the ships themselves. The 
Vestris mystery Is not a forgotten 
chapter, by any means. It Is true that 
there was difficulty in locating that 
ship became of wrong radio bearings, 
but also there was something the mat­
ter with the vessel to cause her dis­
tress in the first place.

It Is thought that the next Impor­
tant step toward safety at sea must 
be taken by naval architects and have 
to do with the construction of the 
vessels themselves. The highest skill 
already has been expended on ship 
construction, but still something oc­
casionally g^es wrong.

It Is a little difficult for the lay­
man to gain a full comprehension of 
the stresses which a ship must stand 
In a seaway. The forces of wind and 
wave are beyond ordinary reckoning. 
As ships have become larger In size 
new problems arise which ancient 
mariners bad no 'ause to consider. 
The United States shipping board has 
a fund from which 1t makes advances 
to shipbuilders ■’''siring to increase

Discussing low automobile produc­
tion cost, Herbert Chase, writing in 
the April issue of the S3. A. E. Jour­
nal. states that interest and deprecia­
tion charges continue to accumulate 
whether production machines are run­
ning or idle. Hence it is a recogniz­
ed fact, but one too often lost sight 
of. that it pays to keep machines pro­
ducing 24 hours per day.

Tlds .is not overlooked in the Ford 
plants, he says. It is characteristic 
of the Ford organization, as of many 
other progressive concerns, that it 
does not allow such variables as 
weather or time of day to interfere 
with the steady march of production. 
Daylight, for example, though employ- 
til when available and where its use 
tits in with the production program, 
is not a primary consideration.

There is no-cramping of the pro­
gram ti> make it conform to the va­
garies of weather. Neither is there a 
moment's hesitation in building mul­
tiple-story structures because a single­
story saw-toot h-roof building once 
was supposeil to bring "ideal" lighting 
conditions for a part of each 24 hours. 
Ford buildings are designed to con­
form to pnxlucfion requirements, and 
provision then is made to assure ade­
quate and good-seeing light, without 
regard to weather, season, or time of 
day. The perfection of modern liglit- 
ing-systems has made this policy pos­
sible and highly successful.

It is a noteworthy fact, for which 
physicists and illuminating engineers 
must, lie given credit, that they have 
not been content with providing il­
lumination as good as daylight, hut 
actually have produced light which 
gives better seeing characteristics. 
Mr. Chase refers to light composed 
chiefly of green and yellow rays which 
are highest in visual value and. be­
cause of their relatively low energy 
content as compared with red rays so 
prominent in daylight, arc easiest on 
tlie eyes.

The Ford company is among the 
oldest and largest users of mercury 
vapor light in which green and yellow 
predominate while orange and red are 
absent.

Building at Low Ebb.
American shipbuilding now Is at 

low ebb, according to the Department 
of Commerce. Merchant ships under 
construction In American yards now 
constitute only 2 per cent of current 
world shipbuilding. This is the last 
country on the list of maritime na­
tions in new construction. England.- 
of course, stands first and Germany 
second. These are our two principal 
competitors in the foreign trade. Then 
come Holland. France, Japan. Sweden. 
Russia, Italy and Denmark in the or­
der named. So It is expected that de­
mand will sood bring about a spurt 
in American shipbuilding. Govern 
ment officials as well as private own 
ers are anxious that the new ships 
constructed be safe.

The havoc wrought by wind at sea 
is great even on steam liners. Wind 
pressure is a tremendous force. But 
the waves which toss a vessel about, 
twist and strain her (dates and exert 
tremendous pressure upon her basic 
structure are the arch enemies.

A small vessel, while more readily 
capsized or swamped by heavy seas, 
is not subject to the same strain as n 
large liner. The longer the ship. the 
greater the strain placed upon her.

Let us take the At ¡antic, which Is 
the busiest of tlie oceans in which 
American ships ply. ir. such a storm 
as may he expected at this cason, 
the crests of the waves are some 3<Ki 
yards ai-art. The waves average about 
forty feet high or as high as a three 
or four story house. A small ship 
gli les up and down ¡l ose swells with 
comparative ease if she is well con­
structed, not overloaded and properly 
handled. Her pitch will he such as 
to cause discomfort to landlubbers be­
cause she will climb hills of water 
comparable to a IP per cent grade on 
land. Now take a larger ship, say one 
500 or GOO feet in length. Her nose 
will be on the crest while her stern 
is in the trough. Therefore the steep­
ness of the climb is much less, only 
about 5 per cent on an average. Pro­
ceeding to the big liner, she is long 
enough to bridge the trough, her bow 
on one crest and her stern on the 
other.

Hogging ann Sagging.
It is the great liner which feels 

the most intense strain. It will be 
seen that a ship becomes a bridge 
from crest to crest. Bow und stern 
have plenty of water around them 
acting as supports, bui there is very 
little water beneath the twiddle of the 
ship, not enough to float her. So. then, 
there is a terrific downward pressure 
amidships. The ship must be con­
structed. .or this reason, as strongly 
as a bridge over a stream to counter­
act tliis sagging.

Again, as the liner proceeds her 
middle is upborne by one of the huge 
crests, while bow and stern are un­
supported, in some cases being entire­
ly out of water. Then the pressure !s 
upward ¡d the middle, with downward 
pressure at »'ther end. Tliis Is called 
hogging. Either pressure will break 
a ship's back. Therefore, such a ship 
must he built like a land bridge across 
a stream designed to carry a heavy 
load, but ulso must be built like a 
bridge upside down to resist a heavy 
upward pressure.

Many Ships Vanish.
There are many records of complete 

disappearances of ships at sea. The 
; most uotable case affecting Americans 

has to do with the utter disappear­
ance 1 the Cyclops, the great naval 
collier, which was in touch with the 
world by radio one hour and utterly 
gone without a trace the next. No 
wreckage was ever found. She had 
not been blown up by a German tor­
pedo. Most naval architects believe 
that her back was broken by one of 
these stresses and she sank to the 
bottom Instantly. Several tankers, 
ships of a type especially susceptible 
to sagging and hogging strains, have
disappeared in the same manner.

Disposition of cargo is another mat­
ter which is receiving special atten­
tion. Badly disposed cargo will in­
crease these dangerous strains and 
government inspectors, as well as the 
marine insurance companies are be­
coming more insistent concerning this 
brunch of shipping.

Depth of seas makes a great differ­
ence in the length of waves. A very 
deep sea permits tremendous swells 
to form. Unless they break into 
combers they are not so dungerous. A 
ship merely bas to climb one long 
hill and descend another. In the deep 
Pacific the crest of waves are half a 
mile high. No ship ever constructed 
can bridge these swells. A ship which 
would be seaworthy in one part of the 
world might not fare so well In an­
other ocean. All these matters are re­
ceiving careful technical study and It 
Is hoped that each year will see great­
er safety at sea.

Since each dealer's ears cannot all 
lie placed together, it consumes an 
endless amount of time on the part of 
his salesmen, and requires an unduly 
large sales force.

So slow is th«» physical movement of 
goods due to congestion and wasted 
rime in buying and selling that the 
detfiers and tlieir employes must work 
from to 12 to is hours a day.

Because of these and many other 
factors, the overhead costs on til«» pan 
of carlot dealers are so high that 
some relief is absolutely essential if 
the responsible dealers are to continue 
in business.

White Man Never Able to 
Convert Yucatan’s An­

cient Tribes.

Merida, Yucatan.—Life still has 
charm and romance in the land of 
the Mayas. There is much that has 
not changed since ilie days when Bish­
op Landa tried his bund at converting 
the Indians four centuries ago and 
complained that the Indians instead 
had converted Geronimo Aguilar, the 
first white man who lived among 
them. Geronimo, the bishop suspect­
ed. had become “as Idolatrous as 
they."

Picturesqueness in the modern 
Maya village is not destroyed, as it 
so often is in the Mexican villages on 
the mainland, by dirt and misery, for 
the Yucatecan Indian is a luckier 
creature. He is cleaner, healthier and 
richer.

The town of Ticul, a dozen miles or 
so from the famous ruined city of 
Uxmal, is an interesting example of 
what has grown out of four centuries 
of European civilization implanted in 
the heart of the greatest prehistoric 
American civilization.

Native Blood Predominates.
Ticul was a growing town when the 

white man came, as the native will 
tell the visitor. Today nearly every­
one who speaks Spanish speaks Maya, 
too. while a large proportion of the 
people speak the Indian language 
only. There Is no pure-white blood 
left and native blood far predomi­
nates.

In the native sections of the town 
the Indians still live iD their huts of 
sticks, adobe roofed with fan-palm, 
much as they did before the conquest. 
The most notable change Is that they 
use the hammock, introduced from 
Santo Domingo, Instead of the straw 
rug or “petate,” which they used as 
a bed before, and hammock making 
has become a Yucatecan art.

Their huts are in gardens, fenced 
with limestone walls, rich with orange, 
banana, palm, papaya and sapote 
trees. Magenta-colored bougainvilleas 
and fire-red "flomboyans” add star­
tling color to the picture.

Women Carry Burdens.
The handsome Indian or mestiza 

women, with spotless white cotton 
gowns, brilliantly embroidered at neck 
and hem. walk like barefoot queens 
through the stony streets, swinging 
jugs of water or naked babies on 
their hips. Statuesque women, with 
white-enameled washbasins full of 
beans or ground corn dough on their 
heads, stalk out of the spotless mar­
ket with Its crisp green piles of herbs 
and heaps of seeds and washed vege­
tables.

Maya potters still ply their ancient 
trade in Ticul, and the town supplies 
the surrounding region with earthen­
ware dishes, pitchers and pots. The 
prehistoric disk <>r "kabal.” which was 
on the verge of becoming a true pot­
ter’s wheel, is still used. The potter 
sits on the dirt floor of his hut, turn­
ing the “kabal” with his toe and in­
step while he gouges out the wet 
mass of clay as it slowly turns and 
changes into graceful shapes under 
his strong fingers. Ticul yards are 
full of pleasant round shapes, drying 
in the sun. waiting for baking day. 
when they are burned In primitive 
ovens, such as were used before Amer­
ica was discovered.

American Girls Help
Students in Europe

New London. Conn.—To enable two 
or three needy European students of 
merit to attend college In their own 

‘country, the student body of Connec­
ticut College for Women has decided 
to establish a scholarship fund for 
that purpose.

The accumulation of the fund will 
be used every other year. The plan 
heretofore has been for student con­
tributions to be disbursed from New 
York. The change is due to desire to 
have more personal contact with stu­
dents abroad who are aided by the 
college.

3,000 Pupil« Rise With
Sun to Save Daylight

Roadside Advertising Signs Regarded 
_ as Menace to Safe Auto

Driving.

Washington, D. C.—Roadside ad­
vertising signs, considered by many 
as a menace to safe driving, now are 
controlled By law in forty-one states.

South Carolina, Arkansas, Texas. 
New Mexico, Oklahoma, Kansas and 
Wyoming are the only states without 
state regulation of commercial signs 
and billboards.

Control in states is widely diver­
sified, with some barring all signs 
from certain sections while others 
have wide’ limits within which the 
billboard operator and sign poster 
may function.

Connecticut. Massachusetts and 
Vermont have the most rigid laws. 
Before any agency can erect com­
mercial advertising signs in these. 
states it must be licensed by state 
authorities at a certain annual fee 
or furnish a bond if it is an out-of- 
state company.

Advertising signs in Connecticut 
must not be placed within fifteen feet 
of tlie right of way on any highway 
and in Massachusetts within 500 feet

Florida, Georgia, Mississippi. Ne 
braska. Nevada, North Carolina and 
Tennessee impose fees for advertising 
signs. Mississippi collects a fee of 75 
cents for each sign from 10 to 100 
square feet of urea; $1.50 for an area 
between 100 and 300 square feet and 
$2.50 for an area of more than 300 
square feet.

Tennessee forbids erection of signs 
upon the right of way of any state 
highway, and prohibits erection of 
signs resembling railroad crossing 
symbols on, any public highway or 
street or on private property within 
one-quarter mile of the road.

In Florida the state road depart­
ment prohibits advertising signs on 
state highways and imposes on agen­
cies in the bill-posting business a 
certain tax on the basis of popula­
tion in 1 he cities and towns where 
they seek to operate.

Nebraska requires a state permit 
for advertising signs with a fee of 
25 cents to $5 for each sign, and 
no sign may have more than ten 
square feet.

In nine states no advertising agency 
may erect or maintain upon any high­
way or right of way any commercial 
advertising sign. These states are 
Minnesota, Colorado, Maine. Iowa, 
North Dakota, West Virginia, South 
Dakota, New Hampshire and Illinois.

Ail the moun­
tainous piles about sawmills have dis­
appeared, and to keep up with the de­
mand for the cheap fuel, sawdust Is 
being brought into tlie city by scows, 
auto trucks, trains and electric In- 
terurbans. Sawdust for Seattle use 
has been brought from mills 200 miles 
distant. There is no dearth of waste 
material from which to make sawdust 
or hogged fuel, but few mills are 
equipped with machinery to grind 
wood. Many dealers are realizing 
big and unexpected profits.

City of David Quest
Bares Byzantine Wall

Jerusalem.—Excavations on the 
Mount of Ophel. where it is hoped to 
lay bare the City of David, have re­
vealed an ancient wall at a depth 
of 20 feet. It is thought to have 
formed part of a fortress of the Syrian 
army stationed by the Greeks In Jeru­
salem.

One street has been cleared of earth. 
It is lined with the ruins of houses 
belonging to the Byzantine period. 
The buildings have mosaic floors of 
good design. Much of the pottery 
dates back to the time of the First 
Temple.

Scheme Went Awry
Minneapolis, Minn. — Nelson W. 

Robinson of Little Falls has a good 
scheme to make money by sending 
pencils to persons who had died and 
then trying to collect $4.50 from their 
relatives. Federal Judge W. A Cant 
sentenced Robinson tc 18 months In 
prison.

"That records are living attacked liy 
fully equipped cars is a healtlily sign,” 
says Autocar, a leading English week­
ly. which relates that the Graham- 
Paige averaged more than 7N miles per 
hour on all hut 3 of the 73 laps, and 
achieved NO.72 m. p. li. on the 46th 
lap. and 80.33 m. p. h.,on its 73rd and 
last iap around the 2 3-4 mile track.

E. M. Wright, a well-known author­
ity on motoring subjects, in the Sun­
day Pictorial. London, deems the Gra­
ham-Paige achievement “a performance 
of exceptional interest.” He says:

"This is. I understand, the first 
lime a closed car has ever been used 
for record breaking of this kind at 
Brooklands. and tlie result indicates 
the performance obtainable today in 
ordinary private cars, such as the man 
in tlie street can buy."

The motor editor of Sporting Life, 
Ixindon. commenting on the Graham- 
l’aige feat of covering 70 laps at speed 
between 78.18 and S0.72 m. p. h.. call 
it “a remarkable performance, both as 
regards speed and consistency." while 
Captain E. de Norinanville. in the 
Loudon Daily Chronicle, says “it* 
would be hard to find a more meritor­
ious example of standard car speed 
capacity than the record just put up 
at Brooklands by the Graham-Paige."

HONEY BEE IS HIJACKER,
OR MAYBE ONLY CANNIBAL

Court Buzzes With Excitement as Ex­
perts Testify in Suit Against 

Railroad.

Chicago.—Dead honey bees, a Su­
perior court jury decided, are worth 
about .000315 of a cent each.

For a week the court of Judge John 
Priehs had buzzed with this bee busi­
ness. J. W. Cunnea and Ezra Ross of 
Morris, III., sued the Rock Island rail­
road for $50,000, claiming 175 hives of 
bees—some 20,000.000 of them—had 
died on their first railroad trip, a ride 
from Pike Road, Alg., to Morris.

The railroad did not dispute the de­
mise, but there was much disagree­
ment as to the cause. The complain­
ants said holes in the car roof al­
lowed the rain to come in and the 
bees were drowned outright or died 
slow deaths from exposure.

The railroad produced a bevy of bee 
experts who told of the strange goings 
on in a bee hive. Bees, said the ex­
perts. were not the industrious, peace- 
loving creatures generally supposed, 
but often were like gangsters or hi­
jackers.

One said bees were cannibals and 
consumed lheir young. Another testi­
fied they were too tempera mental t«i 
travel on trains. Railroad attorneys 
advanced the theory that the bees 
bad been hijacked and killed by a 
swarm of wild bees or had developed 
cannibal tendencies and eaten one an­
other. or had buzzed about with ex­
citement until they dropped dead.

The jury brought in a verdict of 
$6.300 for the complainants.

Montevideo Proves Reno
for Unhappy Couples

Buenos Aires.—Divorce is not rec­
ognized in Argentina, and consequent­
ly many mismated couples have made 
a Reno of Montevideo, the capital of 
Uruguay just across the River Platte.
Tc some ways Montevideo provides 

a ''more convenient spot for undoing 
marital bonds that does even Reno 
or Paris, because suits can be brought 
there by power of attorney. "Incom­
patibility of temperament” Is among
the accepted grounds.

Procedure in Uruguay is similar to 
that under French law In that three 
months are allowed for "conciliation," 
at the end of which time the would-be 
divorcees appear. In person or by at­
torney, to explain that they still want 
to be legally separated. At the end 
of three months a decree Is given.

Uruguayan divorce« granted to Ar­
gentine citizens are recognized by the 
civil law here if they are registered 
with the Argentine authorities. Bat 
without this registration, an Argen­
tine divorced in Uruguay may, If be 
marries again In Buenos Aires, be 
liable to prosecution tor bigamy.

At nine o'clock. I lie precession of 
high school pupils left Plymouth for 
Ann Arbor. mi last Friday. Our first 
stop was rhe Michigan Union. Wo­
men ¡ire very seldom allowed in this 
building and only by sj>eciul jHTmis- 
sion. Inn today we were permitted io 
go up in the rower oil lop of the build­
ing ami view Ann Arbor. Miss Asiiiaii 
jioinnsl out the'places we would visit. 
Ai-ross the street is Alumnae Memor­
ial Hall, which we visited next. On 
I lie first,floor is a statue of the Winged 
Victory: this was excavated from the 
ruins of ancient Rome, and it holds 
tli«“’central lHisitiou on the first floor.

'l’lie second floor is divided into 
small rooms devoted to ¡minting». 
These and all other pieces of art have 
been presented by graduates to tin* 
Memorial Hall. In the basement, tab­
lets unearthed from ruins, have been 
placed mi the walls: some are cracked 
and in many cases, pieces are missing.'

The Elements Library was tiie next 
building we visited. This library is 
eomiMised of first editions, and is the 
the most valuable in the world devot­
ed to Americana, in rhe room where 
the most rare books are kept, the walls 
are cement and the windows have iron 
shutters over unbreakable glass so 
that the room is both fire-proof and 
burglar proof. One of the interesting 
manuscripts is the original letter of 
Columbus to Queen Isabella, telling 
her of the discovery of America.

<^Vhen a copy of these rare volumes is 
desired, the book is takAn to a small 
room on the lower floor, where a 
photostatie copy of it is made. The 
photostat ic machine is different from 
most cameras, in that the first print 
is positive instead of negative: this 
reduces the cost of printing nearly in 
half, as only one copy needs Io be 
made.

The University of .Michigan boasts 
of over 500.000 Ixmks in the general 
library, and scattered throughout rhe 
cunpus in the buildings, are small li­
braries bringing the total up to nearly 
GSt.-.OOti. The general library lias 
seven floors of books, with an attend­
ant. oti every second floor. When a 
student desires a certain book, he pre­
sent? the name of the book at the 
desk : the number is then looked up ami 
sent by means of the Tel-autograph to 
the- floor that number is on. The tel­
autograph is a small machine in 
which the handwriting of the person 
sending is copi«*<l on the slip of paper 
on the floor the receiving apparatus 
is on. At the main desk a metal ¡x*n- 
cil is used on a sheet of metal, thereby 
establishing an electrical contact 
which controls a little hand on the 
receiving apparatus. After each 
number is written, the little hand 
travels hack to Ik* re-inked and con­
tinues writing. After the hook is 
found, it is put on a rotary carrier1 
that takes it to the main desk. The 
entire oiieration does not rpquire more 
than five or ten minutes.

Tin* time was nearly 11:30. and we 
were all pretty hungry, but we decid­
ed to “do" the museeum and the Wo­
men's building before we had lunch. 
On entering the museum, one sees all 
white marble and brass railings. Up 
on the balcony there are niches in the 
walls and vases of the modern Chinese 
¡»eriod are placed there. The first 
floor was used to exhibit the remains 
of prehistoric animalson the second 
floor were birds and animals in their 
natural surroundings.

A few of us were actuated by an 
urge to explore by ourselves. Down 
a long corridor we went, and at the 
first open door we stopped and looked 
in. *A nice looking young man in a 
green smock, invited us in. This room 
was the taxidermist room, where the 
animals are prepared for exhibition. 
He explained how the forms of the 
animals are made. Only a few of the 
bones are used, the head and leg bones 
and the pelvis, and not as is common­
ly supposed all the animal. These are 
put together with wire, and a cover­
ing of paper mache is placed around 
it. There were two forms waiting to 
be covered; both were coyotes, and on 
the table waiting to be placed in the 
museum were a timber wolf, a red 
fox, a small porcupine and a squirrel. 
We returned, to our party highly 
pleased with our exploration trip.

The Chinese room was a beautiful 
place: along the walls were chairs of 
ebony inluid with mother-of-pearl: the 
seats of these chairs were marble. A 
Chinese "Junk” was on exhibition, 
which had been presented to the mus­
eum by the Chinese government, and 
was an exact replica of the larger 
boat* that are used for commercial 
purjioses. In the cases. Chinese jew­
elry was shown: some exquisitely 
carved ivory heads delighted all, the 
girls. Some little shoes, seeming 
sean-ely three inches long, were* plac­
ed along side some heavy boots worn 
by coolies, and the contrast was strik­
ing. We learned that the Chinese did 
not bind the women's feet for beauty 
hut to keep them at home.

Tin* Women's huildiiig was the next 
place to visit. This building corres­
ponds to the Michigan Union, in that 
it is used entirely by the co-eds of the 
University. In tin* entrance there are 
soft cushioned sofas that were wel­
comed by the weary travelers, even 
if we could only enjoy them for a 
short time. In the back of thet build­
ing are the tennis courts and archery 
sets for the girls' us(\

Time for lunch. Back we hiked to 
the ears and off to the island. We all 
ate at one table, which was a little 
crowded, hut there was only one to he 
had. as a bridge to the rest of the 
Island had been washed out. but who 
would mind a little discomfort if there 
was food before us. The boys start­
ed a baseball game, and it was with 
difficulty we pried them away from 
this. We went to visit the stadium 
next, and we wondered if there were 
enough people in Michigan to fill the 
seats. Row upon row of seats greet­
ed our eye. and it seemed even vaster 
when we saw just our little group of 
people in one corner.

The intramnral sports building was 
next on oar list This building has 
an indoor swimming pool and is the 
most up to date and most completely 
equipped gymnasium imaginable.

Then the great .discussion arose, 
what showjwould we go to. The ma-

THE 100% AMERICAN
Many have heard of Theodore 

Roosevelt ns our president ami as an 
African game hunter, but he was more 
than that—he was a one humlreil per­
cent American. Last Tuesday. Miss 

! Asnian showed some slides of his life 
I to her V. S. history classes. Every 
j picture of him brings out his bouy- 
' aiicy and springiness—that look that 
conies from tiie outdoor man who is 
always doing something or just about 

j to do something. He always had that 
appearance even when making speech­
es. at which he was very apt.

The first slide was that of his dear­
ly beloved home on Long Island. It 
lias a wide veranda all around one 
end of it. where he spent many happy 
days with his family. Theodore 
Roosevelt had six children—two girls 
liy his first wife and four boys by his 
second.

It is interesting to note that he fav­
ored the same church as did Washing­
ton and Lee, two other famous Amer­
icans. This was Christ's church, and 
the one which he attended regularly 
was on Sagamore Hill.

There were many pictures of him 
addressing different crowds. No mat­
ter where lie was. he was always will­
ing to stoji and talk to his jieople 
with whom he was a great favorite. 
As he talked, the flash of his teeth 
in that wide grin which is so charac­
teristic of him. could be glimpsed. 
His words, "Our history contains the 
name of no man that led a life of 
ease." are truth, indeed. Theodore 
Roosevelt was one of the most active 
men America has ever known. Tlier<* 
are several slides devoted to his two 
inaugugratious—one of which shows 
Taft administering the oath of office.

Roosevelt's cabinet was very well 
chosen. It was the same group that 
had been picked by President McKin­
ley. and it was a stroke of wisdom 
that prompted the following “first 
officer to keep them. A quaint custom 
of congressmen is to walk out of 
their offices at the end of their 
terms with their chairs under their 
arms. Of course, they always replace 
them with others for their successors, 
hut it is just the idea. If one of us 
toddled out with a school desk carved 
with various pleasant memories, he 
would be hauled back and asked to 
screw it down again.

MJost of the slides were of hits 
taken from here and there of Theo­
dore Roosevelt's life, and not a con­
nected scene. One shows him aboard 
the Mayflower in 1905. with an envoy 
from Japan. If was here that the 
treaty which ended the Russo-Japan­
ese war was signed. Contrary to the 
usual thought that all Japs have 
sleepy expressions, this envoy was 
very alert and westernized. Another 
pictures him aboard the steamer Tasb- 
moo. in the Detroit river, as a guest 
of the company. Most of ns have 
cruised in this very same boat at one 
time or another. In 3!>O7. Theodore^ 
Roosevelt officially <qR*ned the James­
town Exposition. No matter where 
lie went, he was always a distinguish­
ed personage. He is also shown driv­
ing about Jamestown with Mrs. Roose­
velt. l>efore the <>i>ening ceremony. 
While here, a parade composed of In­
dian chiefs was eouductwl in his 
honor.

Two of Roosevelt's l»est friends 
were Bishop Vincent, and Joseph Ruse. ( 
The latter was an imiuigrant who 
came front Denmark. He wrote the' 
"Making of an American." which • is ! 
an autobiography something like "The 
Americanization of Edward Bok." 
They were both outstanding citizens, 
and patriotic Americans. At another 
time, there is a picture of him in a 
Franciscan mission at Santa Barbara, 
on his campaigning tour. There are 
many relics of old Spain there still, 
even to the garments of the monks. 
In another part of California are ¡the 
giant redwood trees. There is a 
photo of him passing on a road 
through the middle of one of these 
trees. His carriage was small and 
unstaple looking, but must have real­
ized the importance of the personage 
it was carrying, for there were no 
accidents on that ride.

Many of his vacations were spent 
on horseback. On one occasion, he, 
was shown about to start on a bear- 
huflting expedition In the Yosemite. 
Imagine the bears were glad when it 
was over, for he was a crack shot 
One photo shows him just hack from, 
a long hunting trip. He was In rough 
and ready clothes and heavily beard­
ed: The only recognisable thing was

his white horse.
It was In* wild gave rhe‘dedication 

speech in the unveiling of I lie mem­
orial of ex-j»resident MeKliney. in 
Canton. Ohio. In all pictures of bint 
sjH'.tking. tliere is a certain vigor that 
even a reproduced image of him can­
not. hide. And lie attaektsl problems 
as In1 sjHike—clearly, vigorously and 
untiringly.

After his presidential term was 
over, lie went abroad and was widely 
heralded wherever In* went. He was 
as thoroughly ai liouie among notiility 
as among bis cowboy friends in the 
west, (in his rentrti to New York 
City, he was given an ovation about 
like lJndburg's. except. prohjibly. 
there was not such a xlellige of con­
fetti.

In 1912. he decided to try again for 
the presidency. He joint'd a new 
party -tin* Bull Mooses—but failed to 
win. Many of bis staunch supimrt- 
ers were Republicans, and, as they 
voted for him. caused a split in tin* 
Republican party, thus giving the ma­
jority to Woodrow Wilson, a demo­
crat. At this-time, the campaigning 
six*ech<*s broke up the friendship of 
Roosevelt and Taft, who before laid 
been very good friends. This was too 
bad. for both wen* tine men and lead- 
t>rs of our people.

Theoedore Roosevelt died on Jan­
uary 6. I'.tl'.i. and was buried very 
qnietly at Oyster Bay. with only a 
few intimate friends and relatives in 
attendance. A slide showed the car­
rying of (lie casket. draiKKl in the flag 
lie loved and defended so well, into 
Christ's church. There is an officer 
on guard at bis grave, and every year 
it is visited by a society of admirers 
who thus pay homage tu. him, Tiie 
group then goes to see Mrs. Roosevelt 
at her home. This is faithfully done 
each year by the same crowd, who 
dearly loved the vibrant, dominant 
and aggressive president called Theo­
dore Roosevelt, the 100% American.

Wops and Booze Replace
Chinks and Dope in Car­

ibbean Sea Trade.

San Juan, P. R.—Styles in smug­
gling as in all else iliangs with the 
years and the conditions governing 
the business. The heavy traffic in 
“chinks and dope" that once kept the 
revenue cutters shooting in and out 
of obscure Pacific coast bays has giv­
en pla.-e since the passage of the im­
migration laws of the Cniteu Slates 
to a brisk trade in “wops and booze” 
in the Caribbean sea.

The immigrant. whether lie be an 
Assyrian. Greek. Hungarian, or Ital­
ian, who is trying t.« get into the 
states in violation of the quota regu­
lations, is known in the trade as a 
"wop." and although lie pays from 
$159 to $2,000 to get lioni a Caribbean 
island tollie mainland neither his life 
nor his person is respected.

Immigration ofiicials believe the con­
traband human beings are sometimes 
thrown overboard when the revenue 
cutter closes in upon the smuggler. 
They are forced to this grisly con­
clusion because of their frequent frus­
tration when they have known to a 
certainty that they were about to 
make Important arrests.

Cuba Is Junccion Point.
Times without number the revenue 

cutter has put out in pursuit of a boat 
known to be carrying aliens, only up­
on overtaking the craft to find neither 
liquor nor aliens aboard.

That liquor is thrown over the 
side is an old story. That Chinese 
coolies in the old days_of "chinks and 
dope" went overboard Is frequently 
discussed. Proof is lacking because 
the jettisoned caago is weighted to 
carry (he evidence to the bottom of 
tin- sea.

The carriers of "wops and booze'' 
use every known variety of ship. A 
certain leakage takes place along the 
line of piers where transatlantic 
liners dock, hut the trained and ex­
perienced smuggler has a number of 
bases of operation in the Antilles.

Cuba is one of the jurtetions in the 
system. Haiti and Santo Domingo 
are believed to serve as way stations, 
as do scores of the obscure and all 
but unknown islands of the Lesser 
Antilles. A better class of immi­
grants is worked into the United 
States through South American ports 
and the regular passenger service. 
These spend months in Brazil or Ar­
gentina. finally migrating northward 
on purchased or forged birth certifi­
cates.

Birth certificates and other creden­
tials, however, are not those of the 
land of the stopover, but are pro­
cured from the states. A Spanish 
business man of New York was ap­
proached this winter with an offer of 
$500 for the birth certificate of his 
daughter, whose death had occurred 
a month before.

The smuggling lines are carefully 
worked out, and because the income 
Is high there are agents everywhere 
to get the contraband human beings 
into the country.

Seize Steam Yacht.
Recently the steam yacht Calumet, 

formerly owned by Atwater Kent, was 
seized in Porto Rico by immigration 
and customs officials on a “wop and 
booze" running charge. The vessel 
had picked up twelve members of the 
“crew" at Havana, and two of them 
deserted to a steamer bound for Flor­
ida, where they were detained by the 
immigration office. The captain and 
owner of the yacht were arrested. 
They said they had not intended stop­
ping at Porto Rico, but burned oui 
grates drove them into the hands of 
government agents.

There are other craft ot equal dig­
nity, though of smaller size, plying in 
the “wops and booze" lines between 
the Antilles and gulf and Atlantic 
bays. Innocent looking fishing schoon­
ers carry fishermen who go ashore 
and “miss” the boat

And therein lies one of the most 
attractive features of the alien smug­
gling business. When asked why be 
did not go in for the opium trade or 
some less bulky cargo, a smuggler 
with his headquarters In Martinique 
replied, “Well, you see, when you are 
running wops you put them ashore, 
point out the lights of the town and 
say, ‘Beat It.’ You can’t do that with 
booze and dope. The wops market 
themselves.”

There are “wops" on Caribbean 
Islands who have been waiting four 
or five years to get into the country. 
Some have made money while wait­
ing, and a great many have decided 
that there is a good living to he made 
In the tropics. They are saving their 
passage money and possibly their 
lives as well by not going any far­
ther.

After he knew that I had learned the 
truth he left me often, going to Minsk 
to stay with the other woman and 
supporting her from my earnings. 
Finally I learned that the other 
woman had a child. I visited Jan 
kowskii in Minsk and told her that 
I would bring my husband to see her 
and lie must choose between us in the 
presence of both of us.

“When I told Kldve, my husband, he 
was furious, lie refused to accom­
pany me. So 1 went to Minsk again 
alone to ask Jankowska to return to 
Warsaw with tne to confront my hus­
band. She refused. She said Steve 
would return to her in any case, in­
sulted me. and ordered me out of her 
house. I don't knew just what hap­
pened then. There was a struggle. I 
picked up the knife and struck time 
after time. Then I ran away."

The Warsaw District court con­
demned Mine. Nowowiejska to six 
years in prison, hut. frightened at the 
prospect, she appealed, and offered 
the defense that her statements had 
been forced from her by third degree 
methods and that she did not know 
Jankowska. It was before the Ap­
pellate court that the evidence of Ihe 
image in the victim's eye was pre­
sented.

Discover Image in Eye.
In accordance with standard prac­

tice a series of pictures of the mur 
dered woman had been taken by the 
police Immediately after the discovery 
of the body. In enlarging «»tie of them 
the police believed that they saw an 
Image of the figure «»f a woman hold­
ing a knife In her outstretched hand. 
The figure was so small that finding 
a resemblance was practically impos­
sible. Other enlargements produced 
no better results. But the evidence 
was nevertheless produced, and. how 
ever deficient it might have appeared 
to others, it was sufficient to make 
Mme. Nowowiejska break down and 
confirm her tirst confession. The sen­
tence of the lower court was con 
firmed.

But Hie most extraordinary part of 
the story Is the belief accorded It 
by scientists. Prof. Casimir Nolszew- 
ski. Warsaw university oculist, told 
the press that pictures are "very 
often" fixed in the eyes of murdered 
persons and may he photographed. Lie 
pointed out that such a photograph 
could not be taken In full daylight 
when the eyes would be reflecting 
other images.

Professor Noiszewski based his 
statement on the theory that the re­
tina of the eye undergoes actual dis­
coloration when light strikes It. re­
ferring to the statement of Boll that 
the retina of many animals and human 
beings becomes purple In darkness. 
If a rabbit previously kept In the 
dark is turned toward a window, the 
parts of the retina on which the light 
from the window is reflected lose their 
purplish coloration.

From this Professor Noiszewski 
concluded that although images left 
on the eyes of dead persons would be 
very small. It might be possible to 
recognize them from photographs 
made of such eyes.

To Stop Com Borer

REMOVING TOPS OF PLANTS 
CAUSES MARKED REDUC­
TION IN YIELDS OF CORN.

Tester Finds Lost

Dairy Heard Profit

LIST STRIPPINGS OF MILK CON­
TAIN GREATEST PERCENT­

AGE OF BUTTERFAT.

The fact that the larvae uf the 
Euri>i>euu coni borer establish them­
selves in tilt' tops of the corn plant 
lias led to the suggestion that topping 
the corn plant after the ears have set 
would reduce the damage done by the 
insect, but expt»riinents performed at 
the Monroe corn lwirer station show 
that such topping fails to stop insect j 
damage and also reduces the yield of j 
tile corn. & !

In the experiments, the plants were I 
iopiied at four, live and six-feet above 
the ground. At Hie last height, only j 
the tassels were removed. The top­
ping at. four feet. removed the stalks 
just above the ears.

Tin* coni borer larvae present in 
topped stalks at harvest time were 
counted and. in 11127. more borers 
were found in the top]>cd stalks than 
ill those which were left without top­
ping. Tin- yield of com was material­
ly reduced by the lopping..

The results of the same cx|icrimeiit 
in 1D2N were quilt- similar. There 
was a slight reduction of the number 
of -borers in the topped stalks, but tile 
decrease in numbers was not suffic­
ient to compensate for decrease in 
yield of corn.

Pigs Make Good Use 
Of Alfalfa Pasture

Dairymen who find that the butter- 
fat content of the milk from their 
herds is too low may la» able to raise 
the test of the milk by spending more 
time stripping the cows, if the discov­
ery niftde by II tester ill herd improve­
ment association work is an indica­
tion of conditions throughout the 
state.

Charles Weeks, tester in the Gene­
see-Otisville association, tested 15 
pounds of milk which was stripped 
from cows which yere supposedly 
milked dry. The test for the strip­
pings was S.« per cent butterfat On 
this herd, the strippings would con­
tain an average of 40 pounds of but- 
lerfat each month.

The herd where this test was made 
contained 13 cows, so more than three 
pounds of butterfat per cow per month 
was lost when the cows were not milk­
ed completely dry. An equal loss on 
all cows in Michigan would material­
ly reduce the profits of the dairymen 
in this state.

Experiments conducted at Michigan 
State College show that the keeping 
quality of the first milk drawn from 
the cow’s udder is lower than that 
drawn afterwards, so the keeping 
quality as well as the test of the milk 
is improved if the cow is milked com­
pletely dry.

FEEDING TRIALS SHOW THAT | 
PIGS ON PASTURE MAKE j

CHEAPER GAINS.

Alfalfa is worth $27.t>7 an acre 
when the crop is utilized as pasture 
for pigs and the portion of the crop 
not used by the animals is cut for 
hay and appraised at $7.00 per ton, 
according to feeding experiments per­
formed by the animal husbandry de­
partment at Michigan State College.

This value for the crop is obtained 
by crediting the alfalfa with the 
amount of feed saved which would 
have to he given to obtain equal gains 
in weight with pigs on a dry lot. In 
the college trials, alfalfa hay was fed 
to the pigs which were in the dry lot.

Both groups of pigs.in these trials 
were fed shelled corn, protein supple­
ments. and a mineral mixture. The 
average daily gains made by the pigs 
in the dry lot and those on alfalfa 
pasture were approximately equal.

For each hundredweight of gain, 
the pigs in the dry lot required 21)1.7 
pounds of shelled corn, while those on 
pasture needed 300.3 pounds of corn 
to make the same gain in weight. 
The dry lot pigs ate 65.5 pounds of 
protein supplement for each 100 
pounds of supplement feeds.

The alfalfa pasture replaced 2S.31 
pounds of protein supplement, and. j 
consequently, the pigs on pasture 
made 1(X) pounds of gain at a lower 
cost than those in the dry lot. The 
feeding trials were rejieated and simi­
lar results were obtained in the sec­
ond experiment.

Mr. Bullock stated that the policy 
<>f Ins organization was to recommend 
only such accessories as offered util­
ity io the motorist. By centralizing 
their merchandising in the home office, 
only accessories approved for Oakland 
and I’ontiac cars by company engin­
eers are offered. he said. A further 
advantage. he pointed out. lies in 
tralized purchasing power which re­
sults in a better price both to the 
dealer and the public.

That cottonseed meal contains no 
substance which is injurious to dairy 
calves or older cattle is Indicated by 
feeding trials conducted by research 
workers at Michigan State College.

These trials have been made by 
members of the dairy department and 
indicate that injuries to the health of 
cattle which were formerly attributed 
to the feeding of cottonseed meal may 
bo caused by the overfeeding of any 
concentrate feed If a good roughage is 
not included in the animal's ration.

Calves which received either cotton­
seed ineal or corn distillers grain and 
gluten n&eiis^but which were fed wheat 
straw for roughage suffered marked 
physical injuries, but the calves which 
received the distillers grain and glu­
ten feed showed the same physical 
defects as those which were fed cot­
tonseed meal.

In one of the feeding experiments, 
five heifers were fed 2.4 pounds of 
cottonseed meal daily from the time 
they* were five months old until they 
were two years old. These animals 
received timothy hay and all the sil­
age which they would clean up. 
None of the heifers showed any bad 
effects from the heavy feeding of cot­
tonseed meal which they received

Another group of five calves were fe44 
an identical ration except that the 
cottonseed meal was replaced with old 
process linseed oil meal. These ani­
mals made no better gains and were 
in no better physical condition than 
the ones which ate cottonseed meal. 
Both trials were continued for the 
same length of time.
