Arthur Siiecnan, youthful Detroit 
bank roblier and slayer, escaped from 
the new Michigan State Prison at 
Jackson. Saturday evening b.v going 
ovcv the wall.

Sheehan, who is 19 years old. was 
sentenced to life imprisonment at 
Jackson. July 21. 1926. by Judge John 
V. Brennan. of flic Recorder's Court, 
for his part in the robbi/vy of» the 
People's State Bunk of Plymouth. 
Michigan. July 9 of the same year, 
and the subsequent slaying of Patrol-1 
man Earl J. Kobiusky of Detroit.

Slieelian was on special duty at the 
chaplain's oflice Saturday evening. 
About S;O0 o'clock he disappeared and 
was next seen b.v a guard as he went 
over the south wall of the prison. The 
guard opened fire but Sheehan, appar­
ently unhurt, escaped.

Investigation disclosed Sheehan had 
gone into a cell block under construc­
tion and obtained a rope used in the 
work. Then he had used the rope to 
slide over the wall. A searching party 
was organized immediately and po­
lice officials and sheriffs' offices 
throughout the state were notified.

Sheehan’s law violation began at an 
early age. Before he was 16 he had 
been committed to the Industrial 
School for Boys and later paroled to 
his mother and. step-father.

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A WINTER FORECAST

There’s sometihg funny about the weather 
shark. No matter how far he may miss it, he 
always manages to forget his failures and turn 
up a little later with another prediction.

We feel sure many citizens around Plymouth 
recall the prediction of the Chicago scientist, a 
Mr. Brown, that two years ago would be “a year 
without a summer.” They will also probably 
remember how far he missed it. Well, Mr. 
Brown wasn’t squelched with that failure. He 
is with us again, and this time to predict that 
the winter just ahead of us is going to be com­
posed of a little of eevrything, though not so 
much cold as to clas it as a “hard winter.” He 
says there will be only light falls of snow, and 
most of these will come toward the end of the 
season, though there will be plenty of sleet and 
ice and an unusual amount of high wind: Fol­
iage still remaining green at the time he made 
his prediction several days ago. leads him to 
believe it will be what we usually call an "open 
winter.' and one without excessive moisture.

\\ e have no means of knowing how many of 
our readers, if any. set any store by these self- 
appointed weather forecasters. Neither do wc 
know whether or not they follow their predic­
tions or prefer to do their own guessing. But 
we do know that the weatfrejr is still the favorite 
topic of conversation, so we are offering Mr. 
Brown’s forecast in the hope that it may add a 
little interest to the subject.

A SENSIBLE PLAN
New interest is being revived in the inland 

waterways of the country and the latest plans, 
advocated by leaders of both political parties 
should be of far-reaching benefit.. It is proposed 
to scale down the program of battleship build­
ing by many millions a year, and then to use that 
sum for 'dredging our rivers and making them 
fit for carrying commerce from inland states to 
the Great Lakes ,the Gulf of Mexico and thence 
to the seas. Such transportation facilities would 
aid the erttire nation; every section would profit 
by it, and we wouldn’t be long in feeling the 
benefits right fiere in Plymouth. We need 
waterways far^nore than we need batleships, 
and we need the "better marketing facilities such 
waterways would bring far more than we need 
big guns. The plan is a sensible one. Now let 
us hope that it can be kept out of politics long 
ehough to put it into execution.

HOW HARD DO YOU WORK?
Few of us work as hard as we think we do. 

Rare indeed is the man or woman who does not 
waste a lot of time and take twice as long to do 
his work as if he worked efficiently. It is not 
the number of hours a man spends at his place 
of employment that counts, but what he ac­
complishes in a day. It is no ui}.c.ommon thing 
to use up a lot of time in making- decisions; in 
wondering which things to do first. Then he 
will hesitate about what he will do with each 
particlular problem. Before he knows it a good 
part of the day is gone with little accomplished. 
No one works at high pressure unless he is be­
ing forced. Yet practically everyone thinks he 
works hard, though the truth is that most of us 
could do a lot mor.e each day than we do' if we 
would work efficiently all the time. We spend 
a lot more hours at our business than wc work 
at it.

POWER ON THE FARM

The one thing needed to make the farm home 
and the farm itself as modern as the city home 
and industrial plant is electricity. It permits the 
lural resident to accomplish - many more tasks 
with less expenditure of energy and in far less 
time than they could be doiie through manual 
labor {and horsepower, or even with the use of 
steam or gasoline.

The U. S. Bureau of Census has just made a 
nation-wide survey covering the subject, and 
since everyone around Plymouth is interested in 
the welfare and advancement of farm life we are 
sure everybody will be glad to learn the result. 
The report shows that a total of 454,100 farm 
homes now receive and usie electricity from 
power stations, an increase of'7 percent over last 
year. There are 475,000 farms using individual 
power plants, a tremendous : gain also having 
been made in this field. Totals for the entire 
country have not been provided, but it is esti­
mated that at the rate power companies are 
stringing wires into rural districts the next five 
years will see electricity used on one out of 
every four farms in America.

This is cheering news. It means that event­
ually it will be a poor farm and a poor farmer 
indeed that will not have the economic benefits 
and social blessings that electricity brings, and 
to which every rural resident is just as much 
entitled as those who live in our cities and towns.

NO NEED TO “WORRY

Plymouth motorists who, finding nofhing else 
to worry about, occasionally start worrying over 
a gasoline shortage, can ndw hunt for some­
thing else to fret over. A [government report 
shows that more than 90,000,000 barrels of crude 
oil were produced in July, a new high record. 
Consumption of gasoline jumped 13 percent in 
the same month over July of last year—but the 
increased production took care of it. Now de­
velopments inOklahoma, TexiS, California and 
Kansas have added greatly to production, while 
automotive engineers say that within another 
year they will have perfected carburetors that 
will give far more mileage jto the gallons than 
is now being provided. This means that" even 
if production should decrease we will still be as 
well off as we are now, for we will be using less 
gasoline. And if it gives out altogether—which 
it will not for years to cotne-i—we can always de­
pend on American brains to ¡find something just 
as good as a substitute.

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CHAMBER of COMMERCE 
NOTES

What New Manufacturing Industries?
Where are they to come from? 

Why this particular 
Industry?

W week we asked these questions 
statpig that we would answer them 
this week according to the best pract­
ices followed in other communities.

A new manufacturing industry may 
be either of local origin or of outside 
origin. By local origin, we mean an 
entirely new undertaking which is 
financed and owned (controlled) by 
local residents. By outside origin, we 
mean either (a) an entirely new un­
dertaking owned (controlled) by out­
side capital, or Hi) a branch plant: or 
(c) an entire factory equipment moved 
from another community.

, These distinctions while fairly ob­
vious are worth thinking about. They 
inform us where new manufacturing 
industries come from, and please note 
that only one of the four sources men­
tioned refers to the movement of a 
factory from one community to another. 
Yet this source of new industries is the 
only one which many people have in 
mind.
What New Industries Has I’ljmoutli 

The Facilities For?
That important question can best be 

answered by a carefully prepared, up- 
to-the-minute, comprehensive indus­
trial survey. In brief outline, what 
the industry survey aims to do is these 
common sense things:

It will assemble the facts about our 
community’s power supply; the qual­
ity and cost of fuel, the extent of the 
fuel supply, the means of bringing 
fuel from its source, the amount and 
cost of power to be had from local 
central stations or from elective trans­
mission lines, the undeveloped water 
power resources of the district.

It will assemble the facts about our 
community's labor conditions; the 
quality and cost of labor, the supply 
of labor. It will assemble the facts 
about transportation facilities; rail­
roads, freight rates, highways, etc. It 
will assemble other facts bearing on 
our community’s economic and indus­
trial conditions: labor laws, taxation, 
advantages as a distributing center, 
existing industrial development, avail­
able factory sites, attitude of local peo­
ple towards new industries, and last

■ but not least, it will assemble the 
facts bearing on our community’s so­
cial and civic facilities.
The Pere Marquette Railroad Will Co­

operate.
Your secretary has the assurance of 

the Pere Marquette officials that their 
-Industrial Development Department 
will actively work along with your 
chamber of commerce toward the com­
mon goal of more industries. Their 
assistance is extremely valuable and 
appreciated as our present facilities 
for preparing an adequate industrial 
survey are limited. With their train­
ed staff of industrial experts and en­
gineers, they can compile data and 
turn out reports, which would necessi­
tate the spending of dollars we do not 
have to spend to achieve the same 
results.
Where Are These New Industries To 

Come From?
We have already pointed out that 

new manufacturing industries are ¡ 
• either of local or outside origin. The 
I industry of local origin always in­

volves the question of financing on the 
| part of sotueoue in the community. 
¡Outside iutastry may or may not in­

volve this question. But how to get 
in touch with these outside industries?

Some cities are so located that in­
dustrial prospects come to them in the 
natural course of events, but most1 
communities must search out the 
names of worthwhile prospects. There 
is no positively guaranteed way to do 
this. Many bubbles, of course, explode 
before definite proposals begin to ap- 
pear.
Plymouth Business Men Can Help;

One of the best sources of “le&ds” 
is the business men in any community. 
If they are on the lookout in their 
business contacts for worthwhile Indus 
trial prospects, the community will 
have at its disposal an intelligent 
for<*e;of inestimable value.

Other Methods. |
Lists of the officials in the lines of > 

manufiicturing Plymouth is interested 
! in may be purchased and used for a I 
J series of personal letters, or for send- j 

ing briefs outlining, the community’s! 
facilities for particular industries. 
Such briefs may be advertised in 
trade papers reaching the people en-¡ 
gaged in the lines of manufacturing :

they cover. Investment houses, the in­
dustrial departments of railroads and 
public utilities companies, and pur­
chasing agents of local concerns may 
be drawn on. Interesting leads ob­
tained in anj- of these ways are fol­
lowed up by correspondence or person­
al visits or both. It is the uniform 
opinion of experienced experts in this 
work that a personal visit is an in­
dispensable followup of a worth-while 
prospect.
A Community Advertising Campaign.

The methods mentioned in the pre­
ceding paragraph cost money. Still 
more expensive is the community ad­
vertising campaign. In some com­
munities much money has been wasted 
in such campaigns because of no pro­
vision for adequate follow-up. A sen­
sible business man will not locate a 
branch plant or re-locate his main 
establishment on the basis of advertis­
ing copy, no matter how persuasive. 
He will want to look into the matter 
in detail and must have the facts which 
cover his particular situation. In 
large cities a competently staffed in­
dustrial bureau in the chamber of com­
merce is necessary to see to it that be 
gets the facts. In a community "the 
size of Plymouth this work is largely 
left up to the secretary, but he must 
have the advice and active interested 
cooperation of a competent industrial 
committee.

Why This Particular Industry?
After we have made a contact with 

an industrial prospect, we are con- 
ffonted with our third question, why 
this particular industry? To some this 
may seem a superfluous question. 
Land the industry: never mind why 
this particular one.' Yet this is the 
most important question of all. It is 
the question which.really tests our 
capacity to handle a new industries’ 
program on a sound business basis. 
It raises our most troublesome prob­
lems. ?

WHEN A CHAMBER OF COMMER­

The application of a winter mulch 
on strawberries increased the yield 71(5 
quarts per acre as compared to the 
yield secured on berries which iwere 
not mulched in experiments vomlueied 
at Michigan State College.

The chief benefits of the mub-li hi 
addition to making ihe yield greater 
were the conservation of moisture, 
keeping tin* berries clean, and stnotli- 

j ering weeds during the harvesting sea­
son. Tiie mulch also protects the ber­
ries against winter.irijury.

In localities where there is little 
snow, the mulch will he especially val­
uable. and it is additional insurance of 
a good crop in seasons of light rain­
fall.

The mulched plots, in the College 
tests, yielded fi.Oss quarts jier acre 
while oilier jmrtions of the field yield­
ed only 2.275 quarts per acre. The 
difference in yield was worth 90 dol­
lars per acre.

The mulch was applied late in No- 
; vemher and was left on the plants 
until ihe «lose of the following har­
vesting seasiyi. The mulch, which was 
three or four inches deep in the spring, 
was opened over the rows to permit 
the plants to grow through.

The plants were grown in narrow 
mailed rows. '

Scrapping of the equipment of the 
Detroit, Jackson & Chicago Electric 
railway between Detroit and Jackson 
will be begun immediately, officials of 
the Woodmere Scrap Iron and Metal 
company of Detroit, announced Sat­
urday. The later firm bought the 
rails, overhead equipment and rolling 
stock of the railway concern for $450, 
OCX). Interurban service over the line 
was discontinued a month ago. The 
equipment Included under the contract 
is 76 miles of rails weighing 70,000 
tons, while the overhead system ’con­
sists of 700 tons of copper.

Something new in air travel was 
inaugurated with establishment by the 
Stout Airlines of a local service be­
tween Dearborn and Chicago. Pas­
sengers will be taken on at the local 
stations, which include Battle Creek, 
Kalamazoo and South Bend, Ind., 
when the airliners are "flagged” as are 
local passenger trains In many sec­
tions. Stops will be made at any of 
the local stations to deplane but en­
planing will be made only with the 
station master "flagging.” Trips of 
the local liners are one each day, with 
Ann Arbor and Jackson to be included 
later.

In the Livingston county road build­
ing program for 1930, 17 miles of new 
Toad In 13 townships have been ap­
proved by the supervisors. There are 
several stretches in the west side of 
the county connecting with existing 
improved roads In Oakland county. Of 
these, 1 mile is to be built in Tyrone 
eventually to connect with an Oak­
land county road. Another section 
will be in Hartland township, connect­
ing with the Clyde road. Another will 
commence at the Pleasant Valley road 
south one mile making a through road 
from U. S. 16 to the Pleasant Valley 
road and the Proving Ground.

Just before the close of the sixty- 
ninth convention of the Michigan 
Council of Religious Education at Pon­
tiac last week, announcement was 
made of the gift of a 640-acre eamp 
site at Hartland for the use of the 
organisation with the addition of an 
endowment of <200,000 for its upkeep.

This magnificent gift will enable 
the council to conduct on a large scale 
a training camp for leaders and stu­
dents ami in dial way add to the effic­
iency of its varied program in the 
work of extending religious education. 
Tho site near Hartland is known as 
Walden Woods.

What is said to be one of tin* larg­
est movements of canned 'foods this 
year has just recently been shipped 
from Pittsburg and other plants of 
the II.

The 
purchase consisted of a. solid train- 
load, about fifty cars of Heinz mer­
chandise. The Kroger Company will 
distribute these foods in one week's 
time from over 5.060 stores.

ONE MILLION NEW
POLES SET A YEAR

Derrick Mounted on Truck and 
Operated by Power-Driven Winch

TO raise a telephone pole by man­
power alone requires quite a large 

gang. The development of the motor- 
drawn truck equipped with motor- 
driven winch and steel derrick has 
greatly expedited the work of setting 
poles. This combination with the 
earthboring machine for digging pole 
holes enables a comparatively small 
gang to set a great many poles per 
day. By manual labor alone, a man, 
under reasonably easy conditions, may 
dig from three to six pole holes per 
day. With the derrick and pole hole 
digger a gang of three men can dig 
the holes and set from 30 to 80 poles 
per day. There are approximately 16,-
000,000 pdles in the Bell System to be 
maintained, involving moving, remov­
ing. resetting and straightening, and 
1.000.000 new poles are erected 
annually.'

An egg a day keeps the butcher 
away is apparantly the popular slogan 
for modern hens as shown by the final 
records of the International Egg Lay­
ing contest at Michigan State College.

The best laying record. 319 eggs, 
was made by a White Leghorn hen 
owned by II.

Foods rich in vita­
min A promote the growth of children 
and prevent diseases and. defective 
teeth. Yeast, carrots, potatoes, grape- 
nuts and lettuce contain vitamin B, 
which is valuable because it gives one 
an appetite and it protects one from 
nerve diseases. To prevent scurvy, 
diseases of teeth and tbe skin, one 
should eat tomatoes, beets, appleB, let­
tuce, spinach, oranges and bananas, 
for these contain vitamin C. Rickets 
may be prevented by including eggs, 
salmon and butter -in the diet. These 
foods and cod liver oil have vitamin D. 
The foods rich in calcium are cheese, 
cauliflower, oranges, figs, beans, spin­
ach, celery and milk. Calcium is very 
valuable. It builds up the bones of 
one’s body. Prosphorous foods such as 
eggs, cheese, graham bread, milk, 
grape-nuts and spinach are builders of 
bones, teeth, brain cells, and the 
nerves. Less important are vitamins 
E, F, and G, which are found in sal­
mon, parsley, lettuce, oatmeal, grape- 
nuts and bananas. *
