COUNTY BOARD.

COST IS BORNE BY ST.AtE

The opening to trallic of both sides 
of Michigan avenue. 204-foot super­
highway, across Waylie County into 
Washtenaw County, marked the com­
pletion of the season's road building 
program of the Wayne County Road 
Commission, Edward N. Hines, road 
commissioner, said Saturday.

Except for short stretches through 
the City of Dearborn and the Village 
of Wayne, the right-of-way on Michi­
gan avenue is 204 feet. It crosses the 
county with no railroad crossing at 
grade and no had curves. The old 
interurhan tracks, poles, etc., have 
Iieen sold as junk and soon will be re­
moved by the purchaser.

State Pays Cost.
The Wayne County lioad Commis­

sion has performed the work under 
contract with the Slate Highway De­
partment. Michigan superhighway is 
a trunk line road, and aecordiiigly. 
the entire cost of the improvement is 
IKiiil by the state from the weight anil 
gas taxes. Trallic has been maintain­
ed on Michigan avenue during the en­
tire const met ¡on period without any 
detours.

The narrow grade -eparation with 
the Ben* Marquette Railway at the 
western limits of the Village <>f 
Wayne. i< ibe only bail feature left 
on this important highway. Mr.4 Hirn s 
pointed out. Negotiations are in 
progress and it is hoped lliat a I'av.u-- 
ahle decision may be arrived at in the 
near future to widen this bottle heck. 
Negotiations also are under way look­
ing towards the replacement of the 
narrow south side roadway with a new 
•jo-foot concrete road next year con­
forming to ibe grade on the north 
side. As trallic growth increases, the 
two 20-foot concrete roadways will be 
widened trt nr least 40 feet.

Busy Season.
"The past season lias seen the grotti­

est yardage and the largest mileage 
of concrete roads built in our history 
anil probably represents the peak, as 
our future effort and the major iKirtion 
of our funds will be utilized for grade 
separation construction and acquisition 
of wider widths of right-of-way on our 
Master Plan superhighways." Mr. 
Hines said.

"During the month of October. 1S4.- 
53S square yards of io-inch concrete 
road was built on 10 different project,«, 
which was largely the finishing up of 
loose ends on the various roads under 
construction during the past summer, 
such as intcrsevrioiis. cross-overs, 
grade separation under-passes, etc. 
This yardage represents 4.75 miles of 
new coneri'le road and 1315 miles of 
widening."

The fiscal year of the County Road 
Commission began Sept. 1. and all 
yardage constructed after that date is 
cred it ial against the 1030 budget. The 
total yardage for these two months 
amoiiideil to 3S7.303 square yards. 
Bridge and grade separation work is 
carried'on throughout the entire year. 

Right-of-way Acquired.
Acquisition <>f wider rights-of-way 

is also a continuous activity. During 
the past two weeks 4.153 feet of wid­
er rights-of-way have been acquired 
cither by dedication, by exchange 
of back property for frontage, by pur­
chase;, or by condemnation. These 
rights-of-way are located ..a ll.i-e f.in • 
Forr. Michigan. Southfield. School­
craft'. and Mound 204-foot supci'higli- 
wavs; on the 150-fonf Outer Driv-. 
ami on Ford. Joy and Northville 320- 
t'cot section line roads.

The concrete landing field. taxi 
strips and runways at the County Air­
port also are completed for this year.

CHARLES DECKER

Charles Decker was born in Orange 
County, state cj.' New York. April 17. 
1S52. iiis ancestors came from Eng­
land in Colonial days, and bellied to 
win the war of tile Revolution. (Near­
ly a century later, his oldest brother, 
a I iiion soldier volunteer, was killed 
in llie Battle of the Wilderness during 
the Civil War.’»

At a very early age, Mr. Deekpr 
came to Michigan, where lie found 
employment on a farm in Wayne 
County. IIis habits were exemplary, 
as he m ver drank, smoked or gambled. 
Ills quiet, steady application to his 
work soon woii the confidence and re­
spect of all with whom he came in 
contact. After a few years lie mar­
ried and settled on a farm of his own.

Fot: the past twenty-live years of 
his life, he lias dealt «•xtcnsively in 
real estate. Among his business asso­
ciates. he established a reputation for 
honesty and square dealing. He was 
generous to a fault—always ready to 
help those less fortunate than himself.

In spite of his work, lie found time 
to read a grunt deal of history, to ac­
quire a working knowledge of law, 
and to keep in touch with current 
events, lie was greatly interested in 
all civic' affairs. lie lived an active, 
useful life, a good citizen, a kind 
neighbor and a sympathetic friend.

A slight attack of pneumonia with 
heart complication, closed liis earthly 
career, llcjjank peacefully to rest on 
the evening of Armistice Day. Novem­
ber 11. 1929.

Myrta MaeLaren and Mrs. Ethel Kin­
caid of Ann Arbor; three grandchil­
dren.

Work On New Prison j To Vote On Building Of Addition To Central Grade 
To Start At Once School And High School Gymnasium.

To provide public works employment 
during the fall and "inter, the House 
of Correction Commission was author­
ized to start work at once on the new 
city prison, between Plymouth and 
Northville, near the present House of 
Correction farm. With the first ap­
propriation of $1.250.(XH) it is planned 
to build all the buildings, except the 
second cell block, the factory and the 
auditorium which are to he erected 
later? Only the wall surrounding tlic 
prison will be built by prison labor. 
The whole group of buildings will be 
controlled by a corridor, which runs 
the length of the prison as at Still­
water. Minn.,.the units to be separated 
from each other by -barred dooi’s. etc.. 
to curb prison outbreaks. In addition 
to this prison, there will be a dormi­
tory system ofitside the walls for first 
offenders and trusties. Eight of the 
31 proposed dormitories an* now com­
pleted. This project lias nothing in 
do with the main project as far as 
financing is concerned.

Albert Kahn, the well known Di'lrnli 
architect, designed the new prison.

There are economic reasons why w_ 
should In America spend our money 
to stamp out the great White Plague. 
The loss of life and the decrease in' 
productive power of the nation due to 
tuberculosis represents a great tax 
upon society, that is as real as though 
it were included among the items on 
one's tax bill.

And the sorrow- and heartache, thie 
tears and suffering attendant upon the 
loss of loved ones and those upon 
whom childhood depends are beyond 
measure in material values.

These factors combine to make the 
Michigan Tuberculosis Association’s 
labor of stamping out the disease that 
causes all this material aitf spiritual 
loss a worthwhile work which should 
appeal to our business Instincts as 
well as to our humanltarlanlsw.

So whatever may be our reasons'for 
buying-Christinas seals let us buy gen­
erously. Let us make our holiday gift 
packages gay with the bright little 
stamps which carry so much of the 
message of hope to those who are In 
direct need of that help.

Today it is 
estimated that more than $50,000.000 is on 'de­
posit in the savings hanks operated on the public 
schools of the nation. This is practical benefit to 
the first order. But over and above this, the 
school bank teaches thrift, hud-getting and self- 
discipline. Moreover it gives the young saver a 
better idea of the true value of money. It fits 
him to better take care of himself in later years. 
Our schools around Plymouth are as good as 
can he found anywhere in the land, but there is 
still room for improvement. The establishment 
of a savings hank system in each and every' one 
of them would he one of the most valuable stops 
that could possibly- be taken.

THE LOBBY PESTS.

Speakipg of the big lobby business at Wash­
ington ahd of proposed laws to curb it Will 
Rogers, the famous humorist, says that if con­
gressmen are stupid enough to be led by these 
undercover workers they, instead of the lobby­
ists, should be sent home. That, of course, is 
quite true. But according to Sen. Caraway, who 
has been hammering at these lobbyists for years, 
the victims are not congressmen but the business 
men who hire them. Lobbyists do their hardest 
work in getting their jobs. They persuade manu­
facturers they can do a lot at Washington, and 
then do nothing but draw their salaries. Cara­
way stated in the Senate that he knew a lobbyist 
organization with three men drawing $12,000 a 
year each, though the whole three didn’t know 
five men in public life. But that does not pre­
vent the lobbyists from writing back glowing 
letters of results and keeping their employers- 
fooled. It is queer, that smart business men can 
be so easily duped—but they are.

Laboratory to Be Like Bureau 
of Standards.

Washington.—The first.step toward 
establishment In Washington of a na­
tional research center for problems In 
human and animal psychology, com­
parable In some ways to the bureau 
oi standards, has been taken h.v the 
Incorporation here of the National In­
stitute of Psychology, whose member 
ship includes 59 nt the foremost Amer­
ican experimental psychologists.

The Incorpora tors are Prof. Knight 
Dunlap, heart of the psychology rto- 
rnrt ment of Johns Hopkins university 
an<l until a few weeks ago of the 
division ol psychology and anthropol­
ogy of the national research council; 
Dr Hugh S. Cumming. surgeon gen 

terni of the United States Public 
Health.service, and Di Edwin E. Sins- 
son. The chariei authorizes it to 
“promote the application of scientific 
facts ami principles to human and ani 
nttil life and- welfare.’

The intent, ns described by Profes­
sor Dunlap, is to found “a nalionnl 
psychological laboratory, similar in 
some of its functions to tile bureau of 
standards, hut not under federal «-on- 
trol. Sueli a lahoramry can t>e under 
a relatively peruiauent director and 
can undertake programs of research 
too lengthy, expensive and coniplicar- 
ed for other institutions.

“In such a laboratory truly to-oper- 
ative results of the highest value can 
be obtained. Men working in other 
laboratories on details of the prob­
lems unrtiJFtaken in the .aiional lab 
oratory could arrange to transfer their 
work there during leave of absence, 
or iir summers.

“Work done here can he subjected 
to crith-ism while in progress. iiwtend 
of afterward, and the co-operative 
method can insure greater certainty 
as io conditions. Such a national lab­
oratory wili he of really inestimable 
advantage to psychology, not only be­
cause of Its nvailpltillly for the solu­
tion of problems unwieldy elsewhere, 
hut lieeanse standards of research may 
be elevated."

The sided bm ot a site in Washing 
ton or its environs. Professor Dunlap 
saiil. must be undertaken with ¿rear 
care. Th® laboratories must he in 
some place free from noise, vibrations 
and elect rie.-tl disturbances of the city 
because of the extreme delicacy <.1 the 
instruments used In some experi'iuents,

The institute wants to locate io 
Washington. Professor Dunlap said, 
because the National Capital is close 
to the geographic center of scientific 
America and because of the excep­
tional facilities for research here.

dustrial Expansion, we reached the 
point last week where we made the 
assertion that when a chamlier of com­
merce is called on to assist in financ­
ing' a new industry, then the question, 
“WHY THIS PARTICULAR INDUS­
TRY," become of paramount import­
ance.

HERE THE CHAMBER IS ASKED
TO GO BEYOND FURNISHING IN­
FORMATION AND SERVICE. It is 
asked to stand sponsor before its local 
investing public for the financial suc­
cess of the enterprise in question. 
THIS IS A GRAVE RESPONSIBIL­
ITY. IT IS EXCEEDINGLY QUES­
TIONABLE WHETHER ANY CHAM­
BER SHOULD UNDERTAKE IT.

THE ACCEPTED PRACTICE, 
where a chamber of commerce inter­
ests itself in financing is. after thor­
ough investigation, to introduce the in­
dustry to local investors, who are in a 
position to and may want ON THEIR 
OWN INITIATIVE to invest In it.

As far as your secretary is concern­
ed, he wishes his position in such mat­
ters distinctly understood. It is not 
within his authority, responsibility, 
line of duty, or wisfe course of action 
to recommend the endorsement by the 
chamber of commerce of the stock of 
any industry, no matter how apparent-; 
Iy worthy of community support. His 
responsibility ceases after following 
through on the many dteails leading 
up to bringing the outsider in touch 
with Plymouth business men. who 
might be interested.
What- Has Been Accepted as the Best

Method in Other Communities 
Might be Tried in Plymouth. !

Experience, in many cases hitter, 
lias taught this lesson that IF THERE I 
IS A NEED FOR COMMUNITY AC-( 
TION IN ASSISTING IN FINANC­

Assume vresponsibility 
whenever it is offered y^n or volunteer 
for if such be the case, for it is 
only in working with others or direct­
ing them that one can forget oneself.

That is the keynote, forget yourself, 
and the inferiority complex will just 
naturally -dirivel up and fade away.
Do not slop to rliink, "Oh. 1 can't do 
that right!" or "What will they, say 
if I niak«> a mistake?" Go ahead and 
do it to the best of your ability. Each 
new thing undertaken and completed 
decreases self-coticiousness and in- 
cri'ases self confidence. Take the fore­
front in class ami school activities and 
eventually you will take die forefront 
in-after life affairs. '

F. J. Hall, of Hollaway. is winner 
of the 1929 pig crop contest, according 
to an announcement from the Michi­
gan State College animal husbandry 
department.

Mr. Hall produced 5S spotted Po­
land China pigs from six sows with an 
average litter weight of 1.984 pounds 
and an average pig weight of 205 
pounds in iso days. The total weight 
of the 58 pigs was 12.219 iwtunds and. 
they were sold on the Detroit market 
at $11.40 i»er hundred, a premium of 
15 cents per hundred over the highest 
price paid on the day they were sold.

Thirteen swine producers finished 
the contest this year, and the winner^ 
of the first 10 places will receive caslf: 
prizes. The prize winners are as fol-;

The 
contest is sponsored by the Michigan 
Swine Breeders ‘Association and the 
Michigan State College.
