Vote on Bond Issue of $190,000 For 

Central Grade School and
v Gymnasium.

Polls of Election Will Be Open At High 
School Building Between the Hours 

of 8 A. M. and 8 P. M:

The registration- of the qualified 
voters of Plymouth District No. 1 
Fractional, closed Saturday evening at 
8:00 p. m. The enrollment for the 
school election is large, which shows 
a real interest in the proposition upon 
thel part of the taxpayers. This is 
very pleasing to the Board of Educa­
tion because the directors of any cor­
poration are always glad to know the 
will of the stockholders in the cor­
poration.

The need for the Community Center 
and grade room has been stated iu 
previous issues of the Mail. A per­
spective and first floor plan of the pro­
posed school was in last week’s edition 
of the Plymouth Mail and now it is 
left to the individual taxpayer who 
has already registered to determine 
whether or not Plymouth is to have 
the splendid Community Center upon 
which the Board of Education has 
given them the privilege to vote.

Some things to be remembered in 
the consideration of the question are :

Our district's valuation is $8,606,- 
21400.

By law, we are allowed to issue 
bonds to the extent of ^5% of the 
assessed valuation or $1^90,932.00.. 
The present bonded indebtedness is 
approximately $285,000.00 If the bond 
¿âme carries, the indebtedness will be 
increased to $475,000.00, which is a 
Httte over 1-3 of the amount which 
the district could legally bond for.

The district today is renting a gym- 
aaainm for the grade pupils at'the ex­
pense of $75.00 per month. The rent- 
hoc of the added facilities was neces­
sary in order to safeguard the health 
of the boys and girls in the grades 1 
to 6 and to furnish added space for 
UgJ, school class®.

All of the adjoining towns to Plym­
outh have definite gymnasium facilities 
and on December 16 will be determined 
whether these same facilities will in? 
extended to the boys and .girls of 
Plymouth.

We should also seriously consider 
in making our decision, as to whether 
we really believe the normal boys and 
girls who attend Plymouth Public 
Schools are not entitled to the same 
advantages as are provided for de­
fective and criminal boys and girls by 
the State of Michigan.

'A Community Center and high school 
gymnasium is one of the few things 
in which Plymouth is not abreast of 
the times in possessing and, as stated 
before in the Plymouth Mail, there are 
two definite questions to be consider­
ed :

1. Can we afford to build the Com­
munity Center?

2. Can we afford not to built the 
Community Center?

2:30 to 5 :(M) p. in., and j 
evenings, 8:00 ro 10:30. weather jief- 
mitting. The Hockey Club and sup­
porters have spent considerable money I 
and time in getting the rink in shape, 1 
and they now have a tine vheet of ice I 
80x180 feet, ready for skating ami I 
hockey games. There also is a heat- J 
ed building partitioned off into two | 
dressing rooms for hockey teams, a ; 
room for public skaters, check room ! 
and refreshment stand.

The hockey team practiced on tin* 
ice this week, and those who were on I 
last year's team all declared the con­
dition of ibe ice was better Ilian that) 
which they had played on many times 
last winter in Detroit.

Due to the changes in temperature, 
no hockey games have been scheduled, 
however it is expected there will be 
games played within the next week. 
The charge for hockey games will he 
35c, which includes skating'after the 
game. Regular skating .sessions will 
be 35c for adults and 20c for children 
or all those attending school. Adult 
season tickets are $7.OO: children's 
season tickets, $4?00. Season tickets 
will admit you to all hockey games 
and all skating sessions.

Considering the number of skating 
session» and hockey games, which of 
course will depend, on the weather 
man, the season ticket is very reason­
able, as it would only take 20 sessions 
to use up the price of an adult's tick­
et. The price of a child's ticket would 
also be used up in 20 sessions.

Staff's out-door rink in Detroit, last 
winter ran over .125 skating sessions. 
The same thing can be done in Plym­
outh. - ,

The club urges the-, sale of season 
tickets for two reasons: first it will be 
cheaper for the skaters, and second, it 
will help pay off part of the cost of 
building the rink.

It might be mentioned that Staff's 
season tickets are $10.00, so the Hock­
ey Clmembers feel that the $7.00 
and $4.00 charg® are reasonable.

morrow. Mr. Smith spoke of the bene­
fits derived from community centers 
where boys and girls of all ages can 
gather for recreation and enjoyment 
during their leisure hours.

Qu®tions from the women brought 
forth two or three points of in ter® t— 
first, that Plymouth’s present school 
bond of $285,000 Is very low and would 
still be with the $190,000 bond Issue 
added. The Plymouth School District 
valuation is $8,606,214.00—15% of 
thi3 or $1,290,932.10, is the amount 
that conld be raised for school pur­
poses. Also that on an assessed val­
uation of $4.000 it would cost a tax­
payer from $5.00 to $6.00 a year for 
fhe new Community Center, a place of 
untold value to the youth'and older 
people of our community.

Xlr., Smith closed his address 
saying, “In voting on the school hot 
one must decide one of two thinjfef 
‘Can I afford to vote for it?’ or ‘Can 
I afford not to vote for it?’ Consider­
ing the many problems of our compli­
cated life of today, it would seem that 
uny investment that would help to 
build better men and women physical­
ly and morally Is the only investment 
we can afford.”

An excellent report of -the state 
convention' of the Michigan League of 
Women Voters held recently at Flint, 
was .given by Judge Phoebe Patterson 
in a pleasingly informal manner.

the day. Last year's fire waste in cash 
figures ran over one-half billion dol 
lars. What is even more important, 
over 8,000 lost their lives in them.

These facts should serve as a ter­
rible warning to those who are start­
ing this winter without an inspection 
of chimneys, fines, pipe«, stoves and 
furnaces. Rust eats Its way through 
ordinary stovepipe far more rapidly 
than one would think. The elements 
In summer easily pnt flues and chim­
neys In such condition as to make 
them a menace from the very moment 
they are put into service again. There 
is but one way to tell if these Import­
ant parts of your heating system are 
safe, and that is by a careful inspec­
tion of them.

Insurance Is a most excellent thing, 
but insurance or no insurance fire Is 
a calamity at any season of the year. 
When we are confronted with positive 
proof that 80 percent of all fires could 
have been avoided, It leaves absolutely 
no excuse for carelessness, no alibi for 
not going over every inch of the heat­
ing system in the home, whatever it 
may consist of, looking for the danger 
spots. There is a lot of winter ahead 
of us, bnt there’s no time like the pres­
ent for guarding against fire.

WHERE IS HE GOING? I
When a boy trudging along the! 

highway puts up his hand and yells, 
"Hey, give me a lift, Mister," the 
motorist who really has the best in­
terest of the boy at heart will quickly 
ask himself: "Where will I take him?" 
Welfare workers declare that more 
halfgrown lads are going to the devil 
in city slums today than ever before, 
and that this Is because it is so easy 
for them to travel from farms and 
towns like Plymouth, a great distance 
without having to pay for it. Boys 
from our farms and smaller towns are 
shining targets for disaster In a city. 
They gravitate to the poor and wretch­
ed sections, and there encounter evils 
they knew nothing of at home. Don’t 
think you are making a mistake if 
you fail to encourage the boy by giving 
him a ride. You may be doing him a 
far greater favor by refusing to do so.

MORE THAN .HALF OF STATE’S
LESS-THAN-CARLOAD-LOT MER­

CHANDISE TRANSPORTED
OVER HIGHWAYS.

More than half of the less than car­
load lot merchandise transported from 
cities in Michigan to other cities u 

j ths state is hauled over the highway 
by motor truck lines. The growth of 
this form of transportation in Mich­
igan has been phenomenal.

In 1923 there waS but one author­
ized common carrier truck line in 
Michigan. Now there áre more than 
70 common carriers with lines radiat­
ing from Detroit to points as far west 
as SL Louis, south to Cincinnati and 
east to Pittsburg and Buffalo. In ad­
dition to that there are a large number 
of so-called’ contract carriers. The 
majority of the truck lines, however, 
confine their operations to points with­
in a radius of 175 miles of Detroit.

More Than 400 Cities
In this territory, which is known 

as the Detroit trading territory, there 
are now more than 400 cities and 
towns enjoying overnight service from 
Detroit, and in most cases the freight 
is hauled at railroad rates, and the 
service includes pickup and delivery.

The state highway deparmtent, by 
keeping the highways free from snow 
and ice during the winter months, en­
ables the motor truck operators to con­
tinue this service for twelve months 
each year. The clock-like schedules 
of the suniuier months are maintain­
ed throughout the winter in all of the 
Detroit territory.

A study of the motor truck situa­
tion in Michigan, which has just lieen 
completed by the Wholesale Morelia ill s’ 
bureau of the Detroit Board of Com­
merce. according to E. E. Trine, the 
secretary, .shows that more than 83.- 

| (»00.000 Inis been invested in truck 
I and trailer equipment by carriers serv- 
j ing the towns in Michigan. Approx- 
! imately 150 depots and warehouses 

are maintained by these carriers. Of 
this total 20 are maintained in De­
troit alone.

The animal payroll of Michigan’s 
motor truck lines averages about 
$5.000 a day or more titan $175,000 a 
year. The operators of the truck 
lines are gendrwtts conlribuiors to the 
tax collections of the state. They pay 
a large amount of gasoline tax. weight 
tax and the special taxes for permits 
to operate ns common carriers.

Are Common Carriers

Tlie lines that are not known as 
contract hdwlers. are common carriers 
and operate under the direction and 
by the permit of tin* Michigan Ihtblie 
Utilities Commission. The power to 
regulate tin* «iteration of motor vehi­
cles on the highways was given the 
utilities commission by the legislature 
after action towj/rd this etui had been

started by the Detroit Board of Com­
merce several years ago.

Before the advent of the common 
carrier truck lines on the state high­
ways. the small town merchants in 
Detroit's trading area found it neces­
sary to buy merchandise in large lots, 
in order to carry on adequate stock 
for his customers, the storekeeper 
found it imperative to carry inventory 
greatly in excess of his turnover.

Now the retailer in the small and 
remoie communities need carry only 
enough goods on his shelves to supply 
the immediate demand of his custom­
ers? As a result of this his turnover 
lias increased many times and his pro­
fits are accordingly larger. The re­
tailers' advantages in turn are enjoyed 
by the jobbers. wholesalers and manu­
facturers catering to this trade. 
Busses resulting from changes in 
styles, buying fads and spoilage, are 
reduced to a minimum.—Detroit Free 
Tress.

Christmas Qifts
— By HELEN SUZANNE TAYLOR —

As Christmas festivities draw near 
and you are still pondering over suit­
able gifts for various friends, have 
you considered how very personal and 
appropriate a food gift might be? The 
friend who loves home-cooked foods 
but who just “never gets time to pre­
pare any," the business friend who is 
fond of home-made dainties but who 
has no opportunity to bake, the invalid 
frieftd who has choice memories of the 
days when she was well and busy In 
her home, the college friend who is 
unable to get home for Christmas, the 
friend who has especially compliment­
ed you on your grape jelly or your 
mince pie—how delighted each would 
be to receive a gift made by you in 
your kitchen, and carrying with it a 
feeling of sentiment and Christmas 
cheer.

Some Jars of jelly, Jam or conserve 
may have been made during the past 
summer, but when covered with small 
paper dollies and tied with red, green 
or silver ribbon, they cannot help but 
take on a very festive air.

A tier of your Christmas fruit cake 
will make a charming gift and yet 
cause you very little extra time or 
work. It may be made attractive by 
means of a garnish of cherries and 
nuts which are dropped on to the 
batter jnst before baking. When 
wrapped in colored, transparent, mois­
ture-proof paper and tied with bright 
ribbon, it makes a most cheerful look­
ing gift A box of assorted nnts, fruit 
or cookies, a jar of mincemeat, a bot­
tle of delicious grape juice, will bring 
back the Christmas basket tradition 
which will never be completely forgot­
ten.

To the family who accepts pie as 
the main week dessert, with possibly 
a variation of ice cream and cake on 
Sunday, what gift would bring a great­
er element of surprise than a plum 
pudding made attractive by means of 
an anusual shaped mold such as is 
found on the market today? There is 
something homey about the very word 
“pudding." And though time has con­
siderably changed the method of pre­
paring and serving it, it still carries 
us back to ancient and historic days 
when kings and peasants alike ate 
and enjoyed paddings.
. Last but not least in our suggested 
Christmas list is candy, a word which 
automatically belongs to the holiday 
season. With a heavy saucepan and 
a candy thermometer there is no end 
to the delightful;assortment of sweets

J
which you can assemble. Dates, stuff­
ed with colored fondant and decorated

1th nutmeats or toasted cocoanut, 
creamy fudge, caramels, chocolate 
covered candles and bonbons, seafoam, 
divinity, and glazed fruits may be 
made at home and boxed very attrac­
tively by means of .gold or silver paper, 
special nut decorations and possibly 
sprinkled • over with small brightly 
colored confectioner's candy.

Chocolate Coating
Buy from the confectioner bitter, 

sweet or milk chocolate for coating. 
Or buy from the grocer that chocolate 
labeled “specially adapted for house­
hold use in making coverings for 
creams and other homemade confec­
tions.” Cut into pieces or run through 
a food chopper, then melt carefully in 
a bowl placed in the top of the tea­
kettle, being careful that the bowl is 
large enough to fit, and the steam does 
not get into the chocolate. Constant 
stirring is advisable, so that the choco­
late will melt with as little heat as 
possible. Over-heating, or a few drops 
of water getting into it will thicken it 
so that it can never be used for coating 
centers. As soon as melted, remove 
from the hot water, then cool, stirring 
all the time, so that It will cool with­
out lumps, and will be glossy. The 
right kind of chocolate must be 
bought; it fs not advisable to add but­
ter or paraffin. A plain sweet or bit­
ter chocolate Is not suitable for coat­
ing. and will not give good results.

Use a two-tlned fork for dipping 
chocolates, then place them upon a 
white oilcloth, a porcelain-topped 
table, or a heavy waxed paper, bring­
ing a string of chocolate across the 
top. Regular forks for the purpose 
can be bought from a confectioners' 
supply company. Amateurs seldom 
have good luck using the fingers.

Between dipping the centers, the 
chocolate Is well stirred with a fork to 
prevent edges from'crustlng, and it is 
warmed by placing the bowl again over 
the steam, to keep it at the correct 
temperature all of the time. If the 
chocolate Is too hot. It slides off the 
centers, leaving the coating too thin, 
and a heavy base. If it is too cool, 
the coating on the center is too thick, 
or it Is rough, and not glossy. Over­
heating or dampness ruins glossiness. 
Cooling chocolaes in an lee refrigera­
tor causes streaking, dne to dampness. 
Work in a cool room, and they harden 
at once.

In all $5,825 in cash prize; was dis­
tributed to the 20S winners in the con­
test in which more than 23.000’ women 
ami girls from' every section of the 
Fulled States had entries.

Mrs. Ilvass is a veteran canner and 
puts up yearly between GOO and 8th» 
quarts of food to cut living expenses. 
She had planned to put up ten 
quarts of peas for home 
use this year, but took extra pains 
with one jar which sin* decided io 
enter in the contest. From her vege­
table pa tell she picked a milk pailful 
of lK'as. amF as she shelled .them she 
selected tile pens by hand and then 
carefully sifted out those of even size 
by use of a colander. The result was 
a jar of perfectly uniform peas which 
amazed the judges. Mrs. Ilvass plans 
to use llie $1250 in stocking the little 
farm with purebred Holstein cows, an 
ambition she nurtured for many years.

A significant fact revealed, by the 
contest is that American housewives 
are abandoning to a great extent the 
old-time eaunuig methods. Tike the 
open kettle, cold pack, hot pack and 
water hath.' in favor of the steam 
pressure cooker ¿nethod advocated by 
the V. S. Department of Agriculture. 
Fully 73 per cent of the prize winning 
jars, including Mrs. Hvass', were put 
up h.v this method.- Mrs. Ilvass pro­
cessed her prize peas in the pressure 
cooker which she uses every day in her 
cooking, and attributes the greatest 
part of her success in winning the 
prize to her method of canning.

AN ORDINANCE
THE VILLAGE OF PLYMOUTH 

ORDAINS :
Section 1—All public alleys within 

Çhe Village are hereafter to be sub­
ject to the same regulations and re­
striction^ which govern the mainten­
ance anti keeping of streets arid other 
public thoroughfares in fit and proper 
condition for public travel.

Section«’ 2—The depositing of ashes, 
t garbage, rubbish or other refuse, or 
i materials of any kind, in any public 
alley or so as in any manner to ob­
struct the, entrance to or exit from 

. such public alley, is hereby prohibited, 
j Provided, however/that the temporary 
placing of ashes along the alley line, 

j so as not in any manner to obstruct 
J full an4 free passage of vehicular 
; traffic through such alley, shall be per- 
’ mitted from November first to May 
first of each year.

Section 3—No public alley shall be 
! in any ffianner obstructed !so as to in­
terfere with the free movement of vehi­
cular traffic through same.

Section 4—The placing In any public 
alley of nails, tacks, glass, wire, pieces 
of metal, or any other materials which 
may in any manner work Injury to the 
tires of motor vehicles, Is hereby pro­
hibited.

Section 5—The burning of paper, 
leaves, rhblsh, etc. In public alleys 

i Bhall be permitted ; provided, however,
, that such burning shall be conducted 
near the side and away from the route 

I of vehicular travel through such 
! alleys ; ¿rid provided further that the 
I person setting such fire shall keep same 
! continuously under observation and 
1 control so as to prevent the communl- 
; cation of fire to nearby buildings or
i other inflammable structures.

The residue or ashes from such fires 
shall be collected and disposed of with- 

' In twenty-four hours after such burn- 
! lng of papers, leaves, rubbish or other 
, materials, and shall in no case be per-
. mitted to remain in such alley.

Section 6—The disposal of waste wa- 
, ter, oil, grease or any other material 
1 which may impair the condition of the.
roadway for public travel, or which; 
may emit any offensive or obnoxious |

, odor. In any public alley. Is hereby. 
prohibited.. .

Section 7—Any person violating any 
'of the .provisions of this ordinance! 
. shall be punished by a fine of not to ; 
1 exceed FIFTY DOLLARS plus the
costs of prosecution, or imprisonment ' 

i In'the Detroit House of Correction not ! 
, to exceed ninety days, or both such j 
i fine and Imprisonment in the dlscre- 
j tlon of the Court.
| Section 8—All ordinances, and parts 
! of ordinances in conflict herewith are 
j hereby repealed.
