OF NATIONAL EDUCATION 

.ASSOCIATION HELD ITS 
ANNUAL MEETING AT 

ATLANTIC CI1>’,
FEB. 23-27, 193t.

In a trend« nee at tne meeting from 
Plymouth, were George A. Smith, su­
perintendent of schools, and Maynard 
Larkins, representing the High School 
Orchestra of the local high school in 
the National High School Orchestra 
which furnished music at the different 
sections and concluded the convention 
with a concert Thursday afternoon.

The National Orchestra feature was 
a new and important innovation in the 
way of music, boys and girls coming 
from forty-three of the forty-eight 
states in the United States to partici-i 
pate-in a Junior Symphony Orchestra 
which rendered music far beyond the 
expectation of those attending the con­
vention.

The convention was held in Atlantic 
City's new fifteen million dollar audi­
torium, the main auditorium chamber 
of which seats forty-one thousand per­
sons. The auditorium in which rhe 
conference was held was in itself a 
masterpiece in architecture and con­
struction.

The several thousand delegates to 
the convention were housed in the lux­
urious summer hotels of Atlantic City 
adjacent to the six-mile Board-Walk 
promenade along the ocopn front.

The convention proper opened by the 
association's president. Frank Cod.v, 
superintendent of schools of Detroit. 
Michigan, began with a vesper service 
on Sunday afternoon, in which Rein- 
hold Neibuhr of the Union Theological 
Seminary of New York City, was the 
speaker. His discussion of the use of 
instinct, intelligence and imagination 
in world progress was one of the out­
standing talks of the convention.

The programs throughout the several 
days were of general nature in the 
forenoon and evening, taking for the 
general theme "Education Is Life.” 
with such sub-topics as:

"Life is idealistic: education must 
aim high:”

"Life is friendly: education must 
develop a social spirit:

"Life is dynamic: education must 
move forward aggressively:

“Lifeis practical: education must be 
efficient:

"Life is recreative: education must 
train for leisure:"

“Life is progressive: education must 
adjust’itself to new n«A*ds:

“Life Is cooperative: education must 
itself cooperate."

The afternoons were given t^o group 
meetings in which towns were classi­
fied into groups of similar populations.

At the general and group meetings, 
not. only were the outstanding men In 
education represented upon the pro­
gram. but also business men such ns 
Charles F. Kittcring. president of the 
Genueral Motors Research Corpora­
tion: Frank B. Jewett, vice-president 
of the American Telephone and Tele­
graph Company: Ruth Bryan Owen, 
member of Congress: Wm. J. Cooper, 
United States Commissioner of Edu­
cation: and Ray Lyman Wilber, secre­
tary of the Interior in President 
Hoover’s Cabinet

These conventions are both informa­
tive and inspirational. In the section 
meetings each afternoon were consid­
ered the specific problems confronting 
the towns in the section represented 
and also reports on the latest experi­
ments In education carried on by dif­
ferent. cities in the group.

Tn a portion of the large Auditorium 
were exhibits of all the leading .com­
panies manufacturing school supplies, 
equipment and auxiliary services.

Michigan schools were well repre­
sented in the convention both in at­
tendance and on programs, and because 
of the inspiration which all received, 
another year should find our public 
schools a little bit closer to life in its 
aims and realization than if has ever 
been before.

Pointed Facts 
About The “U”

of Michigan
Tiie University has addresses for 

over 07,000 alumni. They are found in 
every state of the Union and in almost 
every country of the world.

The faculty of the University of 
Michigan, last year, numbered $30. ex­
clusive of student assistants and ad­
ministrative officers, of this number 
224 held the rank of full professor, 327 
were instructors. .

When the University first oi«*ned its 
doors there were seven students. Last 
.';ear the students numbered 13.709 al­
together.

The University of Michigan was the 
first state University to admit women 
as students. In fact, it was the first 
large University to take this step. L: 
year there were 4,067 women enrolled.

Eighty-three students in the Uni' 
sity claim China as their home. This 
is rhe largest number euroleil from a 
foreign country, except Canada. 26 
students came from the Philippines. 23 
came from India.

There were 8.984 students registered 
in the University from the state of 
Michigan last year. It is interesting 
td note that some of those who register­
ed from the-Upper Peninsula, particul- 
aftv those in the western part, ordin- 
-apiy passed through four states in go­
ing to and from Ann Arbor.

Tiie five states which had more than 
100 students attending the University 
of Michigan, exclusive of Michigan, 
were: Ohio (1026): New York (62$): 
Illinois (504) : Indiana (30$) : Penn­
sylvania (308): New Jersey (119): 
and Kentucky (100).

rPLAYING HOOKEY”

Statistics show that 90 percent of the criminals of today start- 
on their criminal career by absenting themselves from school or, as 
older residents around Plymouth would define lit, by “playing 
hookey.” This beginning of waywardness develops until a crime 
is committed, and then the youth is-sent to a reformatory, or peni­
tentiary, where the state seeks to reform him.

Social service workers and school teachers who have made a 
study of the subject are convinced that very often the trouble is in 
the home, instead of in the child. Too often parents minimize the 
importance of education, and display an utter lack of interest in 
school work. As a result, the children are led- to believe that se­
curing an education really means nothing to them, and instead of 
being encouraged or forced to loop upon it as the most serious 
thing in life they are permitted to have their own way about school 
attendance.

We seldom hear of a deliberat case of truancy in this commun­
ity. For that we are thankful. But it is -a subject that parents 
should not overlook; the seriousness of truancy must be constantly 
impressed upon the mind of every child who shows a tendency to 
slight school work. It is only through the education of the boy and 
girl of today that we can hope to maintain a high standard of 
citizenship in the community in the years to come.

THE FRUIT CROP

Reports that much fruit was killed in various sections of the 
country by the severe winter weather of January are sure to create 
wide-spread regret. There has long been an understanding with 
housewives around Plymouth that a good fruit year, meant prosper­
ous year generally. Of course housewives in other sections have 
so considered it. For that reason reports that peach buds were 
killed through the Ohio Valley; that the entire Illinois and Missouri 
fruit crops’will be curtailed, and that East and South cannot hope 
for a bumper crop comes as disagreeable news. It’s a little too early, 
to definitely determine the extent of damage, and reports may be 
somewhat exaggerated. Mother. Nature has a wav of working mir­
acles when we are least expecting them, however, so it seems that 
th best we can do is hope that she’ll work on in such a way that 
very part of the nation will be blessed with an abundance of fruit.

THE AUTO-RADIO WAR

Plymouth motorists who keep posted on the new wrinkles in 
the auto world, and who have noted the move to equip cars with 
radio sets, will be interested to know that this latest bit of equip­
ment is about to open up a nation-wide argument. Already New 
Hampshire and Massachusetts are refusing to issue license tags to 
those whose cars are equipped with radio sets. They go on the 
theory that radio might divert attention from driving and cause 
accidents; they argue the driver needs to give his entire attention 
to his car, instead of dividing it between the road and a radio set on 
.the instrument board. On the other hand, Connecticut has refused 
to endorse such a ruling. Other states are expected to take up the 
subject in short order, and then the Auto Clubs may be counted on 
to get into it. So it looks' as though motorists are going to have 
something to talk about this season besides body designs, horse­
power and mileage.

FARM DATA 
SOUGHT BY 
CENSUS TAKER

FILL AND ACCURATE INFORMA­
TION WILL ASSIST FEDERAL 

OFFICIALS IN FLTURE 
PLANS.

Dry onions and watermelons/ goats 
and kids, and all other inhabitants of 
the fields and farm yards will be asked 
to answer to roll call by the enumera­
tor for the United States census who 
will visit Michigan farms this spring.

The census, taken once every ten 
years, is Uncle Sam’s nwxt effective 
means of determining the growth and 
importance of his various industries, 
and the importance of this information 
depends upon the fullness and accuracy 
of the answers given to the enumera­
tors' questions.

Federal aid in many cases is deter­
mined upon a basis of population or 
the relative importance of a certain 
crop to a State or community. The 
rank of a State in the production of 
certain crops or livestock is usually de­
termined from the United States cen­
sus figures.

No use of the figures is made for any 
taxation purpose and the figures are 
not available for the inspection of tax 
officials.

This year’s census will give definite 
information of the number of radio 
sets used by farmers and their import­
ance in farm life. Ten years ago the 
radio was an exi>erimental toy and al­
most unknown in rural districts.

Statistics on the ntim)>er of cooi>era- 
tive organizations and the membership 
of each will be useful to the Federal 
Fatm Board in its work of stabilizing 
the prices of farm products.

A BIG POTATO YEAR

Regardless of how we may fare as to other agricultural pro­
ducts 1930 promises to be a big potato year. Farmers intend to 
plant a larger acreage than they did last year, it is indicated by the 
U. S. Agricultural Bureau. Intended acreage is estimated now at 
3,570,000 for harvest next fall, with the average yield expected to 
be 118 bushels per acre. The quantity of potatoes held by grow­
ers and local dealers in the 35 late-potato states on Jan. 1, available 
for sale, was smaller than last year. In the 19 northern states 
usually having merchantable surplus for shipment, merchantable 
stocks were materially below last year, .except holdings in-Maine 
and Washington, and in the 16 “deficient” states stocks were only 
47 percent of the unusually heavy holdings last year, the Bureau 
says. So the 1930 crop is going to be heavy. All of which ought 
to be good news to the man Who feels that if he has plenty of po­
tatoes on the table the rest of the1 meal will take care of itself.

Suddenly the before-assembly talk­
ing aud laughing ceased. Mr. Emens, 
standing in the front of the auditor­
ium, reminded us by his presence there 
that the assembly had begun. There 
were a few anouncements and- then 
Ranger Martindale, the horseback 
lecturer from Old Faithful district in 
the Yellowstone National Park ranger 
service, was introduced.

I have said that the talking aud 
laughing ceased, but it would be much 
truer to say merely that the talking 
ceased for Ranger Martindale kept us 
laughing all the way through his 
speech. But that doesn’t sound much 
like the talking ceased either, does it?

Ranger Martindale was a very in­
teresting looking man. He wore his 
ranger's uniform and carried a horse­
whip. in fact, lie had everything but 
the horse and he soon informed us 
that more than half of the year the 
rangers go flying along ou skis in 
preference to horses and that the snow 
is so deep* that they can sit down on 
the top limbs of trees and eat their 
lunch while the martins and jays look 
on or help in the process of mastication. 
Yes, the birds are really that tame 
out there, and the bears can be coaxed 
right into the tourists’ ears. The ani­
mals hll seem to know that they are 
in a game preserve and that every 
tourists’s gun is sealed and his dog 
tied.

The title of Ranger Martindale’s 
speech was "Intimate Habits of Wild 
Animals in the U. S. Ranger Service,” 
but his subject was much broader in­
cluding something of the history and 
geology of the park. Lewis and Clark, 
on their famous expedition, were the 
first white men to pass through Yellow­
stone. and one of their party. John 
Coler, went hack and lived there for a 
while. Yon can imagine the credulity 
of the people "feaek home" when he 
told them stories of boiling water 
leaping 60 feet into the air and of 
boiling his eggs in nature’s pools. But 
when an honest man tells an unbeliev- 
"able story, you know what a good liar 
can do with the same story.

Jim Bridger, Coler's successor, was 
all of that. lie came back telling of 
areas where everything was petrified, 
trees, animals. people—everything. 
When he told of Yellowstone Canyon, 
he said “As I went in 1 shouted with 
admiration, and then I lay down to 
rest, but 6% hours later my rest was 
disturbed iby my echo just coming 
back."

As to the geology of the park, we 
learned it is built in a great volcano 
and that the top layer of soil is dry 
ash under which there are layers and 
layers of lava. That the park Is very 
old is proved by looking at Laramie 
Valley where the river has cut the rock 
away. Here you can see 14 successive 
layers of petrified rt'd wood, and con­
sidering how long it tabes for one 
layer to grow we can't but realize 
how many years nature has been at 
work In making this natural wonder.

Another interesting thing Is that, as 
red woods will grow only on the coast, 
the Pacific must once have come as 
far east as Wyoming. There is, also, 
a glacier in the park which proves its 
age by the layers and layers of brown 
grasshoppers which it Is filled with. 
Geologists say that the only way these 
could have been put there would be by 

few’ being brought in every year. 
But, as the summers are .very warm, 
only a very small part Of a yearly 
snowstorm could remain, and so just 
imagine the number of years it would 
take to form a glacier 125 feet high,
as this one is.

When the temporary rangers (the 
regular rangers call them the 90-day 
wonders because they are there merely 
during the summer months) leave, the 
thirty regular rangers put on their 
old clothes and settle down to the 
winter duties. They buy all their own 
things with the exception of two which 
the government gives them. The first 
of these is a pair of skis, 8% feet long. 
5% inches wide, and weighing 16 
pounds with «¿he rigging. The reason 
for such large ones is that when the 
men break trails, 100 miles from any 
habitation, in snow 14 feet deep, if 
their skis should break they would 
be helpless. The winter duty of these 
rangers is to patrol the boundaries of 
the park and see that no wild animals 
are shot. Two men always i 
gether, so if one dies the other can re­
port it. That is the other thing the 
government gives the men—report 
blanks—and they have to use them. 
They must report all the wild animals 
they see, all the tracks seen, the 
weather conditions aud millions of 
other things every day.

At night the rangers stay in cabins 
built from 14 to 20 miles apart aud 
loaded with wood and kindling. There 
is also a water bucket placed upside- 
down. When a man leaves a cabin 
he must leave exactly the same amount 
of wood and kindling and the water 
bucket must still l>e upside-down. If 
he doesn't leave it like that he loses 
his job, and this doesn’t seem too bru­
tal when we consider what the next 
man would do if he found' no fuel and 
the bucket broken, when he was ex­
hausted from about 17 miles on skis. 
Every ranger travels aboue 1500 miles 
during the winter. Each man has his 
skis named, and Ranger Martindale’s 
are called "Torture and Agony."

Every ranger has to put in six 
months' supply of rations. Fresh 
eggs, which get pretty stale before 
spring, sometimes canned powdered 
eggs, ham and bacon are the most 
popular dishes. Every ranger must 
also be a good cook and make his own 
bread. One man couldn’t cook and 
ordered 100 loaves of whole wheat 
bread to live on all winter. Then he 
poured water around the bread and 
let it freeze solid. After this when­
ever he was hungry, he just sawed 
off a piece and ate it

For another thing, the two men who 
go together must be able to get along 
well. Ranger Martindale told us of 
one man be had to stay all winter 
with, who would go outside at 20 be- 
lew zero without a hat not thinking 
that it was chilly, who ate beefsteak 
for breakfast and called corn flakes 
bird seed; who wouldn’t have any pic- 
tititt AM i radio krouhJ, wBFmwer 
gjeteand ^o^teugbed

trail.but tried to take a short cut and 
landed in a tree.

There are thousands of wild animals 
in the park. The antelope are the only 
kind with a signal system. This sys­
tem is something like "follow the lead­
er." Wheq the leader’s tail is up, 
every other tail is the same, but when 
the leader's tail is down they all feed.

A baby elk is a very well protected 
animal. It has long legs, a short body, 
aud spots which its mother blends in 
with the scenery so that she can leave 
it alone while she goes to get food.

The coyote was driven from the flat 
country to Yellowstone Park by the 
advance of civilization. He is just 
like a very smart dog. Ranger Mar­
tindale once watched two coyotes hunt 
geese. This is the way they did it. 
First they crawled down to a river 
filled with geese, on their stomachs. 
Then one hid behind a boulder and 
the other stack his tail out from be­
hind another’houlder and waved it up 
and down like a pump handle. This 
attracted the attention of the geese. 
¿Next he gave a complete exhibition of 
picking up sticks, running, rolling over, 
etc. Then he went behind the boulder 
and disappeared. The geese, now 
thinking that that shore was clear, 
went to land. Both of the coyotes 
caught one.

The rangers have a complete calen­
dar of when the birds go and return. 
Because It is so cold, the bird quota 
is not filled until about the first of 
August. By November first, most of 
the birds have gone. The varieties of 
the male bird precede the female by 
about seven days and choose a nest. 
When the female comes, If she doesn’t 
like the next, she chooses another. 
The male does the construction work 
and the female does the inferior dec­
orating. Eagles are not protected all 
over the United States, but in Yellow- 
done they are. The male Fish Eagle 
catches and cleans trout. He is very 
polite to the female, and often sits 
on the eggs. The little ones are also 
very polite. and when the mother has 
the fish ready for them they do not 
all reach but await their turn.

Ranger Martindale gives lectures 
about bears in Yellowstone in the 
summer. There are two kinds of 
bears in the park, the grizzly and the 
black. 'The grizzly Is rarely seen, but 
Ranger Martindale managed to give 
some exhibitions of him this summer. 
The grizzly has been in existence from 
the days of the saber-tooth tiger and 
weighs from 650 to 1100 pounds. An 
evidence of his superiority is that at 
the lunch counter (in Yellowstone they 
have a lunch counter for bears on 
which whole garbage trucks of food 
are placed), there was a lone bear. 
A grizzly came out from the woods 
and stood near the lunch counter. One 
minute and then—the black bear dash­
ed straight for the onlookers with the 
grizzly after him. And—but you can 
imagine the rest.

Hibernation is-^ilso a very interest­
ing subject. /The bears do not eat or 
drink for about five months during 
the winter. The black is the last to 
hibernate. As she leaves her cubs 
forever early In the spring, she has to 
educate them before they hibernate. 
They do not eat for eight or nine days 
before they hibernate, and then they 
eat pine needles or bark to fill their 
stomachs.

The grizzly’s cubs are born during 
hibernation. They are born without 
hair, weight 8 to 10 ounces, and are 
abouWhe size of a squirrel. This 
seems very small when we consider 
that a full grown grizzly weighs from 
650 to 1100 pounds. The grizzly has 
from one to three cubs, and in the 
spring she teaches them how to And 
grubs and ants. They like sweet 
things, and it is loads of fun to give 
them chewing gum or peanut butter.

NEW OFFICE BUILDING SPACE 
DEMAND GAGES U. S. ACTIVITY

SURVEY BY OWNERS AND MANA­
GERS REVEALS ACTUAL DE­

CREASE IN PERCENTAGE 
OF VACANCIES.

Despite the stock market crash, the 
business of the nation was sufficiently 
active to absorb practically all of the 
new office building space that cime on 
the market in the period between Oct.
I, 1929 and January 1, 1930. This fact 
was revealed in the January rental sur­
vey of the National Association of 
building Owners and Managers, cover­
ing 40 of the largest cities in the United 
States.

The October survey showed that the 
new space which would be ready for 
occupancy on or before December 31 
was 1.61 per cent of the total office 
space In the nation. At that time a 
vacancy of 11.55 per cent was recorded. 
The January survey, however, shows 
that the percentage of vacant space has 
not increased, but instead was actually 
one-tenth of one per cent less than was 
reported three months previously, or
II. 45 per cent.-

The January survey is the most 
comprehensive of the surveys made by 
the association whlctf has made quart­
erly reports each year since 1924. It 
covers a total of 1,767 buildings with 
an aggregate floor area of 145.912,481 
square feet, of which 16,713,499 square 
feet are vacant.

“While the January survey gives the 
office building Industry a measure of 
satisfaction in the fact that the per­
centage of vacant space has not in­
creased.” said C-larenee M. .Turley, of 
St. Louis, chairman of the committee 
on renting, “nevertheless the vacancy Is 
abnormal inasmuch as it is 1.45 per 
cent over the ordinarily accepted nor­
mal of 10 per cent vacancy. It must 
also be remembered that we «are now 
dealing with many more millions of 
square feet of floor area and hence the 
actual amount of space that is vacant 
reaches a tremendous total. In fact, 
the amount of vacant space equals the 
total amount of space In all of the 
office buildings of Detroit. Cleveland 
and Pittsburgh.”—Detroit Free Press.

At night 
the air is heavy with the fragrance of 
the jasmine that only bloops at night, 
and a vine called Chalice Cup, long 
yellow blossoms that look like a pump­
kin flower. The porch is covered with 
it and it is so sweet at night. Don't see 
as many roses here as we did in Cali­
fornia. They say they are hard to 
care for.

Have been out to the orange groves 
and packing house: saw them wash and 
sort the fruit.

Treating Kitchen to

Virginia Planning Tree
Planting Along Roads

Plans for beautifying the highways 
of Virginia were discussed at a meet­
ing called by Gov. Harry F. Byrd, nt 
the request of the garden clubs of Vir­
ginia, and attended by many prominent 
women from various sections.

It was decided that the garden clubs 
would appoint a committee to co-op­
erate with another committee to lie 
appointed by Governor Byrd, and that 
these two bodies would formulate a 
program for preserving the trees and 
shrubs already growing along the state 
highways, and also for planting others. 
It was emphasized that the state will 
not he asked to pay for planting the 
trees.

William O'Byrne, extension forester 
at the Virginia polytechnic Institute, 
suggested that nursery shrubs for 
planting along the highways be raised 
at the state farm by the convicts, and 
this proposal met witli considerable 
favor.

Another suggestion which was well 
received was that the fifty or more 
motorcycle police operating through­
out Virginia under the division of 
motor vehicles, he especially •instruct­
ed to keep an eye out for violators of 
the law forbidding promiscuous cut­
ting of shrubs and trees.

Next to flies, cockroaches are. the 
commonest and most offensive of 
household Insect pests. There are 
four kinds oftln found in houses and, 
also, frequently seen in heated office 
buildings, especially when employees 
bring lurches, and are not very care­
ful not to scatter crumbs. The small 
roaches known as Croton bugs are 
likely to give the housewife the most 
trouble. Farmers' Bulletin 63S-F de­
scribes the various species of roaches 
and suggests a number of effective 
ways of dealing with them. One 
treatment that can be used to get rid 
of any species Is by poisoning, accord­
ing to the United States Department 
of Agriculture. '

When you see a roach scuttling 
across the sink or the kitchen floor, 
others are likely to be biding some­
where near. These insects eome where 
they can get food materials, and they 
will eat almost anything. The first 
step, therefore, is to exercise scrupu­
lous care not to leave a crumb of any 
sort of food where it will attract 
roaches. Even the odor of foods they 
like will bring roaches by the hundred 
to explore your kitchen and pantry. 
Keep staples in insect proof containers 
in the pantry, and perishable foods In 
the refrigerator.

Eradicate Roaches.
The next step is to dust an* places 

where roaches are likely to hide, with 
commercial sodium fluoride. Sprinkle 
it behind the sink, around the drain 
board, and along the base board, 
which is a favorite runway because 
fragments of food lodge often there 
unnoticed. Discover where they con­
gregate and hide and dust the retreat 
with the powder. In the illustration 
two girls are treating the home eco­
nomics classroom to eradicate roaches. 
One of these girls Is dusting sodium 
fluoride around the school sink, and 
the other is washing the sink to. I'rao 
it from grease on which roaches ¡'.- <1. 
The fluoride, which is a powder, may 
be used pure or mixed with an ei;:::;! 
quantity of flour or gypsum. A dust 
gun will help to get it well smile/ed. 
but is not essential. The first effect 
of the powder Is to make the roaches 
come out of their hilling places. After 
a few hours, many of them will have i 
become paralyzed or have died and I 
may be swept up and burned. In 24 
hours, if the dusling ami chaining has i 
been thorough, all ihe roaches will 
have been destroyed. ,

Keep food out <>f bureau and other 
drawers at Imine and out ¡of desk 
drawers in Ihe classroom or office. 
Fill any cracks where roaches might 
hide with plaster of paris. putty, or 
some other crack filler.

One of Best Liked Tradi­
tional Menus for Saturday.

(Prepared by the United States Department 
of Agriculture.)

When tradition associates a par­
ticular dish or food combination with 
a definite part of the country, some 
good reason usually exists for the pop­
ularity of that menu. Winter days 
along the Massachusetts coast, and in 
fact, anywhere In New England, are 
much of the time as bleak as we paint 
them when we talk about the Pilgrims. 
There Is need, therefore, In planning 
meals for those who go out of the 
home to work, to have various dishes 
which will be tasty, hot, substantial, 
and filling, when the workers come 
home.

New England thrift doubtless plays 
its part In the choice of one of the 
best liked of these traditional menus— 
Boston baked beans and brown bread 
for Saturday night supper. The beans 
themselves are economical and filling, 
but to be fine-flavored they must be 
cooked very slowly for a very long 
timf. In many households It was the 
custom In colonial days to prepare 
all of Sunday’s food on Saturday, and 
even where this Is not adhered to. It Is 
common enough to find Saturday a 
busy baking day, what with cakes and 
pies and bread for the week-end. With 
the fire In constant use from early 
morning, Saturday proved to be the 
most practical day for leaving the 
bean pot In the back of the oven until 
the taste of the salt pork and the 
mblasses and other seasonings was 
thoroughly blended with the beans. 
The brown bread that goes with the 
beans Is also the result of long cook­
ing. First it Is steamed, and then 
baked, so that advantage Is again 
taken of the fire In the coal or wood 
range. The bureau of home economics 
of the United States Department of 
Agriculture furnishes the following di­
rections for making Boston baked 
beans in the true New England way.

3oston Baked Beans.
2 cups dried beans 1 tsp. mustard. If 
1V4 quarts water desired
% pound salt pork tsp- salt (de­
aths, molasses pending on salti­

ness of pork I 
Onion, If desired

Soak the beaus overnight in cold 
water to cover. In the morning dis­
card the water, add the quart of fresh 
water and simmer tor 45 minutes, or 
until the beans begin to soften, arid 
drain. Score the rind of the salt pork 
and put half of the pork In the bottom 
of the bean pot. Add the beans, mix 
the molasses and other seasonings 
with a little hot water, and pour over 
the beans. Add enough hot water to 
cover; Place the rest of the salt pork 
on top, cover the pot, and cook the 
beans In a slow oven (about 250 de­
grees Fahrenheit) for six or seven 
hours. Add a little hot water from 
time to time to replace that which 
cooks away and Is absorbed by the 
beans. Keep the lid on the bean pot 
until the last-hour of cooking, then 
uncover, and allow the beaus and pork 
on the top to brown.

Boston Brown Bread.
1 cup corn meal 2 cupa sour milk 
1 cup rye me&l and m taps.
1 cu£ graham flour soda or 1% cupa 
1 tsp. salt sweet milk and
% cup molasses 4 taps, bqklng

powder.
Mix and sift the dry ingredients; 

add the molasses and the milk. Beat 
the mixture thoroughly. Pour the bat­
ter into a greased tin can or mold 
until it la about threo-fourths full. 
Cover, and steam for 3% hours.- Re­
move the cover, and bake the bread In 
a moderate oven for one-half hour to 
dry it bff. If the bread seems likely 
to crumble, loop a clean string aronnd 
the loaf and cut slices by pulling the 
ends of the string.

Value of Milk Bottles
Thrown Away Is Large

Do you use milk bottles for jam, 
kerosene, paint and other household 
articles? Perhaps you use them for 
flower vases, or in numerous other 
ways. If they get too dirty, probably 
they are thrown out with the ashes 
or trash.

Suctf a procedure is far too com­
mon, says the bureau of dairy Indus­
try, United States Department of Ag­
riculture. and adds materially to the 
consumer's milk bill. The annual 
milk-bottle bill of the nation is close 
to $30.000,000, the bureau says, and 
at least $20.000,000 of this Is loss 
occurring after bottles leave the dairy.

Last year In one large city, junk 
men picked off the city dumps 20,000.- 
000 milk bottles wlhch had been 
thrown away. These bottles had a 
value of over $1,000,000.

Milk in Refrigerators
Keeps Best at 45 Degs.

To keep milk In the best possible 
condition in the household refrigerator 
a temperature of 45 degrees Fahren­
heit or below in the milk compartment 
is desirable. This conclusion is the 
result of studies recently made by 
the bureau of home economics of the 
United States Department of Agricul­
ture to determine the temperature and 
conditions that should be maintained 
in the home refrigerator to keep milk 
for the length of time it is ordinarily 
held. Kefrlgeration is used to retard 
the development of bacteria in milk 
and prevent the decomposition brought 
about by these organisms, and so keep 
the milk as nearly as possible in the 
original whoiraome condition.

Record Average
Made By Herd At 

Training School
COW'S PRODUCE AVERAGE OF

12,804 LBS. OF MILK EACH 
DURING PAST YEAR.

An unusually high average, accord­
ing to the reports just completed are 
shown by the Wayne County Training 
School, dairy herd in milk and butter- 
fat production for the past year, ac­
cording to Joseph Cook, who is herds­
man at the school.

The average amount of milk produc­
ed from each cow during the year 1929 
was 12,804 pounds. The average 
amount of butterfat per cow for the 
same period was a fraction over 405 
pounds.

Nineteen cows in this group of high 
producers were heifers with first 
calves.

Charlevoix Ormsby Zephyr, a regis­
tered Holstein, has just finished a 
seven day test with the following re- 
ord: 580 pounds of milk and 28.03 
pounds'of butterfat.

The Wayne County Training school 
herd during the past two or three years 
has become one of the best known 
herds of Holsteins in Michigan as the 
result of the high average milk and 
butterfat production:—Northville Rec­
ord.

Unpainted Building Decays
The recent authoritative estimate 

that the weathering of unpainted 
buildings and Implements costs Amer­
ican farmers §800,000,000 a year* leads 
the Farm Journal to pdint out what is 
really happening to a building while 
the owner thinks he, is saving money 
by delaying thfe needed coat of paint. 
It is decay, but the actual wearing 
away of the exposed surface that 
makes a ruin of the neglected build­
ing long before its time.

Brick Veneering Pays
Many old houses have sturdy 

frames despite the shabby and old ap­
pearance of the exterior. Given a 
veneer of fane brick, these houses will 
put on an appearance of new and will 
give service that' compares well with 
an entirely new home, for the brick 
exterior provides protection against 
the elements and takes on added beau­
ty with the years.

Drainage System Is 
Subject of Bulletin

Wet Soil Is Cold apd Very
. Difficult trr Cultivate.

(Prepared by the United State« Department 
of Agricultor«.)

The drainage of wet spots 1n culti­
vated fields is generally the most 
profitable type of drainage a farmer 
can employ, since It increases crop 
yields and also permits him to “square 
up" the fields so the land can be cul­
tivated with the minimum of time and 
labor.

Farmers’ Bulletin 1G06-F, “Farm 
Drainage," jukt issued by the United 
States Department of Agriculture, 
gives practical Information for farm­
ers who have fields requiring drain­
age. The bulletin points out that a 
wet soil is cold, lacks beneficial bac­
teria, Is difficult to cultivate and does 
not provide proper conditions for the 
growth and development of roots, all 
of which results in reduced yields.

Sometimes fields can be satisfac- 
tcrily drained by open ditches but 
usually it is advisable to construct 
underdrains, the bulletin says. The 
first essential of a tile drainage sys­
tem Is a suitable outlet without which 
the system will be a failure no matter 
how well constructed. Having pro­
vided an outlet the next step Is to 
locate the drains so that they will 
serve all portions of the field to be 
drained at a minimum expense.

The depth and spacing of drains, the 
size of tile required, the construction 
of the drains, and the maintenance of 
drains, are all subjects of great im­
portance to the farmer who desires to 
drain his farm efficiently. These sub­
jects are discussed in detail in the 
bulletin, a copy of which may be ob­
tained by writing to the office of in­
formation, United States Department 
of Agriculture, Washington, D. C.

Use Fertilizer on Com
to Increase the Yield

Five good reasons for using commer­
cial fertilizer on corn have been ad­
vanced by C. J. Chapman, soils spe­
cialist at the University of Wisconsin.

It seems that small applications of 
the fertilizer start the 'crop off quickly, 
get it ahead of the weeds, advance 
maturity, Improve quality and Increase 
yields.

Commercial fertilizers cannot be ap­
plied in sufficient amounts to furnish 
enough of the necessary elements to 
produce a crop of corn, but an appli­
cation of 100 to 200 pounds of fer­
tilizer per acre has proved to be a 
profitable investment on Wisconsin 
farms. It furnishes available food for 
the young growing plant just at the 
time it needs it most, and yields are 
often increased solely because corn 
got a good, early start.

The applying of the fertilizer Is 
more Important than is commonly 
thought, said the university specialist. 
The seeds should never come In direct 
contact with the fertilizer. It Is best 
that the fertilizer be delivered in a 
space about two Inches wide and six 
Inches' long above the seeds.

Profit in Ground Feed
for Different Animals

While there may be some disagree­
ment as to the value of ground feed 
for live stock, still most feeders have 
found that It pays. In general, a safe 
rule Is to grind grain of all kinds for 
dairy cattle and grind all the hard 
grains for other live stock.

Two types of mills are available to 
farmers—the burr mill and the ham­
mer mill. The burr mill Is the older 
type and consists of circular plates 
working against each other to grind 
the materials. The hammer mill has 
a number of roughly mounted “ham­
mers” on a rapidly rotating shaft and 
when the feed is dropped against these 
hammers it is “beat” to pieces.

Any farmer who has a fair-sized gas 
engine or a tractor, has very conven­
ient and economical power for oper­
ating feed grinders and should ose it 
for this purpose.

Winter Use of Spreader 
Is Found Advantageous

Many a farmer has more time to 
take care of odd jobs during the win­
ter time than at any other season of 
the year. The wise farmer will use 
his spare time advantageously and 
one way of doing it Is to get ont Into 
the fields all the manure around the 
stables. Treating the land to a wide 
and even layer of manure or well- 
rotted straw is a mighty beneficial 
matter. The fertility of the fields will 
be increased and the reward will come 
In greater crop yields.

Of course, a manure spreader is the 
most convenient implement to use in 
this work. The spreader csd be kept 
near the barn and the manure pitched 
into it with forks or dumped from the 
carriers. It is an easy matter to 
hitch the horses or the tractor to the 
spreader, haul it out to the field and 
get rid of the load in record time.

Dwarf Peas Best
Dwarf varieties of peas are best

for all purposes, as they mature 
quickly and require no trellis or sup­
port By, falling over as they grow 
top heavy they help to conserve the 
moisture. Early Alaska Is best for 
very earliest planting. They are al­
most all ready for picking at one time 
and by removing the stripped vines, 
another crop of vegetables can Jbe 
grown on the ground. Little Marvel 
is excellent for the second planting. 
It Is a very heavy producer of large 
peas of superior quality.

Plata to Bcootify Prairie
Evergreens, distributed by the state 

forest extension service and planted 
by the farmers of Custer county.

Good Business Reasons
for Beautiful Factory

The successful factories of the fu­
ture will'not be a sprawling mass of 
unsightly brick and metal, but, for 
good business reasons, .will tend 
toward the esthetic, according to 
Frank D. Tonison of Lincoln, Neb., 
who spoke before the twenty-first 
semiannual meeting of the American 
Railway Development association, at 
Chicago.

“Nice looking factories, especially 
those with parks and beautiful 
grounds, will be the rule for the fu­
ture," he said.

“In building an architecturally beau­
tiful factory the builder helps devel­
op the property near his location, 
brings other business sites to the place 
and establishes a small commercial 
city. In the pnd he will benefit by his 
thoughtfulness for the beauty of his 
city.”

Lessening Fire Losses
One of the most Important ways In 

which our tremendous annual fire loss 
(which now exceeds 500 million dol­
lars) can be reduced Is through bet­
ter building construction, says:S. H. 
Ingber, chief of the fire resistance 
section of the bureau of standards, 
Department of Commerce. While this 
method of reducing fire losses neces­
sarily takes some time in yielding ap­
parent results. It is nevertheless, one 
of the most effective ways of com­
bating this destructive elemental. the 
long run. /

It Is to be hoped that as/old build­
ings are replaced, aqd jis the new 
construction reflects to an Increasing 
extent the knowledge gained In the 
laboratory and through studies of ac­
tual fires, the destruction of property 
will decrease.

Would Extend Zoning Limits
All land lying within five miles of 

the corporate limits of a municipality 
would be Included in that municipal­
ity’s Jurisdiction for the purpose of 
establishing projier control over sub­
division platting, according to the pre­
liminary edition )»f the proposed 
standard city planning enabling act, 
which has Just been issued by the 
United States Department of Com­
merce. The preliminary edition has 
been issued In order that the act may 
receive the criticism of associations 
and Individuals familiar with city 
planning problems before its final 
form has been determined upon.

Country Highways Not
Adapted to Speeding

An analysis of highway accidents by 
the department of motor vehicles of 
Connecticut appears to show that those 
in country sections are relatively 
more costly in loss of life and limb 
than are those in large cities. It was 
found that one death could he ex­
pected in every forty-cne accidents 
on a country highway. The ratio of 
deaths to accidents in city streets was 
1 to 75.

There is little mystery about this. A 
considerable proportion of accidents 
in towns is due to collisions when 
neither car may be going at great 
speed. Persons driving in a city nat­
urally expect danger at street Inter­
sections and perhaps keep sharper 
lookout than do those bowling along 
an open highway. Speeding in a well- 
policed city is attended by greater 
risk of arrest than is the case on a 
rural highway.

Drivers from a city when touring 
through the country, says the New 
York Sun, will do well to remember, 
however, that driving recklessly there 
is foolish and dangerous. Just as driv­
ing recklessly in town is foolish and 
dangerous. Although a clear, well- 
paved highway offers temptation to 
step on the gas, the chance of escap­
ing unharmed from an accident is 
relatively less there than it Is on a 
city boulevard.

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OVEN COOKED MEALS
To work during interruptions from 

telephone, children, and door bell: to 
serve hot foods hot. and cold foods 
cold: to hurry home from work or from 
an afternoon party with one idea in 
mind and that to attempt to get dinner 
put together before the family arrives: 
having to delay shopping until the af­
ternoon due to necessary watching of 
cooking foods—these are the things 
which test the,stability of a home­
maker. Yes, and these are the very 
conditions which have caused her to 
take advantage of oven cooked meals 
—one of our greatest labor saving de­
vices. Oven meals allow the home­
maker hours of complete freedom from 
pot-watching, and bring satisfaction in 
being able to serve the well-cooked 
meal hot. There is no excitement at 
the last minute in an attempt to get 
the wlmle meal properly served at one 
time. ;

In a recent bulletin put out by the 
American Stove Company, the problem 
“What advantages are there to cook­
ing whole meals in the oven at one 
time in comparison to cooking them on 
surface burners?” was tested. Two 
tests were made. In test number one 
the following meal was prepared on 
the surface burners. In test number 
two all of the food was prepared and 
put into an automatically controlled 
oven at 275 degrees for a period of 3 
hours.

SOUP
VEAL ROAST SWEET POTATOES 

CAULIFLOWER 
LETTUCE SALAD 

CHOCOLATE PUDDING 
FOAMY SAUCE

The oven meal was .started at 9:00 
.o'clock in the morning. At 9:30 every­
thing had been placed in the oven and

it was unnecessary to look qt the food 
from that time until 12:30 when the 
meal was,to lie served. The sauce and 
salad were-made in the meantime so, 
with the exception of the 14 minutes ( 
used fur their preparation, the rest of i 
the time could lie devoted to any acti­
vity outside of the kitchen which might ] 
be desired. i

’ The surface cooked meal required j 
the worker’s time in the kitchen most | 
of the morning. The meal was cooking 
by 9:30. having lieen started at 9:00 
o’clock. It was not necessary to look 
at the various foods until 10:30. 
However, from 10:30 until 11:52'it was 
necessary to be active in the kitchen to 
add water to the pudding and roast: 
turn the flame low under the potatoes: 
remove the pudding from the stove, 
etc., which meant giving constant 
thought to the meal and no very great 
lieriod of freedom.

There was a saving of ltP/i minutes 
in the preparation of the meal which 
was prepared in the oven over that 
which was prepared on the sqjlface 
burners. There is not only a saving 
in time when meals are prepart'd and 
placed in the oven all nt the same 
time, but during the time the food is 
baking watching it is unnect'ssary. If 
the meal ;is prepared at 275 degrees 
for 3 hours there is freedom from the 
kitchen for this length of time. When 
the food is prepared on the top of the 
stove it is necessary to- adjust the 
flame: watch the food: and to be at 
hand for an emergency, as food bums 
more quickly under these conditions 
than when it is placed in the oven to 
bake. Meals can be planned for high 
temperatures for short periods of time, 
or if a longer period of freedom from 
the kitchen is wanted low temperatures 
for several hours have been found to 
be satisfactory.

Meat Clinging to Vertebral 
Bones Has Fine Flavor.

(Prepared by the United States Department 
of Agriculture.)

One of the less known but very 
delicious meats you can buy In most 
markets during the winter months is 
un “ox-tail." It is, of course, the tail 
of any beef animal. Restaurant chefs 
and other successful cooks have long 
known the fine flavor of the meat that 
clings to the vertebral bones in tlie 
tail, and have blended this flavor with 
that of various vegetables In making 
soup stocks and stews. The cartilage 
which Is intermingled with the .muscle 
or meat fiber has a very acceptable 
jelly-like texture, and gives the broth 
a good body. In fact, if any of the 
soup is strained and put away over 
night it will be well Jellied the next 
day so that it may be used as cold 
jellied soup.

To be truly tender and delicious 
an ox-tail must be simmered for 
quite a long time, usually 3 or 4 hours. 
When the meat Is tender the bones will 
separate. It is then time to add the 
vegetables, cooking them 10 or 15 min­
utes in the liquor with the meat Lem­
on and parsley, added at serving time, 
are among the flavors blended with 
ox-tail. An ox-tail soup or stew is so 
substantial and nutritious that with 
crisp toasted rolls or oven-dried bread 
it is enough for the main course. To 
round out the menu serve something 
tart, such as a grapefruit salad, and 
for dessert a rice or taploea pudding, 
since there is relatively little potato 
or other starchy material In the ox­
tail blend.

The following recipe is endorsed by 
the bureau of home economics of the 
United States Department of Agri­
culture:

Ox-Tail Soup.
1 ox-tail 1 tap. Worcester-
2^a quarts water shire or other
4 carrots, diced seasoning
2 turnips, diced Salt and pepper
2 onions, sliced to taste
1 large potato, I tbs. parsley,

diced chopped fine
2 tbs. butter Slices of lemon

Wash the ox-tail, cut it in short
lengths, and brown it in its own fat. 
Cook the onions in the butter, add 
to the meat with 2ft quarts of water, 
and simmer for 3 or 4 hours, or until 
tlie meat is tender. Then add the 
diced carrots, turnips, and potato, and 
cook for If) or 15 minutes longer, or 
until the vegetables are done. Add the 
seasonings. Serve at once and gar­
nish each plate with a thin slice of 
lemon ’and sprinkle with chopped pars­
ley.

If you would rather serve the ox­
tail as o' stew, drain off the broth 
and measure us much ns you will need 
for the gravy. For each pint of broth 
allow 2 tablespoons of flour mixed 
with cold water to a smooth paste. 
Cook until thickened, add the meat 
and vegetables, and reheat. Serve the 
stew also witli a ‘garnish of lemon 
nnd chopped parsley. Soup or stew 
are equally tastv and wholesome.

When, however, a normal 
man marries a normal woman there 
will, of course, be no color blindness 
among the offspring nor among the 
descendants, unless some of them in­
termarry With strains that are af­
fected. A normal man marrying a car­
rier may expect half bin sons to be 
normal, the other half color blind. His 
daughters will all be apparently nor­
mal, but half of them will be carriers. 
But when a normal man marries a 
color blind woman ha may expect all 
of his sons to be color blind and all 
of his daughters to he carries^—Good 
Health.
