The great campaign of the local 
Police Department against stray «logs 
in the village was amply justified 
this week through the discovery that 
a, police dog. running at large, and 
which had bitten a boy, was found to 
have been afflicted with rabies. Upon 
receipt, of the report that the boy 
had been bitten. Chief Springer or­
dered the dog brought in and killed. 
The head was taken to the Pasteur 
laboratory at Ann Arbor for examina­
tion. and the report received a day or 
two later was to the effect that the 
dog was mad. The boy was imme­
diately given the Pasteur treatment 
to prevent the rabies infection almost 
certain to follow such a bite.

This incident again proves the 
danger that exists where stray dogs 
are i»ermitted to run ar large upon 
our streets without restriction. A 
single rabid dog may readily cause 
an outbreak of the disease among the 
dogs in the village, with a resultant 
exposure of our children to the danger 
of bites and infection with rabies. 
The Police Department aims to con­
tinue the campaign against stray 
rind unlicensed dogs until the last dog 
is eliminate«! from our streets. Cit­
izens may cooperate by reporting to 
The village offices any suspicious 
looking dogs, or better yet. bringing 
them to the pound at the Village 
hall. The elimination of the stray 
dog will afford protection to the dogs 
which are licensed by the owners and 
will mean that our children can walk 
our srreets in greater safety.

Annual J-Hop In 
Spanish Setting

Village Commission 
Passes New Fire 
Limits Ordinance

At its regular meeting, held this 
week, the Village Commission passed 
a new fire limb* ordinance which 
materially extends the fire Units as 
heretofore established in the village, 
and aims to eliminate the open bonfire 
as a cause of fires in the fire limits.

The new limits roughly include the 
uptown business district from Wing 
street northward and from Harvey 
street on the west to Elizabeth street 
on the east: thence northward along 
both sides of Main street to N. MiU 
street: thence northward, including 
all of til“ area from the alley west of 
Starkweather avenue to Holbrook 
avenue, to the north village limits.

The ordinance requires that all 
burning of paper, etc., in the above 
limits, shall be conducted in an in­
cinerator or container to be approved 
by the FFre Chief, and that the person 
starting such fire shall keep same 
under observation and control until' 
the fire has ceased to burn. The 
burning of garbage, feathers, grease, 
oil. tar or any other material which, 
when burning, gives off foul obnoxious 
odors, or a dense smoke, is prohibited. 
The accumulation of rubbish, ashes, 
garbage and other wastes is forbidden, 
as is the accumluation of materials 
which may constitute a fire hazard. 
AU provisions of the ordinance are to 
be enforced by the Fire Chief.
' The ordinance. w*hen in effect, should 

do much to control the burning of 
waste materials such as paper. vVaste 
packing, etc., in the business districts, 
and should result in reducing to a 
minimum fires in buildings which 
originate in the careless burning of 
paper, etc., out of doors.

Michigan had to buy quantities of 
corn for feed this year, because the 
extremely bad weather materially re­
duced last year’s crop.

THE HIGHWAYS OF SPRING.

The United States department of commerce sounds a warning 
that the most hazardous days of automobiling are just ahead. This 
warning is based on a survey made of 78 cities during 1929 showing 
that auto deaths per 100.000 population jumped from below 17 in 
February to 21 in the period covered by March and April.

There are many reasons for this appalling increase in motor 
fatalities during these months, experts say. Spring fever is in the 
air. the itch to see how fast the old machine will travel seems to af­
fect many drivers who have been forced to submit to several months 
of enforced caution due to bad driving conditions. T his use to 
throw judgment to the winds, coupled with faulty car conditions, 
results in a veritable avalanche of accidents, most of which are the 
result of criminal carelessness.

How easy it would be to stop all this useless slaughter if only 
ordinary precaution was exercised. Before starting out in the 
spring motorists should see that their cars are in perfect mechanical 
condition. Tires, brakes, lights, and other equipment should be 
examined with care, traffic rules should be observed and driving 
at an excessive speed curtailed to a minimum. In other words, 
the application of just a little common sense would bring amazin 
results.

FLOWERS HELP. TOO.

It takes a lot of hard work to make and tend a garden. But 
evefvone around Plvmouth who makes a practice of it can tell \ ou 
that it pays big dividends on the investment. That s why we take 
the opportunity every year, as we are taking it now. to urge every 
one who has "a few feet of spare ground to do some gardening 
Only this time we want to suggest that they go a step farther and 
use the space around the front part of the house. Set out a few 
plants, or make a bed or two and sow them with flower seed. They 
will not need as much attention as the garden, but they will pay 
dividends in beauty—and that's something no town, community or 
individual home has too much of. A few pennies spent for flower, 
seed and those seed planted about the premises will help to brighten 
the lives of all whose eyes fall on th flowers later on. Try it this 
year and see if the suggestion isn’t a good one.

SOLVING THE PROBLEM.

It looks as though they are about to find the answer to what to 
do with old autos when they serve their time and there isn't enough 
of them of value to pay a junker for handling them. After years of 
dickering manufacturers and dealers have finally come to an arrange­
ment whereby they are going to split up the expense of junking the 
cars. Within the next 12 months they expect to spend $15,000,000 
to scrap at least 400.000 old and decrept vehicles. That's common 
sense, since getting rid of these rattle-traps will not only make our 
highways safer, but b/ of value in reducing traffic to a large extent. 
Many a car. about oil its last legs, should be condemned as danger­
ous and sent to the public junk pile. We have a number of that 
kind around Plymouth! No one would be the loser. On the other 
hand, every man who owns a good car would enjoy that much 
more protection. We sincerely hope that the campaign includes 
this section when the junking gets under way.

LESS ROAMING AROUND.

The total farm population on January 1 was estimated by the 
Bureau of Agriculture at 27.222.000, or a decrease of 269,000 from 
the estimate made on January 1. 1928. Both the shifting of popu­
lation from the town to the country and the movement from rural 
to urban centers has shown a decrease in the past two years. 
Whether it is because the farmer has come to know that competition 
is keener in the city than it used to be. or whether the city man 
finds the lure of country life not what it is cracked up to be. we do 
not know. But we do know that it is a hopeful sign when people 
are content to stay where they are. We always encourage young 
men to strike out for themselves, of course. But never until they 
have fully decided that the time will not come when they could do 
better at home. There is still a lot of truth in the old statement 
that “ a rolling stone gathers no moss."

They know at what a tremendous cost that vast 
domain was made safe for humanity, but in modern days, and with 
so many other events to think of. the younger generation may 
develop a tendency to minimize it.

The “ Covered Wagon Centennfcl ” is a happy thought. And 
while on the subject we might mention that it would be an ideal 
time for auto owners east of the Mississippi to turn their cars west­
ward and learn more about the part played by the covered wagon 
in American history. And those residing west of the Father of 
Waters can profit immensely by extending a welcome to them.

TIMELY ADVICE.

Tuning up the “old family flivver” is the order of the day all 
over the country just now. and it will be but a few weeks "until 
main-traveled highways will be carrying the heaviest traffic in his­
tory.

With considerable unemployment in the larger cities, though it 
promises to be generally reduced as the building season opens, this 
is going to mean one thing for a certainty—there are going to be 
more canvassers, agents and professional pan-handlers roaming the 
country than ever before. And there have always been too manv. 
New schemes for separating the public from its hard-earned cash 
will be plentiful. New sales talks thdt profit only those who make 
the talks will be heard on all sides. The “ flivver ” will be the 
agency used by the army of easy-money recruits to get them over the 
ground.

Biology Classes
The study of plant and animal life. 

Biology, is one of the most interesting 
subjects in school or college and these 
are some of the interesting things the 
girls are doing in Mtfcs Ford's class.

Expect Normal 
Year For 
Michigan Fruit

CONDITIONS GIVE STATE 
ORCHARDISTS A CHANCE TO 

MAKE REASONABLE 
PROFITS.

Michigan horticulturists can find 
considerable encouragement in the 
agricultural outlook published by 
Michigan State College as members of 
the College staff point out that fruit 
growers in this State are in a better 
position than growers in some sections.

Producers of apples are told that 
well colored fruit which is of good 
size and free from blemishes will find 
a ready market. Growers are warned 
that new plantings should be made 
sparingly and that varieties such as 
McIntosh. Fameuse, Jonathan, Steel 
Red and Northern Spy will be the most 
profitable for this State.

Winter injury to peaches in some 
parts of the country give the Michigan 
grower whose orchard will produce a 
fair crop an opportunity to sell on 
markets which are normally supplied 
by growers in other districts. Orchard 
practices which insure a clean crop of 
good sized fruit are recommended.

Normal prices for sour cherries are 
expected as there has been very little 
carry over of canned stock, but Michi­
gan growers are advised >o go slow 
on setting new orchards. '

Proximity to large markets is ex­
pected to give the Michigan grape 
grower a normal market for his crop. 
Not much change in prices for straw­
berries is expected. The acreage re­
mains about, the same as it has been 
for the past two years.

Census-Takers Will Need
World Atlas and History

Turkey while he was born in 
Russia, but the wise census taker will 
put dpwu Rumania as the birthplace 
«•f both.

By reason of changes brought about 
by the World War and the Treaty of 
Versailles, boundry lines in Europe 
have wavered like ribbons iu the wind. 
On the present day map of Europe- 
there are seven countries and one free 
city which did not exist iu 1914: and 
the boundary lines of most of the old 
nations have changed considerably. In 
the Near East, five new nations have 
sprung from the territory which was 
formerly called the Ottoman Empire.

Bi most instances, the person 
enumerated will know what govern­
ment now controls his place of birth, 
for immigrants and their children 
usually retain a lively interest in the 
affairs of that parr of the old world 
from which they came. When the 
person does not know what has hap­
pened to the place1 of his birth, the 
census enumerator will be expected to 
be able to supply the information. 
In case neither is familiar with the 
facts in the case, the enumerator will 
ptit down the city or province in which 
the person was born, and the Census 
Bureau in Washington will insert the i 
name of thé country. i

If both the person and his parents 
were born in the United States, the I 
answer will be fairly easy, because all I 
the enumerator will have to do will! 
be to put down the state or territory 
in which a person was born, and there! 
have •been comparatively few changes| 
in state boundary lines or names 
wjrhin the lifetime of people ’ now 
living. If a person was born in the 
old Indian Territory, the birthplace 
should be down on the census records 
under Oklahoma, its present name. 
A person whoso father or mother.was 
born in the old Louisiana or Oregon I 
territory will be asked, to name the I 
state in which liis parent's birthplace 1 
is now situated. |
In the white population of the United' 

States as enumerated at rile cenç&s of i 
1929 there was 13.712.754 persons who ! 
were horn in foreign countries: and! 
there were 22.6S6.204 persons born in 
the United States whose parents were 
born in foreign countries. These two 
classes comprised 38.5 per cent of the 
total white population: so it may be 
seen that the census takers may wear 
«»ut several atlases finding where all 
these people and their parents were 
bom.

To our foreign-born population 
Russia contributed a larger share than 
any other of the countries as they ex­
isted before the World War. the total 
number of persons born in Russia being 
2.029.646: Germany ranked next with 
1.915.864: then came Italy, 1,615.180: 
then >old Austria. 1,445,141 (of whom 
about 575.000 were born within the 
confines of the present Austria): and 
next Ireland. 1.164.707. The coming 
census will show the changes that are 
taking place in the composition of our j 
foreign-horn population as the result 
of immigration restriction and other 
influences, Census officials have point­
ed out
