GET DIPLOMAS
James B. Edmonson, Dean of Education, 

U. of M., Delivered Address.

Supt. George A. Smith Presented Class 
of 1930 With Diplomas.

BACCALAUREATE
The formal opening of the Com-i 

mencehieut Week activities, was ob­
served last Sunday evening, with ap­
propriate services at the High school 
auditorium.

The auditorium was well filled with 
relatives and friends of the graduate's. 
The class, wearing their caps and 
gowns were ushered to their searts by 
the presidents of the Sophomore and 
Junior classes, Steven Dudek and 
Bernard Curtis, respectively. The 
invocation was pronounced by Rev. 
Oscar Seitz, rector of St. John’s 
Episcupal church. The scripture 
reading was given by Dr. F. A. Leu- 
drum of the First Methodist Episco­
pal church.

The Presbyterian choir rendered 
several appropriate" selections during 
the evening. Rev. Walter Nicholthen 
gave the sermon of the evening, taking 
for his theme. "Character First." 
Text—"Seek ye first His kingdom and 
His righteousness."

The speaker emphasized the need of 
character to meet the world situation 
today. He said that character was 
the basic thing in the world and the 
danger lies in the fact that the world's 
body has been growing faster than! 
the world's soul. He quoted Edwin I 
Markham:
"We are all blind until we see

That in tlie human plan 
Nothing is worth the making

If it does not make the man.
Why build these cities glorious

If man unbuilded goes?
Ill vain we build the world unless

Tlie builder also grows."
He pointed out that today business 

is j,utting emphasis on the value of 
character. Fifty or more great in­
dustries have worked out ethical codes 
and platforms of honorable dealing. 
"A goixl name is to be prized above 
riches,” the speaker said.

"Science shows the importance of 
spiritual factor in life, science must 
have character. Education also must 
be spiritualized because education 
without character is dangerous. Ex­
president Coolidge said. 'There is no 
surer road to destruction than prosper­
ity without character.’ Highways of 
the past were filled with ruins of 
nations which had everything but 
character. Fields of influence are 
ever widening by means of the radio 
and one man speaks to millions: one 
paper printed in many cities simultan­
eously. Who is to be trusted with this 
influence? Only men ami women of 
character. The church is the great 
steadying institution in the world, 
holding back the undisciplined forces 
of human society. Ir's the instru­
ment of God’s power and glory in the 
earth. I commend to your thought­
ful consideration a sincere acceptance 
of Christian faith."

Rev. Nichol brought a timely mes­
sage that could not have but made 
a deep Impression upon all who heard 
him.

The service was brought to a close 
with the benediction by Dr. F. A. 
Ix’ndnhu.

S. Ii. in a 
statement which appeared in the !Det- 
riot Free Press Saturday, June 14 th, 
said in part. •‘Plymouth Road lends it­
self especally to a successful exjieri- 
ment with this type of transportation 
in Detroit, due to its width. [The 
city charter provides that -transr 
tion lines may be extended ten tile 
beyond the city limits. At the 
ent time the route will include 
miles, hut as Plymouth is su 
rapidly expanding city, and tin 
tervening territory continues to 
velop. we feel that Plymoiltli 
care to assist in extending this t 
less Trolley line to that city.”

President of the 
Council. predicted that this Service 
would be extended ten miles into the 
village of Plymouth in the near fature.

Members of the'Plymouth idelega- 
t}on were enthusiastic about the 
IKTformauce of tlie trackless trolleys. 
Similar in appearance to a street car. 
the electric coaches have thel riding 
qualities of a high grade automobile. 
Exceptionally mobile in traffic. they 
glide in and around slow ;moving 
vehicles, and with flexible overhead 
trolleys, drive to the curb to stake on 
or discharge passengers. I

According to Del A. Sniitli, the 
trackless trolleys will be abld to give 
six-minute service on the line with a 
ten cent fare. Seats are leather up­
holstered, anti each coach can seat 42! 
passengers. The maximum : speed is 
nearly 40 miles per hour, with easy 
ami rapid acceleration. The coaches 
will he heated by electricity in cold 
weather.
Trackless Trolleys Have Many Points 

of Superiority.
According to Mr. Smith, it costs 

$140,000 a mile to install a; street car 
line. The cost of installing track­
less trolley service is approximately 
$12,000 a' mile. The cost of maiu- 
t alliance and upkeep is proportion­
ately less, and likewise the? operating 
cost is expected to show a substantial 
saving. The electric coaches are 
practically imisless and are of course 
free from noxious gas fumes

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THE TRACKLESS TROLLEY

The inauguration of the trackless trolley on Plymouth road to 
within ten miles of Plymouth village, will, without a doubt, be the 
means of solving the transportation problem between Plymouth 
and Detroit in the very near future. With the many new subdivi­
sions on Plymouth road and the ever increasing population in this 
district, the matter of rapid and economitncal transportation has 
been one that has had more or less a tendency in holding back the 
more rapid building up of this section, but with the coming of the 
trackless trolley it looks as if there would be no question that this 
new means of transportation would be the means of giving the 
service so badly needed along the Plymouth road.

AS FORD SEES IT

The shortest cut to relief from business depression is an inten­
sive development of agriculture and manufacture, with quantity- 
production from the soil, declares Henry Ford in a recent interview.

"It is the only way to escape stagnation.” Mr. Ford says. And 
lesidcnts of Plymouth and vicinity who have been wondering how 
long it will be before we are back to normal will not find much joy- 
in his additional statement that "it will take just as long to get rid 
of the depression as it took to accumulate it." He says manufac­
turers need to keep up the people’s spirit, and this cannot be done 
with talk. It takes action. One expenditure now, based on faith 
in the future, is worth all the words anyone can say. "Issuing opti­
mistic statements on one hand and lowering wages on the other 
won't better things" he asserts. "This is no time to lower wages 
and those who are doing it are hitting their country while it's down. 
"What we call waste is only surplus and surplus is always the start­
ing point of new uses. Everything that is produced from the soil 
can be used for some purpose. Industry has need for everything 
the soil produces that is not used for foodstuffs. Too many people 
on our farms believe that Santa Claus lives in the city. The thing 
we need is some way to educate people how to get away from the 
city. Half the people out of work in Detroit could find work on the 
farms."

Boiled down. Mr. Ford's recipe for making times better is to 
quit talking hard times, and keep at work regardless of how much 
you may- be making at the present moment. In other words, he 
argues that good times are not going to stay with the fellow who 
won't talk anything else but hard times.

BETTER DRIVING

Motorists have a lot of funny ideas as to what constitutes driv­
ing skill. To many speed is the thing. They seem to'think that 
getting speed out of an auto requires courage, level-headed thinking 
and absolute skill. But it does not. Any fool can step on an accel­
erator and guide an automobile. But most wise men don't do it.

Then there is the traffic in-and-outer. Usually he comes up 
from the rear in a great rush, sounding his horn to clear the way? 
If other cars do not crowd over to the right he runs parallel with 
them and drops back only if he sees he cannot "horn in” to the line 
by making a vacant place. Most often he has his way because 
sensible drivers do not want to be mixed up in an accident. They 
give ground.

But we believe Plymouth motorists will agree with us that 
the speeder is the greatest nuisance and the greatest menace. He is 
responsible for most accidents. He mistakes the speed of his own 
car and that of others, and is forever getting himself and others into 
tight places. If other people were as aggressive and as foolish 
there would be twice at many accidents. It is time to put the speed­
er and the in-and-outer in their places. They cause accidents to care­
ful drivers by crowding them off the road and sometimes bumping 
them into ditches. They increase the cost of motoring by creating 
unnecessary repair bills. Those who will not drive safely- should be 
deprived of the right to drive, and the time is not far distant when 
every^tate in the union will have laws to that effect.

Every thirty seconds someone gets hurt in an American home. 
Uncle Sam has given out the figures, and organizations of club 
women throughout the country are launching a movement to re­
duce it. Usually it is a woman or child that is injured in the home, 
generally by slipping on the floor or falling down a stairway. Poor 
lighting is also said to contribute to the dangers. Brooms and 
mops and ironing boards standing at the top of dark stairways.' 
over which anyone can easily trip, are also blamed for many brok­
en bones—and numerous deaths. Plymouth housekeepers are due 
to be asked pretty soon to join in this movement to reduce accidents 
in the home. \\ e feel sure they will respond readily and heartilv 
for. as in everything else that tends to safety, they are always 
anxious to do their part.

A FOOLISH IDEA

The average Plymouth motorist has long been of the opinion 
that the woman driver is not as capable, as cool or as careful as 
the man.

NEW KIND OF GAS ■-

With the tendency to crowd an ever-increasing share of tax 
burdens on the old family flivver, the discovery of a new and more 
powerful type of ^gasoline. a kind that will cut down fuel bills, is 
of interest to car owners. If gasoline can be made to do more, 
then obviously its price is cheapened, and if one uses less his taxes 
come down in proportion. The new gas is said to have great 
power. This is brought about, it is stated, by restoring to gasoline 
two ingredients whoch have been largely removed by modern 
methods of producing and refining.. One of these is natural gas- 
eline and the other naptha, which is claimed to be very effective in 
hot weather. It is claimed the blended product is far superior to 
the original product in that it may be completely vaporized and 
that blends can be made to suit climatic conditions in all parts of 
the country. But the most important part of the discovery is that 
it cannot be patented. Any refinery can use the formula for mak­
ing it. To motorists that will appear as even more important than 
the discovery itself.

No Cure-All for Many
Troubles in Starting

While there is no cure-all for start­
ing troubles, it Is seldom necessary 
to go to such extremes as priming the 
spark plugs, running down the bat­
tery or flooding the cylinders, and fin­
ally towing the car for two or three 
blocks. Instead of trying to start the 
car by switching on the ignition, pull­
ing out the choke and then touching 
the starter, it is far easier If the 
choke is drawn out and the starter 
turned over a few times before the 
ignition Is switched on. If the engine 
turns over slowly with the starter it 
can be made io turn over easier by 
leaving the gears in neutral and push- 
inc out the clutch.

To test tires, a large company drove a 
new Ford day and night, for an average of 
500 miles every twenty-four hours. It was

Tolerate no uncleanliness in body, 
clothes or habitation. Be not disturbed 
at trifles, or at accidents, common or 
unavoidable.

Wood Blocks Assist in
Jacking Up Automobile

If all roads were level and smooth, 
the problem of jacking up a front or 
back wheel to change tires would al­
ways be simple. Unfortunately, how­
ever, there are many times when the 
normal safe place for a tire change, 
off the paved portion of the road, pre­
sents unexpected difficulties. There 
may be a deep rut exactly where the 
jack should‘rBK» placed, or the road 
may slope in such a way that the car 
is likely to roll off the Jack. A pair 
of wood blocks shaped as shown will

Jacking up a car on uneven or rutted 
ground is easy if you have these 
blocks to put the jack on and chock 
the car. At right are shown the 
blocks ready to use if both wheels 
are to be Jacked at one time.

prove useful in such emergencies. One 
will serve os a chock for the car on 
a hill. Two, four, six, or even eight 
inches can be added to the height of 
the Jack to reach up from a hollow 
depending on how the blocks are piled. 
The two blocks bolted together will 
support the front axle with both 
wheels off the ground when adjusting, 
greasing, and so on. For a large car 
or truck the blocks should measure 
approximately S by 12 inches, with the 
thickness 4 inches at one end and 2 
inches at the other.—Popular Science 
Monthly.

Cheaper Than Power Planes 
but Safety Doubted.

New York.—Through the long-for­
gotten science and sport of gliding, 
aviation, which for a time last year 
appeared to be losing its hold on the 
popular imagination although making 
tremendous strides commercially, is 
again the topic of daily conversation 
and comment throughout the United 
States.

Two arguments are advanced by 
the glider enthusiasts In favor of this 
method of flying and learning to. fly: 
one that It Is cheap and the other 
that it is safe. Certainly It costs less 
than power planes, although some 
of the imported gliders run as high 
as the cheaper low-powered planes. 
The safety argument, however. Is still 
open to debate and merits certain 
qualifications. Such experienced pi­
lots as C. S. (Casey) Jones and 
Clarence D. Chamberlain are of the 
opinion that gliding is dangerous, 
and Chamberlain goes so far as to 
say that In his opinion the powered 
airplane is the safer craft.

Jones argues that gliding as a train­
ing for powered flighi has distinct 
limitations and is not at all of the 
opinion held by Capi. Frank M. 
Hawks thui a course In gliding should 
be made a prerequisite to all (light 
training.

Hard Work in Towing.
Hawks differentiates distinctly be­

tween gliding, soaring and lowing. The 
last, he admits frankly, is fraught 
with serious problems and danger. 
It Is hard work. On his flight across 
the country his only relaxation came 
at the end of each day. when, free of 
the towline which tugged him out of 
soaring position time and again, be 
could glide and sail whithersoever 
the air currents would carry him. He 
could control flight to a remarkable 
degree by utilising the air currents 
for climbing, turning and descending.

However, the Interest in gliding 
bids fair to outshine for a time pub­
lic interest in all other forms of aero­
nautics. The progress of Hawks 
across the country was a long series 
of receptions In which thousands par­
ticipated. Not since the world flight 
of the Graf Zeppelin has the whole 
nation turned out to watch as it did 
for the aerial train. Over cities where 
his advance man had preceded him 
the flyer looked down on . buildings 
and housetops blackened with peo­
ple. Out in the country along the pro­
jected course farmers from miles 
around massed their cars along the 
roads and brought their families to 
see the tow plane pass above.

Too Expensive for Transport.
Speculation, particularly in Ger­

many, as to the commercial availabil­
ity of the towed glider lor the trans­
port of goods is attracting attention. 
Captain Hawks, enthusiast as he is. 
has little faith in this form of trans­
port. Certain planes, as they are built 
today, have little to offer as air loco­
motives and the gliders themselves 
are still primitive creations. No auto­
matic pilot has yet been developed 
for operating a glider and none but a 
very good pilot is competent to han­
dle the controls of the towed aircraft. 
The expense mounts as ore considers 
the various factors necessary, for 
equipping an aerial train, and with 
present equipment this expense ap­
pears to climb faster than the pay 
load.

The next step appears to be "pow­
ered gliders,” although your true sail­
plane enthusiast resents the idea as 
ranch as the sailboat fan abhors all 
forms of mechanical propulsion and 
especially auxiliary engines. Already, 
at Dayton, a powered glider has re­
ceived favorable recognition by the 
army engineers at Wright field. In 
England the Dawsett Hawk-special 
is flying with a motor that develops 
one-half horse power and the Aronca, 
another powered glider that attracted 
much attention at the St. Louis show, 
has flown East.

Brakes Are Subjected
to Most Terrific Heat

Due to the excessive heats devel­
oped in bringing an automobile to a 
stop, brake linings have to be of such 
composition that they will not break 
down or hurn up under these high 
temperatures.

When a vehicle weighing 5,000 
pounds Is brought to a stop from a 
speed of fifty miles per hour in ap­
proximately four seconds, as it is 
quite possible to do with the present 
four-wheel brakes, there Is about 
450,000 foot pounds of kinetic energy 
to be converted into heat that has to 
be absorbed, or dissipated, through 
the brake lining and brake drums.

The average brake drum wearing 
surface on cars of such weight Is only 
about three hundred square inches. 
If many quick stops like this are made 
in a short time, it can readily be seen 
that this surface cannot possibly dis­
sipate such an enormous amount of 
heat and as a result the brake drums 
would soon be red-hot. Many times, 
when driving In heavy traflic or in 
hilly country, the brake drums are 
often at a temperature of 300 degrees 
Fahrenheit for considerable periods 
of time.

Says Autogiros Will
Have 200-Mile Speed

Speaking recently before the Royal 
Aeronautical Society In London. Juan 
de la Cierva, inventor of the wind­
mill plane, said that he was satisfied 
It was possible to design autogiros 
having a top speed of 200 miles an 
hour. He could see no real objection 
to three, four or five ton autogiros, 
he added, although he believed more 
for the present in small and medium 
sized machines. It was possible for 
an autogiro to be faster than an equiv­
alent airplane, he asserted.

The autogiros lately produced, the 
inventor pointed out, had no better 
performance than the equivalent con­
ventional airplanes. In fact, they had 
a little less speed and a little less 
climb. Nevertheless, they were better 
flying machines.

“The latest autogiros,” said Senor 
de la Cierva. "have an appearance 
rather different from those of 1925. 
They are no longer transformed air­
planes.

“The rotary wings are of a different 
shape and construction. Their main 
characteristics are the smoothness of 
the skin, the local strength of the 
same to prevent deformation under 
very high unitary loads and the con­
siderable flexibility.

“The blades are hinged to a cen­
tral hub as in the old machines, so as 
to allow free flapping in flight. A sec­
ondary hinge perpendicular to the first 
Is also provided, allowing a certain 
freedom between two consecutive 
blades.”

COSTE TO ATTEMPT 
OCEAN JUMP AGAIN

New York.—Defeated once in his 
attempt to fly the north Atlantic from 
east to west. ('apt. Dieudonne Coste 
will attempt this spring to .fulfill a 
promise made In America in 1928.

Reversing Lindbergh's route, thedar 
ing French aviator proposes to ily 
from Paris To New York in a tri-mo- 
tored Ilrequet plane, modeled after his 
famous ship of last year, the Question 
Mark.

Last July lie started with Maurice 
P.ellonte ill Ihe craft, powered with a 
single motor, to span ihe ocean, hut 
faced with headwinds, landed hack in 
France after a flight of more thau 
3.100 miles over water.

Undaunted by the failure and still 
tempted by the Atlantic, they refitted 
the plane, but headed toward China 
and landed in Tsitsihar. Manchuria, 
with a new world’s airline distance 
record to their credit They had flown 
4.948.59 miles nonstop In 51 hours and 
39 minutes.

Later they piloted th£ plane to a 
new world’s distance record over a 
closed circuit, flying 4.9S7 miles in 52 
hours and 30 minutes.

The promise to fly the Atlantic was 
made by Coste, then a lieutenant, 
when here in 1928 with Joseph Lebrlx 
in the midst of a round-the-world tour 
In which they carried the tricolor of 
France 35.000 miles.

“We do not want to go hack to 
Paris by plane,” the aviator said, “be­
cause Lindbergh has already done 
that; It would be useless repetition to 
follow him. After we get hack to 
France we shall plan the east-to-west 
flight of the north Atlantic.”

The miinuteU of the regular meeting 

of I he Commission held May 5th were 
read by the 'Clerk. A correction in 
Hie miiiptes was presented and the 
Clerk was directed to make the proper 
correction and submit the minutes for 
the approval of the Commission at its 
next regular meeting.

The Assessment Roll for the Village 
of Plymouth for I he year 1930 was pre­
sented by the Assessor. After careful 
consideration of the roll the Comniis- 
mission Approved of lowering the val­
uation of one piece of real projierty by 
the amount of two hundred dollars. 
The valuations as contained in the 
above roll, as corrected, comprised the

Kehrl that the opinion of the Attorney 
be accepted and confirmed, and that 
the Clerk lx» directed to communicate 
to Mr. Hubbell the decision of the 
Commission. Carried unanimously.

A jx-tition was pr(-sented by resi­
dents In the vicinity of Ann Arbor 
Street and S. Mill Street requesting 
that stop signs bp installed against 
traffic upon S. Mill St. at this inter­
section. Upon motion by Comm. 
Mimmaek supported by Comm. Kehrl 
the matter was referred to the mana­
ger for Investigation and his recom­
mendation at the next regular meet­
ing.

To soak cotton goods that might run 
as to color In turpentine before wash­
ing or In strong salt water.

To dry all colored goods In the 
shade, not In the bright sunshine.

To make children’s clothes out ol 
substantial material that will wear and 
so make the work you put into them 
worth while.

To make children’s everyday clothes 
out of material which will not only be 
durable, but which will not easily show 
the soil, so that you need not constant­
ly be reminding them not to get their 
clothes soiled.

To think twice before buying any­
thing. Some women waste money each 
year In buying material they never 
make up. Buy only what you are sure 
yon will make np Into good, useful

Small Villages Tire of
Through Traffic Scheme

The danger of picking out the main 
street of a town and arbitrarily mak­
ing it a through street, as pointed out 
in recent studies made by the Nation­
al Safety council, has recently been 
emphasized In several Illinois towns.

Petitions have been received by the 
state highway commission, at Spring- 
field, from representatives of small 
towns and villages asking that state 
roads, around which many of them 
have been built, be re-routed so that 
the constant stream of traffic may be 
diverted from their centers.

According to the representatives, It 
was once thought advantageous to 
bring as much traffic into the main 
street as possible, for transient trade 
meant increased bnsiness.

The flow of cars, however, has be- 
comq so great and the speed at which 
they travel so rapid that few stop, 
at all. The Increased volume has 
reached a stage where It endangers 
the lives of the Inhabitants.

Even large cities are now finding 
that the most successful system 
shunts nonstop traffic around the 
business district to avoid congestion 
1n the downtown centers.

Educating the Blind 
The first thought and purpose of

building up special Institutions for the 
instruction of the blind seem to have 
occurred to benevolent persons in New 
England, New York and Pennsylvania 
almost simultaneously. The New York 
Institution for the Blind was incor­
porated April 22, 1831. On March 15, 
1832, Dr. John D. Russ began the edu­
cation of three pupils. The progress 
of the school was at first slow for 
want of an efficient head to direct its 
affairs. The Pennsylvania Institution, 
which-is now one of the foremest In 
the world, was founded in 1833. Sub­
sequently other schools were opened 
In the various states.

girls as boarders. But after the first 
year they discovered that perhajis 
girls were better boarders than the 
boys since they were not so noisy aud 
destructive.

At that time everyone was required 
to attend chaiM'l each morning. When 
the first little group of nine girls came 
in. they stood huddled together not 
knowing where to sit. Unfortunately 
they chose a row right in the line of 
lire between the freshmen and the 
sophomores. Ilymn books and every­
thing movable came Hying past them. 
Another rime one of them was caught 
in a "rush" on the stairs. Boys, who 
in any other circumstance would be 
courteous, felt it against their prin­
ciples to pay any attention to a "uni­
versity girl."

One professor who had six girls in 
his class, completely ignored them for 
a whole semester, addressing them as 
"gentlemen."

A girl from Vassar, writing to her 
friend in Ann Arbor, said that she 
soon expected to hear that the girls 
were playing football and baseball and 
hazing freshmen.

Nothing special was done for the 
women at first and they were subject 
to the same rules as the men. How­
ever. they adapted themselves quickly 
and soon proved that they could do 
college work. Of course, they were 
greatly out-numbered and were contin­
ually conscious that every word and 
action would challenge critical atten­
tion.

By 1906, a gymnasium for girls had 
been built but there were no dormitor­
ies and only six approved boarding 
houses. The Woman’s League and the 
Y. W. C. A. helped them a great deal. 
They belonged to language clubs and 
some became members of the Phi Betta 
Kappa honor society.

When the University of Michigan 
opened her doors to girls and admitted 
them to the same classes as men she 
did what no other important university 
had done. But the fine women who 
attended college during those first 
years justified co-education, and many 
outstanding leaders have since been 
graduated. Perhaps the most famous 
was Alice Freeman Palmer, who later 
became president of Wellesley College 
and married George Herbert Palmer, 
professor of philosophy in ' Harvard 
University.

When we see the wonderful build­
ings and the great opportunities offer­
ed to us. it behooves those in our class 
and of our generation to be very thank- 

•ful that we are living now; to be 
thankful that we have for our use, the 
opportunities such as those furnished 
by this high school, and by the splen­
did colleges some of the class expect 
to attend.

Clianging Business

It is obvious to even the most casual 
observer that a great change lias come 
over the business world in the last 
few years. This calls for a similar 
change in the schools which prepare 
young meh and women to take their 
places in business. The times demand 
professional business men. Previously 
it has been the policy of schools to give 
theMstu$lents a cultural training only 
aud ^.them get their knowledge of 
buslnefejfcby experience in and associa­
tion with it: but in the modern highly 
organized system business establish­
ments cannot afford to waste time 
training their employees. Therefore, 
schools today have to provide two 
distinct types of education, the general 
or cultural training and the technical 
business training. Just as in the 
science department, laboratories are 
provided in which the students experi­
ment with and put into practice the 
things they have learned, so the com­
mercial department must have a lab­
oratory for practical training in busi­
ness. The iHJokkeeplng students must 
have actual sets of books to keep as 
they would be used in a business or­
ganization. It is true that in the past 
educational institutions have not en­
joyed the approval and help of com­
mercial institutions. This is a coudi- 

■ tion which needs adjusting. Only 
j through the cooperation of the banks 
I and the factories of a community can 
I the school know what education to pro- 
| vide in order to properly fit the stu- 
! dents for places in these organizations.
[ In the office of a large business or- 
; ganization of today there can hardly 
be found a resemblance to those of a 
few decades ago. Not only do they 
differ from their older namesakes In 
the number of people they employ, but 
also in the numerous, intricate, time­
saving machines that they contain. 
There was a time when the most im-- 
portant qualification for a stenograph­
er was good penmanship. Letters then 

j were written by hand, so the good pen­
man was given the preference when 

j seeking work.
Today the office worker has very 

little opportunity to display his skill 
in handwriting. In the larger places 
even shorthand is not used as much as 
formerly. The employer dictates let­
ters to a machine called a distaphone. 
The words are recorded on a disc sim­
ilar to a phonograph record, which the 
stenographer plays whenever she has 
time to write the letters. Or, perhaps, 
a stenotype is used. This is a machine 
operated similarly to a typewriter, but

The members of the class of 193o 

welcome you to their commencement 
exercises. We wish to thank you 
for helping us successfully through 
our four years of high school aud 
for providing us with the facilities 
to aid us in our school life.

You have probably all seen or 
heard of the new building Mug 
erected in Anu Arbor, the Mosher- 
Jordan dormitory for girls. It is ex­
pected that it will be completed by 
September, ready to house five hun­
dred girls. As you pass you cannot 
help reading the great changes in co­
education during the last fifty years. 
It was only a short time ago that 
college education for women was not 
even considered. But as women 
gained more prominence in civil 
affairs they began to desire equal 
education with men. The Board of 
Regents in Ann Arbor refused them 
admittance for they feared a revolu­
tion in the whole management if, 
girls were allowed to enter. The re-' 
quests were so persistent that in 
IS7O co-education was established in 
the University of Michigan.

This experiment in co-education, 
for so it was called, was watched 
with grave misgivings by eastern 
college executives. Chancellor Fre- 
linghuysen of New York, in a letter 
to President, Angell, said that "if 
necessity required such a step for 
female etlueation." he would regard 
it as a "sad exigency." The comment 
of President Woolsey of Yale was. 
“Of what use degrees are to be to 
girls I don't see. unless they addict 
themselves to professional life.” 
President Mann of Antioch college 
wrote, "The advantages are very 
great—the dangers are terrible." 
However President Hopkins of Wil­
liams wrote in favor of if. “My im­
pression is that you might try the ex­
periment safely, and I hope you will 
do so.”

As a result of this resolution, the 
first girl to enter was from Kalamazoo. 
The next fall several others enrolled. 
The life of the first few women there 
was very difficult, for the men resent­
ed their trespassing on their domains. 
They argued that the university did 

i not have enough funds to supply the 
needs of the men and until the state 
could .give more money, women should 
be excluded. The townspeople, too, 
were against them, refusing to take

writing the shorthand abbreviations 
instead of longhand. It is possible to 
acquire greater si>eed with a steno­
type than by writing the shorthand 
characters?. The addressograph, which 
operates by the endless chain system, 
is used to address envelopes and let­
ters by concerns whose mailing list is 
very large. The bookkeeping ma­
chines have practically revolutionized 
bookkeeping methods. Loose leaf 
ledgers are used so that the sheets may 
Ik* taken out, rolled into the machine, 
and the proper information recorded 
by striking the keys of the machine 
much in the same way as on a type­
writer.

The adding machine and comptome­
ter. of course, are widely used to add, 
subtract, multiply and divide. The 
noiseless typewriter is a new develop­
ment, as is the electric typewriter. 
Where a great many form letters, that 
is letters having practically the same 
wording, are sent out the latter Is of 

1 great value. It is merely set io type 
the required number of a certain let­
ter and then automatically does so.

I Formerly the mimeograph and ditto 
were the only means by which to make 
numerous copies of the same thing, 
but letters made in this way lacked 
the personal appeal so necssary to ac­
quire success in business ,and so were 
seldom used. The filing systems of 
today are highly specialized, making 
the old pigeon-hole desk obsolete. One 
company might have several separate 
sets of files, the number depending on 
how many distinct types of persons 
or concerns with which they do busi­
ness.

Upon first thought it might seem 
that with so many time-saving devices 
there would be less demand for office 
help, since machines are made to do 
many of the things that were formerly 
done by hand, and this is probably the 
opinion of a large percentage of the 
people. But this deduction is an er­
ror. The demand for efficient, well- 
educated office help, trained in the use 
of these modern devices and compli­
cated systems of filing, has never been 
so great as at the present time. This 
is due to the rapid increase in today's 
volume of business. Institutions that 
in the past served only their own com­
munities, now do nation wide, even 
world wide business. The telephone, 
telegraph, and modern transportation 
have made possible rapid intercourse 
with all parts of the world. The post­
al system is so extensive that today 
the letter Is one of the greatest ad­
vertising factors in existence. If you 
were to look at the mailing list of a 
large business house, you would un­
doubtedly see addresses of places in 
every corner of the world.

Manufacturers today, in acquainting 
the public with the virtues of their 
wares, use a series of letters advertls-

ing whatever service or product in 
which the company deals to be sent by 
the sales or advertising departments to 
ea ch of thei r prospeative customers. If 
the first fails to bring a response, the 
second is sent, and others at regular 
intervals. To those who show an in­
terest in the product by replying, an 
entirely different type of letter is sent. 
Some of the letters bring in orders, 
while others are an economic loss. The 
mail and salesmanship are so closely 
connected that to remove the former 
wonld necessitate a complete change in 
the methods of the latter.

The complex business world today 
demands no different virtues of Its em­
ployees than did the small-scale organ­
ization of a generation ago, but it does 
demand that the old ones be more 
firmly embedded in their characters. 
The responsibility and trust placed in 
each one is so much greater than for­
merly that his ability to resist tempta­
tions must be increased accordingly. 
Therefore, it is the duty of the com­
mercial department to develop the best 
qualities in its students, as well as 
give them a business training.

The traits of character which lead 
to success in business are reliability, 
good judgment, honesty, loyalty, punc­
tuality, determination, earnestness, 
persistence, the ability to concentrate, 
to see and think clearly, and last am­
bition. These same qualities, If dili­
gently cultivated, will bring success In 
whatever field of work you choose to 
follow.

The notes originally received from Manson and Abbott aggregated 

$2,245.55, the payment of which would reimburse the Cemetery fund for an 
advance of $941.30 made to pay the balance on perpetual care deposit of 
$4,000.00 and Mausoleum site amounting to $1,304.25. Payments have been 
received on the notes sufficient to repay the above-mentioned advance as well 
as a partial payment on purchase of site in the amount of $339.25. The 
proceeds of the notes outstanding March 31, 1930 should be applied to sale 
of lots.

The Village purchased additional property at the Cemetery in a prior year 
for $18,000.00. The obligation now existing on land contract is $10,008.14. A 
verification of this amount was requested but has not been received.

RECEIPTS AND DISBURSEMENTS
Collections on Village tax roll for 1929 were verified. Water collections 

were proved from charges and outstanding balances March 31, 1930, Other 
collections were verified from carbon copies of receipts.

All vouchers were examined for proper supporting data and distribution.
Bank accounts were reconciled and certificates obtained from your de­

positories. Our examination disclosed undeposited cash of $2.25, apparently 
originating in the deposit on report number 56.

BOND FUNDS
No new construction was undertaken during the year under review, con­

sequently the status of the General Bond Fund and Special Assessment Bond 
Fund. Construction account, changed only through balance of payments to 
Contractor on Mill St. Pavement, and a few other smaller disbursements. The 
balance in the Special Assessment Bond Fund—Construction account, accord­
ing to our computation stands at $5,805.53, which is composed of balances set 
out in the schedule in last year’s report captioned “Cost of Improvements 
Completed” with change occasioned’by subsequent remittances on Mill Street 
Pavement. Disposition should be made of these balances.

WATERWORKS DEPARTMENT
The operation of your Waterworks for the year under review resulted in 

a profit of $3,976.88. after deduction of depreciation and bond interest. This 
result compares favorably with the previous year’s operations which showed a 
profit of $1,696.37.

The Sinking Fund established to retire bonds due December 1934 stands 
at $5,196.56 as at March 31, 1936. This amount is carried in a bank balance 
of $2,165.81 and investment in Village of Plymouth bonds nt a book value of 
$3,030.75. These bonds were inspected by us.
