That No One From Here at 
The Maybury Sanatorium I» 
Forgotten This Year.

Happiness reigns in the children's 
wards of the William H. Maybury 
sanitorium west of Northville, these 
happy Christmas days.

And it's all because the boys and 
girls of the Plymouth public schools 
saw to It that not one of the little 
sufferers from tuberculosis was for­
gotten this happy Chistmas time.

Evey student attending the Plym­
outh schools, from lower grades to 
the seniors, yes, and the faculty 
members as well, has had a pert In 
bringing a bit of Christmas cheer 
into the lives of the patient little 
sufferers at the sanitorium.

But don't think for a minute that 
the school faculty and pupils over­
looked the adult patients in the in­
stitution from . Plymouth. They 
were not forgotten either.

For weeks and weeks, boys and 
girls of l’lymoqth have been as busy 
as bees making toys, preparing 
Christmas stockings with all the 
good things that a tubercular pa­
tient ought to have and doing all the 
other things necessary to make thia 
an especially happy Christmas 
among the children at the sanitor­
ium.

The manual training department 
of the Plymouth schools under the 
directi"’! cf Mr. Carr, the home 
economics department under the di­
rection of Mrs. Dykhouse and Miss 
Gray, the art department under the 
supervision of Mrs. Brower, all 
have contributed their bit to thia 
splendid work.

There is a toy for each one of 
the 153 boys and girls at the sani­
torium. all painted up with bright, 
attractive colors that children like. 
They were made in the manual 
training department of the school 
The Christmas stockings, filled 
with fruits and nuts came from the 
home economics department, and

their own private automobiles on 
state business, will be reduced from 
six to five cents a mile on Jan. 1, 
1932. it was announced by Secre- 
tray of State Frank D. Fitzgerald.

THIS MUDDLED WORLD
The world chaos that gains impetus with every 

rising son lias reached a critical point in these 
United States. A country and a government that 
have been held up as examples of progress and glori­
ous democracy niv floundering in a sea of unrest, 
rebellion, crime and misery. In tiliis hour, when 
problems of supreme importance confront us, it is 
interesting ro observe the censorious 'spirit that dom­
inates the mind of man. Every fellow is disposed 
to blame some one else for all the Ills to which he 
has become heir. The governments the trusts, the 
war. prohibition, automobiles, the newspapers and 
chain stores, the republicans. the democrats and the 
tariff- these and other forces are called into ac­
count for afflicting us with low priced cotton and 
wheat. shrinkage in property values, loss of credit, 
threatened bankruptcy and all the other evils that 
beset us. Seldom, if ever, is there heard in the 
chorus of denunciations. one word of self directed 
blame, but whether we are willing to admit or not, 
our troubles are. in part, at least, stjlf-made.

A i>eop!e. for the most part accustomed to liv­
ing moderately and even frugally prior to the war, 
we launched into an orgy of. spending such as has 
never been known in the history of man. Although 
endowed with a modicum of reasoning power, we 
have deliberately thrown discretion to the winds 
changing our standards of living from quiet sim­
plicity, to frenzied luxufy. Equipped with sufficient 
mathematical knowledge to know that four from two 
leaves minus two. men and women with incomes of 
*200.00 a month have spent at the rate of $400.00. 
This has applied quits generally whether the income 
has l>ee» $25.00 or $2500.00.

Farming and other businesses are more or less 
demoralized, but it is not due altogether to 5 cent 
cotton and the tariff. It is due in part to our waste, 
abuse of credit, poor business management, and lazi­
ness.

Before we see the end of this many of us who 
are now riding may be walking, but that probably 
would be ns it should be. . The men and women who 
honestly work their ways dot of the present eco­
nomic labyrinth will be those possessed of the pro­
per intestinal stamina. For some time nojv, we have 
needed something to divide the sheep from the goats. 
<"rooks and deadbeats have been sailing along In the 
vanguard of society and the church, enjoying all 
the privileges and often more than those who make 
up the ranks of honest citizenry. If the present 
crisis serves as a leveler in the business and social 
realms, much will he gained. The seeming success 
of the dishonest during the reign of extravagance 
through which we have just passed, has had a bane­
ful effect, ’serving to give sanction to the theory that 
the way to win is through shady paths.

If it serves to make us a little more concerned 
about the quality of the men who are entrusted with­
out- governmental affairs, it will be well worth liv­
ing through. As it is and has been, our most re­
sponsible trusts arc often given to men who could 
not make a living for themselves in any other than 
political fields.

PURPOSE OF VOCA­
TIONAL INTERVIEWS

Instead of having assembly j 
Wednesday fifth hour. Mr. Cobh's ■ 
vocational .work was the order of j 
I he day. The purpose of these in-: 
terviews is rather vague to many I 
people, and ho we shall try to ex- j 
plain it.

In the first place ' the students 
are interviewed every year, and 
the answers to the questions are 
rcorded on a card, wiving a rather 
complete record of the individual 
through his high school career. 
Tlie answers help to show the field 
of work the student is best fitted 
for. based upon his ability, inter­
ests/ training it is possible for 
hiniKto ^?et. and things like that.

Up until this year, Mr. Cobh has 
been doing all of the interviewing 
himself, hut now this will be done 
by the class advlsojs, giving him 
more time to devote to personnel 
work. This is the type of work 
in which Mr. Cobb! tries to help 
students who bring I in their prob­
lems, present and rut ur«*. They 
do nor necessarily hive to be about 
vocations: they may he about any­
thing which troubles a person. 
The idea is not to decide these 
problems for the student, but to 
help him analyze them and to ad­
vise him as well as it is possible 
to do so that he may lie better 
able to solve* them himself.

The interviews given to the sen­
iors were more complicated and 
more thorough than those given 
the other clashes. These blanks 
are filed away for future reference 
and,often help the school to advise 
what is best Tor the particular 
person. Graduates) often come 
back to see Mr. Coljb for aid. and 
it Is gladly and willingly given.

For the child from three to four 
toys which satisfy his desire for 
experimentation and investigation 
must be added To the things he al­
ready has. These toys might in­
clude crayons, 'blunt scissors, anil 
unbreakable dolls.

Toys to be of benefit to the child 
need not be expensive: many times' 
orange crates, cracker boxes, corks 
and pieces of cloth may add to the. 
child's materials to use in his play.

We must consider Plymouth fortunate in being able to enter this

Besides tlie giHxl will between the teams was not 
so steadfast and at several times it seemed in danger of breaking. Our 
Student.

If this is the case, we 
must turn to either Wayne 'or Dearborn for tlie season's high spot.

STRESSING AMATEUR ATHLETICS
During the past few years since the athletic contests have become 

so popular has been a slight tendency in some cases to import or 
pay the athletes. This has aroused much spirit and every year there 
are cases nncovered where some school or institution has used such 
demoralizing methods of winning a game. This goes beyond the stand­
ard of good sportsmanship, and because of that upright men are making 
a war against it. The State Board of Athletics has done much to sup­
press professionalism in high school sports. Every year this board has 
tp make drastic rulings to prevent the spread of this tendency. U. of 
D. High and Hamtramck High have both felt the hand of the board's 
actions. U. of D. forfeited several games two years ago because one 
of the fellows was too old. Hamtramck was forced to forfeit games 
last year when the Detroit championship title wa^ practically in her 
hands. This year Northwestern has to suffer. A hard fighting and 
winning team must suffer severe losses because sportsmanship must be 
enforced. James Stevenson, the object of discussion this yea?, played 
with a sandlot baseball team this summer; this team employed some 
professional players and although Stevenson was not getting paid, and 
he was absolutely ignorant of the restriction, he caused the forfeiture 
of several of Northwestern’s games. Not only did he lose the games 
for his school, but he also lost his amuteur standings. The Athletic 
Board in Detroit will recommend him to be reinstated, and if he is 
he will regain his amateur standings on June 15, 1932. It seems to be 
a cruel way to deal with a young fellow in high school, but amateurism 
is dear to every sport-lover, and drastic measures are taken to uphold 
it regardless of personal gain or honor. Several prominent men in 
Detroit have bitterly attacked the decision given against Stevenson, 
but it is hardly possible that anything can be done about it, because 
in this country we have had a much greater sacrifice to personal hon­
ors. About the year 1908, when Jim Thorpe, the greatesfathlete that 
ever lived, won two or the most gruelling contests In the Olympic games 
at Sweden, a similar Incident arose. Jim Thorp was an Indian boy 
going to school and working part time. After two years of college he 
played baseball for money although he was innocent of the amateur 
rulings. After the Olympic games a rumor was sent around about 
Thorpe’s ineligibility and an investigation showed it to be true: His 
name was crossed off as alltime All-American half back, the only man 
to receive that distinction, his name was crossed off all the record 
books, he sent back all his medals and cups to Sweden, but the second 
highest man refused to accept them as he acclaimed Thorpe the great­
est athlete living. This shows the tremendous importance of amateur­
ism and the affection that a real sportsman has for it.

Add six and olne-half cupfuls of su­
gar, one and! one-half cupfuls ot 
vinegar, mix {well and bring to a 
boll, set aside uncovered for 26 
minutes. Briiig again to a boll and 
stir constantly. Remove from the 
fire and stir in one bottle of pectin, 
stir and skim (for just eight minutes 
to cool slightly and prevent floating. 
Pour quickly,! cover the hot relish 
with a good cover of paraffin. This 
makes about sine glasses.

Rolled Orange Wafers.
Cream one-naif cupful of butter, 

add gradually one cupful of sugar 
and the grated rind of an orange, 
beat until light. Dissolve one tea­
spoonful of sdda In one tablespoon­
ful of cold water, add to one-half 
cupful of orange Juice alternately 
with two cupfuls of flour. Beat well 
and spread on buttered baking sheet 
In the thinnest possible layer.

Hawaii and the North American 
mainland will he linked by regu­
lar telephone service on IFecember 
23. marking the first step in the 
extension of Bell System overseas 
telephone sendee to the far east, 
according to announcement today 
by officials of the Michigan Bell 
Telephone company. The new 
service will interconnect all Bell 
and Bell-connecting telephones in 
the United States, Canada. Cuba 
and Mexico, with those in the 
principal islands of the archipel­
ago. It will be the first time the 
United States and one of its out­
lying dependencies have^been join­
ed l).v direct voice communication.

The voice path across the Paci­
fic will be over a short wave riulio 
channel between stations near San 
Francisco and ou the Island of 
Oahu. It will be in operation dur­
ing the greater part of the busi­
ness day. ».

A novel type of antenna will be 
employed at the American radio 
stations. This is known as the 
"horizontal double-V," a highly di­
rective antenna. Consisting mere­
ly of a pair of wires strung in the 
form of a diamond, from wooden 
poles, this antenna effectively 
bridges the 2,300-mile gap between 
San Francisco and the islands. A 
maximum ix»wer of GO kilowatts 
is used in transmitting from this 
antenna. It was developed by the 
Bell Telephone Iaihoratories. re­
search organisation of the Amer­
ican Telephone and Telegraph 
company.

San FrancLsco will be the center 
for service to and from jwints in 
•North America. The American 
transmit ting station is at Dixon. 
California. 20 miles southwest of 
Sacramento, and the receiving sta­
tion at Point Keyes, 35 miles north 
nf San Francisco, which are oper­
ated by the Transpacific Commun­
ication ComiNiny, Ltd., a subsidi- 
aiy of the American Telephone 
and Telegraph company. Dixon will 
transmit to a station at Koko Head, 
12 miles from Honolulu, and Point 
Keyes will receive from a station 
at Kahuku point. 30 miles from 
that city. The latter stations.will 
lie ojHTaled by the Radio Corpor­
ation of America.

i Through the headquarters of the 
Mutual Telephone Company of 
Hawaii, in Honolulu, the service 
will embrace all telephones in that 
company, those on other islands 
being linked by an interisland 
short wave radio system.

The cost of a call between .Mich­
igan points and Honolulu will be 
$27 for the first three minutes and 
$9 for each additional minute. 
Calls for Hawaii may 1m* filed any­
time after 12 o'clock noon. Eastern 
Standard time, on Monday. De­
cember 21.'

Sixteen years ago the command­
ant of the naval station at Pearl 
IIarlM>r, near Honolulu, allowed a 
young engineer of the American

Telephone and Telegraph company 
to set up a radio receiving station 
in a carpenter shop on the naval 
reservation and to string an an­
tenna between a smoke stack and 
a water tower, with which he pro­
posed to listen for a radio tele­
phone message 'from Arlington, 
Virginia. Some months later the 
astonished admiral himself heard 
the voices of telephone engineers 
coming through the ether from Ar­
lington. the nrst one-way experi­
ment, m the nridgfnr. O' the Paci­
fic.

During the same tests, listeners

ou the Eiffel tower, in Paris, 
caught a few words and finally a 
connected sentence, also transmit­
ted from Arlington. That paved 
the way to thei establishment, in 
1927. of regular1 transatlantic tele­
phone service with Europe.

"Nothing has driven me for tlie' 
last year and a half like this | 
problem of unemployment." lie i 
said.

"We had fifteen years of con­
tinuous work in the Ford factor­
ies and we have men in the Ford 
factories who have never had a 
lay-off. But- the whole problem 
has changed. Sometimes T doubt 
that it win be possible to continue 
to run factories a full twelve­
month year. At other times I 
wonder whether we ought to even 
if we could. The conviction deep­
ens that we made a fundamental 
mistake when we got too far away 
from the soil. Because of this 
separation both agriculture and 
industry have developed separate 
ills which I believe can be cured 
by bringing them together again.

"Agriculture needs an outlet for 
its product such as Industry can 
give it, and to this encl we are 
continuously making experiments 
to find new industrial uses for or­
dinary farm products. Bring these 
two together and yon stimulate 
agriculture and also provide at 
least four months a year healthful 
out-of-door work for the slack 
employment of industry. To try 
to do this has been a big part of 
my personal job tlie last eighteen 
months. I have worked as hard 
at it as at anything I ever at­
tempted.

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Congressional Bungling Caused Intense
Suffering Of Washington’s Army At Valley

Forge, 154 Years Ago, Declares Commission
One liuiulred and fifty-four years 

ago, December 19. 177", George 
Washington led his ragged Revolu­
tionary Arms into winter quarters 
at Valley Forge, to set an everlast­
ing example of devotion to country. 
Over and over the story has been 
told—of those months of cold and 
starvation, of sickness and suffer­
ing. which Washington's soldiers 
cheerfully endured, in loyalty to 
him. As soon as American .school- 
children are aide to learn anything, 
they learn of Valley Forge, ami 
never afterward forget it. As long 
as America itself endures. Valley 
Forge, with its classic example of 
patriotism will fire new genera­
tions of America to unselfish loyal­
ty to their nation.

This year, as the country prepares 
to celebrate in 1932 the 200th anni­
versary of the birth of George 
Washington, the story of Valley 
Forge will seem inure real.and poig­
nant than ever, as the nation recalls 
every incident in the Revolution in 
which Washington himself had a 
part, for the light each throws on 
his life and his character.

Nothing in the course of our 
struggle for independence, we are 
told by the United States George 
Washington Bicentennial .Commis­
sion,’ so tried the courage and the 
patience of George Washington as 
Valley Forge, for in addition to the 
sufferings of his soldiers he had 
nearly everything else to weigli 
down his spirits. These alone 
would have been enough to try him 
to the utmost. Three thousand of 
has army perished in that single 
winter, from cold and exposure, 
from under-nourishment and dis­
ease. •

The living must often liuve envied 
their dead brothers in arms. Some 
of them were nearly naked. All went 
without' food at times, and at times 
when food was available, it often 
consisted of rotting fish and meat. 
The wonder is that Washingtons' 
death-roll was limited to these un­
known 3.000. At one of the darkest 
moments nt Valley Forge. Washing­
ton said, in one of his repeated ai>- 
peals to Congress for aid. I hat his 
men were at last left but tlnve 
choices: they could “starve, dissolve 

■ or disperse in order to obtain sub­
sistence in the best manner they
can.’

But tiie al ti" civ ..f Valley

Forge, a U‘;,gedy even deeper than I 
ihe sufferings of the patriot soldiers, 
was that their distress would have ' 
been needless lint for, the bungling! 
of Congress. It was that period I 
during the Revolution ^vhen mili-j 
tary affairs were worst inismunag- ■ 
ed. ami when Washing-ons' Infill-' 
etice was at its lowest ebb. Bur- i 
goyne had suiTendered. but the far: 
that Washington, Commander in 
Chief, backed up the campaign l>y 
sticking on Clinton's Hank had been 
lost to sight. General Gates claim­
ed full credit for the success, and 
made full use of his popularity with 
Congress in an attempt to oust 
Washington and win the chief com­
mand for himself. Congress was 
tile more ready to fall in with his 
claims because Washington lost the 

' 1. •tries of Brandywine and German- 
1 town, ami his military fortunes 
| wefe at their lowest ebb.

In Ids scheme to wrest the chief 
command from Washington. Gener- 

j al Gates had the aid of a group of 
i malcontents who formed what be­
came known a< the "Conway Cabal."

; It brought a personal hurt to 
, Washington, and a worty on be­
half of the Revolutionary cause 

| itself. lie feared the encouraging 
effect tliese dissensions in bis own 
ranks would have on the enemy. 
Such was his fifedom from arro­
gance. that at one time during the 
winter of Valley Forge, he was 
ready to resign and leave the di­
rection of the war to Congress or 
to any man that Congress might 
prefer to him.

In the end. the intrigue against 
him defeated itself. but already 
the mischief had lieen done. Con- 

I gress took over much of the mili­
tary control—and the ragged and 
starving army at Valley Forge got 
the full benefit of it< bungling*.

Before Valley Forge, the com­
missary of the Revolutionary 
Army had been ably directed by 
Col. Trumbull. Congress ousted 
him and put in his place the Inex­
perienced General Mifflin, a ging- 
leailer among Washington's ene­
mies. Conway himself was made 
inspector general. Between them 
rlie.v nearly wrecked the army or­
ganization that Wahsington had 
patiently built up. the supplies 
that his men were entitled lo 
never reached them, and Washing­
ton had to stand by while they

suffered, and see this army going 
to pieces.

Yet if Valley Forge tells this 
story of needless and shameful 
suffering, it is also the story of a 
triumph. No other stage of the 
Revolution offers so strange and 
violent a contrast. Only Wash­
ington's own remarkable personal 
influence kept bis army together 
through These killing trials, but 
with the breaking of the Cabal 
against him. Congress swung back 
to bis supiMirt and his influence 
ltecame stronger than ever. Using 
that influence to the full, he em­
ployed the time in new endeavors 
to reorganize his force. He in­
duced Congress to appoint and 
send t<> Valley Forge a "Commit­
tee of Arrangements." to look on 
\riiile lie worked out his reforms, 
and he so impressed them that he 
got from them many new needed 
"arrangements."

At this time, too, he was for­
tunate in being joined by Baron 
Von Steuben, a skilled officer 
trained under Frederick the 
Great,, and a man of genius and 
remarkable personality. Part of 
the genius in von Steulien was to 
see at a glance the possibilities in 
soldiers willing to endure such 
hardships for the sake of an ideal, 
and upon them lie set to work with 
a will. Tiie Revolutionary officers 
themselves lietfame fired with the 
German's zeal. The result was 
that Valley Forge became a most 
efficient Training eamp. Washing­
ton's army marched into Valley 
Forge a horde of ragged nonde­
scripts: it emerged an army of 
heroes, disciplined and drilled so 
that they could hold their own 
against any troops of the time on 
the field of battle.
- So Valley Forge remains one of 
the paradoxes of Revolutionary 
history, a story of unparalleled 
suffering, hut touched with this 
happy ending, which must 
gladdened Washington and 
pensated every man under 
command for the ordeal so nobly 
endured.

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WIEN people used laughingly

1 
and in most cases this does not 
seem to lead to pessimism or a mor­
bid condition. The impression of 
happiness is common to all classes.

No doubt there is a material 
basis for this. A double income for 
a wage earner means more than j 
twice the amount of amenities and 
enjoyment.

In the United 
States this larger life—or rather, 
larger share of life in its natural 
and rightful balance—is enjoyed by 
an Incomparably greater number 
than in any other country in the 
world.—Winston Churchill in Lib­
erty.
