The musical numbers of the pro-
gram were provided™ by the Moe
Trio of Plymouth. Christmas carols
featuring the numbers played.

Mr. McClelland acted as Santa
aud distributed . the presents to
each tot. The presents came from
the Plymouth schools. Then Mr.
Goldsmith told the story of Christ-
mas to the children. In it he took
sevasion to pay a glowing tribute
to the man who guided the desti-
nies of the Maybury Sanitarium
from the founding of the institu-
tion anil until his death a few
necks ago.

This baby was I»orn not
of a lowly mother,” but of jxarents
who jx>sscssed all the necessities
Ff life. This bal»e grew to be a fine
W>, then to an excellent young

No—%is greatest
pleasure was in doing for ~others,
generously helping the needy, be-
ing kind ~ and  considerate to the
common pi>opie and greatest of all
giving unstinted measures of his
precious time to the care, comfort
and relief of suffering humanity.

“While thousands of others pass-
ed and ri-passed this beautiful
spot upon which these buildings
now stand, never noticing or think-
ing of the possibilities
wooded hills and vales and of their
health giving properties, this man
with a vision of all the beauties
and good things of nature, a
vision so clear that it seemed he
was in immediate contact with
Divine things and that God was
always very near to him.

September_had only 19 days in
the year 1752, as you will see if
you visit the British Museum read-
ing room and ask for a copy of
Rider’s "British Merlin* for ‘that
year. The British Merlin was
Whitaker's Almanack of that time.

All this happened for a rather
carious reason. Until 1752 Great
Britain used the Julian Calendar.
The compilers of this calendar
many centuries before had not been
able to measure quite accuratel
the length of a year. The result
was that as time went on the error
grew and grew, and If some change
had not been made we should event-
ually have been skating when it was
midsummer, according to the al-
manack. and sunbathing at official
Christmas time.

Something had to be done, and it
was decided to cut 11 days out of
September in 1752, and ~then to
adopt a new calendar which would
render errors Impossible in the fu-
ture.

This step produced tremendous
agitation.  Many people thought
they had been robbed of 11 days of
their lives, and there were hostile
demonstrations _in many parts of
the country.—Tit-Bits, London.
