ing the wheat acreage in this county 
as requested by Henry A. Wallace, 
secretary of agriculture. This com­
mittee will be charged with ex­
plaining to Wayne farmers and 
business men how the plan will 
work and how the people of this 
county will benefit from its opera­
tion.

The purpose of the wheat pro­
duction allotment plan is to insure 
the farmer a price for his wheat 
which is equal in purchasing power 
to that of the 1914 crop. This can 
be obtained only by reducing the 
production of wheat to a point that 
guarantees a generous supply for 
the’ needs of the people of the 
United States but that does not 
create an enormous oversupply to 
demoralize the domestic and the 
world wheat markets.

There is no danger of reducing 
the supply of wheat below the 
amount needed for food and all 
other purposes. The United States 
now has a carryover of old wheat 
of 360,000,000 bushels. This moun­
tain of wheat has overhung pros­
pective rises in the market and 
avalanches from it have overwhelm­
ed upward price movements.

An abnormally short crop. In 1933, 
a knowledge that the federal gov­
ernment Is pledged to assist wheat 
farmers, and public speculation in 
wheat futures caused the recent 
gain in grain prices. A drop of 30 
cents a bushel in prices in two days 
from the high point is ample evi­
dence of the panic that seizes spec­
ulators when they stop to think 
what will happen when the ava­
lanche wheat starts pouring into 
the market.

The Wayne County committee 
believes that every wheat grower 
is entitled to a stabilized market 
for his product and that all busi­
ness men in this section will benefit 
from the increased purchasing pow­
er that better prices will bring to 
our farm people.

The plan of the federal govern­
ment to aid farmers does not 
single them out for undue benefits. 
Farmers have carried the burden of 
supplying the nation's food during 
a period when they saw their debts 
increasing with every crop year. A 
bountiful supply of every food stuff 
has moved into the nation's market 
through years when mortgage fore­
closures were ever present threats. 
Meetings will be held in every 
wheat growing community in this 
county and at these meetings mem­
bers of the organization committee 
will explain what the government 
asks and how It promises to reward 
those who cooperate. Permanent lo­
cal committees and a county asso­
ciation will be chosen later by 
wheat growers to supervise the fed­
eral plan in Wayne County.

i Now that the matter of "political 
payrolls” has again been disposed 
of, *t least for the present, suppose 
the attention of the reader be 
turned fbr the moment to a consi­
deration of the 1933-35 budget and 
the special appropriations as fin­
ally adopted by the legislature and 
approved by the governor. Consider­
able confusion appears to exist in 
the minds of the citizens of this 
state as to just what occurred to 
require more money to be raised by 
the state than ever before.

For the purpose of this discussion 
let round numbers be employed for 

I the sake of a better understanding. 
Also for the purpose of a better un- 

| demanding let the items be divid- 
' ed/ Into groups in. order that ap­
propriate and correct comparisons 
may be made. The reader is caution­
ed to remember that two new fields 
of state spending were created by 
the 1933 legislature, both of. these 
functions having been heretofore 
entirely supported by local taxes 
on local property.. These two new 
purposes demand the raising of 
$27,000,000 not heretofore Included 
in state tax or other state revenues. 
They are: Emergency welfare aid, 
$12,000*.000; state aid to local school 
districts. $15,000,000.

$27,000,000 Replacement
It should be borne in mind also 

that in the event no more money is. 
expended on these purposes, than 
every penny provided by the state 
from the sales tax is a direct re­
placement of an equal amount 
which otherwise would have of 
necessity been provided by a tax 
upon property assessed and levied 
by local assessors. On the con­
trary, to the extent that the state 
spends more money in these respects 
than would have been spent if left 
In the hands of local authorities,- 
just to that extent are the taxpay­
ers of the state in general penaliz­
ed.

The current purpose budget cov­
ering state departments, institu­
tions, colleges and the university 
adopted by the 1931 legislature 
amounted to approximately $29,- 
000,000 all of this snip being pro­
vided by a state tax levied against 
the properties of the state. The 
1933 legislature for these same pur­
poses appropriated $19,000,000 but 
was forced to add to this sum to 
make up for deficiencies in the rev­
enues of the previous two-year 
period which amounted to appro­
ximately $10,700,000. These defi­
ciencies were the direct result of 
two causes, namely, failure to ap­
propriate sufficient sums to meet 
actual demands and inability of the 
taxpayers to pay the taxes levied 
for state purposes. A slump in mis­
cellaneous revenues also had- its 
part in the creation of this defi­
cit

Therefore, without any new 
spending of any kind any possible 
sayings made by the economies 
written into the 1933-1935 budget 
were wiped out by reason of the 
deficits created during the previous 
two-year period. Had there been no 
new taxes created and had there 
been no allocation of funds back to 
the counties and municipalities 
and schools as contemplated under 
the welfare and school aid bills, the 
state tax tor 1933 would of nec­
essity have been ju9t about as It 
stood in 1931 except that the legis­
lature in making its appropriations 
for 1933 to 1935 made an honest 
effort to avoid a repetition of defi­
cit-creating fiscal, policy. In other 
words had the state continued to 
have operated on a property tax 
basis, and had the tax levy for 
1933 been in the same amount as 
in 1931 and if all had been col­
lected, Michigan would just about 
have climbed oat of the red ink 
.mire in which she was wallowed 
during the past several months. 

Property Tax Broken Down
However the property tax sys­

tem had broken down. The people 
of the state were virtually upon a 
taxpayers strike. They had adopted 
a constitutional amendment to the 
effect that not to exceed 15 mills 
of tax could be levied against the 
assessed value of any property. 
Sometl^Ing had to be done. Not only 
was It necessary to create new 
revenues for state purposes, it was 
also deemed necessary to provide­
state money to help oat local 
units of government in the relief of 
the destitute unemployed. Many 
local school districts also found* it 
impossible to operate their public 
schools within the 15-mill tax 
limitation, and state aid seemed 
unavoidable.

After months of discussion and 
debate and conflict of interest the 
straight three per cent retail: Rides 
tax was decided upon. This tax 
was estimated to yield about $32,* 
000,000 annually. When all the de­
mands upon the state treasnzy had 
been computed and all revenues 
from sources other than the sales 
tax had been estimated, it was 
found that not sufficient money 
was Jn^ sight to wipe out all the 
state property tax as the governor

hoped. Consequently $3,500,000 was 
levied for the partial support of 
the university and Michigan State 
college, eight-tenths of a mill having 
been reserved by the state for just 
this possible emergency. This left 
then $16,600,000 as the possible re­
venues to be depended upon from 
mill tax, corporation taxes, insur­
ance and other taxes, beer revenue 
and the receipt of delinquent taxes 
levied for previous years, the latter 
beiMg estimated at $2,000,000. This 
$16$00,000 deducted from the total 
budget which, including deficiencies 
amounted to $29,700,000. left $13.- 
100,000 to come from the revenues 
to be derived from the retail sales 
tax.'

TRANSIENT MERCHANT 
NO WER TO ESCAPE 
TAXES IN PLYMOUTH
COMMISSION PASSES ORDI­

NANCE TO CATCH FLY- 
BY-NIGHT DEALERS

The transient merchant’s ordin­
ance which has been under consi­
deration by the city commission 
and a committee of local citizens for 
the past several weeks was given 
the third reading by the Commis­
sion on Monday, August 7th.

The adoption of this ordinance 
will regulate the transient mer­
chant’s business in the city of 
Plymouth and will require all new 
places of business to obtain 
license from the city clerk before 
commencing operation. The license 
fee in this ordinance is based on the 
average amount of taxes an estab­
lished business pays on the valua­
tion of the stock and fixtures used 
in the business. The license fee al­
so includes an amount of $5.00 per 
month for each month of the term 
of the license. A bond in. the amount 
of $1000.00 is required to be filed 
in order that the licensee can be 
held to comply with the terms of 
the ordinance.

This hew ordinance will require 
the licensing of any new business 
started in the city, whether owned 
by local residents or persons or 
firms from outside the city. It 
applies only to businesses estab­
lished. in a definite loeatten- and 
does not effect the' tofltoe to house 
. diet or persons vending from 
the streets, who are regulated under 
the qxlaang hawkers and peddler* 

lasnee. Application forms and 
tnffi* are now being prepared by 

__city clerk and will be avail­
able in a few days.

The following projects constitute 
the proposed public works pro­
gram as outlined to the committee 
last Friday night. Two of these 
projects, the municipal water soft­
ening plant and the Church street 
under-pass at the high school were 
suggested by citizens in attendance 
at the meeting and were adopted as 
a part of the program.

Project No. 1—Closing Tonquish 
Creek from Harvey Street’to 200 
feet East of South Main Street. 
This project has been under dis­
cussion for the past several years 
and it is suggested because of the 
recent demand to have something 
•done with this unsightly creek 

I running through the business dis- 
i trict. The estimated cost of the 
i work is $26,000.00 and the Federal 
I Grant would be $7,800.00. The pro- 
| ject would provide the ' greatest 
amount of work per dollar expend-, 
ed of any of the projects included in I 
the ll§t.

Project No. 2—Assessed Water 
Mains. These water mains include 
new construction on several streets 
in the city where there are no water 
mains or inadequate mains at the 
present time. This work will have to 
be done within the very near fu­
ture. (especially on those streets 
now being supplied by temporary 
small steel water mains. The es­
timated cost of this work is $7,600.- 
00. $2280.00 of which would he a 
direct grant and the balance would 
be assessed against the property 
benefitted.

Project No. 3—Improvements to 
Water System. This work includes 
increasing the size of water mains 
and looping in dead ends where 
necessary to improve the distribu­
tion of water in the general system, 
also the enlarging of mains and 
hydrants in the down-town district 
to improve the fire protection faci­
lities. In most cases the inability to 
have sufficient water for sprink­
ling or low pressure on the second 
floor of homes is due to the distri­
bution system and not to the short­
age of water. These improvements 
would eliminate most of this diffi­
culty. The- estimated cost is $30,- 
000.00. $9,000.00 of which will be 
a direct grant from the Federal 
Government and the balance will he 
paid from the Water Fund.

Project No. 4—Municipal Water 
Softening Plant. This project was 
suggested by citizens in attendance 
at the meeting. It was felt that by 
softening the water that a consider­
able amount of money would be 
saved to the citizens in the use of 
soap, water softening materials, 
and in damage done to the plumbing 
systems. No great amount of study 
has been given to this project but 
it is roughly estimated to cost $40,- 
000.00, $12,000.00 of which would 
be In a Federal Grant and the bal­
ance paid from the Water Fund.

Project No. 5—New Well in or 
near the City. In lieu of building 
a new and larger line for a distance 
of approximately five miles from 
the Spring to the City which will 
cost considerable in excess of $100,- 
000.00, it is suggested that an ef­
fort be made to locate a well in or 
near the city with adequate capa­
city to supply the peak demands 
of the City. This project is estim­
ated at $15,000.00, $4,500.00 of
which would be a Federal Grant 
and the balance payable from the 
Water Fund.

Project No. 6—Cemetery Water­
ing System. Because of the fact an 
adequate watering system is neces­
sary at .the cemetery in order that 
the grass and shrubs can be kept 
alive during the hot summer 
months, it is suggested that a sys­
tem be installed at the cemetery. 
It is planned to have the system 
financed by the Water Department 
and thp water sold to the cemetery 
at a rate which would amortize the 
debt incurred by the Water Depart­
ment. The estimated cost of thia 
project is $10,000.00. $3,000.00 of 
which would be a Federal Grant 
and the balance payable from the 
Water Department Fund.

Third: In cases where the pre­
visions of the agreement are mostly 
imiMissible. a petition may lie pre­
wired to the NRA asking for a 
stay or postponement of those pre­
visions which would product* an 
"unavoidable hardship.” This peti 
tion should be submitted to your 
trade association, or If none, to 
your local chamber of commerce. 
If officially accepted by one of the 
above, the following should be 
added to the face of your Certifi­
cate of Compliance: "Except for 
those interim provisions regarding 
wages and hours which have been 
approved by the . . . Trade Associa­
tion or Chamlier of Commerce."

MAKE THE PLAN A SUCCESS!

Plymouth business men In a mass meeting Friday 
night decided without a single objecting vote to get 
back of the government’s plan to restore business by 
adopting shorter working hours and higher pay to 
their employes. True, that many business men pres- 
sent dont know how they are going to get the extra 
money to pay higher wages for shorter hours, but 
showing the same patriotic spirit that prevailed 
here in war time, they declared they would get it 
somehow and that they would cooperate to the 
limit with tne government in doing what they can 
to start the nation back on the road to recovery.

It means no profits for anyone for the next five 
or six months. To some business men it means weeks 
and weeks of actual losses in business. But rep­
resentatives of the government have declared that 
temporary losses are sure to be followed by improv­
ed business conditions and better living standards for 
ail.

At any rate the plan is worth trying. For three 
years the business of the world has gone down and 
down to a point where hundreds of thousands have 
been forced to their own dislike to accept aid from 
the public. This is the thing that the government 
intends to end. It is the thing that President Roose­
velt has declared can continue no longer.

It is the thing that we ourselves can help remedy 
by doing all of the things that the government re­
quests.

The N.R.A. plan is the first constructive nation­
wide thing that has been done by the government to 
improve business. Everything else tried has failed. 
We have nothing else to turn to, so why not get back 
of the N. R. A. plan one hundred per cent and see if 
it will not prove a success?

We can all rest assured that there is going to be 
no profit in business for a time—but why shouldn't 
we be saltsfied to just do enough business to “get 
by" on until the plan is made workable and thereby 
successful?

Again may we congratulate the business leaders 
of the city for fine public spirit shown at the meeting 
Friday night. In united action, there is bound to be 
some sort of success.

The proposed separation of security banking from 
commercial banking should improve both.

Controlled by new regulations, the former should 
rise to greater dignity and respect, taking pride in 
the soundness of the securities it offers.

Commercial banks themselves, set loose from their 
security affiliates, and having no further interest in 
promoting the sale of any securities, should gain in 
pres ige. Anil commercial banks in general should 
regain considerable business that has been drifting 
away from them.

During the recent boom, it became too easy for 
corporations to raise funds by floating bond issues. 
They often borrowed in this way. froift the investing 
publ c, more money than they needed, and used it to 
over-extend their plants and equipment. When hard 
times came, they found themselves burdened with 
heavy fixed charges. They were encouraged in this 
extravagance by investment bankers who profited by 
selling their bonds.

Hereafter they may return for many of their 
Icatns. to the banks. And the commercial banks, hav­
ing no such ncentive to lure them into unwise debt, 
may do botlj borrowers and themselves a service 
by moderate louns not built into the corporation’s 
capital strueture.—Madison Press, London, Ohio.

Cost of administration of the 
sales tax must be calculated and 
possible leakages in collection es­
timated. this bringing the probable 
revenues from the bill as drawn 
and then intended to be administer­
ed down to around $28,000,000 for 
the first year, possibly less. Add­
ing the $13,100,000 to the $12,- 
000,000 demanded for welfare and 
insisted upon by the federal author­
ities before a cent of federal aid 
would be promised, made a total 
of more than $25,000,000 to come 
from the sales tax revenues before 
anything could be made available 
for public school aid. The sales tax 
must yield more than $40,000,000 
in order to assize the schools their 
full share of state aid as provided 
in the Slas-Thatcher act.

To Sum Up
To sum up, the 1933 state budget 

for actual current necessities 
amounts to $19,000,000 annually. 
Deficits which must be covered 
within the next year amount to 
$10,000,000, a total of $29,000,000 if 
the state was operated as under the 
old regime aitd (no jnoney was 
provided for diversion to __ local 
municipal units for school ' and 
welfare aid. With these two new 
demands included, the budget im­
mediately jumps to $56,000,000 to 
which must also be added to get 
the grand total a sum no one as 
yet dares to estimate which will 
be required to administer the beer 
act, the sales tax act and other 
new state ventures.

It is no wonder there is con­
fusion of mind in respect to the 
budget and new taxes and deficits 
and new spending. “It's as clear as 
mud," one member was heard to 
remark to the director of the bud­
get after a lengthy discussion and 
an attempted explanation.

The Administration Measure

benefitted from the elimination of 
the Btate property tax and from a 
compulsory reduction in local tax­
ation under the 15-mill limits. 
From early returns from this sur­
vey, It is already apparent that no 
three-tenths of one per cent is go­
ing to balance this saving.

Another fact which bothered 
those who sought to produce an 
adequate and equitable taxation 
measure Is the mandate of the 
state constitution which leaves 
out of the picture entirely the sal­
aried person and also the restric­
tions which prohibit the legislature 
from levying a collectable tax, 
against intangibles such as stocks, 
bonds and mortgages as well as 
against tangible personal proper­
ties and similar evidences of wealth 
now entirely off the tax rolls. Still 
another forbidden field for tax 
revision is the income tax. An at­
tempt to submit the revision of the 
constitution in this respect : 
the house early in the session. It 
languished in the hands of a sen­
ate committee until too late for 
submission at the 1933 April elec­
tion and then was dragged out and 
killed. Unless submitted by initia­
tory petitions it cannot again be 
submitted before the general elec­
tions of 1935.

Limitations Must Yield
Under existing constitutional lim­

itations the legislature is stopped 
from touching the salaried person. 
A person may be engaged in busi­
ness for himself, say he is operat­
ing a service station and garage. 
Suppose he employs five helpers. 
Under the Southworth bill he would 
have been taxed on his gross re­
ceipts of say $10,000 for the year. 
His neighbor working for a cor­
poration on a salary of $10,000, 
would have paid nothing except a 
three per cent tax on his purchases 
which would apply also to the gar­
age owner.

A $10,000 professor would pay 
nothing but the dentist who grad­
uated under him and practiced his 
profession would pay on his gross 
receipts even though the rent and 
supplies would have taken most of 
his income.

Another point which should be

remembered in connection with 
state expense and . state taxes, 
whether property or sales or any 
other form of tax is the fact that 
while the demand for retrenchment 
of the taxing power continues, there 
is no cessation in the demand for 
new and added ways of spending. 
In this the people themselves take 
the lead. There was not a single 
effort to halt the mad race of 
spending last winter which did not 
meet opposition. There was not a 
single effort made to cut a payroll, 
reduce the number of employees, or 
tone down a state service, which 
did not meet violent opposition. 
And in addition to these there came 
the demand for state aid for schools 
In sums as high as $50,000,000 as 
urged by some, and the demand for 
state support of the unemployed 
which many would have tilted' to 
twice the $12,000,000 finally made 
available.

Indeed the people have not yet 
learned that whatever government 
provides, the people must in turn 
provid the government. Government 
is an everlasting pauper. It has 
nothing and can have nothing ex­
cept it takes it away from the 
avails of private endeavor, in the 
form of taxes or licenses or priv­
ileges or some other form of tri­
bute.

equal relief. There is a big hole 
called the general fund deficit 
which must be filled from current 
revenues and that puts the de­
mands upon general fund revenues 
back to 1931 figures. In making 
comparisons with former totals for 
state purposes, the comparison 
should stop right at this point. The 
remaining $27,000,000 is a direct 
replacement of the local property 
tax from funds raised by the state 
and paid out for municipal units.

A bolt of lightning struck a 
hatchery pond early in the morn­
ing, Zalsman reported. By noon he 
had picked up 25 trout that had 
been stricken. Only three survived 
the shock. The skin of one of the 
trout was entirely stripped off by 
the bolt. Others were burned from 
head to tail.

There is no reason to suppose 
that fish are not frequently kill­
ed by lightning, the Fish Division 
said, but it Is difficult to prove, 
the real cause of death in such in-1 
stances.

It was the best way to make bodies—then, 
has advanced.Of courser it is more expensive to make an all-steel body than to 
make a wooden frame and nail steel panels on to it. The better way in­
volves an initial expenditure of several millions of dollars for new dies, 
which renders a change very costly. Cars, especially large expensive cars 
which are produced in small volume, cannot afford this, because the dies 
cost as much for one car as for a million. That alone explains why all- 
steel bodies are not used in all cars.But our basic policy from the beginning is to make a good car better, 
regardless of cost.For example, when we discarded wood-steel body construction, it was 
not because we lacked wood. We still have some thousands of acres of the 
best hard wood in America. Economy would urge us to use up the wood 
first, and then adopt the better all-steel body. But we decided that 
quality was more important than expense.We weighed tho reasons, for and against, before we made the change.

We could see only one reason for retaining a mixed wood-and-steel body 
—nailing the metal on, instead of welding an all-steel body into a 
strong one-piece whole. That reason was, it would be cheaper—for us.

Our reasons for adopting an all-steel body were these: A wood-steel 
body is not much stronger structurally than its wooden, frame. In all 
American climates, wood construction weakens with age. Every used car lot 
gives evidence of this. Rain seeps in between joints and the wood decays.
A car may have a metal surface, and yet not be of steel construction.
Under extreme shock or stress the steel body remains intact—dented per­
haps, but not crushed.Steel does not need wood for strength or protection. Wood is fine for 
furniture, but not for the high speed vehicles of 1933.

In the Ford body there are no joints to squeak, no seams to crack 
or leak.The al\-steel body is more expensive—to us, but not to you.

By all odds, then, steel bodies seem preferable.Wheels also have become all-steel. No one argues that an eleotrioally 
welded one-piece steel wheel, such as the Ford wheel, needs to be 
"strengthened" by adding wood to it.The one-piece all-steel body is the strongest, safest, quietest, most 
durable body made. That is our only reason for making them.

by The Mail from Merle Weiher, 
one of the Plymouth lads who join­

His death 
was caused by a heart attack it is 
believed.

I Our camp is nearing completion 
under the ever watchful eyes of our 
officers. The bathhouse will be fin­
ished this week.

So far no one in our company 
has been sent to the hospital for 
lack of clothes, although some of 
the fellows do need shoes, but a 
supply came in last week, so every­
body is happy once more.

AN ORDINANCE TO LICENSE 
AND REGULATE THE SALE OF 
GOODS, WARES AND MER­
CHANDISE B Y TRANSIENT 
MERCHANTS.

The City of Plyouth ordains:
Section 1. The term "person" as 

used in this ordinance shall mean 
any person, firm, or corporation. 
The term "transient merchant” as 
used in this ordinance shall mean 
any person, firm or corporation en­
gaging in the business of selling at 
retail, goods, wares, or merchan­
dise, the stock of which business 
shall not have been assessed by the 
City of Plymouth for current per­
sonal taxes, and who. for the pur­
pose of conducting such business, 
occupies any lot. railroad car, 
building, room, or structure of any 
kind: Provided hat this ordinance 
shall not be construed to require 
merchants having regularly estab­
lished places of business within the 
City of Plymouth to obtain licenses 
for deliveries direct from railroad 
cars.

Section 2. No person shall en­
gage in business as a transient mer­
chant. either as principal or agept, 
within the City of Plymouth with­
out first having obtained a license 
therefor in the manner hereinafter 
provided.

Section 3. Written application re­
quired. Any person desiring such 
license shall make written appli­
cation therefor to the City Clerk on 
a form to be furnished by him.

Section 4. Application Specifica­
tions. The application for license 
shall contain the following items:

(a) The full name, permanent 
residence, anti local address, of 
the applicant.

(b) The name of,the firm 
or corporation represented, if 
any. together with the address 
of the central or district office 
of such firm or corporation.

(<•) The address or location 
of the place within the City at 
which such business shall be 
conducted.

(d> -A list or general des­
cription of the goods, wares, 
or merchandise to be sold or 
offered for sale.

(el The length of time for 
which the license is desired.

(f) Whether the applicant 
is,a licensed transient merchant 
under the provisions of the laws 
of the State of Michigan.

(g) Whether the applicant 
has held a transient merchants 
license from the City or has ap­
plied for said license previous 
to the present application, to­
gether with the years in which 
such previous licenses were 
held or applications were made.

(h) The affidavit of the ap- 
licant to the truth of the 
statements contained in the ap­
plication. signed by the appli­
cant.

In 
the penal sum of $1,000.00. with 
sufficient surety or surities. or suf­
ficient. collateral security, condi­
tioned for the due observance dur­
ing the term of the license of any 
anti all ordinances which are now 
in force or may be adopted here­
after by the Commission of the City 
of Plymouth. Any person aggrieved 
by the action of any licensed tran­
sient merchant, shall have a right 
of action on the bond for the re­
covery of money or damages, Qr 
both. Such bond shall remain in 
full force and effect, and, in the 
case of a cash deposit, such de­
posit shall be retained by the City 
for a period of ninety days after 
the expiration of any such license, 
or after the termination of any 
action upon such bond or deposit, 
of which the clerk shall have been 
notified, unless sooner released hy 
resolution of the City Commission.

Section 6. Fee. Applicant for 
license shall pay the City Treasurer 
a fee equal to $30.00 on the first 
$1,000.00 or fraction thereof and at 
the rate of $30.00 per $1,000.00 on 
all in excess of $1.00.00. in value 
of stock and fixtures to be used or 
eiwlioyed in thje business for 
which application for license is 
made and in addition thereto $5.00 
for each month of the term for 
which license is desired.

Sectoin 7. Fees, Collection: Dis­
position. The fees provided herein 
shall be paid to the City Treasurer 
before the Issuance of license. All 
license fees shall be credited to 
the General Fund of the City.

Section 8. License, issue: Condi­
tions: 'Upon receipt ot the applica­
tion, together with a satisfactory 
bend and the thto
City Clerk shall issuejlreUeense to

such applicant in the form herein­
after provided.

Section 9. License: Specifica­
tions. Every license issued under 
this ordinance shall contain the 
full name of the licensee his per­
manent address and local address, 
the name and address of person, if 
any, whom the licensee represents 
as agent, and the address or loca­
tion of the place within the City at 
which the licensee is authorized to 
conduct such business, and shall 
specify the article or articles to be 
sold, and the dates of issue and 
expiration. Each license shall bear 
a serial number.

Section 10. Each license shall be 
sealed with the seal of the City 
and signed by the City Clerk.

Section 11. License and Applica­
tion Records. Upon receipt of the 
application for license, the City 
Clerk shall endorse thereon the date 
the application is filed and the 
names of the sureties on the bond, 
or a list of the securities deposited, 
or the fact of a cash deposit. In 
case the license is granted, the 
clerk shall endorse on the appli­
cation the number of the license 
granted, the amount of the fee col­
lected therefor, and the dates of 
issuance and expiration. If the ap­
plication for license is refused, the 
clerk shall endorse such fact upon 
the application, together with the 
reasons for such refusal.

Applications for license shall be 
filed in the office of the City 
Clerk.

Section 12. License, Acceptance: 
Regulations: Each licensee, upon 
receipt of his license, and in the 
presence of the City Clerk, shall af­
fix his signature thereon, accept­
ing the license subject to all the 
conditions and provisions of this 
and any other ordinance now in 
force or which may hereafter be 
enacted by the Commission of the 
City of Plymouth, respecting the use 
of said license, and agreeing to the 
suspension and revocation thereof 
as hereinafter provided should any 
such condition or provision be vio­
lated.

Section 13. The following condi­
tions and regulations shall also ap­
ply to the exercise of privileges 
granted by license issued under the 
provisions of this ordinance.

(a) No licensee shall use 
any weighing or measuring de­
vice in thp conduct of his busi­
ness. or have in his possession 
any weighing or measuring de­
vice, unless said device shall 
be in accurate operating order 
and of proper size and capacity.

(b) No licensee shall sell or 
offer for .sale any article or 
commodity purporting to be in 
quantities of standard weight 
or measure unless the same 
shall be actually of the weight 
or measure purported.

(e) No licensee shall sell or 
offer for sale any unsound or 
unripe or unwholesome food, 
or defective, faulty, incomplete 
or deteriorated article or mer­
chandise. unless the same shall 
have been so represented to 
prospective customers.

(d) No licensee shall use any 
noise-making device or employ 
any runners, solictiors, or de­
coys to call attention to his 
wares.

(e) Each licensee shall i>ost 
and maintuin the license issued 
under the terms of this ordin­
ance in a conspicuous location
in the place where the business ' 
is conducted. 1

(f 1 No licensee shall adver­
tise or hold out that any sale 
is an insurance, assignee’s, ex­
ecutor's. administrator’s mort­
gagee’s. receiver's or closing I 
out sale, or a sale of mortgaged 

’ goods, or of gotxls. wares and ' 
merchandise damaged by fire, 
smoke, water, or otherwise, or ' 
that the samples which he is 
advertising or exposing for 
sale are samples of any 
goods described heretofore, 
either as to their condition or 
the method of conducting the 
sale, unless lie shall, at the time 
of applying for his license, 
make and file with the City 
Clftrk au affidavit showing 
all the facts in regard to the 
sale which lie proposes to con­
duct. including a true state­
ment of the uames of the per­
sons from whom the goods to 
l>e sold were obtained, the date 
of the delivery of the same to 
the licensee, the place from 
which the same were brought, 
and all the details necessary to 
fully identify the goods.
Section 14. Licenses. Alteration.

■ Defacement, etc. No person shall 
I alter, remove, deface or obliterate 
I any entry made upon a license is­
sued hereunder. Each license shall 
be personal to licensee, and in the 
case of an individual to his legal 
representatives, and shall not 1h» 
transferred or assigned, or used by 
any other person, firm or corpora­
tion.

Section 15. Duplicate Licesnes. 
Duplicate licenses may be issued 
under the provisions of this or­
dinance to replace those lost, spoil­
ed, destroyed or rendered partial­
ly or wholly illegible at a. cost of 
fifty cents (50c) each. The City 
Clerk shall take up the original 
license before issuing a . duplicate, 
or, in the case of a license lost or 
destroyed, shall require an affidavit 
of that fact and the circumstances 
thereof. Each such license shall be 
marked “Duplicate” In plain letters 
across the face thereof. A record of 
duplicate licenses shall be kept by 
the City Clerk. Not more than one 
copy of a license shall be issued 
to, or in the possession of, any 
licensee at any one time.

Section 16. Expiration of Licens­
es. No licensee under the provisions 
of this ordinance shall be granted 
for a period greater than one year. 
All annual licenses, hereunder shall 
expire at midnight on the thirty- 
first day of May following the date 
of issue, unless sooner revoked by 
the Commission under the pro­
visions of this ordinance.

Section 17. Suspensions and Re­
vocation. The City Manager or any 
police officer shall have power to 
suspend and take up the license 
issued to any licensee found violat­
ing any of the express conditions 
and regulations under which said 
license was- granted and accepted X* 
any ordinance ot the City.

CITY OFFICIALS PLAN 
WORK FOR RELIEF

Project No. 7—Addition to the 
City Hall for Library Quarters. 
This project has been considered 
by the City Commission as a means 
of providing space for the library. 
in order to eliminate the payment j 
of rent. The addition is necessary ! 
because of lack of space on the first 
floor of the City Hall and it is ad­
visable to have the library located 
on the ground floor. The estimated 
cost of this work is $4,000.00 with, 
a Federal Grant of $1,200.00 and i 
the balance payable from the gen-: 
■eral fund.

Project No. 8—Paving of Church 
street from Harvey street to Main 
street. This project is suggested be­
cause of the necessity for a pave­
ment in this location due to the 
extra heavy traffic on Church, 
street. It appears that the Federal 
Grant of 30 per cent would ma-, 
terially assist in financing this 
work which adjoins to such a large 
extent City and School-owned pro­
perty. The estimated cost is $10.- 
000.00, $3,000.00 of which would be 
a Federal Grant and the balance 
assessed against private property 
and the City at large.

Project No. y—Church street 
Under-Pass at high school. This 
project Wits also suggested by mem­
bers in attendance at the meeting. 
It was felt that if Church street 
were paved that some provisions 
should be made to protect the child­
ren from traffic in front of the high 
school. This work would provide 
a passage-way for children leaving 
the school and would terminate 
somewhere near the center of the 
park in front of the high school. 
The estimated cost of the work is 
$5,000.00, $1,500.00 of which would 
he a Federal Grant and the balance 
of $3.500?00 paid from the general 
fund.

Project No. 10—Surface Treating 
of Ten Miles of Gravel streets. This 
work would include the application 
of a semi-permanent type of sur­
face on the gravel streets which 
would eliminate bad road conditions 
in the spring and fall and would al­
so eliminate the dust nuisance dur­
ing the summer. A considerable sav­
ing in the cost of laying dust and 
maintaining the streets would be ef­
fected by applying the surface 
treatment. The type of surface 
would have to be determined but 
would probably be an asphaltic con­
crete mixture from two to three 
inches thick which would be spread 
on the street surface. The estim­
ated cost of this work is $50,000.00, 
$15,000.00 of which would be in a 
Federal Grant and the balance as­
sessed against abutting property 
and the City at large. .

The estimated cost of the entire 
program as approved at the meet-

such suspension b.v a police officer 
shall be reported at once to the 
City Manager.

Section' 18. The suspension of any 
license by an officer of the City 
shall be reported hy the City Mana­
ger to the Commission at its next 
regular or special meeting. Such re- 
IKirt shall set forth in detail the 
reasons for the suspension and if 
desired by the City Manager, a re­
quest. for the revocation thereof, 
together with a statement of the 
reasons therefor.

shall have been issued. Sending 
notice of such hearing to licensee 
by registered mail directed to an 
address given b.v him in his ap­
plication for license at least five 
days prior to the date of hearing 
shall be considered reasonable 
notice thereof.

Section 19. In case the license is 
revoked for violation of the express 
conditions and regulations under 
which it was granted, the full 
amount of the fee paid therefor 
shall be forfeited to the City and 
no licensee shall have u right to a 
refund of any part of said fee.

Section 20. This ordinance shall 
not apply to any retail business 
within the City of Plymouth exist­
ing at the time of the adoption here­
of. nor to any farmer selling agri­
cultural products raised or produc­
ed by him personally, nor to sales 
by societies acting for charitable, 
religious or public purposes.

Section 21. Penalties. Any person, 
firm or corporation who shall vio­
late any of the provisions of this 
ordinance, shall be deemed guilty 
of a misdemeanor, and npon con­
viction thereof by any court of i 
competent jurisdiction, shall be J 
punished b.v a fine of not less than : 
ten ($10.00) Dollars, nor more than 
One Hundred ($100.00), and - the' 
costs of prosecution, or b.v imprison- [ 
ment. in the City Jail, Connty Jail' 
or the Detroit House of Correction, 
for a period not exceeding ninety 
days, or b.v both such fine and im- -( 
prisonment in the discretion of the| 
Court. Each day or part of a day i 
that, a person, firm or corporation J 
shall engage in business as a tran-1 
sient merchant without valid license I 
shall be considered a separate vio­
lation of this ordinance.

Section 22. If any section, sen­
tence, clause or phrase of this or-| 
dinance is for any reason held to 
be unconstitutional, such decision 
shall not affect the validity of the 
remaining sections, ; sentences, 
clauses and phrases of this ordin­
ance or the ordinance as an entire­
ty.

Section 23. This ordinance Is or­
dered to take effect the 21st day 
of August, A. D. 1933.

lng It $197,600.00. The Federal 
Grant would amount to $59,280.00, 
$6,300.00 of the amount would be 
paid from the General Bond Fund, 
$66,500.00 from the Water Fund, 
and the balance from the General 
or Special Assessment Fund.

Throwing their wholehearted sup­
port into the government's indus­
trial recovery program, city of­
ficials of Plymouth have worked 
out the details of numerous local 
projects that, if adopted, will pro­
vide work for 75 to 100 men for 
over a year. Not only will the pro­
jects provide employment for a 
large number of workingmen of the 
community, but under the program 
devised by the government to aid 
municipalities where much unem­
ployment exists, federal funds 
will provide a good portion of the 
costs of these improvements.

Some of the projects, requiring 
bond issues to pay in part for^the 
work, will have to be submitted to 
a vote of the people. Several of 
them can be done by order of the 
commission only.

In order to get the general idea 
of the public. Mayor Freeman 
Hover and members of the city 
commission called an informal 
meeting last Friday evening at the 
city hall. There were representa­
tives present from different or­
ganizations of the city.

After Mayor Hover had pointed 
out the fact that Plymouth's wel­
fare resources had been used up in 
caring for its idle last winter, he 
briefly told of the government plan 
to assist in financing public works 
during the next year or so so as 
Ao pfrovide not Only employment 
but support for men out of work 
and their families.

Among the projects considered 
and recommended was the covering 
of the Tonquish creek open sewer 
from Harvey street to Main street, 
the laying of additional water 
mains and increasing the water 
supply of the city, the building of 
an addition to the city hall which 
temporarily can be used for li­
brary purjioses, the paving of 
Church street and the surfacing of 
the unpaved streets of the city. 
Two othi.tr suggestions made n't 

the meeting that were included on 
the program was the cosntruction 
of a subway under Church street 
for the use of school children and 
the building of a water softening 
plant.

City Manager Perry Cooking*- 
ham explained each project in de­
tail and following a general dis­
cussion a vote of all those present 
showed hut one objector to the 
covering of the Tonquish sewer and 
one or two opposing votes to some 
of the other proposals.

Mayor Hover stated that it was 
the purpose of the city officials to 
call a general mass meeting for the 
consideration of these questions, 
and be holies to have this meeting 
in the immediate future so that 
work can be started on many of 
these projects this fall when the 
need of the employment will be the 
greatest.

Bo that readers of The Plymouth 
Mail may know exactly the details 
of each project, how much they 
will cost and how much the 
government is expected to aid in
