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PARK PROJECT

Excellent Progress Being
Made On Parkway
Around City

Remarkable progress being
made these days on the Wayne
county parkway system that will in
a few years furn western Wayne
county into one of America’s beauty
spots.

During the past few days workmen
have completed the stretch of pav-
ing{ from Phoenix lake to the Six
mile road where there is being con-
structed a parkway underpass as
well as a new bridge over the
Rouge river. Abutments for the
bridge are nearly finished and a
fill on the east end of the bridge
has already been started. Excavation
for the connecting paving link be-
tween the Dridge and under the
Pere Marquette tracks to the end
of the present Six mile road paving
is also_ nearly finished.

Grading along the paving slab re-
centl¥ finished” between ~ Phoenix
and the north city limits of Plym-
outh near the Jewell Dry Cleaning
establishment is progressing favor-
ably and by the end of “another
week or two it is probable thati
this section of the parkway "ill be
open to traffic. !

When it is opened to the public,
hundreds of people of Plymouth and |
viciniP/ will see for the first time |
one of the most beautiful valleys in
rhia part of Michigan. Inaccessibil-
ity to this portion of the Rougej
river valley has in the past pre-1
vented people from seeing it.

The parkway road has been com- |
pleted from the Whitbeck road to
the Newburg road, although this
stretch of the highway has not yet
Iteen of>ened to traffic. .

The stretch of paving leading
from the Plymouth road over the
Newburg road has been finished to
within two hundred feet of the new
dam that is being erected to create
a lake in the parkway system.

The dam is nearly finished, work-
men at the present  puttin
the finishing touches to the spill-
way. As soon as this is completed
the brid?_e over the top of the dam
will be finished. When this is com-
pleted, probably early next year lie-
cause of the big fills that must be
made on the north side of the dam
as well as the south side, the pav-
ing along the Newburg road will
lie finished over the top of the dam
so that it will connect with the old
Golden road just west of Newburg.
. T_he#)a_rk officials will be able fo
liegin filling the new lake when the
fall rains start and by next spring !
the lowland lying along the Rouge
west of Newburg will be a large
attractive body of water, skirted'
on the north Side by a paved tho-
roughfare.

Plymouth is in the very heart of
this "park development, one of the
largest of its kind in the United
states.

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GOVERNOR STILL HAS TIME
TO KEEP PLATFORM PLEDGE

Governor Comstock Has 18 Months Remaining
Which To Institute Promised Economy

Extravagance Did Not Begin With Governor Corn-
stock, Neither Has It Ended With The New Ad-

ministration, Says V. J.

Probably “there has never been a
time in the history of this nation
when the average individual citizen
is more disturbed than at the pres-
ent moment. Generally it is said we
have entered upon a new era in
business and in government to get
out of business. There was revul-
sion against bureaucracy. There
was a tremendous wave against
public expense. Today business has
yielded itself almost entirely and
without an apparent remonstrance
to governmental control. Never in
the "history of nations has public
money been spent with so lavish a
hand.” o .

In this respect Michigan is

marching along with the parade. A
year ago from every political plat-
form was heard the cry for gov-
ernmental economy.__Jhere was
ranting against inspectors, there
was opposition to almost every
form of governmental activity,
there were promises of cutting the
mxpense sheets of the state in the
middle, there were protests against
every form of taxation, and there
were promises of reform,
_ Today MIChIPan is whirling along
in the ‘spine old maze of spending,
Whatever has been saved by econ-
omles applied to the ordinary af-
fairs of government is eaten Up by
new spendings of new commissions
and new agencies. Before the sum-
iner is over there will lie more in-
speetors on the road at state ex-
pense than ever traveled the high-
ways and byways of this common-
wealth before.

A little more than a year ago
this writer in closing his first series
of articles on  tate afafirs, used
these words:

_Oligarchy of Spenders

“Michigan is” ruled by an oligar-
chy of spenders who have their ears
attuned and their eyes focused upon
certain blocs and minorities who
have learned to make themselves
heard anil seen. The taxjwyer will
never receive his deserved recogni-
tion until he too makes his power
a virile, forceful portion of election
issues. Public waste will never be
sweFt aside by those who fatten at
public feed troughs.

Killing Rats

"Farmers frequently find it pro-
fitable to take a day off and kill
the rats which infest his granaries.
And by this is meant no insult' to
those who serve the state. The
simile is employed only to point out
that the taxpayers can never hope
to keep the meal barrel filled as
long as bureaus, boards, institu-
tions. commissions anil agencies
multiply as they have in the past
and consume so much and as lon
as the ?ap between private an
public_salaries remains  at its pres-
cnt width. Economy—relentless and
ruthless, unmoved ™ by
undaunted by opposition_or political
expediency—must rule if Michigan
is to be saved from bankruptcy.

Only the taxpayer can accomplish
this énd. and 'then only by deter-
mim'd effort and organized forces.”

of the taxpayer vote. He gives no
heed to demands for retrenchment.
His sole Interest lies in the creation
of new jobs into which his hench-
men_are inducted and new co
missions through which political
debts may be paid.”

CITY DECIDES

1O ASK PUBLIC

WORK! GRANT

Makes Application For
Funds So Employment
Can Be Given Idle

The city commission has decided
to make application for Federal
Grants on all of the Public Works
projects which has been su%gested,
a list of which was published in
the Mail several weeks ago.

The decision of the commission
to make these applications before
proceeding with any expense in
connection with the work was based
on the fact that a considerable
amount of money might be spent on
these project® = some of which
might not be approved by the
Federal Government.

Under the present plan of pro-
cedure a rough outline and estimate
of cost of each job will be filed
with the State Advisory Committee
and cheeked by the State Engineer
and after'being approved by them
will be sent to ashington  for
final action. As soon as the Com-
mission is informed as to which
]E)I'OJECIS receive Federal approval,
urther consideration wil be given

to each item locally and no doubt
the program determined at that]|
time will be submitted to the

voters for final decision. i

It is believed that several weeks
and probablg several months time'
will elapse before any definite re-
port its received from the Public
Works_officials in Washington on
these items. If this is the case it
would not be possible to commence
any of this work before tlie Sprin
of 1934. In case conditions are suf-'
ficiently improved by that time an
entirely different decision may be
made relative to going ahead with
the program.

The matter of closing Tongnish
Creek has been referred to the
Drain  Commissioner = of Wayne
County for his consideration  in
making this a County project under
the provisions of the NRA. If this
can be handled by the County the
Federal Grant would be ‘made
direct to it and the project handled
ns any other drain project under-'
taken by the county. . .

y the City Commission as a con-

When their decisions point toward
college work, certain *college en-
trance requirements must be met
while in high school, to avoid delay
in the continuing of the advance
work. If not going to college, It
still is just as essential for them
to obtain the basic requirements,

according to their. mapped out
plan. The olh)portum%_for the pupil
to think through his vocational

problems early “in high school, en-
ables him to get the best possible
Preparauon, thus eliminating need-
ess waste of time, energy, and mon-
ey, which does result when he is
not studying purposefully

Pupils are offered an opportunity
to obtain first hand information
from interviews with business men
and at times they can work in a

lace of bustness to determine if
he work Interests them as much
as they thought. This kind of con-
tact work has proven very helpful
to the pupil.

The department is ever ready to
aid students, who have to depend
upon part time work to continue
their education. The increasing
number of calls received from the
community for such help is indica-
tive of the success of the place-
ment work.

Another important work of the
department is to teach the boys
:ind girls better to_ understand
them3elves. The mere fact of beini
In school does not insure intel-
lectual growth, any more, than a
motor in an automobile insures a
fine typfe of performance or any
performance at all. But tune that
motor np and the owner of the car
knows there are few places he will
not lie able to travel. In like man-
ner, when the pupil is in tune with
the surrounding life situations, he
will be able to do his best work.
This necessitates a real under-
standing of self, in varying situa-
tions. With such an undersi andln?,
education becomes purposeful In
the lives of the boys and girls. The
adjustment and guidance program
is farthered by the careful keep-
ing of individual records through-
out each year. Its success is re-
flected by the individual's better
social adjustment, a growth in his
personality, and the doing of better
school work. With this mastery of
self, the pupils are happier In their
endeavors mud win contribute a bet-
ter type of citizenship to the com-
munity.

A new force in Michigan political
affairs was recruited and along
with that some restrictions having
to do with property tax limitations
and the right to vote for the spend-
ing of public monies and the crea-
tion of public debt were written into
the constitution.

There is no mistaking their inten-
tions. The will of the people and
their temper was never more dear-
written in the returns of an
election than was written into those
of the fall election of 1932 in the
state of Michigan.

Governor William A.  Comstock
still has ample opportunity to re-
deem_his pledges to the people of
Michigan.

ToWayneConntyls
Big Aid to Farmers

The domestic_allotment plan for
bringing the price of wheat grown
by Wayne County farmers to a
point where 10 bushels of wheat
will buy as many goods as 10 bush-
els did in 1914 was selected from
among all the ideas advocated to
help wheat growers and this plan
is indorsed by all leading agricul-
tural organizations.

The plan obtained its name from
the fact that adjustment payments
are made only on that porfion of
a farmer's crop which is used for
human food in this country. Por-
tions of the crop used for seed, live-
stock. feed, or for export receive no
adjustment payments.
