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THE “WHITE ELEPHANT” THAT PAID
It seems to be a popular pastime on the part of 

some Michigan politicians and propagandists to 
refer constantly to the state owned Chelsea cement 
plant as a “white elephant.” But as a matter of 
fact was the Chelsea cement plant a white ele.- 
phant to the state and didn’t it serve the purpose 
for which it was bought most admirably? Did it 
not save to the taxpayers of Michigan millions of 
dollars during the few brief years it was operated?

The Plymouth Mail has never been an advocate 
of “government in business” and those that deem­
ed it essential at the time for the state to go into 
the cement making business were not enthusiastic 
"state ownership idealists.

Let us briefly review the history of the state’s 
venture into the cement business and the causes 
that led up to the purchase of the plant that 
pussy-foot politicians and others refer to as the 
state’s “white elephant.”

It was back in 1921 or 1922 when Michigan be­
gan to give some consideration to the question of 
traveling on hard surfaced highways rather than 
attempting to drive automobiles over the muddy 
and frequently impassable dirt roads of the state. 
There was a general demand on the part of the 
public that the state be “taken out of the mud.” 
Little progress had been made in the construction 
of paved highways.

It was about this time when Alex Groesbeck be­
came governor. He thoroughly realized the neces­
sity of good roads and he set about the task to take 
the state “out of the mud.” He outlined a most ex­
tensive hard-surfaced road building program. He 
not only outlined it, but he started to construct 
trunk line roads that would permit automobile 
travel across the state as well as north and south, 
connecting all the important centers of Michigan.

The state highway department entered into con­
tracts for the purchase of vast amounts of cement 
at stated prices. During the season when the de­
mand for this cement was the greatest, it could 
not be secured, unless the state was willing to pay 
a “bonus” price far and above the contracted price. 
Inquiry by state officials fully convinced them that 
there was a price fixing agreement among cement 
manufacturers. They saw the road program of the 
state delayed beyond any reason, due entirely to 
the fact that even though cement companies had 
agreed to deliver cement to the state at certain 
prices and in certain amounts, the cement could 
not be secured. It was not an infrequent thing for 
roads that were tom up and ready to be paved to 
remain in that condition for months and in some 
cases nearly an entire year.

Thoroughly aroused by the situation. Governor 
Groesbeck made an effort to break the price fixing 
arrangement, but without avail. It was then de­
cided that the state’s highway construction pro­
gram would no longer be subject to the will of the 
cement price fixers.

There was but one thing to do, the state make 
its own cement. The Chelsea plant was at that 
time idle. The state, because of its nearness to 
Jackson prison, decided to purchase it and oper­
ate it with prisoners.

This was done and for over four years the/state
had ALL the cemfent it needed and at prices BE­
LOW those fixed by the cement companies. In 
fact the making of cement by the state IMME­
DIATELY brought the price of cement down and 
never from the day the plant started operations 
was any highway project in the state ever de­
layed because of lack of cement.

How many millions of dollars was saved to the 
state and automobile owners through the fact that 
there was no tie-ups in the road construction pro­
gram and the fact that cement prices were held 
down to a reasonable figure, without a “bonus” 
above the contract price being paid, no one^can 
easily figure out, but that the sum was enormous, 
there is no question.

Then Governor Groesbeck went out of office 
and immediately interested opponents of the ce­
ment plant arrangement got busy and tried to 
make it appear that the plant was a “white ele­
phant” on the hands of the state. They were not 
honest enough to say that the plant had served its 
purpose well, that it provided the state with a vast 
supply of cement and had kept the prices of ce­
ment down at the time Michigan was being taken 
out of the mud. No, of course not. To put the 
facts forth in the right light would not serve their 
purpose.

Well at any rate, the Chelsea cement plant has 
at no time been a “white elephant” on the hands 

■ of the state. It did its duty at a critical time and 
it has paid dividends of millions to the taxpayers, 
no matter how much "interested" parties try to 
make it appear that it was operated in the “red,” 
which of course it not true. Even though the state 
never gets a cent out of its sale, the plant has 
many times paid for itself.

FORTUNATE. INDEED FORTUNATE
A brief trip was made this week to some of the 

jobs around Plymouth where men long idle have 
been given employment under the civic works pro­
gram. All of the work is of a beneficial nature to 
the public generally. City officials advise that there 
is more to be done later, they hope. How fortunate 
indeed is Plymouth that it has at present officials 
alert to the needs of the public as well as with 
the ability to properly present their requests to 
the representative of the government. And it 
should be added too that Plymouth is Just as 
fortunate in having Mrs. Whipple, as a member 
of the county welfare relief commission. It is all 
reacting as a direct benefit to the entire commun­
ity. The government hopes, we all hope, that by 
spring affairs will be much better than at present 
and the need of so much public work will be a 
thing of the past.

THE AUDITOR GENERAL AGAIN
A1 H. Weber, one of the best known and highly 

respected newspaper publishers of Michigan’s 
northlands, last week in his excellent Cheboygan 
Observer reveals how Michigan’s notorious auditor 
general. John K. Stack. Jr., of “Escanaba. Mich­
igan, U.S.A., has the CCC boys aiding him in build­
ing up the great Stack future resort and timber 
development of the Upper Peninsula. Mr. Weber in 
his last issue says:

“Won't Auditor General Stack be peeved when 
he learns that the CCC boys at the Steuben camp, 
have surveyed a road off the main trunk line high­
way down through his large hardwood timber tract, 
and now that the survey has been completed pro­
posed to grub and grade a road through that beau­
tiful bunch of hardwood. If Mr. Stack is taken un­
awares like that and enough of those upper Mich­
igan CCC boys build roads into his extensive tim­
ber holdings he will be obliged to take the timber 
out before he can get his taxes paid, but if they 
don't get the roads built this winter he may be 
obliged to declare another tax moratorium.”

Land Bank Plans To
Hasten Help To The 

Farmers Of Michigan
Further steps to hasten assist­

ance to the credit needs of Mich­
igan farmers was pledged by of­
ficials in charge of funds loaned 
to farmers at a meeting held at 
Michigan State College recently.

T. Crowley, general agent. 
St. Paul Land B&nk, said that 
criticism that loans were being 
delayed were not merited as more 
than $7,000,000 worth, of farm 
mortgages have been approved in 
Michigan this year. This figure 
compares with the $22,473,000 
loaned to Michigan farmers in all 
the previous years of the life of 
the Land Bank.

This money is loaned on first 
and second mortgages as collater­
al. If the loan applied for does 
not exceed 50 per cent of the 
value of a farm plus 20 per centi 
of the values of the farm build­
ings a straight first mortgage is' 
used as security. If the loan ex- ; _ 
ceeds that percentage of the land' z 
and buildings’ value, the appli- j 
cant can ask for a commissioners j 
loan in addition to the money se- ; 
cured by the first mortgage. The I 
total of the two loans can not ex­
ceed 75 per cent of the normal 
value of the farm.

Want To Spear Fish 
Through The Ice?

Get State License
Michigan's winter fish spearing 

season will open January 1 and 
for the first time the man with 
the spear will be required to have 
a license.

A 1934 general rod license will 
be necessary for everyone fishing 
for any species in any inland 
waters after January 1. It is ex­
pected that the licenses will be 
placed on sale by about 1.800 
agents of the Conservation De­
partment, December 15.

The winter spearing season is 
unchanged from last year. Carp, 
suckers, mullet, redhorse, sheeps- 
head,: lake trout, smelt, pike 
(great northern, grass pike and 
pickerel), muskellunge, Whitefish, 
ciscoes, ptyotflsh or menomlnee 
Whitefish, dogfish and garpike, 
may be taken by spear through 
the ice without an artificial light 
during January and February.

Of Restrictions

An amendment to the city or­
dinance which is the result of a 
compromise reached Monday 
night at the city commission 
mating will do away, it is be­
lieved with much of the criticism 
of the anti-transient merchant or­
dinance. When this ordinance was 
originally passed it was enacted 
for the purpose of placing the new 
merchant on the same tax burden 
as the old established merchant.

Social changes in the last fifty

There are many things he can do 
such as reading, collecting stamps, 
butterflies, and money, sea shells, 
pictures, and autographs. It is a 
benefit to society to have its peo­
ple take up some hobby that will 
aid everyone. It may not be one 
that is noticeable, but it may keep 
you out'of noticeable mischief. 
The school is an agent in teach­
ing hobbies. The teachers begin 
to instruct the pupils to do certain 
things that are different from 
their regular work, while they are 
in the lower grades. Often a stud­
ent is taught to do some simple 
thing that interests him. and as he 
grows older he develops this in­
terest into a hobby that he will 
follow throughout his life. Often 
children are not taught to do 
things at home that they might 
be interested in. It should really 
be one of the duties of a school 
to teach a student’ avocational 
work as well as vocational work. 
Many people do not have as much 
time to develop a hobby as they 
would have if they were taught 
about hobbies in school they will 
have more ideas about them and 
will know how to develop them.

Other community agencies that 
help to teach hobbies are church­
es. clubs, and some homes. For 
instance the Kiwanis Club has 
started bowling teams. This fur­
nishes people with amusement, 
recreation, and a hobby. Some of 
the people may take up bowling 
and become experts at that game. 
Everyone should have a hobby for 
both indoors and outdoors. When 
weather prevents and a person 
cannot spend his leisure time out 
of doors to continue work on his 
hobby, he should have one that 
he can spend his time on inside. 
A person's hobby should be one 
that he can work on if he becomes 
ill or crippled. If a person does 
not want to do this, he should de­
velop a different one if he is an 
invalid.
