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THE FUTURE OF SMALL PLACES

Since the be |nn|nﬁ of the economic breakdown

of the nation there has been some question as tQ
the future of the smaller American, cities
towns. e question was well answered last week
by Prof. C. R. Hoffer, of the Michigan State Col-
lege who has* made a study of community prob-
lems.. He pictures a brightér future, a more sub-
stantial one than has ever existed in the past.
His address which_was delivered before members
of the Michigan_ Press Association contained so
much of general interest tol the residents of Plym-
outh as well as to other communities of this size
that all should read it. The address follows:

The small town has always_been an integral part
<of American life. It has éxisted from decade to
decade in spite of numerous and basic changes
in the character of our civilization. At times it has
semed as though certain influences like rapid
means of trans%ortauon foreshadowed the demiise
of the small trade center, but in a vast majority
of cases sufficlent adaptations have been made to
Insure its continuous existence. The population_of
villages and towns under. 2.500 atppears to be in-

at_about the national rate of growth and
complete disappearance of the town seldom occurs
unless its economic basis is insufficient to permit
human existence. < .

An examination of the population data for 380
rural trade centers in Michigan hinder 10,000 in
population supports these assertions. Since 1900
one half or more than one half of the towns in
each decade increased in size. Certainly the advent
of the automobile has not _adversely “affected the
{)opulatlon of a majarity of rural trade centers in
his state. Most of “the “decreases which aid occur
since_1900 have been in_towns which, according to
the Fifteenth Census of the United States, had a
Eopulatlon of less than 500. Moreover seventeen of
he 81 towns under 500 in poulation lost less than
50 inhabitants per town. this

from 1,000 to 1.500 showed no greater losses in pro-
portion to_population and those larger than 1,500
increased in population unless some special or un-
usual influence prevailed, like the dlsapi)ea_rance_ of
lumbering or the depletion of a mine. It is an in-
teresting fact that whenever there is a marked de-
cline in"the ﬂopulatlon_of a town there is also a
decrease In the population for townships in which
the 130 towns decreasing in population were |ocat-
ed showed that In 105- instances the township de-
creased also and for 86 of the 105 towns lhe_gopu-
lation of the county as well as the population of
the township had decreased.

These facts suggest that the rural trade center
has a._definite and well-_mgh indispensable _ rela-
tionship to the rural territory surrounding it. Its
services are numerous and commonplace” though”
they are none the less_important. Much of the dis-
couragement and confusion in thlnklng about the
function and probable future of the small town can
be attributed to the overlooking of the importance
of Its routine services and to a misunderstanding
regarding the services which the small town may

ive. The small town is a _convenient center for

e purchase of commodities which are regularly
and frequently demanded. In trade circles these
are classed as meconvenience” goods or services. In
addition to _merchandising services such towns
provide a marketing center, especially for goods
which cannot be hauled a long distance by  mo-
tor trucks. They are convenient points for facili-
ties of transportation, communication and for cer-
tain recreational activities. ~These towns may
serve also as the center for the school and church.

The original and possibly the most important
services offered by trade Centers are those asso-
clated with merchandising. Data published by the
United States:Census Bureau make_ available for
the first time quantitative information about the

Yet the
country seems to have suddenly awakened to_the
fact that these standards are ‘not being realized
for_malnutrition, lack of medical care and limited
facilities for education_are taking their toll in the
child life of America. The urgent'need in this con-
nection is a modern public health program, so that
through ‘clinics, vaccinations and 'parental educa-
tion child health may be conserved. Children also
need suitable_places to pla}/ and suitable readin
materials which unfortunately. many Tibraries i
our smaller towns do not provide.

These publications are free
and contain authoritative information about the

opulations of towns, townships and_counties for
he entire stat?. The Census of Agin‘gullure 1?“’35
In great detail-facts about size of farms, Kinds
erf crops grown, livestock raised and other data of
a similar nature. Another source of Information
is the puhlication of state bureaus an epart-
ments which will ~contain_ information = about
schools, dependency, and vital statistics for the
various counties. These publications_may be ob-
tained for the asking. This information "is useful
and interesting because people in one area like to
kmw how they compare with other areas in the
state.

Another function of the paper is to_ promote
worthy projects. A progressive’ community seldom
has an unprogressive paper and a progressive pa-
per does not “permit its_community to remain in
an unprogressive state. The role of the paper in
this conngctlon has been sug%ested al[eacljy. First

of all. find out what needs to be done in the com-
munity and then_call the-attention of the people
to the problem. The next step is to stimulate ac-
tion b carefull){ planned news and editorial writ-
ing. For example, a certain weekly paper makes
a special issue for boys and girls Club work each
year. Merchants mention club work in their ad-

vertisements. news articles are prepared and ex-
hibits are made in local stores. Suffice to say the
club program succeeds well in this community and
community profits by it. Other projects such as
improvement of Publlc grounds and buildings may
read|I¥ become the object of attention and thus
keep the people aware "of their common needs. In
this way a progressive community Is created and
such a community always has a ‘need for a good
local paper.
