Projects of CWA

Saturday Will Witness 
Ehd Of Present Plan 
Of Doing Work

Drastic Slash To Be 
Made In Number of 
Men, Money And Ma­
terials After This Week
(By Ruth Huston Whipple) 

CWA ends officially April 1. 
During the past four and one- 
half months CWA has furnished 
emDloyment for between 25.000 
and 56.000 workers in Wayne 
county and to 161.000 in the 
whole state of Michigan. In 
Wayne county alone CWA has 
paid out $14,000,000.00 in wages 
to workers, and $4,000,000.00 for 
materials. Plymouth, to date, has 
had $27,425.66 for labor from 
CWA, and $6,729.87 for material 
and there is still several thousand 
dollars worth of work to be com­
pleted during April. At the peak 
of CWA Plymouth had 133 men 
employed on local projects; these 
were in addition to the Plym­
outh men working under CWA at 
Maybury Sanitarium. and on, 
county roads and drains.

After April 1 the state, county, j 
and local program will continue, j 
but upon a money quota instead | 
of a job quota basis. The pro- , 
gram after April 1 will be admin- 1 
istered through the same PERA 
(Federal Emergency Relief Ad- , 
ministration) organization that, 
was established in March 1933 by J 
state and federal law. The Wayne 
County Emergency Welfare com- I 
mission consisting of James Fitz- ' 
gerald. Fr. Frederic Siedenburg. I 
and Mrs. Ruth Huston-Whipple; 
will continue to have charge of; 
county welfare administration.1 
both direct relief and work re- I 
lief. <

The relief program after April | 
1 is to be conducted with a dras­
tic reduction in money, in men. 
and in material. The federal gov­
ernment has allotted Michigan 
$3.500 000.00 for relief in ADril: 
the state has added $1,000,000.- 
000. making a total of $4,500.- I 
000.00 for Michigan relief in 
April. This is onlv one-half of 
onr state relief expenditures for 
March. Wavne county will re­
ceive $1,615,000.00. It is expect-J 
ed that Wayne county will have 
20.000 people left on work relief ; 
after April 1. as against 56.000! 
at the peak of CWA in December i 
and 52.000 in January. There are i 
also from 27.000 to 29.000 families 
in Wavne countv to be carried by I

Break In Water 
Main A Bad One

City Officials Found It 
Necessary To Take 

Out 300 Feet
After removing two sections of 

water main on Ann Arbor street 
west of Harvev street which were 
split during the recent freeze up 
of a section of this Main, it was 
found that a considerable great­
er amount of damage was done 
than appeared at first. It has 
been neccesary to install a gate 
valve in the water line at Jener 
Place and another about 200 feet 
west of Ann Arbor Street. By 
the installation of these two 
valves service has been resumed 
to all of the houses which were 
previously cut off.

It appears that from 250 to 
300 feet of water main will have 
to be removed and replaced. This 
will require the cutting of appro-- 
ximately twenty holes in the 
pavement on Ann Arbor Street 
in order that the pipe can be re­
moved and a new water line in­
stalled. The new water line will 
be placed at a depth of five feet 
below the surface of the pave­
ment. The present water main Is 
now only thirty inches below the 
top of the pavement, and if left 
at this location is apt to freeze up 
again and cause a considerable 
amount of inconvenience to water 
users and expense to the City.

THE STATE’S PLIGHT
Probably one of the most informative talks 

made before the members of Plymouth’s Rotary 
club in many a moon was that by Representative 
Vernon J. Brown of Mason last Friday. Mr. 
Brown pointed out clearly and concisely the 
frightful financial plight of Michigan—“and in 
the face of the fact that there are 30,000 school 
teachers in Michigan out of jobs at the present 
time the state administration wants to bond the 
state for $4,000,000 for additions to the normal 
schools.’’ he said. If any Michigan taxpayer has 
an idea that there is a rosy path ahead, he had 
another guess coming, stated Mr. Brown. One 
can easily gain from a careful analysis of his 
talk that Michigan's greatest need for the next 
few years are men of the type of Vernon J. 
Brown in command of its affairs — men who 
know what it is all about and know what to do 
to remedy the situation.

A DIRECT HIT!
When Commissioner C. A. Picard of the 

Michigan liquor commission finally consented to 
say something about the constant sniping attacks 
that have been made upon him by Michigan’s 
notorious nincompoop of an auditor general* 
Mr. Picard said plenty. He told Mr. Stack in 
just so many words that he was a meddling, 
snooping; unfit and grandstand playing public 
official and that his services were of no value to 
the state of Michigan. Mr. Picard should have 
gone a bit further and said that probably no 
man’s family had profitted more through state 
government contacts than has Mr. Stack's own 
family.

Michigan’s Crop Of 
Peaches Will Be A 
Small One This Year

Prospects for a peach crop in
Michigan this year are very bad 
and the crop from other fruits 
will be more or less reduced ac­
cording to investigations made 
by the department of horticul­
ture at Michigan State College.

All fruit buds on Elberta peach­
es in this state appear to be kill­
ed except a few. perhaps, in Ber­
rien county. South Havens and 
Rochesters are in a little better 
condition, and Gold Drops. New 
Prolific, and a few other varieties 
may produce a very light crop.

All pruning on the varieties 
which may have some live buds 
should be delayed until it can be 
determined what portions of the 
tree show any promise of fruit 
bearing. Two weeks of tempera­
tures above the freezing point 
will give the discolorations caus­
ed by freezing time to appear in 
the woody portions of twigs and 
branches.

Trees showing serious discolor­
ations should not be pruned 
heavily. If the fruit buds are 
dead but the wood is not badly 
discolored, heavier pruning is 
probably safe. The pruning 
should not extend below any live 
buds. Bark which has been tom 
loose from the tree should be tied 
or tacked. Later, if the bark does 
not resume growth, it can be re­
moved.

Pear buds and wood have been 
damaged. Pruning should be de­
laying until discolorations caus­
ed by freezing have had time to 
appear and very little wood 
should be removed if serious dis­
colorations are found. Wounds 
made by pruning heal slowly on 
discolored wood, and wood rot is 
apt to start in such cuts.

Winter injury to sweet cher­
ries is variable, some orchards 
show serious bud-killing and 
some are only slightly damaged. 
Pruning should be done only 
when the amount of winter dam­
age can be determined.

Sour cherries which were de­
foliated last year are apt to be 
frozen back. Advice given by the 
horticulturists is to delay prim­
ing but to repair any injuries to 
the trunks.

Freezing of tree roots can not 
be determined until the trees 
start growing. Those seriously 
frozen will only half unfold their 
leaves and then will die. Trees 
not so badly injured will have 
yellowish foliage and will make
er.

And although the preacher 
seems exempt here, the editor acts as a pall­
bearer when a subscriber fifteen years in arrears 
departs—a last ministration to one who was faith­
ful in spirit in spite of hard times.

In a period of depression, however, the Lord 
does not wholly forget the faithful editor—if he 
hasn't too many mortgages. It seems that so far 
the weekly editor-publisher, like the doctor, pro­
fits by the extermities of others. A merchant 
about to go to the wall risks a few more dollars 
in advertising. If the editor or some member of 
his office or mechanical staff can run around to 
the store and trade the advertising account out 
before the merchant makes an assignment, so 
much toward another weekly payroll. Then, 
when a new optimist opens up with a stock of 
goods another ad or a series of ads can be ex­
pected, and an order for stationery.

Organize Fight 
On Elimination

Out-County Portion Of 
Wayne Opposed To 

Consolidation
Called originally to take some 

sort of action on the movement, 
now well under way, to amalga­
mate many of our useless gov­
ernmental units, especially those 
in county, hamlet and townships, 
a representative gathering of vot­
ers and taxpayers from almost, 
every outlying section of subur-! 
ban Wayne. County held at the 
Jacox Oil Company building at I 
Belleville last Saturday night, 
upset the apple cart by going on! 
record as against any such eli­
mination move. as. far as it ob­
tained to Wayne County, and or­
ganized the "Out County Protec­
tive League” to guard and en-1 
hance the interests of that por- I 
tion of the county lying entirely! 
outside of the city limits of De- i 
troit.

While admitting that govern- I 
mental units overlapped, and 
were possibly duplicated in.hun­
dreds of instances throughout the 
State of Michigan, and agreeing 
further that there were many ab­
solutely needless offices in Wayne 
County, the gathering was una­
nimous in its opinion that to am­
algamate and unite the township 
and village offices of the smaller I 
communities throughout Wayne' 
County, would be paramount to 
relinquishing all rights to local 
government to the City of De­
troit and its officials which now 
dominated the county govern-' 
ment.

The sentiment of the gathering 
was that something should be: 
done toward consolidating the 
entire out-county section’s opih- | 
ion and strength in a movement, 
aimed at protecting the interests I 
of those sections, and the result I 
was the formation of the "Out I 
County Protective League.” I

Edgar J. Fitzgerald, of Grosse 
He. was selected President. Geo. 
M. Adams of Wyandotte, was 
elected vice president. A. Mc- 
donald. superintendent of schools 
of River Rouge, was elected sec­
retary, and C. M. Zimmerman, of 
Northville, treasurer.

Claiming that affiliation with 
any movement in this county 
looking toward the consolidation, 
or elimination of the smaller 
township offices, would be sui­
cidal. the gathering proceeded on 
the theory that while such con­
solidation would undoubtfied out 
in the state where mrtropolitan 
cities do not dominate the poli­
tical set up, it would be plain 
suicide here to assent to any such 
plan, because of the already ap­
parent domination of Detroit 
over the smaller units of govern­
ment throughout the county.

Representatives were present 
from almost every small town 
and from every township in 
Wayne County, and every indi­
vidual present made some kind 
of a talk during which he either 
proclaimed or agreed that the

present attempt to eliminate I 
smaller offices of this county 
was but a camouflage to extend 
the already powerful county gov- j 
emments in metropolitan areas 
and to cover up the short-corn- i 
ings of such need less and archaic ' 
offices as Sheriff and the Board 
oi County Auditors, all relics of ■ 
an antiquated and bygone day., 
Many speakers resented Detroit’s 
attempt to religate the smaller 
township offices to the limbo of i 
forgotten things until it reform­
ed its own over-burdened and tax; 
eating government units. The | 
first thing it should center on, it i 
was agreed, were the sheriff's 
and so-called county auditors' of- j 
fices. which. ..they opined, were ■ 
about as necessary and as useful,' 
as twin heads on a cat.

Resentment was expressed; 
again and again over any attempt < 
of any Detroit group to foster any 
movement having as its object! 
the elimination of what were 
termed as small, but necessaryi 
local governmental units, while j 
such pre-adamits and* prehistoric ' 
offices as sheriff and auditors 
existed to sap up the tax-payers', 
cash. It was asserted by one [ 
speaker that the entirely useless1 
and unnecessary sheriffs's de­
partment of Wayne County alone 
cost the taxpayers three times 
as much as did all the township' 
offices of the county combined.

Following the election of offic­
ers. it was moved and supported! 
and unanimously carried that 
that an executive board be nam- . 
ed. to consist of one non-officer J 
from each city, town and ham­
let and township in the outlying I 
county.

Detroit, and 5,000 to 7,000 out 
county. Hence with 20,000 fami­
lies to be carried on work relief, 
with 27.000 families to be carried 
by direct relief and with the fe­
deral and state allotment just 
half the amount permitted in 
March, there will be almost no 
money left for material. Local 
contributions are expected to take 
care of that.

However, this will not be much 
of a handicap during April, be­
cause materials have all be pur­
chased for those projects which 
are listed as class 1 projects, that 
is projects which must be finish­
ed. Wayne county had a final al­
lotment of $470,000.00 for ma­
terials to be bought between 
March 1 and April 1. The follow­
ing allocations of that material 
money were approved by the 
Wayne county CWA commission' 
at its meeting March 21. Out 
county $72,568.96.

The employment of people after 
April 1 is to he based on need 
only. Present quotas of CWA are 
being reduced bv. laying off first, 
those employees^in whose fami- 
lies more than one person Is 
gainfully employed; second, by' 
laying off all persons who have 
other resources. Any additional 
persons to be selected after 
March 31 will be chosen on the 
basis of need only, by the County 
Emergency Relief Administra­
tion. Any Plymouth men who 
have been laid off under CWA 
unfairly or any who have not 
gained employment under CWA 
but who can prove genuine need, 
should apply for work relief at 
once at the city hall.

The hours of employment are 
not to be more than 24 per week. 
Wages will be at the prevailing 
rate for the occupation and the 
locality in which the work is 
done, although the minimum 
wage set is 30 cents per hour in­
stead of the 50 cents under CWA.

Furthermore no man is to work 
longer than the number of hours 
necessary to meet his adequate 
requirements. This program is 
planned primarily for communi­
ties over 5,000, but Plymouth 
need not worry, because its pro­
jects are approved, its materials 
purchased, and its men assured 
of work to finish our school and 
city work relief program.

Youngest Auditor
Celebrates Birthday

The youngest member of the 
Wayne County Board of Auditors, 
Ray D. Schneider, will celebrate 
his birthday on Saturday. March j

elected to the Board of Auditors 
in the history of Wayne county.

Mr. Schneider was bom on 
March 31, 1904, in Indianapolis, 
and was brought to Detroit by his 
parents at the age of 4.

He was a student at the 
University of Detroit for two 
years and also attended classes 
at Detroit City College.

His work as a builder led 
him to take a deep and abiding 
interest in civic affairs. ,

In 1931 he was a candidate for 
the City Council, and, although 
a newcomer in politics, he nosed 
out two veteran council members 
and was nominated. He was de- i 
feated however, at the final elec- i 
tion, losing out by a small mar- 1 
gin.

In 1932 he entered the race for 
the Democratic nomination for 

J County Auditor and was nomin-| 
1 ated, winning over veteran poli- i 
i ticians. He was overwhelmingly 
i elected to the office in November 
I of 1932 and has served as Coun- 
I ty Auditor for more than a year.
; During this year Mr. Schneider 
1 was directly responsible for econ­
omies which have saved the tax­
payers $350,000 annually without 

• cutting a single salary. In addi- 
' tion. he has recovered a long­
standing debt owed the county by 

: the state wnicn totaled nearly 
$500,000.
