The sun is shining brighter for 
the farmers and gardeners in and 
around Plymouth—brighter be­
cause of another beneficial rain 
that fell over this part, of the 
state early Tuesday morning. - It 
followed a good shower of over a 

ago -and farmers say it did 
a world df~ good. The downpour 
did not continue for long, but, 
during the - storm a goodly' 
amount of rain fell. Crops are i 
already showing the benefit of it. J

The state crop report just is­
sued says that although rainfall i 
in May 1934 was the lowest on 
record for that month in Mich- j 
igan and precipitation in the ! 
State June 1933-May 1934, in- j 
elusive, was 20 per cent below 
normal, crop prospects on June 
1 this year were generally better 
in Michigan than for the country 
as a whole. Cool weather during 
the middle of May retarded plant 
growth and frosts caused local 
damage to some crops, but the 
low temperatures helped prevent 
crop conditions from declining 
more rapidly because of dry 
weather than might otherwise 
have been the case. As Crop cor­
respondents’ reports were gen­
erally filled out immediately prior 
to June 1. they do not reflect the 
damage that occurred from the 
period of extreme heat which pre­
vailed from about May 31 to 
June 5. Scattered showers during 
the first ten days of June gave 
partial and temporary relief to 
some areas within the State, but 
with the general dry subsoil con­
ditions prevailing, rainfall up to 
that date had been inadequate to 
prevent further declines in crop 
conditions. Furthermore, drought 
injury to much of the grain acre­
age and other early crops such as 
early potatoes has apparently be­
come irreparable.

For the country as a whole, rec­
ords for June in past years show 
nothing comparable with the sit­
uation this year. In general, the 
June 1 situation seemed most 
critical in the Dakotas and in 
parts of Minnesota, and Wiscon­
sin where it is reported that the 
failure or near failure of pastures 
hay crops, and of a large acreage 
of spring grains can hardly be 
offset by increased acreages and 

Ffavorable yields of com and em­
ergency forage crops. A material 
reduction in livestock numbers 
in this drought-stricken area 
seems unavoidable. Conditions in 
the rest of the Com Belt and 
some adjoining states were se­
rious on June 1. but may still 
show considerable improvement. 
Only the Pacific Northwest and 
the Southern states reported gen­
erally favorable growing condi­
tion at the time of the report.

Kyung Shyn Song, sister of 
Mrs. Winfield Line of Line Store, 
won a scholarship at the Ameri- . 
can Conservatory of Music last I 
Friday. Miss Song, who was a1 
student at the University of 
Michigan last year, was among 
the youngest to compete in the 
contest, the object of which was 

<o select the most talented stud­
ents for scholarship awards.

Miss Song faced strong compe­
tition as most of the contestants 
were students who had studied at 
the school a number of years. 
She won her scholarship under 
Heniot Levy who is one of the 
most distinguished pianists in 
this country, a native of the city 
of Paderewski’s birth, and a per­
sonal friend of Godowsky.

Mr. and Mrs. Line accompanied 
Miss Song to Chicago, where she 
will remain this summer and 
study with Mr. Levy at the 
American Conservatory of Mu­
sic.

The following write-up of Miss 
Song appeared In a recent issue 
of the Detroit Free Press:

Miss Kyung Shyn Song, 15 
years old, native Korean, has ar­
rived in Howell, making the trip 
of 12,000 miles frdm Pyeng Yang, 
Korea, alone. She will visit her 
sister. Dr. Grace Song Line, wife 
of Winfield Line, Howell busi­
ness man. for a few days before 

, entering the University of Mich- 
! igan next month where she will 
1 study music, specializing in piano.
I Miss Song, who speaks no Eng­
lish, is the youngest Oriental girl 

J to come to this country to enter 
a university and was able to do 
so only after a special permit had 

i been obtained through Washing- 
1 ton.

She was known as the “baby 
pianist” in Korea having won a 
national music contest there 

i when only 12 years of age. and 
she gave concerts in China when 
only 11 years old. She is familiar 
with American or western music, 
as they call it in Korea, having an 
American teacher, Prof. Marls- 
bery, formerly a professor in the 
Chicago Conservatory of Music, 
who is now a director of music in 
Korea.

Her sister, Dr. Grace Line, 
graduated in medicine in Japan 
and was the first Oriental wo­
man to receive the degree of 
Doctor of Public Health in 
America, being a graduate of the 
University of Michigan, at Ann 
Arbor, where she met and mar­
ried Mr. Line when he was also 
a student.

The father of Miss Song is a 
pioneer educator in Korea and at 
present is a regent in Sung In 
Business College in that country. 
While dt is not customary to 
educate girls in Korea or Japan, 
he has sent three daughters and 
a son through Japanese and Am­
erican universities. The third 
daughter also is a graduate of a 
Japanese college and is at pres­
ent a teacher of music in her 
native land.

Following his 
marriage he returned to Plym­
outh where he has been a con­
tinuous resident farming the 
land .which is now the Samuel 
W. Spicer farm.

Phone Co. Tax Is. 
Over $2,670,873

Earnings from .195,000 tele­
phones, or nearly 40 per cent of 
the average number the Mich­
igan Bell Telephone Company 
operated during 1933, are needed 
to pay the Company’s state, fed­
eral and municipal tax bill this 
year. This was revealed today 
when a check for $1,335,436.54, 
one half of the total state tax of 
$2,670,873.08, assessed against the 
Michigan Bell Company was 
turned over to the state auditor 
general, in Lansing. The balance 
will be paid by December 1.

The Telephone Company this 
year also will pay the federal 
government approximately $390,- 
000 in taxes. Miscellaneous local 
taxes will approximate $45,000, 
'making a total tax payment of 
more than $3,100,000. This figure 
represents a payment of $6.26 for 
each average telephone the Com­
pany operated during 1933, and 
is nine cents higher per telephone 
than was paid a year ago.

Under the Michigan law, tele­
phone and telegraph companies, 
railroads, railway car-loaning 
companies and express companies 
pay taxes to the state, in lieu of 
local taxes, upon property gener­
ally used for conducting their 
businesses. The Michigan Bell 
Telephone Company is the largest 
Individual taxpayer in the group.

The tax money received by the 
state from public utilities goes 
into the primary fund and is dis­
tributed among all school districts 
in proportion to the number of 
children of school age residing 
therein. It has been estimated 
that the Michigan Bell Company 
pays approximately one-fourth of 
thssum paid into the fund by 
pubBcutilities.

During the past ten years, the 
Michigan Bell Company hn* paid 
into the state primary schocd fund 
more than $26,000,040.

Pay Taxes Today; 
Save Interest

Taxes for 1933 may be paid at 
the office of Jacob P. Sumeracki, 
county treasurer, until Saturday 
of this week without interest or 
penalty charges. Already thou­
sands of property owners have 
taken advantage of this opportu­
nity which means a saving of sev­
en per cent.

Mr. Sumeracki also calls at­
tention to the Moore - Holbeck 
plan, the emergency act passed 
by the last legislature, which 
permits payment of delinquent 
county taxes for 1932 and prior 
years on a ten year installment 
plan.

: installment plan must make the 
first payment, without interest or 
penalty, before Sept. 1, 1935.

Taxes totalling approximately’ 
$40,000,000 are delinquent for the 
year 1932 and prior.year and to 
arrange for collection necessitates 
a fee set up in the treasurer’s 
office. New rolls must be prepar­
ed covering 1,500.000 pieces of 
delinquent property and this 
means between 750,000 and 800,- 
000 new accounts that the treas­
urer must handle.

For the past three weeks the ■ 
treasurer has conducted an ex­
tensive newspaper campaign urg­
ing taxpayers to pay promptly and 
this appeal has brought thou­
sands of property owners to his 
office in the county building to 
take advantage of the money 
saving opportunity.

THE FOURTH OF JULY—A RED LETTER 
DAY IN AMERICAN HISTORY

Fourth of July is, indeed, 
America’s red-letter day. Al­
though the greatest Fourth of 
July was in 1776 when the De- 
laration of Independence was 
adopted and the United States 
became a Republic, yet even 
before that great event the 
date hadplayed a strange part 
in the affairs of the brave men 
and women who had come from 
across the sea to establish a 
new nation in the American 
wilderness.

On July 4, 1636, Roger Wil­
liams founded his settlement at 
Providence. Rhode Island. The 
colonists in Virginia demanded 
and were granted important 
rights by legislation on July 4. 

1676. On July 4, 1744. a vast 
tract of land, containing the 
Blue Ridge country, was bought 
from the Indians.

On July 4. 1754, Colonel
George Washington surrender­
ed an army to the enemy. He 
experienced on this occasion at 
the hands of the French his 
first defeat in war. Although at 
that time Washington was only 
twenty-two years of age, he had 
been placed in command of a 
small body of troops which was 
marching toward Port Du­
quesne, Pennsylvania. At a 
point on the Monongahela Riv­
er. less than forty miles from 
his destination, he heard of the 
approach of a party of French 
and Indians sent to intercept 
him. According he fell back to 
the Great Meadows, fifty miles 
from Cumberland, and hastily 
erected a stockade which he 
called Fort Necessity, and it 
was rightly named.

With the aid of a friendly 
Indian, Sachem, or Half King. 
Washington attacked the 
French in their camp at night. 
Their commander was killed, 
and several prisoners were' tak­
en. A few days later Fort Ne­
cessity was stormed by fifteen 
hundred redskins and French 
under DeVilliers, and Washing­
ton surrendered on honorable 
terms rather thanJjave his en­
tire command massacred. This 
was on the morning of July 4, 
1754.

Then came July 4. 1776, with 
its many events, chief among 
them being the adoption of the 
Declaration of Independence. 
The following year there was a 
celebration of the great event 
throughout the young repub­
lic.

Plymouth, Michigan
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Tells Why Trout 
Fishing Is Bad

State Blames The Un­
usual Spring Weather 

For Poor Luck
What alls trout fishing? 

aren’t more large fish caught? 
Where are the fine catches, such 
as those of last year* and the 
year before?

These' questions have been 
troubling the trout fishermen re­
turning from a trip to the larger 
streams of the state. Has the 
fish population been so greatly 
reduced by fishing as to limit the 
number of good catches? Have 
violators by dynamite and spear 
or have vermin taken most of the 
trout from a stream?

J. Clark Salyer, of the Institute 
of Fisheries. Research. Depart­
ment of Conservation, is Inclined 
to blame natural causes for most 
of the unusually poor fishing of 
the past spring. Trout are largely 
influenced by natural conditions, 
Salyer says, in their seasonal mi­
grations and feeding habits. Con­
ditions of the past spring, he says, 
have been far from normal and 
have' operated to influence fish­
ing.

“The normal stream trout-po­
pulation begins a migration in 
the late fall months.” Salyer says. 
“The fish apparently like to hi­
bernate in deep water, probably 
sensing that they are safer from 
natural enemies. As a result they 
seek the lower stretches of a riv­
er where the water is more con­
sistently deep or move into spring 
fed lakes at the headwaters of a 
stream such as in the AuSable 
district. Water temperatures and 
water levels probably stimulate 
the fish to this movement.

"Later in the winter months 
they begin to swim upstream 
from the deep water and drop 
downstream from the lakes. Co­
incident with rising stream lev­
els. spring thaws and rains the 
rainbow begins its migration from 
Great Lakes waters, upstream to 
spawn. These movements, as a 
whole .are probably influenced 
more or less by the rains and 
thaws, which swell the streams

anri firing down an abundance of 
underwater food for the fish.

“During “the past spring these 
conditions halve been almost 
wholly absent.- As' a result of 
drought fishermen found streams 
almost at mid-summer stage 
and clear of sediment. Most of 
the trout population apparently 
has remained in the deeper water 
stretches, the larger fish especial­
ly. Heavy thaws and subsequent 
rainfall which cause the streams 
to rise were lacking during the 

Why ; past spring.”
While on a stream in north­

western Michigan during June, 
Salyer observed that the trout 
population had just begun its 
movement upstream from the 
deeper stretches and that this 
movement was quite advanced. 
Reports of better 'fishing were 
being received, he says, and 
the movement progresses fishing 
should improve.

1:55 p. m., 4:55
from Great Lakes waters 
year.” Salyer relates. 'Con— 
cial fishermen were not troubled 
with‘them as much in their 
pound nets and fewer large fish 
of the species were taken in res­
cue operations. Probably as much 
as a third of the big rainbow po­
pulation of the-Great Lakes did 
not spawn.”

In addition to natural condi­
tions there have been other dif­
ficulties confronting the fisher­
man. says Salyer. “The.- trout 
which have been found in the 
streams have been “smutting,” 
that is feeding on tiny winged 
insects. Trout stomachs examined 
were literally packed with them. 
When the fish take this kind of 
insect, apparently no fly will lure 
them.”

On certain streams and in cer­
tain localities fish predators such 
as the American merganser, and 
violators with dynamite or spear 
have probably reduced the fish 
population, but generally speak­
ing it may be said that the fish 
have not disappeared. Conditions | 
just haven’t been right either for
the fish or fishermen.

Federal loans made through 
the federal land bank or through 
the production credit association 
require a financial statement 
from farmers showing all exist­
ing indebtedness.

Paul Weidman Tells 
Whv Ford Engines Are 

Placed At An Angle
Reasons for placing the two 

cylinder banks in the Ford V-8 
motor at an angle of 90 degrees 
were described today by Paul 
Weidman local Ford dealer, who 
termed it the most efficient 
method of doing away with ex­
cess vibration “because the un­
balanced forces in this type of 
engine cancel out.”

When the angle between the 
cylinder banks is 90 degrees, the 
interval or period between the ex­
plosion of each cylinder is ex­
actly the same. It was pointed 
out. When, in addition, the angle 
between the crankthrows also is 
90 degrees, a condition which 
engineers describe as "perfect in­
herent balance” is obtained, it 
was stated.

“Unbalance in any engine re­
sults primarily from the fact that 
each piston travels faster when 
approaching and leaving the top 
of its stroke than when near the 
bottom of the stroke. In the 90 
degree V-8 the moving parts are 
so placed that, when all eight 
p’stons are considered, this kind 
of unbalance is completely elim­
inated. or cancelled. With full 
sized counterbalances, the crank 
pins and lower ends of the con­
necting rods are completely bal­
anced In their planes of rotation.

“The motion of the complete 
engine toward the right when the 
throttle is opened is not vibra­
tion.” it was stated, “but Is the 
natural and necessary result of 
the force of engine applying to 
the driveshaft. Engineers refer to 
it as ‘torque reaction’ and it can­
not be eliminated in any engine 
by any form of rubber or spring 
mounting.”

State Over-Run
With Bug Pests

Bugs, beetles, moths, flies, and 
all sorts of other insects in all 
stages of development seem to 
have chosen this year to put 
forth a concentrated attack on 
everything planted in the ground, 
according to the entomology de­
partment at Michigan State Col­
lege.

Past records which show the 
dates at which insects are likely 
to appear in Michigan and which 
tell when the season of serious 
injuries is past will have to be re­
vised. The insects are arriving be­
fore schedule and are hanging 
around after they should be satis­
fied with the damage done.

Right now the season for cut­
worms is way past its usual fin­
ish but the pests are still cutting 
down plants and ruining crops. 
The best treatment for the com­
mon cutworm is a poison bait 
made by mixing bran, molasses, 
and white arsenic or parts green. 
One pound of the poison is 
enough to mix with a bushel of 
bran. The bait is moistened with 
enough water while being mixed 
so that a particle of poison sticks 
to each bran flake.

The poison bait should be scat­
tered thinly in areas where the 
worms are present. These worms 
work at night, so sometimes, the 
only evidence of their presence is 
the wilted plants cut off during 
the previous night.

Climbing cutworms are another 
form of this hungry family. These 
creatures climb trees and vines 
and eat the buds and leaves. The 
poison bait helps kill the climbing 
cutworm but vines or trees should 
be protected by bands of tree 
tanglefoot which catch the insect 
as it tries to ascend

The army worm which is close­
ly related to the ordinary cut­
worms has appeared in the State 
recently. This is the first time in 
four years that enough of the 
species has been present to do se­
rious damage. Mason and Charle­
voix counties report the worst 
outbreaks of the army worms to 
date but the insect may appear 
anywhere.

The army worm usually multi­
plies in crops on low areas and 
then marches to other fields as 
the original food supply is ex­
hausted. It is nearly impossible to 
kill the insects after they are 
once established in a field but 
they can be destroyed as they are 
moving to new food supplies.

The army worms are trapped 
in barrier furrows that are plowed 
in series of three with t£e earth 
thrown in the direction from 
which the insects are coming. As 
the worms are caught in the fur­
rows they are covered with earth 
by plowing a furrow to throw the 
soil into the one in which the in­
sects are trapped. The poison 
bait used for other cutworms.' 
can be used on lawns or in fields 
for worms that get by the bar­
riers.

Another pest which appears 
periodically is now causing com­
mercial losses in corn and oat

fields in the southern tiers of
counties. This is the chinch-bug, 
another insect which must be 
trapped as it moves to new food 
supplies. The federal government 
is cooperating with Michigan 
farmers this year in the war on 
chinch-bugs. Quantities of mate­
rials to be used in barrier traps 
have been sent into the State by 
federal authorities.

The barrier for chinch-bugs is 
made by plowing one deep fur­
row with the earth thrown to­
ward the field to be protected. 
A heavy pole is then dragged 
with a team along the furrow 
until the bottom is smooth. Post 
holes are then dug at intervals of 
one rod in the furrow and a bar- 
rier of tar or some tar derivative I 
is placed along the furrow so that I 
it touches the edge of each post I 
hole.

This barrier is placed by punch­
ing a hole with a nail in the con­
tainer and permitting the tar to 
drip through as the operator 
walks along. The tar will spread 
out in a strip and inch or so wide, 
depending on the kind of soil. 
The chinch-bugs dislike the smell 
of tar and will follow along the 
strip trying to get around it. 
Their journey takes them to one 
of the holes into which they fall 
and are trapped. Two inches of 
hydrated lime is placed in the 
bottom of each post hole so the 
bugs will be smothered as they 
struggle to get out. The holes 
'should be cleaned out once a day 
if the insects are numerous, and 
new lime should be added each 
time.

George Squires, county treasurer of Kalamazoo 

county, a few days ago pleaded guilty to the theft 
of over $16,000 in cash from the taxpayers of that 
county. Mr. Squires had held the office for many, 
many years. Before being elected treasurer he had 
served as deputy county treasurer and before be­
ing appointed deputy treasurer he had for a long 
period of time been associated with an old mer­
cantile house in Kalamazoo. Now this supposed­
ly "old and faithful public servant" is going to 
face sentence for high crime. What a calamity, 
when you think about it! The usefulness of his 
life has forever been ruined. His family is in dis­
grace.

But that is not just the point of this editorial. 
Squires was one of those public officials who 
wanted the public to know nothing of the affairs 
of his office. He opposed strongly the publication 
of anything pertaining to the finances that pass­
ed through his hands. He was against all "pub­
lished" reports of the county treasurer’s office. 
He gave to news writers little or no information 
about the transactions of the county treasurer.

Everybody thought Squires was such a "square" 
fellow that there could be no wrong in his office 
and that every penny of the county’s money was 
going just where it should go. And everybody was 
amazed when it was discovered that not only 
Squires but one or two of his assistants had been 
consistently robbing the county's cash till for 
years.

It all resolves itself back to the fact that re­
gularity published accounts of the handling of the 
taxpayers money that Squires so strongly oppos­
ed would have prevented these thefts. The tax­
payers wouldn't be out some $16,000 or $20,000, 
Squires wouldn’t be facing a prison sentence, his 
family would not be in disgrace and there wouldn’t 
be added reflection upon the honesty of other 
public officials.

When you hear a public official advocating in 
the name of economy the elimination of some 
published account showing up to the taxpayers 
the business of his office, just chalk it up that if 
there isn’t a nigger in the woodpile right now, 
there is plenty of danger of one being in there 
sometime. During the past few months there have 
been arrested two or three other county and city 
officials in Michigan who have stolen vast sums 
of money from the taxpayers, and in all of these 
cases the officials had at some time strenuously 
opposed the publication of records and reports Of 
their offices.

Now as never before in the- history of our coun­
try we should have the greatest of confidence in 
the men who are running our public affairs. The 
condition of the country requires it—and public 
officials in return for this confidence placed in 
them by the public should see to it that there is 
not the slightest reason why this confidence 
should be shaken.

Speaker Here
Plymouth Rotarians spent 

much time time last Friday noon 
making elaborate plans for visit­
ing Rotarians who are in De­
troit this week attending the In­
ternational Canventffcn. Several 
committees were appointed by 
President Lynn Felton to act as 
hosts to the visitors 4t the Fort 
Shelby Hotel where Plymouth 
Rotarians are in charge.

Dr. John Colbert, delegate from 
the Rotary club of Tientsin, 
China, came to Plymouth for the 
regular meeting last week and 
told members many* interesting 
things of China and cited many 
instances;where Rotary is begin­
ning to play an important part in 
international good will.

The Tientsin club, which Dr. 
Colbert represents has a mem­
bership numbering 54. Of that 
group 14 different distinct na­
tionalities are represented. This 
club boasts the most cosmopolit­
an membership in the world of 
Rotary.

In illustrating the part Rotary 
International is playing in the 
development of good will. Dr. 
Colbert stated that Japanese and 
Chinese sit side by side at their 
regular weekly meeting and men 
who faced him across no man’s 
land during the world war were 
often seated at his table during 
the meetings.

“Unquestionably gatherings of 
this kind make friends and 
friends such as these give and 
exchange ideas which bring them 
and their countries closer togeth­
er,” stated the doctor.

The speaker predicted that 
within the next few months Jap­
an would move into China and 
establish the present ruler of 
Manchuria as Emperor of China, 
he said that for the last few 
months Japan had been waiting 
for an opportunity to do this and 
if one did not present itself they 
would create something to give 
them reason for the move. Doc­
tor Colbert said that the move 
would be advantageous to China 
as Japan would immediately es­
tablish a stable form of govern­
ment something China hasn’t had 
since 1911. After summing up the 
advantages Japan would receive 
from the move, Doctor Colbert 
predicted that within three or 
four generations the 400.000,000 
population of China would ab­
sorb the Japanese and eventual­
ly revert back to the same China 
that it is today.

Rambling Around With Michigan Editors

THE CASE OF MR. SOUTHWORTH
Just what will be the outcome of the case of 

Representative Tracy Southworth of Monroe, ac­
cused of bribery in connection with the securing of 
a trucking license before the public utilities com­
mission in Lansing no one knows. Mr. Southworth 
if the facts as revealed are correct, used his in­
fluence for a stated sum of money to secure a 
permit of operation for a trucking company. Mr. 
Southworth does not happen to be a lawyer and 
he is a member of the state legislature.

His arrest brings up a rather interesting ques­
tion in our mind. If Mr. Southworth had been an 
attorney and had accepted the money that he is 
accused of having taken as a "retainer,” would 
the money he took be regarded as a bribe? It is 
common knowledge that both Republican and 
Democratic lawyers who are members of the legis­
lature very frequently appear before some state 
board or commission in behalf of clients seeking 
the very same sort of concessions that Mr. South- 
worth is alleged to have sought for some truck­
ing outfit.

They, of course, get this business because they 
happen to be members of the state legislature and 
are believed to have more influence in state cir­
cles than attorneys who are not members of the 
state legislature. Apparently the law makes it 
perfectly legal for a lawyer to take money for do­
ing the very thing that Mr. Southworth is accus­
ed of—the money being regarded as a retainer 
rather than a bribe. We do not for one second ap­
prove of what Mr. Southworth is alleged to have 
done, but it does bring up the old question as to 
the propriety of lawyers who are members of the 
state legislature in appearing before state boards 
and commissions. In fact it is common knowledge 
that at the present time one well known Republic­
an senator from the northern part of the state is 
in Lansing most of the time appearing in behalf 
of clients before a certain state board.

Rarely is it a case of hiring a lawyer-member of 
the legislature for any outstanding ability to 
handle these special requests before certain state 
commissions, which in many instances require no 
legal training or ability whatsoever. He is hired 
because of his position in the legislature and the 
fact that he has more or less of a “pill” with the 
board or commission he appears before, just as in 
the case of Mr. Southworth.

For Mr. Southworth, it is a bribe—in the case 
of Attorney Southworth, it would have been just 
an ordinary matter of a legal "retainer." On the 
face of it. does it look as though the attorney 
members of the legislature should be permitted to 
do something that for the layman member to do 
is a crime? It is an interesting question—but a 
situation that no one of course condones.

WHY ARE THERE OTHER 
TAXES

Why do we pay other taxes 
than a sales tax in Michigan? 
From the publicity that emanates 
from the State Board of Tax 
Administration the sales tax is 
furnishing about all the money 
that is supporting the various 
activities of the government.

The latest' batch of publicity 
states that the sales tax is fur­
nishing the University $50.00 per 
student, and the money for the 
state's extensive national adver­
tising campaign to encourage 
tourists to come to Michigan. In 
other publicity it has claimed to 
furnish the money for the schools 
in general and about every other 
activity of the government. We 
gather that the state could not 
exist without it.

There has been collected $27.- 
862,666.63 so far, the April col­
lection amounting to over $3 - 
000.000.

If the sales tax is doing all that 
is claimed for it, why do we have 
all the other taxes that we do. 
We still have our state tax for 
the University and Michigan 
State college. We still have the 
corporation tax. We still have a 
host of other taxes, not to men­

tion the liquor and beer revenue 
that it was promised would just 
about make any other taxes un­
necessary. Incidentally. the 
schools are supposed to be oper­
ating only because of the reve­
nue from booze.

What we would like to know is 
why we can not have a truthful 
picture of the state’s revenue 
and expenditures instead of a lot 
of publicity which gives at best 
a distorted picture if, indeed, it

gives any. The citizens who pay 
the taxes are entitled to have 
something better than a lot of 
publicity put out for the sole 
purpose of boosting some offi­
cial or department. These nu­
merous publicity departments 
must cost the citizens of the state 
more than would a financial 
report that an ordinary citizen 
could understand.—C. H. Hem­
ingway in The Ann Arbor Tri­
bune.
