Mr. Bal-
lenger explained clearly that there was no alterna-
tllﬁle,fth(?j ours hz?(d to be redéllced in order to make

e funds go as far as possible.

"But tho%e who dl’Opp[?lell’_jObS," Mr. Ballenger
told these workers, "may gtet_ instead of cash relief,
grocery orders and othér things included in direct
relief “for welfare clients.—My job is to provide
ijelief to the n%e Y

In other words 1f a worker wants to get cash so
he can bua/ his_own groceries and beer he Is ex-
pected to do a little work for the public in return.

If he is w_||||n% to let the county pick out his gro-
ceries for him. then he doesn't have to work.

In either case the taxpayer pays the shot. He
pays for the work_that is being provided for the
unemployed and if the unemlpoyed do not care
o work,” then_Mr. and Mrs. Taxpayer just go on
buying groceries and other necessities” for those
that work and_for those that refuse to work.

[t is our belief that when the public is perfectly
willing to dlg deep into their last little pile of
pennies in order to create work for the unempl(_)r¥-
ed. that the man out of a_job ought to be willing
to do something in return for the Cash that is giv-
en him.

millions of taxpayers who are paying for it all.

WHAT YOU PAY TAXES ON

Some one wrote The Plymouth Mail the other
day and asked for a list of things we are-'taxed for.
In"pondering over the question, and in seeking in-
formation on the subject, we came to the conclu-
sion that there is absolutely nothing that now es-
capes taxation, except the ‘air we breath.

We pay taxes on land, food, clothing, drugs,
stocks, bonds, light and power, wood and_ coal,
shoes—yes we aré now taxed for the repairs we
have made on an old pair of shoes—gas, water,
automobiles, repairs, automobile tires, horses, cat-
tle, sheep, swine, chickens, the vegetables, fruits
and grains we sell to our neighbor, "the bread and
butter we eat to keep body and soul together, we are
taxed if we go down to the creek to try and catch
fish for dinner. In fact we are now taxed for the
right to live as Michigan now has a poll tax.

Not only are we taxed on everything we have and
all that we do. but often we are double taxed for
this and that. i

If we happen to_be an old “sinner" and smoke
and chew and drink beer, its just top bad the
amount Of tax we _pay everytimé we take a chew
or puff the old pipe.” And “if the ladjes and the
pretty young girls who like to patronize the cos-
metics ‘counter of a drug store knew that a very
large percent of the money they pay for this or
that perfumery or tanned colored powder is near-
ly all tax morey, just wouldn't they fume and

fuss. Outside of England we have in the brief
space of a few years become the heaviest taxed
nation _in all the ‘world and by the end of another
ear If things keep cm at thé rate they have in
he past year, this will be the heaviest taxed na-
tion in all' the world.

89.000 NEW POLITICAL JOBS

89.000 new jobs. Durm% the month of May alone
there was a gain_of 14.978 more peﬁfle rawmg
public pay that in the preceding onth. Th
creation of scores and scores of new boards and
commissions by the last session of congress means
the addition of thouands of more ers in the
next few weeks and months to the public payroll.
All of these positions have been filled without re-
gard to the governmental merit system of civil serv-
ice. It means that nearly 100.000 people have been
given poljtical jobs during the last year—all to be
paid for by thé taxpayerS of America.

In fact you will find that they are considerably lower

than the average price of lumber over a period of years.

It is true prices are higher than they were in the past

few depression years but those prices were not real

prices, they were merely attempts on the part of lumber

manufacturers to try to get enough business to keep

v their heads above water. They were starvation prices

and could not be expected to last for any great length

of time. In order to survive at all lumber dealers and

manufacturers were virtually forced to sell their surplus

stocks atlany price they could get. Prices were not bas-

ed on manufactured costs but rather on conditions dic-
tated by economic necessity.
