In some parfs of the city, the
water pressure 1s so low_that resi-
dents cannot get sufficient water
for. n_ecessar¥ ousehold purposes.
This is due to the inadequate size
of some mains to carry the vol-
ume_of water necessary to supp
the total demand, therefore those
living toward the outer sections of
the Water system are prevented
from having sufficient water for
their needs.

PRINCE EDWARD Island, a prov-
ince of {88,000 inhabitants, has
hail only one divorce in almost 100
years.

It is only 24 hours by truiD from
Boston, and the inhabitants have
adopted pnictfcally all American
habits—except divorce. That s,
they read American magazines and
newspapers, buy American goods,
see American motion pictures. The
island is a popular American tour-
ist haunt ajnd it is said that prac-
tically all its families have relatives
and friends In the United States.
They are prosperous, the law nd-
mits of divorce, and ‘only a per-
centage of the population”have re-.
llglous  prohibitions  against it.
How. then, or rather why, has this
community esca(>ud the well-known
virus that so cuts into our mar-
riage records?

William S. Dutton has quoted the
governor of Prince Edward Island
as giving tlje explanation. He says:
“"When a community la overwhelm-
ingly aguittst a thing, you simply
have none of It

“Divorce here is looked upon as
ao admission of failure. It is a
mark against a man’s record, a
thing he must explain. The di-
vorced man has failed 14 his dnty”
as W home-maker, a husband, and a
father, and few duties In life are
higher than these three.  Public
opinion onj Prince Edward island
demands that a man give the same
attention and effort to marriage
that he gives dally to his business.
Consequently, divorce does not ex-
ist on the ‘island.”

Shall wel follow Prince Edward
Island 14_this matter of the divorce
rate which so concerns thinkini
people. today, and to combat whicl
suggestions; are made daily from
every rostrum and every pulpit as.,
well” as through the medium of
print? Shall we draw back from
our modern emphasis on the indi-
vidual’s right to happiness and “an-
other chance” and frown people out
of thoughts of seeking that happi-
ness by changing mates?

It would probably work—for when
has public opinion not had that
power? The question is how do
we take to a method that might re-
mind some of Puritan whipping
posts and fucking stopls? How far
shall we-go with regulation of Indi-
vidual lives by public opinion—even
though in the' majority of cases such
regulation would certainly be “for
their own good.”
