Thousands Of Dollars

Release Of Sum Comes
Three And One-Half
Years Previous To
Former Expectations

Release of $638,000.00 from the
Depositors State bank of North-
ville began Wednesday morning
following a telephone “call from
the Detroit office of the RPC
Tuesday evening.

The release of the large sum of
money completing!the full pay-
ment of the 60 per cent mora-
torium fund comes after weeks of
negotiation in which the RFC
agreed to take over $150,000 of
preferred stock in the local bank
if $20,000 more preferred stock
could be subscribed and paid_for
locally. Approval has been given
the transaction by the Federal
Deposit.  Insurance  Corporation
and the Michigan State
department.

AM restrictions have been lifted
against moratorium deposits and
thex are now payable on demand.
If holders of moratorium certifi-
cates leave their money in the
Depositors bank their ‘account is
covered by federal insurance up
to $5,000.

Articles of associa-
tion were amended to increase the
capital stock to $260,000 In the
following manner: By the issu-
ance of %150,000 preferred A stock
to be sold to the RFC: $20,000
preferred B stock to be subscribed
and paid for Iocall¥ in ten days.
This ‘was done. 26 local purchas-
ers taking™over the preferred B
stock. The $90,000 common stock
on which the bank opened com-
pletes the $260,000 set-up.

July 3L
word was received here that the
RFC had deposited $150,000 to
the credit of the local bank and
that approval to go ahead had
been %lven_ by the FDIC and the
state banking department. Re-
lease of the ~moratorium money
began on Wednesday morning,
August 1. and will continue.

_ The preferred stock will be re-
tired. say bank officials, within
five years and will p_aP(] holders
four per cent interest. The 40
cent trust fund is still in effect
and will be paid out when liquid-
ation of the bank’s assets reaches
a suitable point.

The Depositors State bank, a
merger of the best assets of the
former Lapham State  Savings
bank and the Northville State
Savings bank, has been open
since January 28, 1933. In little
over a year and a half of its ex-
istence "the bank has made the
followm_P payments to depositors:
In April’ and September ten per
cent of the moratorium fund and
sums of ten dollars and_ under
were paid, a total . of $105,000.
The next moratorium payment of
fifteen per cent would not be due,
under terms of the opening plan,
until January. 1935, but now the
whole moratorium fund is_being
distributed three and a half years
ahead of time.—Northville Rec-
ord.

Continued Dry
Hot Weather IS
Killing Crop

Farmers Give Up All
Hope Of Railsing
Enough For Own Use

Drought Doing As Much
Damage Here As In
The Middle West—
Farmers In Despair

Another week of intense heat,
another week of no rain and an-
other week in prospect of contin-
ued drought weather has brought
to farmers and ?ardeners in the
Plymouth area almost total ruin
of all late crops. .

True Jhere may be a little com
some potatoes in lowlands an
maybe some root crops, but the
ield will be the smallest ever
nown in this locality.

While press dispatches_tell of
the continued destruction  of
crops in the west, residents in this
part of Michigan have just be-
gun to realize that farmers here
are suffering almost as bad as
they are in the midwest from
the” drought.

Without question this is going
to be the most disasterous year In
the history of Michigan farmlnP.

Berry growers lost” practically
their éntire crop early In the
summer. The strawberry croj
which generally brings in a good-
y sum to growers, amounted to
practically nothing and since that
time the” drought has continued
its havoc.

The ’grain and hay r
amounted to practically” nothing
at all and there are n0 prospects
for even a fair yield of com. po-
tatoes and beans this fall.

A shower Wednesday night
passed over a section of ‘Oakland
county, but not a drop fell in
this vicinity. .

Pumps that have never dried
up before are now producing no
water. Streams are runnm?( the
lowest they have ever been known
to be in tl is_{)art of Michigan.

Coupled with the dry weather,
the heat continues. It is not on_IP/
hot here, but the heat prevails
in_all parts of the country.

Topeka. Kan., reported one
death when the mercury reached
109. Higher temperatures were
reported in other parts of the
state Wednesday.

Other hot spots on the map o
discomfort, which stretched frbm
the Alleghanies to the Rockies,
were Lincoln, Neb., and St. Louis,
both of which had readings of 106
degrees; Kansas City, Mo., where
it was 105, and Des Moines. la..

“extermely bad" from the Missi-
ssippi west to the Rockies, with
crops deteriorating rapidly under
the abnormally high temperatur-
es.

The entire Middle West Wed-
nesday was an lIslahd of heat
bounded by fairly cool weather
on both Coasts. Even in the Rocky
Mountain States the mercury
reached the nineties. Readings of
96 were recorded in Pueblo ~and
Sheridan. Wyo., and in Miles
City. Mont.

It was the hottest day on rec-
ord for Columbus, Mo. The mer-
cury there hit 1084, while t
reading of 108 was made at Jef-
ferson City, Mo. .

Rain refieved some sections of
the heat belt, but where the mer-
cury was relatively low excessive-
Ify high humidity made it uncom-
ortable. In Milwaukee the ther-
mometer registered 80, but the
humidity was 92. i

Sow Winter Wheat
On Fly-Free Dates

The Hessian fly. Michigan's
worst insect pest on wheat, has
taken advantage of the hot. dry
weather to increase sufficiently
in numbers to cause serious dam-
age in next year's crop unless
ily-lIree planfing dates are ob-
served. according to the —ento-
mology dﬁgartment at  Michigan
State "College.

Control of this insect is based
upon the creature’s egg laying
habits. Adult flies lay ““eggs~ on
the young wheat plants early in
the fall_and tiny larvae pass the
winter in cases” tucked ~between
the leaves and the stalk of the
plant. The larvae increase in size
m the spring and often cause
enough injury to the stalk
cause the ‘plant to lodge or
to produce a normal head

Egg laying by adult flies stops
at certain periods in September
‘depending on the weather con-
ditions and the latitude. Observ-
ations by the entomology depart-
ment over a_Benod of years have
made it possible to detérmine the
dates after which wheat can be
P_Ianted safely in Michigan coun-
ies. The dates vary according to
distance north from the south-

boundary, and the influence

classification does not mean that
the efforts_ of livestock men to
help the situation should be re-
laxed. Reduction of freight rates
on feeds will he1lp only if hay and
grains can. be found’ at prices
which make it practical to feed
them to livestock. No trouble is
expected in finding plenty of
grain but the purchase of hay
other roughage will be a different
matter.

All livestock and dairy cattle
owners_organizations in Michigan
are using all possible means ™ to
call the ‘seriousness_of the situa-
tion to the, attention of their
members. There is npt enough hay
in Michigan or within any reason-
able shipping distance in other
states to carry the present num-
ber of cattle in Michigan through
next winter. i

Adjustments will have to be
made in the herds by the owners.
Only the owner knows which ani-
mals can best be spared with
the least damage to his = future
plans. Present market prices for
the common grades of cattle are
extremely low and some_terminal
markets “are glutted with such
stock. No cattle should be shipped
to any market until the condi-
tions there are known. Slaughter
and consumption of the cattle at
home either as fresh meat or as
canned or preserved beef is pre-
ferable if it possibly can be done®
