EDUCATION
Three outstanding problems confront the people 

of Michigan. First and more important than all 
others is the question of continued educational 
facilities for the boys and girls of Michigan. Taxa­
tion and welfare, the other two major issues of the 
present, should be considered not as separate 
issues, but as a part of the educational problem of 
the state.

One cannot help but be impressed by the ener­
getic efforts of Dr. Paul Volker. Superintendent of 
Public Instruction, in behalf of the future educa­
tional opportunities of the state. Dr. Volker has 
given almost his entire life to educational prob­
lems. When he discusses this question one should 
rightly give more than passing notice to his state­
ments. Time and again during the past year or so 
he has warned the people of Michigan as to ‘he 
danger confronting the future education of young 
America. Not only has he pointed out the danger 
that lies ahead, but he makes clear the imme­
diate peril that confronts the public schools.

Without education the United States as a na­
tion is lost. Without education we as a people will 
within an exceedingly brief span of generations be­
come roving tribes again. That has happened moie 
than once in world history and it is agreed by 
those who have made a careful study of histu'y 
that it can easily happen again.

When one so eminently qualified to speak as Dr. 
Volker points out this danger and his warnings 
are not heeded or apparently given the slightest 
attention by those in authority, we cannot help 
but wonder if maybe after all the menace con­
fronting education is not greater than we fear.

Dr. Volker is urging,teachers and the parents of 
present day school children to become aroused to 
the danger.

( Pointing pyt that Ney York and California have 
fhanaged finances so that they have no school 
crisis. Dr. Voelker declares that Michigan schools 
have been kept open during the past year largely 
on hope ar,d promises. “We won a fight last year 
for $15,000,000 which was inadequate, but we did 
not even get this in actual cash. We finally got 
$1,700,00 after much wrangling anp later $5,000,- 
000 more after we had annoyed the authorities 
again and again.

"The impending battle for state support,” he 
said, “will be more bloody than the one we have 
gone through the last year. It will be a social 
battle. Its outcome will determine the kind of 
people we are going to have, the kind of world we 
are going to live in. If certain interests have their 
way, education is going to be limited to a favored 
few. We will have education on the old German 
system. One-third of the eligibles became drunk­
ards, another third fell by the wayside, and the 
last third rule Germany.

"The schools are absolutely necessary to the

continuation of the present form of government." 
he declared. "The only hope of continuing our 
present form is to continue our present type of 
education.

"Some teachers have expressed their reticence 
in accepting money from liquor sales to keep the 
schools going. My friends. I haven’t the faintest 
interest in where the money is coming from if it 
keeps the schools open. The liquor tax is all right 
with me. I want money to pay teachers and keep 
children in the classrooms."

He continues that the schools must demand and 
secure sufficient funds for operation and main­
tenance and "cease being satisfied with crumbs 
from the master’s table.”

Surely the time has come for an aroused pub­
lic interest in the greatest problem of the day— 
education.

HE SPEAKS WITH AUTHORITY
Judge George M. Clark, of Muskegon, for many 

years a member of the Michigan supreme court, 
a few days ago issued a statement in which he 
strongly recommended to the people of Michigan 
the nomination and election of Alex J. Groesbeck 
as Governor. He made it clear that the problems of 
the day are of such a nature that only one of 
the tireless driving and organizing ability of the 
former Governor should be placed at the head of 
the state government. Judge Clark in the past has 
not always been a Groesbeck supporter but he 
realizes, his statement makes clear, that the se­
rious problems of the day require the administra­
tive ability, the force and the fairness of Groes­
beck to solve them as they should be. Judge Clark 
in part said:

"It is difficult these days to find men of foim- 
er Governor Groesbeck's experience and ability to 
interest themselves in public work.

"No governor of this state ever made a greater 
record of achievement. As a member of the Su­
preme Court. I had frequent occasion to observe 
his work as attorney general and governor at close 
range and I have never known a man who de­
voted himself more steadfastly to the interests of 
the public as a whole than did Alex Groesbeck.

"His ability, of course, nobody ever questioned; 
his capacity for hard work seem unbelievably lim­
itless: his creative genius made history and his re­
fusal to be swerved from his lofty ideals of gov­
ernment by selfish individuals or groups or par­
ticular interests has become legendary.

"He organized the Department of Labor and In- j 
dustry and put working men on the board to set­
tle compensation cases. He organized the Depart­
ment of agriculture, built 2.400 miles of hard sur­
faced highway and reorganized the State High­
way Department. He organized the Conservation 
Department and established the purchasing de­
partment.” the statement declared.

"Gov. Groesbeck created the Welfare Depart­
ment. built new State schools and hospitals, 
brought legislatioh for payment of the soldiers’ 
bonus, established the hospital at Battle Creek for 
tubercular veterans, helped established homes for 
orphan children of war veterans."

THE RIGHT KIND
One of the good signs of the times is the quality 

of candidates offering themselves for public serv­
ice. True it is that there are hordes of misfits and 
nincompoops seeking your votes for public office 
but on the whole there are a number of good men 
who have offered themselves for public service. 
One of these is Walter Stanley, who would be­
come a member of the state legislature from Oak­
land county. Mr. Stanley has long been a student 
of public affairs. He is acquainted with state prob­
lems and fortunately he has the viewpoint of the 
masses. Our hope is that he will win and that 
scores of others of his caliber will go to Lansing 
with him for the next session of the state legisla­
ture.

A CHRISTMAS TREE
Once in a while Edward A. Nowack, editor of 

the Michigan State Digest, provides a bit of in­
formation in his Lansing newspaper that the pub­
lic secures from no other source. In his last issue 
and under the above heading, he reveals some in­
teresting facts pertaining to the present admini­
stration of the old age pension law. He says:

"The State Christmas tree is showering down 
plums again. They may be wormy, and sour, but 
still—they are plums.

"The old age pension law. that beneficent 
piece of legislation to which the Democrats point 
with pride, has begun to function. The first checks 
for aged indigent were sent forth, seeds the Demo­
crats hope will bring back a bountiful harvest 
next November. But what seeds.

"The top monthly pension sent out by the state 
was about $9 iNine dollars, not ninety). In some 
communities they averaged much less. The nine 
dollars is a monthly payment—not a weekly allow­
ance. Do you remember during the legislature 
when proponents of the head tax screamed—"an 
old age pension law will drive the poor houses out 
of business, will let the old people live in decency 
and respect in their own homes?”

“Nine dollars a month. Pensions of that size are 
entirely wasted. They are not enough to support 
any indigent person. Therefdre they either must 
go to those already in poor houses—who will stay 
there and.spend the extra money for lollypops: or 
they must be passed out as gifts to aged persons 
now on the welfare, who must continue to be on 
welfare and will use the nine dollars to buy trim­
mings. For all of which the taxpayers will pay.

"Oh. charity, great indeed are some of the acts 
wrought in thy name."

So $9 a month went to one of the aged and the 
office holders are getting the rest of it. Verily, 
we say. what a farcial thing is the name of 
decency!

WHEN OBJECTS OF CHARITY STRIKE
The spectacle of striking welfare workers, and 

their use of an auditorium in a city-owned college, 
led by a communist with a Jail record, impresses 
us again with the complete reversal of social 
thinking that has developed during the past gene­
ration.

Many statisticians have told you how many bil­
lions of dollars must be spent to overcome the de­
pression. Sensible economists are viewing with 
alarm because they see a tremendous burden upon 
the taxpayers within the next ten years.

But. to our way of thinking, the financial cost 
of the depression, although back-breaking, will be 
trivial compared with the price of paternalism. 
Who knows how many people we have taught that 
they could live without working? Who knows how 
much initiative has been extracted from the minds 
and souls of how many American people?

Individual initiative was the basis—and the only 
basis—of this form of government. Take it away 
and you change the government. A paternalistic 
government is not a democracy.

If we are to continue under our constitution as 
a democracy, we must stage a gigantic revival and 
save a lot of souls.—The Detroiter.

WHY GROESBECK IS A 
CANDIDATE

"How much longer." says Murl 
DeFoe in the Charlotte Republic­
an. "is the Groesbeck-Green feud 
going to be the major issue in the 
Republican party in Michigan? 
Isn’t it about time the matter 
of state affairs received a little 
attention?"

"Yes, Murl. we think it is time 
but we don’t agree that the ques­
tion this time is really a Groes­
beck-Green question; not with 
those who have drafted Groes­
beck. A more exact designation of 
the issue would be. "Is the coming 
election to be a 'Gang of Repub­
licans' vs. a 'Gang of Democrats' 
or is it to be clean government, 
devoid of chiselers vs. a "gang." 
It was a "gang" that put the Re­
publican party in Michigan where 
it is. The people who rebelled 
thought that they got rid of the 
"gang" when they voted Corn- 
stock in. Instead they got a 
"gang" of Democrats. Our gang 
of Republicans capitalized upon 
the popularity of Frank D. Fitz- 
geiald. stealthily, designedly and 
with malice aforethought. Many 
who want clean government have 
revolted against the gang. That's 
what brought Groesbeck into the 
race, not opposition to Mr. Fitz­
gerald; not enmity to Fred Green. 
Any other clean, capable man to 
lead this protest would have ans­
wered the purpose just as fully as 
Groesbeck but the man to make 
the sacrifice couldn't be found.

You may re­
call that Green got Judge Jef­
fries into the same strategic posi­
tion four years ago. to cut into 
Groesbeck's natural Wayne Coun­
ty votes.

So long as Michigan's Republic­
an Party is dominated with such 
selfish and hateful motives, it 
will not become re-established in 
the hearts and minds of the great 
majority of taxpayers; and it 
won't deserve to. Johnny Smith 
is a mercenary politician, capable 
of course, but ^ne who plays the 
game with every trick known to 
expediency and personal selfish­
ness.

It is unfortunate that the field 
was not left open to Fitzgerald 
and Groesbeck, both of whom 
have had considerable experience 
in State affairs.

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Women Prisoners Taught Beauty 
Secrets As Well As How To Garden

Mrs. Katherine Campbell Relates In Detail The 
Work Done For Benefit Of Prison Farm Inmates

25 YEARS AGO
Interesting Mta of news 

Taken from Plymouth Mail

How to make pretty girls and 
women look more pretty, how to 
grow flowers and raise chickens 
—end how to wash dishes and 
scrub are all among the various 
occupations taught the women 
inmates of the Detroit House of 
Correction according to Mrs. 
Katherine Campbell, superintend­
ent of the Women’s Division.

In her interesting talk recent­
ly before Plymouth Rotarians, 
Mrs. Campbell revealed much in­
teresting information about the 
prison. Among other things she 
said:

In dealing with women delin- 
xjuents, our problem manifests 
itself in the question—How can 
these women attain reconstruc­
tion. rehabilitation, improvement 
mentally, morally and physically? 
We believe that improvement can 
be achieved by providing real life 
situations in which the inmate 
may learn by doing. Our policy is 
to keep the inmate constantly 
busy and to arouse her creative 
instincts. We encourage the use 
of every spare moment and dis­
courage idleness. With these 
ideals in mind, we have created a community life in our institu­
tion in which the inmates receive 
training in cooking, cleansing, 
general housework, sewing, oc­
cupational training, school work 
and gardening, as well as train- 
tag in the commercially equipped 
cannery, laundry, garment fac­
tory and chicken husbandry. For 
this reason we house the women 
in family groups, in individual 
cottages, where the work is done 
in family style and where the 
training stresses economy, clean­
liness. simplicity and utility. The 
women are required to spend eight 
hours a day at some constructive 
work in the various departments. 
The success of this system de­
pends not alone upon the reality 
of the environment set up, but 
upon the sympathetic introspec­
tion of the officers of the admin­
istration to keep these officers 
of a high class personnel.

The eight cottages, one of 
which the inmate is assigned to 
are linked together with low gar­
den walls. Each cottage accomo­
dates thirty-four inmates, who 
live as an individual family. Each 
inmate has a room to herself. 
There is a metal bed; dresser; 
chair; small rug; mirror; ward­
robe hooks; lavatory with hot 
and cold running water; -radiator 
and an electric light fixture. 
Windows are of shatter proof 
glass, without bars, which the 
girl may adjust herself, and are 
so constructed as to allow amply 
ventilation and sunlight and still 
permit no possible means of es­
cape. Inmates suit their own 
fancy in room decorations by 
constructive efforts on their part. 
Each cottage has a large living 
room, dining room, kitchen and 
pantry, and bedrooms for the cot­
tage officers. Each cottage is de­
signed to promote home life. In 
the living rooms we have a radio 
and a piano. Attractively colored 
rag rugs are on the floors, potted 
plants and flowers adorn the 
rooms and all furniture, tables, 
chairs, etc. are painted in bright

factories or other occupations 
and remain there until 5 o'clock. 
Supper Is served at 5:15 p. m. 
Their recreation hours are from 
5:30 to 8:30 when they go to their 
rooms. Lights are out at 0:00 p. 
m. Three baths a week are com­
pulsory and In numerous cases, 
upon entrance to the Institution, 
this ruling has to be enforced 
upon the inmate. After a few 
weeks the inmate of her own voli­
tion. not only follows the pres­
cribed three baths a week but in­
creases it to one and two baths 
each day.

Taking up the various divisions 
of occupational work to which 
the Inmate may be assigned; first: 
the Garment Factory. This Is 
a splendidly ventilated and well 
lighted room and houses forty- 
four power machines. The value 
of the training In this industry 

two-fold: The women are 
taught to sew for their families, 
and also learn the factory system, 
which prepared them to make a 
living ta garment factories when 
they are released. Under the di­
rection of an officer, the women 
are allowed to cut, sew and com­
plete garments. Economy of ef­
fort and efficiency are taught ta 
the cutting of material and all 
scrap materials are utilized. Long 
strips of narrow cut cloth are 
salvaged and used to make the 
fingers ta work gloves. When 
socks can be darned no more, the 
tops are used as wrist bands for 
work gloves — the remainder 
used for mops. We mend on an 
average of 1500 socks a month for 
the Men’s Division. We make all 
our leather goods, with the ex­
ception of shoes, out of the tops
of old automobiles which have 
been confiscated by the city of 
Detroit. In 1133 besides twenty- 
nine thousand six hundred new 
garments that were made, forty- 
one .thousand garments^were re­
paired. Each month when the in­
ventory is taken of this depart­
ment, the women who are capable 
of handling the mathematical end 
are required to assist with this 
work.

During the past year we have 
added to our enterprises a Knit­
ting Department, ta which 
nave installed machines for knit­
ting stockings and socks. We 
supply all the stockings and socks 
required for the institution, be­
sides having a surplus to furnish 
other institutions.

The Occupational Therapy De­
partment receives all materials 
that are too small to be of use to 
the garment factory. We have 
some Inmates ta this department 
who are skilled workers with a 
needle. Many are physically and 
mentally unfit for other types of 
work and It is our endeavor to 
keep them occupied and to teach 
them as much as possible. The 
inmates are usually placed there 
when first received and kept there 
until we are able to ascertain the 
work best suited for them. We 
purchase scraps of material from 
dress factories for carpet rags, 
which the women are taught to 
cut, sew and weave on hand 
looms into rag rugs, also taught 
to piece quilts. The pieces too 
small for carpet rags and quilts

Attached to each cottage is a 
vegetbale and flower garden. Ev­
ery inmate is required to work 
part of her leisure time in the 
garden and the vegetables are 
used on the table ta the cottage.
We also have a six acre tract of 
land which is used for the grow­
ing of vegetables. After the 
ground is plowed, the women 
plant and care for these crops.

Training ta domestic science is 
a feature of the home making 
instructions given the inmate.
An inmate cook and an assistant 
prepare the meals, and two In­
mate waitresses serve ta the din­
ing room. These occupations are 
changed as often as practicable, 
so that each inmate may receive 
this training. Blackboards are 
used to record food values and 
selection of items for each meal 
is left to the discretion of each 
cottage caok, under the super­
vision of her officers, the only 
requirement being that the week­
ly amount of supplies apportion­
ed each cottage, balance out. The 
meals are served en famllle with 
6 to 8 women at at able and an 
inmate at each table acting as a 
hostess.

The inmate arises at 7 a. m. 
dresses, cleans her room for in­
fection and then assembles ta 
the living room and awaits the 
call for breakfast. After break­
fast. those who care to have their 
smoke at 8 a. m. the women from 
each cottage are sent to their 
respective occupations, where they 
stay until 11:30 a. m. when they 
return to their cottages for din­
ner. At 12:30 they return to the

. __  _______  ______  The
drug addicts are first given such 
work as cutting the strips of 
rags. The process of cutting 
strips of material Into exact 
widts and sewing the lengths to­
gether evenly, provides a habit 
forming task for them. We give 
them every means to promote 
their learning these tasks. The 
muscles of the hands and arms 
finally become trained and it is 
believed that this type of repitl- 
tion of movement bears an im- 
proving influence on the brain. 
The addicts are also given burlap 
sacks out of which to pull the 
threads which later are woven in­
to mats and rugs. The blending of 
colors and tying of knots are also 
habit formtag tasks given to the 
drug addicts. Simple designs, 
varied colors, and a creative In­
terest brings forth many articles 
which we sell. This work not only 
cultivates good taste, but stimu­
lates creative ability. It can do 
much for character building ta 
that it helps to stabilize the emo­
tions. It is our earnest endeavor 
to develop and to stimulate latent 
talents.

In the Cannery, where the work 
Is done by the women, all,, fruits 
and vegetbales that are raised on 
the Detroit House of Correction 
Farm and not used for daily con­
sumption are canned according to 
the most modern methods. From 
the month of June until Christ­
mas. this department is busy 
canning, not .only for the Detroit 
House of Correction, but for other 
institutions, such as Eloise Hos­
pital. Wayne Comity Training 
School. May bury Sanatorium and 
several other nearby cities, such

Small Places To
Get Housing Aid

Americans who live ta small 
communities and on farms should 
benefit as much as the city dwell­
ers from the Modernization Credit 
Plan of the Federal Housing Ad­
ministration. under provisions of 
the National Housing Act as pro­
posed by President Roosevelt, en­
acted by Congress and put into 
operation by Administrator James 
A. Moffett.

Success of the Modernization 
Program is believed by Mr. Mof­
fett to depend fully as much upon 
the response and cooperation of 
the farmer and the citizen of the 
small community as upon those 
who live ta metropolitan areas.

At least, the need on the farm 
for repairs, alterations and * im­
provements is as great as in? the 
city, as indicated by a current 
Farm Housing Survey of the De­
partment of Agriculture.

Preliminary figures of this sur­
vey indicate that out of every 100 
farm houses, probably 50 are 
under the minimum standard of 
livability: that 15 out of each 
hundred houses need new founda­
tions. 15,4b 20 need new roofs, 10 
to 15 need new floors, ten need 
new walls and a large number 
lack bath facilities.

Through the
Program of the Federal Housing 
Administration, which got under 
way August 10, the United States 
Government offers the farmer as 
well as the city dweller the means 
of bringing his home up to mod­
ern American living standards, 
and also of Improving his bams 
and other buildings, through the 
regular banks and other lending 
agencies of his community.

In the drought-stricken States 
many fanners will be helped in 
deepening wells or digging new 
wells.

No money is given away and 
the borrower does not deal direct­
ly with the Federal Housing Ad­
ministration. But the money is 
made available as “character 
loans” through regular establish­
ed lending agencies.

The Federal Housing Admini­
stration insures the lending in­
stitution against 100 per cent of 
all loss, provided the total of such 
loss does not exceed 20 per cent 
of the total volume of such cred­
its advanced.

Property owners who receive an 
income ta form of proceeds from 
the sale of agricultural crops or 
live-stock may pay the install­
ments corresponding to the dates 
on which they receive their 
come, provided they make pay­
ments at least once a year to 
meet the interest and reduce the 
principal.

Any approved bank, trust com­
pany. building and loan associa­
tion. farm credit institution or 
other lending agency has all the 
necessary information for the 
person seeking a Modernization 
Loan. Here is a concise summary, 
however, of information the pro­
perty owner needs to go about 
getting such a loan:

A Modernization Loan 1: 
solely for the purpose of repair­
ing. altering or improving your 
home, bam. silo, shop store 
other building (also deepening or 
digging wells ta drought-stricken 
States). Diversion of the money 
to any other purpose Is strictly 
prohibited.

2. The loan cannot be for less 
than $100 or Tor more than $2.- 
000. In addition, the borrower 
must have a bona fide source of 
income equal to at least five times 
the annual payments.

3. The loan can be made for 
terms of one. two and three years, 
but may be paid ta full earlier 
than the maturity date If the bor­
rower desires.

4. Maximum charges. Including 
interest and all fees, cannot ex­
ceed an amount equivalent to $5 
discount per year per $100 orig­
inal face amount of the note.

5. To get a Modernization Loan, 
the property owner must present 
to the bank or other lending in­
stitution a precise estimate of the 
cost of the improvements and 
must be able to prove that they 
are necessary or advisable.

6. In additign, the property 
owner must file a Property Own­
er’s Credit Statement, showing 
his financial condition, sources 
and amount of income and other 
information necessary to deter­
mine his ability to repay the loan.

If the bank considers the im­
provements advisable, and the 
property owner able to meet the 
payments when due. It can ad­
vance the money on the person­
al note of the property owner. 
The note must be signed by both 
husband and wife. If the proper­
ty owner is married. No mortgage 
or collateral security is neces­
sary. unless State laws or the 

I bank officials demand it. Modernization AdnllnistraU)r Molfett asks 
each property owner to do these 
things: Look over your properties, 
especially your home, and deter­
mine what Improvements are ne­
cessary or advisable. Get exact 
estimates of their costs. Take 
these estimates to your bank or 
other lending institution and ap­
ply for a Modernization Loan, 
which you should get If the im­
provements are Justifiable and 
your income sufficient to repay 
the loan. Then sign the contract 
and tell the contractor to start 
at once. Or, if you are doing the 
job yourself, buy the materials 
and go ahead with the work of 
modernizing your property.

Grow_Alarmmg
Prediction of almost a total loss 

of late crops ta this vicinity ta 
last week's issue of The Plym­
outh Mail due to the long con­
tinued drought, was confirmed 
this week ta the crop report just 
released by the Michigan Co-op­
erative Crop Reporting Service of 
the Department of Agriculture. 
Dry. hot weather all during July 
caused a sharp decline ta the 
condition of corn, field beans 
and potatoes says the report.

The damage to these crops was 
most severe ta southern counties. 
In the Upper Peninsula, north­
ern half of the Lower Peninsula 
and ta most counties of the Sag­
inaw valley and Thumb area, 
prospects are considerably above 
the state average. Rains on Aug­
ust 2 and weather conditions 
since that date have been more 
favorable for late crops, but more 
precipitation is needed, especial­
ly in the southern part of the 
state.

The condition of the Michigan 
field bean crop was reported at 
52 per cent of normal for Aug­
ust 1. a decline of 19 points since 
July 1 and the lowest figure for 
that date ta 21 years of records. 
Excessive temperatures' blasted 
much of the bloom on early fields 
particularly ta central and south- 
central counties where August 1 
prospects were reported at only 
about 45 per cent of normal. The 
indicated Michigan production, 
based on the August 1 condition 
of 52 per cent, amounts to 2.412.- 
000 bags as against 3.519,000 
bags harvested ta 1933 and a 5- 
year average crop of 2,803,000

The indicated Michigan produc­
tion, based on this early season 
condition figure, is for a crop of 
20,250,000 bushels which com­
pares with 20.670.000 bushels for 
1933 and 21,511,000 bushels the 
average crop for the 5 years. 1927- 
31. Prospects for the nation’s po­
tato crop also declined during 
July, the August 1 forecast being 
327,251.000 bushels, about 2 per 
cent more than the crop harvest­
ed in 1933 but 10 per cent less 
than the average production for 
the 5 years preceding 1932.

Michigan's 1934 corn crop, es­
timated at 30.030,000 bushels 
from August 1 conditions, promis­
es to be 29 per cent less than that 
harvested in 1933. although still 
12 per cent larger than the short 
crop of 1930. Cutting of corn for 
fodder and ensilage had started 
in southern Michigan by Aug. 1 as 
a result of drought damage to 
this crop. The July heat wave 
came when many early fields 
were ta the tassel stage and fired

[much of the acreage, particular - 
' ly on light lands. Late plantings 
for forage have also suffered 
from the continued drought add­
ing to the seriousness of the feed 
shortage already prevailing as a 
result of a poor hay crop and the 
low record condition of pastures.

Michigan fruit crops have ta 
most cases withstood the drought 
exceptionally well. Damage from 
insects and diseases has been 
light, but high temperatures dur­
ing July caused some sun-scald 
injury to early apples. August 1 
estimates for Michigan fruits were 
as follows, the 1933 harvested 
estimates being given ta parenthe­
ses: apples, total crop 5,387,009 
bushels (8.651.000): apples, com­
mercial crop. 3.520,000 bushels 
5.184.000); peaches. 235.000 bush­
els (215.000); pears. 674.000 bush­
els (532.000); plums. 227.000 
bushels (190.000); cherries. 26,- 
560 tons (27.300): grapes. 57,927 
tons (58.562)

I good cuts at a very low cost.

Beef is ready to be corned as 
soon as it has cooled out thorough- 

J ly. The meat should be cut ’in 
pieces four to six inches square, 
and salted down by using 10 
pounds of course salt fo 100 
pounds of meat. A layer of salt 
is placed on the bottom of the 
container, then a layer of meat, 
and so on alternately to the top 
of the meat which should be cov­
ered with a layer of salt. The 
meat is allowed to stand for 12 
hours and then is covered with a 
brine.

The brine is made up of four 
pounds of sugar and two ounces 
of saltpeter dissolved in four 
gallons of water for each 100 
pounds of meat. The brine is 
poured over the meat which is 
then covered with a loose board 
weighted down.

The meat should be watched 
and. if any changes occur so 
that the brine is not clear, the 
meat should be taken out, the 
container ' thoroughly cleaned, 
and a new brine added. The new 
brine may be reduced in strength 
if the meat was in the first brine 
for considerable time.

Beef can be prepared for dry­
ing by using the same brine as 
for corned beef except that one 
more pound of sugar for each 
100 pounds of beef should be 
added. The portion of the car-' 
cass commonly cut into round 
steak makes the best dried beef. 
The meat should be cut in strips 
with the grain for drying.

After the beef has become cur­
ed in the brine, it is removed, 
smoked, and hung in a dry place. 
The meat can be used any time 
after it has been smoked but it 
continues to dry and can be held 
for long periods if moisture is 
kept from it.

Sees Fisherman Land 
A 47 Pound Cat Fish

Mr. and Mrs. William Garrett 
have returned from a vacation 
trip to Joliet and Kankakee. Illi­
nois, where much of the time was 
spent at a cottage of relatives.

in reading, writing and arithme­
tic. classes in grammar, short­
hand, short story writing, science 
of foods, physiology and social 
psychology, which includes ad­
justment.

While school work is not com­
pulsory 98 per cent of the in­
mates attend. Miss Lovewell re­
ports splendid progress being 
made. The teachers receive no 
compensation for their work, 
with the exception of their eve­
ning meal on school night.

Inmates relaize it is to their 
advantage to be granted good 
time allowances, by having satis­
factory work and conduct re­
ports; however for those who 
become unruly we must use some 
form of punishment. We study 
the individual and if persuasive 
methods are not effective, it is 
necessary to use more stringent 
measures. We find that by de­
priving them of their smoke, we 
accomplish as good results as by 
more rigid forms of punishment, 
in a great many cases. Another 
form of punishment is to lock the 
inmate in her room immediately 
after supper, not permitting her 
to mingle with other inmates; 
exclude her from entertainments; 
taking part in recreational activ­
ities; having visits writing or re­
ceiving communications, etc./, For 
more strict punishment the <in- 
mate is confined to her room, not 
being permitted to work and earn 
the 10 cents a day granted by the 
institution. For more severe pun­
ishment to be dealt to the inmate, 
of the more hardened type, we 
isolate her in a room in the Hos­
pital Building, where we have 
three rooms reserved for this pur­
pose. For the most rigid punish­
ment, used when all other meth­
ods fail—we place the Inmate In 
a reflection cell in the basement 
of the Administration Building, 
giving her rations of bread and 
water. A day or two of this mode 
of punishment is usually suffi­
cient. A punishment report is 
kept of each misdeameanor. 
showing punishment given, and 
this is used in reckoning the good 
time allowance for the inmate.

A monthly “Work and Conduct 
Report” on each inmate is an­
other feature of our rehabilita­
tion program. Gradings from one 
to five cover the markings on 
Effort. Courtesy, Self-Control, 
Reliability. Stability, and Service. 
The cottage officers, as well as 
various shop officers, having con-'

tact with the inmate, score these 
ratings which reach the Superin­
tendent’s desk for observation 
and investigation. These records 
have proven a valuable and con­
cise method of determining eli­
gibility for parole by the parole 
commissioner, as well as a furth­
erance of our efforts of case in­
vestigation and the program of 
rehabilitation.

Personally, I am very proud of 
this splendid group of buildings, 
but to complete the Women's 
Division, as outlined in the ori­
ginal plans, we should have an 
Isolated cottage, to care for un­
ruly inmates—then we could do 
away with the punishments cells. 
We also need a recreational 
building, ln which we could have 
our school work, a creamery, 
where all dairy work could be 
taken care of by women, with 
the exception of the milking and 
care of the cows: Greenhouses 
are also a requisite at this divi­
sion. These buildings are under 
contempltaion, but due to the 
financial oondition throughout 
the country, we have been unable 
to have them built.

It is my belief, after exhaustive 
research and personal investiga­
tion among inmates of various 
penal institutions that the aim of 
the Women’s Division of the De­
troit House of Correction is to 
make incarceration or punish­
ment a preparation for a better 
life; a free, law respecting life 
in the vast majority of cases. Dr. 
R. D. MacKenzie of the Univer­
sity of Michigan has referred to 
women’s institutions throughout 
the country as ‘‘notoriously cost­
ly for the reason that the small 
number of Inmates make an eco­
nomic organization of industry 
impossible and that overhead ex­
penses for the plants are far 
higher than would be necessary 
under a co-operative commun­
ity plan.” The cost of mainten­
ance of the Woman’s Division has 
not been a drain upon the re­
sources of the Detroit House of 
Correction, in spite of the extra­
ordinary trying conditions of the 
past five years;—to the contrary, 
it has developed into more than 
a self-sustaining institution. I 
continue to believe proper hous­
ing. food, air and sunshine, su­
pervised recreation with plenty 
of instructive and creative work 
to do, is the best known method 
of rehabilitating the inmate of 
the penal institution to return to

society. But it must not be for­
gotten that mere brick and stone, 
regardless of the beauty of the 
surroundings may end in failure, 
unless the Care and supervision of 
those who are to inhabit the 
structure, is entrusted to persons 
best fitted to .carry out the aims

and ideas of those who have kept 
pace with modern accepted meth­
ods of governing the betterment 
of humanity.

The Woman’s Division of the 
Detroit House of Correction is a 
practical demonstration of Mod­
ern Applied Sociology.

Women Prisoners Taught Beauty 
Secrets As Well As How To Garden

(Continued from page four> 
as Plymouth, Wyandotte, Bir­
mingham, Royal Oak, and others. 
The training which the inmate 
receives is of important vocation­
al value. Twenty-two different 
kinds of fruits and vegetables are 
canned. A normal apple crop on 
the farm is between 2500 and 
30000 bushels. During the tomato 
season 500 bushels are handled 
daily. In 1933-63.085 one gallon 
tins were canned, and the approx­
imate value was $21,230.09. Last 
year maple syrup was canned and 
pickles and sauer kraut barreled 
to the value of over $2200.00.

In the laundry about 6,300 
pieces, or 3000 pounds are turned 
out daily. This constitutes work 
for the Detroit Fire Department; 
Police Department; Street Rail­
way; Receiving Hospital; Wo­
man's Detention Home, and the 
Belle Isle Zoo, as well as for both 
Divisions of our own institution.

In May. 1932, we instituted the 
poultry industry. We now have a 
flock o{, over 3,000 chickens, 
which provides eggs for the in­
stitution, and chickens for the of­
ficer’s dining room.

Between 4.000 and 5,000 meals 
are served each month in the of­
ficer’s dining room in the admin­
istration building. The prepara­
tion of food, the baking and cook­
ing as well as the serving is done 
by inmates, under the direction 
of an officer well versed in do­
mestic science. This training is of 
special benefit to the ihmate, as 
it teaches them to prepare well 
balanced meals > the proper meth­
od of preparing food; the baking 
of bread: cake and pastries: also 
the proper setting of tables and 
serving of meals.

Since November 1931 no woman 
has left the institution without 
a sufficient amount of clothing 
to help her feel respectable and 
secure when she returns to so­
ciety. This has been accomplish­
ed without any cost to the insti­
tution by establishing an altera­
tion department, which has 
grown into a dress-making shop. 
An officer, who is a good seam­
stress, is in charge of instruction. 
She plans and lays-out the work 
for the women to complete and is 
at all times available for other 
duties in the administration build­
ing. Donations of clothing are 
gladly accepted. The clothing Is 
ripped apart, washed and made 
into up-to-date apparel. Work is 
done for the officers thus giving 
the department an income. In­
mates. who are being released are 
allowed to spend a portion of

their earnings for materials, eith­
er for complete new garments or 
to piece out old garments. The 
women learn to remodel clothes, 
each one doing all she is cap­
able on the garments herself, 
either by ripping and washing 
the material, or by actual sewing. 
This elementary training is val­
uable for home work. The train­
ing in selection of durable ma­
terials and simple patterns is ex­
cellent to develop judgement and 
good taste. New materials can be 
purchased at a discount, the in­
mate thus receiving good value 
for her money. In many cases the 
women learn that the money 
standard is no criterion of value.

The officers organized a Beau­
ty club fund, wherein the in­
mates may study beauty culture 
while getting actual experience, 
and prepare to take the state ex­
amination in order to become 
operators. Each officer pays fif­
ty cents a month for a 
one and one half hours of serv­
ice a week. Six girls, who received 
training in this shop, have gone 
out and supported themselves by 
this trade. Two of the girls have 
their own establishments, one is 
now a supervisor in a shop and 
four are operators in the estab­
lishments where they are em­
ployed.

On the first and third Sundays 
of the month, from nine o’clock 
in the morning until three in the 
afternoon, inmates are allowed 
visits with their relatives.

Inmates give dramatic and 
musical entertainments, many of 
which they write and dramatize 
themselves. We have outdoor pa­
geants, motion pictures, commu­
nity singirig and voice training 
under the direction of a trained 
teacher. We have callisthenics, 
organized sports activities, base­
ball, tournaments, etc.

In October 1932, Miss Neva 
Lovewell. who in writing her thes­
is on this institution for her M. 
A. degree at Ann Arbor, became 
so much interested in the institu­
tion that she offered her services 
as a teacher, and ' through the 
courtesy of Mr. George Smith, 
Superintendent of Public Schools 
of Plymouth, Mich., (at no ex­
pense to the institution) we have 
been able to have school. Miss 
Lovewell was made supervisor 
over seven other competent and 
experienced Plymouth teachers to 
to carry on the work. Classes 
are held from 6:00 to 7:00 o’clock 
Monday night of each week.

There are classes for illiter­
ates, both foreign and American.

the work for mentally and physic 
ally handicapped persons over i 
long period of time. It will be re­
called that he was one of the 
early pioneers in the Society's 
work. He inaugurated the work of 
Vocational Rehabilitation. State 
Department of Public Instruc­
tion. and directed it for seven and 
one-half years. He was the first 
State Supervisor of Special Edu­
cation and was responsible for 
promoting and organizing a large 
number of special classes in the 
public schools.

Prior to taking up his duties 
with the State Department of 
Public Instruction. Mr. Angove 
was Director of Vocational Train­
ing in the Public Schools of 
Ionia and. while there was Boy 
Scout Executive. Director of Coun­
ty Boys and Girls 4-H Clubs and 
Director of Summer Camps. All of 
his training has been in the field 
of Vocational Guidance and 
Counseling. Vocational Training 
and Special- Education for the-, 
mentally and physically handi-s- 
capped. He received his Life Cer­
tificate from^the Western - State 
Teachers College. In line with 
his work, he was found time to 
continue his studies at the Mich­
igan State College at East Lan­
sing. the Ypsilanti Normal Col­
lege. Madison University, Wiscon­
sin. the University of Michigan 
and the Wayne University. He 
received his Bachelor of Science 
degree, majoring In Psychology 
and Special Education for the 
handicapped child. Since receiv­
ing this degree, he has pursued 
further studies in the fields of 
Sociology and administration.

Mr. Angove left the State De­
partment of Public Instruction to 
become Director of Education at 
the zWayne County Training 
School, which position he held for 
four and one-half years. From 
this position, he was placed 
charge of the Federal Emergency 
Relief work in several townships 
of Wayne County. He was pre­
vailed upon to leave this work to 
direct the recent White Cross Seal 
Campaign for the Society.

Mr. Angove has been in 
mand as a public speaker, appear­
ing before all types of organiza­
tions throughout this and other 
states. He has written numerous 
articles for educational magazines 
and contributed to State and 
federal bulletins. He has given 
much of his time to the matter of 
pievention through Safety Edu­
ce tion, in which ne served as 
speaker and counsellor.

All of his accomplishments 
have not come without recogni 
tion. He was elected President of 
the State Manual Arts Associa­
tion. President of the Inter-City 
Conference of Social Workers 
and President of The National 
Rehabilitation Association. Mr.

Decrease In Number 
Oi Cattle For Market

The number of cattle on feed 
for market in the 11 com belt 
states on August 1 this year was 
about 21 per cent smaller than 
the number on feed August 1. 
1933. according to the estimate of 
the United States Department of 
Agriculture. The number on feed 
August 1 this year is indicated 
as rhe smallest for this date in 
at least 7 years.

Reports from a large number of 
cattle feeders as to the weights 
to which their cattle on feed Aug­
ust 1 this year would be fed show 
about the same distribution 
among different weight groups as 
was shown by similar reports re­
ceived a year earlier. The propor­
tion under 900 pounds was some­
what larger and that of 900 to 
1.100 pounds correspondingly 
smaller, with little' change in the 
proportion over 1.100 pounds. Last 
year, however, the decline in cat­
tle prices during the fall months 
caused many feeders to carry cat­

tle beyond the period for which 
they were originally intended, 
with a resulting large supply of 
heavy cattle late in 1933 and early 
1934. A similar situation this year 
is not likely in view of the general 
shortage and high prices of feeds 

fi decrease of 30 per cent oi 
moie in cattle feeding during thf 
coming fall and winter is indicat­
ed by reports received from a 
large number of feeders giving 
the number of feeder cattle they 
expect to buy during the 5 
months. August to December this 
year, and the number bought 
during the corresponding period 
in 1933. These reports indicate 
sharp decreases in all states, with 
the decrease in the states west of 
the Mississippi larger than in the 
states east of the river. Compari­
son with similar reports received 
a year ago shows that feeders ex­
pect to buy a much smaller pro­
portion of feeder calves this year 
than last and an increased pro­
portion of yearlings and very few
cowr and heifers.
